Mr. and Mrs. S. IS. Loewenberg were
asphyxiated by gas at 581 Pine street
Thursday night.

SB \ Kit.

The Burlington Koute Chosen.
?

\u25a0 Chicago Tribune. April22: The Chi-
cago. Burlington&Quiucy railroad has
just completed thu schedules and ar-
rangements for its special through train
service between 'Chicago and Denver
during the triennial conclave of Knights
Templar, which will be held inDenver
Aug.D, 10. 11 and 12. It promises to
surpass not only anything tin t baa pre-
viously been attempted by.the Chicago,
Burlington & Quincy, but any effort
made by any other Western road which
has its terminal in Chicago. Every 'de-
tail of the complex system which it has
undertaken is completed. Thirty solid
special trains loaded with Knights and
their families from Chicago, New York,
Brooklyn.Boston, Philadelphia and many
of the other Eastern cities willleave the
union depot, in addition to the regular

Denver trains, between noon of Aug.(i
and the noon of the following day.
, The entire tratlic of the Omaha and
Kansas City divisions will be subordi-
nated to the special flyers, and daring
Aug. C and 7, when the grand exodus Is
being made, all, en->t- bound, fast met
chaudise, together with the '(Train and
livestock tiam'cV.wiN be side-tracked at
division points. The trains wi!l run
in platoons, with sufficient tune-allow-
ance between each group to provide for
any'uulooked-lor emergencies. Special
relay engines will be watting at divis-
ion points to lead their assistance ifit
is required. The entire journey of l,(E0
miles-will be made in from twenty-nine
to thirty-four hours, according to the
divisions over which the special will
run.

The railroad has arranged to make
Chicago this pivotal point of the jour-
ney, both going out and returning, and
all the bodies from the K;tsl will be
given an opportunity to visit the world's
fair grounds and other places of inter-
est.
