SCHOOL LAND TANGLE
North Dakota Has One Which

May Yet Prove Very
Serious.

Recent Sales of School Lands
Not Authorized by the

Legislature.

The Sheriff of Brown County
Throws Himself Into the

Minnesota.

Two Persons Instantly Killed
by Lightning Near Fulda,

Minn.

• Jamestown, N. D.. Miy One of
the most unexpected and sensational of
questions is raised by.a correspondent
of the Jamestown Alert, who declares
that the last public sale of school lands
in the counties of. Cass, Grand Forks,
Traill, Walsh, Pembina and Richland is

.totally illegaland without authority of
law. Much discussion preceded this
sale, which was made inMarch last,and
some question arose as to the proper ad-
vertisement of certain lands, butno one
has heretofore questioned its legality.
Nearly 60,000 acres of lands have been
sold. The price realized has been widely
advertised throughout the country. The
amounts of the sales of 1892 aggregate
over $1,177,000. Many lands were under
lease until 1802. and sold

Subject to Leases.
The constitution of the state, adopted

in 1889. created a board of university
and school lands, to which is given con-
trol of leasing and sale of school lands
subject to the legislature. The board
consists of the governor, auditor, secre-
tary of state, superintendent of public
instruction and attorney general. The
legislature of 1890 passed an act for
leasing and sale ot common school
lands of North Dakota. This was ap-
proved Jan. 10, 1890. The fourteenth
section provides that the board shall
designate for sale the most valuable
land, not to exceed 100,000 acres, to be
sold at an appraised value, which can-
not be less than $10 an acre, between
April15 and June 1, 1891, and only in a
manner prescribed by the act. No
other authority to sell at any other time
is given, either by the legislature of
1890 or by that of 1891. Nothing is
l;iDoubtful or Ambiguous

about the act, which expressely pro-
vides for sale only as above stated.
There can be no adjournment of sale at
any annual or stated periods. In the
face of the above the board advertised
ard sold a large amount of valuable
school lands in the state in 1892. The
purchasers seem never to have ques-
tioned the right to do this, and the sales,
it is said, have been confirmed. Itis
rumored that authority for sale was
derived from an opinion of Attorney
General Spencer. That opinion is not
at hand, and consequently the authority
for the sale is not known, but good
attorneys claim that nothing in the con-
stitution or legislative act can be legally
held to authorize the sale; that the
above constitutional provision

Cannot Enforce Itself
without a legislative act, and that noth-
inginany act passed since the constitu-
tion was adopted can be construed to
permit sales of school land at any other
time than between April15 and June 1,
1891. The constitution provides that
not to exceed one- fourth of the school
grant, can be sold any .five years. In
;1891 about 30.000 acres were sold and in
1892 about 00,100 acres, or not toexceed
90,000 in all. If this be the true condi-
tion of affairs itwill cause great con-
sternation among purchasers at the 1892
sale, for at present their

Titles Arc Worthless.
Itis not known whether, any legisla-

tion in the future could legalize the
1532 sale or not. Itis almost incredible
that the board of high state officials
that constitute the state school board
would authorize the sale of the above
lands without the fullest and plainest
right todo so, and proper authority for
such sale willno doubt be at once made
public. Probably the purchasers will
refuse to mak- further payment and
demand the return of the money al-
ready paid. The necessity for legis-
lative relief may have suggested to cer-
tain leading officials the idea of calling
the extra session of the legislature now
being urged for the ostensible purpose
of arranging for the electoral vote and
the world's fair appropriation.

FOREIGN FINANCES.

Condition ofmoney in the Cen-
ters ot* Europe.

London. May I.—The reduction, Inthe Bank
of England rate .made durtnc the past week
did not affect the money market.

Patrol Wagon.

Taken to the Station, Where
Chief McClaughry Reads

Them a Lesson.

No Revolutionary Speeches

\u0084 Chicago, May I.— highly sensa-
tional incident occurred in the May nay
celebration here today. It was none
other than the seizure of three sangui-
nary emblems which were carried by
three paraders in the immense proces-
sion which was the feature of today's
celebration. The police officials had
issued strict orders for the regulation

of the demonstration, among which was
one that no red flag or other anarchistic
draperies would be permitted in the
parade, and they evidently meant what
they said. At the head of the two-
dozen men from the Arbeiter Zeitung
office a flaming red flag was carried.
It had been prepared for the
occasion, as a strip of bunt-
ing covered withstars had been fastened
to the staff and fell among the folds of
the emblem. Another little bunch of
reds known as Debating Clubs Nos. 1
and 2carried flags which were so red
that they drew the disapproval of Supt.

Hubbard. After watching the proces-
sion for some time, the divisions carry-
ing the

Anarchistic Emblems
caught the eye of Supt. Hubbard, who
immediately resolved tocapture them
at allhazards. A hurried consultation
was held between Inspectors Marsh,
Fitzpatrick and Capt. Shea and Supt.
Hubbard, after which there was con-
siderable commotion around headquar-
ters. as the procession approached
Madison street on Clark, Capt. Shea
and a dozen Central station detectives
forced their way through the immense
crowd, and, accompanied by a dozen
officers inuniform, took positions at the
corner of Madison and Clark streets. As
the debating clubs came up with their
fiery red flags, Inspector Marsh nodded
his head, and in a twinklingofficers
broke into the ranks and seized the men
carrying the forbidden flags. The crowd
fell back to allow, the o fficers and their
prisoners passage, and the latter were
unceremoniously hurried into a waiting
patrol wagon, the crowd cheering wildly.
A few minutes later the Arbeiter Zeit-
ung employes reached the corner. An-
other nod by Inspector Marsh and the
officers quickly seized the bearer of the
red banner. He made a little"show of
resistance, but was quickly hustled into
the

Waiting Patrol Wagon.

The crowd again cheered loudly, and
a young man who was decorated with a
bright crimson sash made an insulting
remark and quickly joined his comrades
in the patrol wagon. "When the men
and flags were taken from the ranks it
did not cause any particular commotion
in the procession, the marchers 100 feet
ahead being oblivious of the. proceed-
ings. The men and their fiery draperies
were taken to Chief McClaughry's of-
fice, where the latter read them a severe
lecture and informed them that it was
not his purpose to prosecute them, but
he informed them that the laws must be
obeyed and police regulations strictly
lived up. The men stated that they
were innocent of wrong doing; they
only read the Arbiter Zsitung, and did
not know, they were violating any law
or disobeying police orders. They
were selected, they said, by their or-
ganizations to carry the flags, and did
not intend to defy the police. There
was not the least hint of disorder on-
the lake front, where the speeches were
made, and the revolutionary speeches.if .
there were any, w ere carefully worded.

LeadvlHe Theater Burned.
Lbadville, Col., May I.—About 7

o'clock this evening flames broke out in
l.oube's variety theater, 116 State street,

and soon the entire building was in
flames. The performance had jnst com-
menced, and when the alarm was given
there was a wild rush for the street. No
one was seriously injured in the rush so
far as is known. The two Wheeler
brothers, athletes, jumped from the
burning building, and one of them was
seriously injured. The buildings from
IC6 to 120 State street were burned.
Loss. $35,000. The fire started from a
candle ina dressing room.
