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THE WATER QUESTION,

The prohibitionists and woman suf-
fragists in Massachusetts threaten to
d-sert the Republiean party of the state
§ the Republican legislature persists in
defeating the bill to allow women to
vote on the liceuse question. It is the
practice of the towns and cities of that
state to vote on this nearly everv year,
and it is claimed that the women will
helpout the no-license side in the larger
cities. The bill to allow them to vote
on this question bas lacked but three or
four votes of passage, the “‘non-Repub-
licans” beating it. The loss of any
more prohibition votes will add to the
probability of the Republicans losing
the state in the presidential election.
In the discussion of the subject the
singular fact is recatled that Gov. AN-
DREW, one of the most brilliant men
the Republicans have ever elected zov-
ernor, once used this language before a
legislative committee ou temperance:

Indepandent of other oblizations, there is
reason to fear that tne of ing of those who
abstain er 1entea drink be-
come, in o, enervatad in
able in this last
iecadence of the
Mohammedan nations and races is
to be accounted for.

A Republican governor of Massachu-
setts arzuing in a public address that
total abstincnce produees physieal and
meatal degeneracy seems alinost incred-
fble. Yet such was the fact, and the
controversy shows that a great number
of Republicans agree with him. The
medical fraternity is infected with this
notion, very much as are the practieal
politicians. It is argued, on the one
side, that peoples restrieted exelu-
sively to the aqueous«element have
never cut muech fizure in the world’s
affairs. It is insisted that in no parts of
Europe at the present time is the use of
malt and fermented liquors more gen-
eral than in Scotland, England and
Germany, and the peopie in those coun-
tries are uasurpassed in physicai de-
velopment and mental and moral force.
The historical claims on that side are,
however, challenged, and it is asserted
that in both ancient and modern times
nations have beea powerful as they
have been abstinent, and have degen-
erated as they.used stimulants. The
fieid is ample for both sides to gather
abundance of material to support their
positions.

THE DAKOTA SITUATION.

1t is asse;ted by the Fargo Forum that
the buyers of the school lands sold un-
der a misapprehension of the law need
teel no concern. It is meant, of course,
that the legislature wiil be able to patch
up any defects growing out of legal in-
formalities. This will involve no need
of a special session. The same authority
also takes issue with Sepator HANSs-
BROUGH when he says the state can get
in its electoral vote without any acticn
by the present legislature. The senator
did not reflect possibly upon the danger
that the new legislature wight not be
quite of the HarrisoN complexion and
not certgin to aid in getting the three
votes into the grandfather's hat. The
special session will evidedtly be called,
provided it 1s pretty definitely ascer-
tained that the legislature will add £50,-
000 to its former appropriation for the
exhibit at Chicago. Should the feeling
be found like that in the South Dakota
legislature. it will be seen that the diffi-
culty about the electoral vote can be
successfully tided over. No doubt the
§50,000 is needed for an exhibit that
will do credit to the state.

JOHNSON ON WOOL.
Since Congressman JOHNSON, of

North Dakota, has been catching the
public eye and ear by the strength of
his speeches really delivered in con-
gress, not merely printed in the Record,
the faction that would throw him over,
and nominate another as a Republican,
has been wilting, as it were. The speech
the gentleman made in opposition to the
free wool bill is pronounced a corker.
It may not have been quite in line with
his convictions, but he knows that most
of the sheep men still cherish the old
notion that somehow the tariff helps
keep up the price, and benzfits them. A
leading Republican paper of the state,
while a supporter of Mr. Jomn-
soN, mildly suggests that, perhaps
in his =zeal to please his con-
stituents, he does not quite present the
facts in their right bearings. Whatever
the effect the tariff may have had in
keeping out the wocl of Australia, wool
is cheaper now thaa it was last year or
before the passage of the McKINLEY
biil. In the manufacturing distiicts of
the East, many of the wool men who
are Republicans, and believe in protec-

tion as a rule, doubt the value of the
duty to wool growers. ‘They do not be-
lieve that the passage of the Sri INGER
bill will put the price any lower. This
North Dakota Republican paper finds
many intellizent wool dealers who hold
that the place for protection, if any-
where, isnoton the fleece, but.the manu-
factured articles. The latter must con-
tain a variety of wools, the better qual-
ity of this country and the coarse, cheap
wool of South America, otherwiss
shoddy 1s largely used and an inferior
article produced that cannot compete
with the manufactures of skilled labor
and untaxed raw material abroad. The
American gooils canrot go to foreign
markets, as cotton manufaetures do.
Consequently, they produce less and do
not use so much American wool. The
demand being less, the prices fall, and
the wool grower is damaged rather than
benefited by the tariff. No doubt Mr.
JOoHNsSON understands this, but finds
the other view easier to work asa Re-

publican.

THE REPUBLICAN CONVENTION

The Republican convention vesterday
was a very successful entertainment as
such entertaiuments go. The familiar
face of SAMUEL LOWENSTEIN was
missed, to be sure, and his abseuce cast
a gloom over the first half-hour of the
session. But Senator DAvis was on
hand and in good order, and inspired
the delegates with words of encourag-
ing eloguence. He added a new star to
his party’s firmament by claiming for it
the credit of having established the
majesty of the American hoz in every
nation under heaven. Readers of
Martin Chuzzlewit will be inclined to
believe that the American hog ante-
dated the birth of the Republican party,
and that our learned senator is stretch-
ing things a little when he makes its
prominence in society contemporaneous
with the administration of BENJAMIN
Hargrisox. The idea, however, was
very gratifying to the convention, which
cheered with great harmony and unan-
imity in response to its presentation,
and if the Republican party wants to
be responsible for the majestic hog, the
GLOBE is not inclined to begrudge it
tiie honor. All the remaining proceed-
ings of the day were also marked by a
spirit of harmony and unanimity, but
nothing was more harmonious and
unanimous than the vote on the resolu-
tion checkmating STANFORD NEWEL’S
aspirations for a place on the national
committee. 1t is much to be regretted
that our genial fellow townsman is not
to enjoy the digmty whieh his friends
were ambitious for him to have, but he
has the satisfaction of knowing thatin
both Wednesday and yvesterday’s con-
vention he defeated F. L. McGueg for
the position of delegate at large to .he
Minneapolis convention by a substan-
tial majority. This is glory enough for
one week,

THE REPUBLIiCAN PLATFORM.

