Lakewood Cemetery the Last

Resting- Place of the Dead
Major.

The Majority of the Mourners
From the Grand Army and

Loyal Legion.

Supreme Court Decision on
Parkways Creates Con-

siderable Discussion.

Sons of Ohio and Maine Ready
to Entertain Republican

Delegates.

The last of the mortal remains of
liaj.(Jeorge A.Camp were laid to rest
yesterday at Lakewood cemetery, and
many a tear was minified with tlie dirt
as it was reverently thrown upon the
coffin. The funeral was a notable one.
A special train of three cars left St.
l'aul at 1 o'clock and Minneapolis half
an hour later, containing over 300
mourners. The train proceeded to >lin-
netonka. where the services were held.
The majority of the mourners were old
soldiers, members ot the LoyalLeirion
and liraiul Army, and they funned a
sad-faced company as they marched to
the little cottage where the remains lay.
The services at the cottage were brief,
the Episcopal ritual of the dead being
read by lit. Rev. Bishop Gilbert and
Rev. William Wilkinson, of the St.
Andrew Presbyterian chuivii. and Rev.
I'eptoH Morgan, of the St. .John's, St.
Paul, giving the responses. The apart-
ment where the body lay was literally
filled with flowers, and the odor of white
roses penetrated to the outer air. The
Moral offerings had been many, and the
casket was surmounted by an especially
handsome bank of roses. When the
services were over the remains wire

escorted to the train which arrived here
at 'Ao'clock. A double line was formed
along the pathway from the cottage to
the train. Then the eight pall -bearers,
headed by J. J. lliiland O. W. March-
ant, inarched with uncovered heads to
the train. The casket, borne by eight
old soldiers, followed and next the chief
mourners. The old soldiers were A. A.

When the train reached here, Bishop
Gilbert was forced to go at once to
r'argo to attend Rev. E. C. Biel, pro-
fessor of liturgiesat Fargo, who is dy-
ing, and the remainder of the funeral
services were conducted by Keys.
Wilkinson and Morgan. A procession
was formed at the union depot, headed
by two ca.iriages containing the escort
made up from members of the Loya!
Legion. The h'rst carria.se contained
Judge John B. Sanborn, C. G. Ed wards.
U. P. llefleltinger and W. I).Hale. In
the second were seated E. C. Babb. C
11. Woods, D. M. Goodwin and O. C.
Mercian. The third and fourth car-
riages contained the pall bearers. J. J.

AS TO PARKWAYS.

What the Kffeet of the Supreme
Court Decision Will Be.

The farmers of Kiel)field and those
along the southern boundaiy of the city,
as well as the teamsters of the city, will
be glad to hear of the decision of the
supreme court reversing the ruling that
has kept teams off the llennepin boule-
vard. Heavy teams and funerals were
not allowed on the boulevard by the
pork board. The supreme court says
that the park board has no right to make
such a rule. The park board is declared
to have no right to exclude any vehicle
from any street where the land was not
taken for a park and where the street
was laid out and traveled before it was
designated as a parkway.

But this decision will have a broader
effect th.an on the Henpepin boulevard.
It will apply to several of the finest
boulevards in the city. It will also
have the effect of lessening the anxiety
of the board tocreate boulevards. There
are some parts of the Minnehaha boule-
vard to which this willapply. Itwill
also apply to the streets bordering on
the recently purchased King tract. The
proposed boulevard on the East side
willalso come under the decision. In
fact, without going into detailed ment-

ion of them all. this decision willhave
the effect of undoing most all the work
tlie park board lias recently done in the
way of laying out and improving park-
ways. None of the members of the
park board who were seen yesterday
were willingto say anything for publi-

cation until they had thought the mat-
tea over and perhaps heard the opinion
of the park board's attorney, but they
talked as ifthey felt that this decision
would serve to lessen the desire of the
board to provide broad, beautiful drive-
ways that go so far toward improving
the appearance of a city.

OHIO AXD MAINE.

Sons of These Two States Ready
to Play H«st.

About fifty sons of the state of poli-
ticians and Joseph Benson Foraker met
at the West last night to make arrange-
ments to entertain the Ohio men who
will attend the convention. It was
decided to form a permanent Ohio
association, and in pursuance of
that plan the following officers
were elected: President, Col. William
McCrory; secretary, A. 11. Ritchie;
treasurer, W. 11. lice. The president
was empowered to appoint au executive
committee of fifteen. The executive
committee was given power to appoint
a reception committee of twenty-live.
