The Western league, after a career of
three weeks, is already seriously con-
gidering means to keep the breath of
life in the organization. During almost
every day of this time the weather has
been too cold for ball playing, and,
added to this, about every second day
has either vained or snowed. The re-
sult has been that the clubs have been
going against their bank accounts. so
hard that half the treasuries are
already empty. With the exception of
Kansas City, not a club in the league
has paid running expenses from the re-

ceipts. St. Paul has probably had the
bardest luck of any of the
clubs. Out of its first trip, al-

though it played only three of its
s1x games. it made a little more than
enough money to pay expenses. At
home it rained or was " too cold half the
time, and the remainder was disacreea-
ble and the attendance so small that
only three times was there money
enough taken at the gate to pay more
than the guarantee. Thursday night
the club left for its second trip, but it
finds the same old weather there as
here, Yesterday the newly sodded In-
dianapolis grounds were not fit to play
on; today there will be no eame, as the
Hoosiers have concluded not to attempt
Sunday games. The next attempt to
play will be Monday. How a club ecan
buy meal and railway tickets on such
luck is a mystery, leaving the matter of
ealaries out of the question altogether.

Six other clubs of the leazue are ina
boat which is almost as leaky. Minne-
apoiis has only been able to play nine
games. It loocks now as though the
Mill City would have a chance to test
the saving quality of down-town
grounds. 1t has been eclaimed for the
past three seasons that the location of
the grounds in the heart of the city
would always prevent the club from
financial loss regardiess of the quality
of the ball playing done by the team.
St. Paul has alwayvs claimed that to
draw out the people it is necessary to
have a team of winners. This idea has
been time and again pooh-poohed in
Minneapolis, but the time for a fair
test has come. Minneapolis has lost
seven of its nine games. If it cannot
hold its crowds, it must admit that it is
the team and not the grounds that draw
the people.

The teams of the league have had so
little opportunity to get into even fair
playing shape that it is hard to judge of
relative strength. It is admitted that
the work in the points is the most re-
liable thing on which to base predic-
tions, but the weather has prevented the
pitchcrs from exerting gllelglsclves.
There is, however, a disposition in many
quarters to find fault with the players’
committee. It issaid thatit willdevelop
that Columbus, Kansas City and Mil-
waukee have teams which so far out-
class those of the other five cities that
the contest wiil be a procession from
start to finish. Putting this and that
togethier they find that the players’ com-
mittee was coinposed of the owners of
the teams of Milwaukee, Kansas City
and Columbus, and that the coincidence
of their having drawn the three best

teams has an unfortunate look about it.
Iu all probability the hint of collusion
is the mwerest moonshine, but in future
the league will probably take the pre-
caution to have its players allottea by
wholly uninterested persons,
