SHE GETS ONE GENT,

Catharine Johnson Will Get
That Amount From

Mrs. Harris.

But the Anarchists' Organiza-
tion is Still Covered

From View.

Baron Nils Posse Tells About
Athletics From a Scien-

tific Basis.

War on an Eighth Street Ed-
itor—Real Estate Men

Organize.

The famous anarchist servant girl spy
case came to an end yesterday. At1:30
in the afternoon the evidence was all in
and the case given to the jury, wliich
returned half an hour later a verdict of
damages to the sum of one cent for
Catharine Johnson. When the case
opened yesterday morning Mr.Harris
took the stand again and gave in detail
the conversation he had with Catherine
regarding (he anarchist society to which
she belonged, Itwas a repetition of
what Mr. Harris testified to Tuesday
afternoon. Catharine had told him pos-
itively that she belonged to a secret so-
ciety, and was acting in the capacity of
a spy. She told him that she was the
agent in this city,and that there were
other agents iii St. Paul, Duluth and
Chicago. In the cross-examination At-
torney Selever asked Mr. Harris:

"Did Kena tell you anything about
the society?*'

"She said it was the same one to
wliicliEva McDonald-Vales belonged.
She called itthe '.Junior Alliance.'

"
"Are you sure she did not say it was

a female Knights of Labor society?"
"Iam. as Iasked her particulary iii

regard to that."
"Or the Farmers' Alliance?"
"She said it was not, but distinctly

called itthe 'Junior Alliance.'"
"Did she tell you nothing about who

were the officers, or where the head-
quarters of the society were?"

"She did not tell me who the officers
were, but said there was an agent of
the society in St. Paul: that she was the
agent in Minneapolis: that there were
agents in Duluth, Minneapolis and other
cities. The object of the society was to
make reports regarding their employes.
She said that as far as my place was
concerned she would have a very favor-
able report to make except that the
work was a little hard. She said the
wages were paid promptly and were
good; the food was all right; she had a
good place to sleep; we were pleasant
persons to work for, and that she was
well satisfied withher position with us.
After she joined the society she said
that she did not stay inone place longer
than three weeks, as that was tlie limit
which the society placed upon the mem-
bers staying withone family. She said
that she had been to Duluth and that
she was going back there again in the
interest of the society."

This was practically all the evidence
introduced on the anarchist spy ques-
tion, the other witnesses testifying to
what they had heard Mr. Harris say in
the way of defaming Catherine's char-
acter. Catharine when placed on the
stand took up a great deal of the time
by blubbering. She said that she knew,
nothing about the society, and after-:
wards said she did. The counsel for
the defense mixed her up considerably
ana the girlscarcely knew whether she
was sitting in the witness chair or stand-
ing on her head. - She.said she told Mr.
Harris that she belonged to the "Junior
Alliance" society, merely as an excuse
toget away from the place, as she was
doing two girls' work at the time. She
denied point blank having said any-
tiling about the wages she received
from the society, or what her du-
ties as soy were, nor had she
told him the society had branches
in the cities previously uientioued.
The man who came after her on the
night she left the Harris house so sud-
denly was not an agent of the society,
as she told M.Harris at the time, but a
member of the St. Paul department. His
reasons for coming after her she de-
clined to tell.

When the case was concluded, Judge
Elliot instructed the jurynot to con-
sider the anarchist spy evidence at all,
but to render a verdict on the evidence
given on the question of defamation of
character. The jury,as stated above,
brought in a verdict of one cent dam-
ages toCatharine.

Miss Johnson's denial of any knowl-
edge of the anarchist spy society does
not by any means set aside tiie facts
already published concerning such an
organization. The Globe did not state
that she was a member of it, and knew
nothing about her until she made the .
statements to Mr. Harris, wliich cor-
roborated the whole stoiy. The society
does exist, whether Miss Johnson is a
member of it or not, and itis hoped
that in a shirt time the Globe will
be able to furnish its readers with alist
of the members.

BARON NILS POSSE.

He Delivers a Scientific Lecture
on Physical Development.

A small but select audience greeted
Baron Nils Posse, director of the Posse
Gymnasium of Boston, at the Lyceum
last night. The athletic baron deliv-
ered a lecture under the auspices of the
Manning School of Oratory, taking
"The Chief Characteristics ot the Swed-
ish Gymnastics" as his subject. The
baron' is an entertaining lecturer, and
certainly understands physiology well.
His lecture last night was on the scien-
tificorder, and was illustrated by draw-
ings of the human frame and enlarged
sketches of the nerve and sen-
sory centers and brain. He began
his lecture with a dissertation on phys-
iological man and psychological man,
which gradually led on to the idea he
desired toexemplify in a scientific way
—physical development. There is such
an intimate correlation between the
physiological and mental constitution
that itis absolutely necessary for a fine
physical development to have a fine de-
velopment of the mind, and vice versa.
He explained the phenomena which
constitute physical and mental life and
how the physiological phenomena ap-
pear to be reduced to motion and the
purely psychological phenomena to sen-
sation. He talked of the spinal cord,
and showed how as a conducting rod it
transmits sensations to the brain, and
as the nerve center it is the
seat of reflex action. Simple leflexac-
tion, he said, is a simple excitation, and
consists entirely in movement in a part
of the body which acts through the in-
termediary of some nerve center other
than the brain. To bring about the
abilityto perform functions with parts
of the"external body it is necessary, he
said, totrain the attention, the mind.
The brain must take active part in the
training of the muscles, for a heap of
muscle without the brain tocontrol it
and actuate it amounts to nothing.
When the attention is properly trained
and muscle and ability to utilize the
same are cultivated, the brain assumes
a healthy action and growth. The sum
and substance, . therefore, of. Baron
Passes lecture are that a development
of the mind is essential to a perfect
physical development.

EARNINGS AND EXPENSES.

Interesting Comparisons From
Carroll Wright's Report..Washington," May

"
Carroll D.

Wright, the commissioner of labor, to-
day sent to the president the seventh
annual report of. the department of
labor. Extracts from it follow: In a
cotton yard establishment in the north-
ern district of the United States, itwas
found that 888 different employes earned
on an average '.$1.02 each per day, but
worked only seventy-nine days out of
six months, their average earnings
being for that time SSO per capita. In
the southern district of the United
States in an establishment working six
months, 347 employes, earning G'JJ:. cents
e.-tcli per clay, worked on an average
fittv-four days, earning 888 each during
the" time worked. Inan establishment
in Great Britain, which worked six
months, it is found there were 398 dif-
ferent employes, earning 66 cents a day
on the average, ond workingon an av-
erage 131 days of the period, earning
thereby $86. The total average income
of families from ail sources for the fol-
lowing different countries was, for the
cotton industry, 5057 in the United
States, 1385 in France, $302 inGermany,
$356 in Great Britain and 1866 in Switz-
erland, In the woolen industry the
average family income from all sources
was §663 in the United States, -N24 in
France, 8375 in Germany and $515 in
Great Britain, In the glass industry
the family incomes were in the United
States 8859, in Belgium .$627, and in
Great Britain 8501.

. Bringing these averages into compar-
ison with those of incomes in other in-
dustries, the commissioner finds that in
the United States the total average in-
come of families engaged in the pig
iron industry was §591, in Belgium
$374, and Great Britain §4."*;;. The bar
iron workers are a well paid class, an I
their incomes per family were as fol-
lows: For the United Stases $784. for
Belgium 8359, forFrance $461. for Ger-
many $282, and for Great britain $510.
