Bradstreets reported a decrease of
2,351,000 bu of wheat for the week east of the
Rockies. Clearances from four ports were
643.600 bu for the day, and 78300 pkgs of
flour. The clearances caused some firmness
in prices. About 1 o'clock the market
broke on better weather in the Northwest.
The receipts were again very small and below
the shipments. Local buyers. however, were
not anxious. They were willing to take No.
1 northern at 8584c, but siow to pay 83c. As
the supply was light. hoiders managed to
work most of their best stuff off at Sic.
Some thin lots sold down to &2we, Very
Jittle was done in Nos. 2 and 3. No. 2 sold
from 79 to 80¢c, and No. 3 around 75e. Very
little business was done in low grades. There
were outside orders on the market, but the
supply was so light that sellers nheld for
higher prices than they did Tuesday. This
wade business siow, and not many cars were
sold.
