The Protestant Orphan Asylum Celebrates Its Twenty-

Seventh Anniversary— Odd
Bits.

HE Protestant or-
lohan asylum, at the
[coiner of Marshall
avenue and St. Al-
bans street, cele-
brated its twenty
seventh anniver-
sary yesterday.
This noble institu-
tion has turned
many close corners
in years past, and
weathered many
financial storms;
but it stands to-,

day on a firm basis,
attained by the in-
defatigable efforts
of the great-heart-

teen years, duringa time when arrang-
ing ways and means to meet the cur-
rent expenses was a task that was far
from easy. lt. December, ISB9. the
board lost its first honorary member,

and the asylum a warm friend, by the
death of Mrs. Carrie Thompson, wliQ
was elected a manager in 1887. The
outy other death during service was
that of Mr*. O. W. Hand, in 1817.
There have been

Twelve natrons.

The present matron, Mrs. M.J. Bing-
ham, came in August, 1880. Through

all annoyances and discouragements,
her interest has been unfailing; shield-
ingand excusing others, but never con-
sidering her own comfort. What she
has been to this asylum only the man-
agers can ever know.

Just now there are fifty-seven children
in the asylum, which is undergoing its
regular spring houseclcaiung. Inthe
school room are twenty-nine boys and
girls, all neatly dressed, under the care
of an able teacher. They have the usual
round of lessons, enlivened by music,

for there is a piano in the school room,

as well as in the large sunny room
where they are assembled tor chapel
each day. Allot the rooms on the first
floor are being handsomely papered by
C. O.Rice & Co., who are; doing the
work at so low a rate that itis practi-
cally a free gift to the asylum. There
are "eleven sturdy boys in one nursery,
and a like number of girls in
another, each nursery under the
charge of a competent governess,
The sleeping apartments are large,
sunny, and both well aired and well
kept. The financial condition of the
asylum is good, so far as the mattei of
debt is concerned, the institution being
run last year on the funds of its treas-
ury, without recourse to

Interest-Bearing Loans
from private banks; but this is the first
time in the home's history that this has
been accomplished. The great trouble
has been that the regular subscribers
felloff heavily for a time, under the im-
pression that the beauast of the late
Judge Hale, amounting to $10,000, pay-
able in annual instalments of $I,ooo, was
ample to take care of their expenses
without much outside aid. The . man-
agers are exceedingly anxious to use
this annual payment for an endowment,
investing the funds from this bequest
as fast as paid in, so as to secure the
future of the institution they have la-
bored to establish; but they will be
obliged to use it for the current ex-
penses this year iftheir subscribers fail
to extend the same aid they have,
pledged themselves to give in other
years. It is to be hoped that no hand
willbe withdrawn from so good a work
—one that has given a home tofully
1,000 homeless children in the past
twenty-seven years.

May 12, 1865. a few ladies met at the
residence of Mrs. Charles M. Oaks to
discuss the best method ofcaring fir
Protestant orphans, and -Sept. 18. ISO-**,
the association became a regularly in-!
corporated bod v. The first man- )
agers were Mrs. John Nichols. |
Mrs. William Banning, Mrs. J. H.
Stewart, Mrs. W. W. Singleton. .Mrs E.
F. Drake. Mrs. Horace Thompson. Mrs.
Charles M.Oaks and Mrs. E. R. Ilollins-
bead. The tirst home of the asylum
was purchased in this same month, be-
ins the property known to old residents
of St.* Paul as the "Franklin
house," an Old-Time Wayside inn,
lacated at the corner of Marshall and
Western avenues, on what was at that
time the old St. Anthony road. This
property was bought for $3,100, of
which they paid one-half cash, giving a
mortgage "forthe remainder. Mrs. Lav-
ery was the first matron, beginning her
labors with lour children, who were at
once admitted. A large fair, at which
there was no rattling, held in the follow-
ingDecember, netted the ladies $-1,000,
a larger sum, it will be noticed, than
the women are often able to realize
now. when the city is about live times
as large as it was then. With this
money they paid up the mortgage on
their "home and met the current ex-
penses of the year.

A second fair was held in February,
1807. at which the voting of a tureen
and ladle to the most popular dry goods
man created much excitement and net-
ted $700. Fairs wereheld inDecember,
1869, and in 1870 and 1871, the funds
accruing being the only support of the I
home. InJuly, 1872, the expediency of
purchasing the Cullen farm was consid-
ered. This was on the Fort Snelling
road, about two miles from the city.
The property comprised thirty-six
acres of land, a commodious stone
dwellinghouse, and a stone barn with
basement. The family had outgrown

the first home— some change was neces-
sary—and it was decided to buy this
property for 820.000. to be paid, one-
third cash at the time of purchase, the
balance in three equal payments in
one, two and three years, interest at
8 per cent. The money for the
lirst payment was solicited, and in Oc-
tober, 1872. the family of sixteen chil-
dren, matron and servants moved into
the second home. Then began a season j
of livingby faith and entertainments, \u25a0

