FORGED EXPRESS 1 ORDERS.

J. E. Shaver, a Trusted Employe,
Arrested for the Crime.

J. E.* Shaver, a good-looking yonng
man whohas held a position as travel-
ing salesman for one ot the large whole-
sale firms of the city for nearly two
years, was arrested by Detective Dan
Ahem yesterday afternoon and placed in
the county jail. He was charged with
having forged five separate orders of
the American Express company indif-
ferent cities, and obtaining* $50 in each
case. Shaver, who has a wife and baby
livingin this city, was terribly affected
by his arrest, but protested his inno-
cence of the crime. His arrest was made
at the instance of S.E.Hartshorn.special
agent of the express company at Chi-
cago, who arrived in St. Paul Thursday
and furnished the local detectives with
an excellent description of the man
wanted. The story., of Shaver's crime
is that whileout on one of his business
trips some weeks ago he en-
tered the depot and express of-
fice at Hammond, Wis., and asked
permission to write a letter.
