RUIN BY A HURRICANE
A Tremendous Storm In the

Antipodes Does Enor-
mous Damage.

Numbers of Coasting: Vessels
Piled Upon Shore inFrag-

ments.

Loss of Life Expected to Be
Very Heavy When Reports

Come In.

The Shadow of Anarchy In-
duces Trepidation at

Court Function.

Wellington. N. Z.. May 10.— A ter-
rible hurricane lias passed over Central
New Zealand, and the damage done is
enormous. Long before the hurricane
broke the barometer gave warning of
its coming, but very little could be cone
to protect property from its fury. The
air was perfectly calm,. but all. nature
seemed to be pervaded witha sense of
dread. Thousands of wildbirds, help-
less and frightened, were blown out to
sea, there to perish. Hour after hour
passed, and there was no abatement in
the hurricane's terrible energy. Mut-
tering and roaring, and anon wailing
and shrieking, the winds worked their
destruction^ j; :.; -^;1
Itis late autumn in the antipodes, and

inmany places crops were awaiting the
hands of the harvesters. Hundreds of
acres of wheat, corn, oats and barley
were ruined, the standing crops being
beaten down and badly twisted and
matted. At sea the scene defied de-
scription. The vessels in the offing,
which before the gale could be seen
lyingunder storm sails, were soon lost
to view in the swirlingcloud rack.

After tne storm had passed it was
found that many coasting vessels had
been piled upon the shores, and it is be-'

iieved that loss oflife when all the de-
tails have been received will prove to
have been very heavy. ,Reports from
all parts of the country visited by the
hurricane show that the buildings have
been either blown down or unroofed in
every direction. The money damage
caused by the storm cannot be estimat-
ed. Itis thought that many of the men
iiithe woodcutting camps in the forests
have been killedby falling trees, butno
details from the interior are as yet prac-
ticable, owing to the washing out of
roads and the cutting off of allmeans of
communication.