The resolutions which the econvention
adopted are an adroit straddle on every
issue before the country except the tar-
iff question. A deciaration that a Jollar
should be worth a hundred cents, of
course means nothing, and it does not
make it intelligible to add that we
should have an adundant currency
based on gold and silver. Centsare made
out of copper and nickle, and it would
take a good many more than a hundred
of them toequal even a four hundred and
twelve grain silver doilar, from one
point of view, and from another point
of view a hundred of them will equal
any dollar which human ingenuity can
devise. Under the wing of such a cur-
rency plank, men of all shades of opin-
ion can find shelter, except the men
who believe in an honest expression of
honest convictions.

On the tariff problem, however, the
convention dispiayed no signs of faiter-
ing. It indorsed Senator DAVIS’ char-
acterization of the McKiINLEY bill asa
direct benefit to every Ameriean citizen,
and reaffirmed its adherence to the
principle of protectionism in unequivoeal
language. If there is any state in the
Union in which we should expect at
least a respectable Republican opposi-
tion to extreme views on this question,
it would Le Minnesota, the basis of
whose wealth is agriculture, and which
for so many years has Dbeen taxed by
the present iniquitous system to enrich
the Eastern manufacturers. But no
such opposition seems to exist. The
party is heart and soul pledged to Mc-
Kinleyism, and along this line the com-
ing battle will be fought. The Democ-
racy will welcome the opportunity.

MR. VAN SLYKE'S VICTORY.

The election of WiLriaAM A. VAN
SLYKE to the upper branch of the com-
mon council by a majority of forty-four
has been disclosed Ly the final eanvass of
the returns. The GLOBE is sure that
this wiil be gratifying news to the city
at large without regard to party, and 1t
is adeserved tribute to a conscientious
and capable officer and a publie spirited
citizen. Mr. VAN SLYxE has done
much more for St. Paul than St. Paul
can ever do for him, and it seemed a de-
pressing commnent on popular appreci-
ation of good service that he should
have been defeated at the polls by men
unknown to the community and without
any record for achievement on its be-
half. These latter tidings right what
appeared to be a grievous wrong, and
it 1s no slight token to Mr. VAN SLYKFE’S
popularity for him to have survived a
cyclone in which some of the Republican
candidates received a majority of neariy
four thousand. The GLoBE predicts
that ere many days have passed a feel-
ing of regret will settle down over this
city because several of the other Demo-
crats on the assembly ticket are not
among the victors.

There are no seers at present on duty
perhaps who may be able to peer far
enough down the future to see the
electric vehicle on the city streets and
gravel roads in the country possessing
a monopoly. The horse has been too
faithful, and is altogether too noble and
picturesque an animal to be rudely dis-
missed. But there will be room for
both the noble animal and the electrie
carriage. One of the publications de-
voted to new inventions illustrates and
describes one of the latest devices for
the electric potency that has novel and
promising features. In general appear-
ance the vehicle differs little from the
common ones seen on the street. There
are no shafts for the horse. The motor is
on the front axle, and the man on the
driver’s seat seems to be guiding it with
about the same ease he would a well-
trained horse. The speed on level roads
is put at from ten to fifteen miles per
hour. Tests are soon to be had with
this one at Boston. It is an experiment,
of course, but the theory is accepted as

having great possibilities. Atany time
the practical iliustration way take the
road suceessiuily.

SILVER’S TIME HAS COME,

An International Conference Fa-
vored by Britishers.

Loxpox, May 5.—A large and influ-
ential meeting was held today at the
Mansion house on the subject of an in-
ternational conference on the silver
question. The brokers in bullion were
numerously represenfed, and delegates
were present from many of the banks
of the eastern part of England. The
necessity of international action as to
silver was earnestly discussed, and the
opinion was expressed by all the speak-
ers that the time had come for re-estab-
lishment of silver on a sure and a satis-
factory basis. A strong resolution was
passed in favor of an international con-
ference to consider means of bettering
the silver market. The resolution was
sent to Lord Salisbury, the chancellor
of the exchequer, and the first lord of
the treasury.

The bimetallists declare their belief
that yesterday’s action of the Manches-
ter chambver of commerce, following
similar utterances on the part of London
and other commercial bodies in favor of
England’s taking part in an interna-
tional movement for the fixing of a
workable ratio between gold and silver,
will result in the government being
foreed by public opinion to take stepsin
the direction indicated. The enthusiasm
of the silver peovple seems to have, how-
ever, got the better of their judgment,
and it is evident from the tone of the
general press comments and interviews
with business men that they are a little
ahead of publlc sentiment on the ques-

tion.

The Liberals are watehing the silver
movement closely and their organs are
already denouncing the bimetallist ag-
itators as engaged in an insidious con-
spiracy to tamper with the workings of
natural laws of trade for their own per-
sonal benefit. 1h view of Mr. Glad-
stoue’s well kunown opposition to bi-
metallism Mr. Goschen, chancellor of
the exchequer, would not venture to act
on the suggestions of the silver men so