gave another, several were given at
private houses and the managers gave
a calaco ball at the Metropolitan hotel.
In 1873 circulars were sent to each
householder, asking for subscriptions.
Pledges for $1,500 were secured in this
way. InJuly. 1874. a new circular was
sent out. and a few gentlemen became
responsible for the immediate wants of
the household, and for the payment of
interest on the mortgage note. In
December these .." gentlemen de-
vised a plan to pay off the in-
debtedness by platting part of
the property and selling the lots. A
number of the farmers gave vegetables
each fall, thus securing the winter's
supply through these hard years. In
February, 1870, enough lots had been
sold to pay off the indebtedness todate,

end the minutes of the February meet-
ing express the great joy of the mana-
gers. In this same month, all other
plans proving unequal tothe expenses,
a three days' fair was held, dinner and
supper served each day, and closing

with a fancy dress ball. This netted
$2,200, and was considered so successful
that it was repeated inFebruary, 1877,
netting $2,400; again in IS7B, netting
$2,270, and for the last time in1579, net-
ting $1,700. After this last fair a com-
mittee of gentlemen agreed to solicit
pledges for annual subscriptions from
business men, that the ladies might be
thereafter spared the great labor attend-
ing fairs and all other entertainments.
The asyium was supported in this way
for two years.

too inconvenient, and the locality hav-
ingbecome very undesirable for the
purpose. With a change in view, more
of the property was platted and sixty-
four lots placed on sale.

InSeptember, 188*2. the lists of annual
subscribers were placed in the hands of
the managers. The names were ap-
portioned, each lady agreeing to add to
her list as needed, to secure £200.

InMarch, 1885, the board purchased
the present site, 300 feet on Marshall
avenue by 10I?< on St. Albans street,
for $8,500. The money for the present
building, which was erected during the
summer following this purchase, and
taken possession of on Oct. 22,ISSS.
came from a bequest by Justus Ramsey,
Esq., from the sale of various lands
given to the asylum, and from the sale
v. the lots platted on the old property.

The first serious trouble in the home
came in October 18S6; in the form of an
epidemic, when nineteen children were
attacked with scarlet fever. Three of
these died,. and several others were left
so weak that they succumbed toa simi-
lar epidemic of the measles inJanuary
of ISS7. InJune' of this year the by-
laws were amended so as to admit
children under two years until the city
Foundling hospital was ready foroc-
cupancy but when the babies' home
was opened in February of 1890, tbe
former rule of receiving none under
two years was again adopted. The
neat brick

Hospital Building:,
facing on St. Albans street, was built
largely through the bequest of Mrs.
Carrie Thompson, for fifteen years pres-
ident of the asylum, before ill health
made itnecessary for her to give tip
active work and become an honorary
member of the board.

Of the earlier inmates, some staid for
many years, in 1888 the by-law was
passed, limiting the agreement to keep
children to periods of three months,
unless full control is given, in which
case a good home is found as soon as
possible. '

Duringthe first twenty years seventy-
four children were placed in homes;
during the last five years eighty-fivs
have been so placed, making a total of
150. Of these, some are. indentured
until of age; "others simply given a
home, with home care; while others
have been

'legally adopted and the
names changed. One boy of the early
days, whohad been adopted, sent Deck
to the asylum for a boy whom he could
adopt—saying that he wished to show
his appreciation of what had been done
for him.

From May, 1865, to the present,
eighty-seven ladies have for longer cr
shorter times given their services as
managers. Of the original members,
one only remains enrolled.

these twenty-seven years Mrs. E. F.
Drake has borne more than her share
of care and responsibility: having per-
formed the duties of treasurer for nine-

glances and whispering comments. One.

Those familiar with.the
j facts and the* fearless manner of the
j judge willnot be surprised if the man
sets a sentence of fifteen years. Snapp
appeared yesterday withT. T. Fa.nnt.le-
roy, bis attorney, and pleaded guilty to
two of the live indictments pending
against him. One of these was for the
larceny of a check for $45, drawn by J.
B. Bradshaw in favor of the Northern
Pacific company; the other was for
raising a check of the company from
$4 . to $40, and which was payable
to J. *13. Bradshaw. The remain-
ing indictments are two for larceny
of small sums and one for raising a
check for a small amount. Itis asserted
that the embezzlements of Snapp cover
a great many stuns and amount to over
$4,000. The county attorney announced
that he would not demand trials on the
remaining three indictments at the
present time. Snapp was very nervous
when he was arraigned yesterday. He
leaned on the desk in front of the clerk
while the indictments were being read
to him. When asked if he had been in-
dicted by his true name he nodded an
assent, and when Clerk Breidert asked
for his plea he replied "guilty" in a
