Bishop Gilbert
and Rev. Robert Christie have both ex-
pressed themselves as fully in sympa-
thy with the movement, and both have
extended aid to Mrs. Lichtenberger in
the past. At the pound party of tonight
there is no ironelad rule thau forbids the
guest to bring an article weighing
more than one pound; indeed, begin-
ning, as they are, at the very founda-
tion of a home, it will be a gracious act
to bring any article that can bz of serv-
ice in a home, as well as mere provi-
sions, In every long-established home
there are always bits of furniture that
are on the ragged edge of being dis-
carded as not quite presentable for
another year’s wear and tear.

FRENCH ART.

Harwood, the Painter, Lectures
on the History of French Art,
Ancient and Modern.

At Westmoreland hall yesterday aft-
ernoon Harwood, the artist, talked to
ap audience of 300on his favorite theme,
art. He did not confine himself to the
works of the old masters, but illus-
trated with those of this as well as
other centunes.

The charm of Harwood’s talk is that
he speaks from the standpoint of a
painter, giving praise where praise is
due, from an artistic standard, and enit-
icising with equal discrimination. He
touched lightly upon the history of art,
deseribed the founding of the Salon,and
the magnificeht collections of the
Louvre and the Luxembourg. Then,
beginning with the works of David,
some of the finest and rarest stereopti-
con vtews ever shown in this city were
revealed on the canvass. The motif
of the three schools, the
Classic, Romantic and Realistie,

was clearly outlined. Hesspoke of Ge-
rome and Bastian Lepage, the promis-
ing young life that went out before its
greatest picture was ever placed on can-
vas; who, had he lived, would un-
doubtedly have become one of the
greatest artists of a country famed for
its artists. An intensely interesting se-
ries of views disclosed the interiors of
the ateliers of Gerome, Lefebvre, Bou-

langer and Cormon. By a briiliant
coup @’ etat a large view
of a small Meissonier picture,

only one and three-quarter inches
in diameter, was thrown; and Lepage’s
wonderful picture of Sarah Bernhardt
evoked much admiration. **The Call,”
by Bouveret, is an exquisite picture,
after the style somewhat of the **Ange-
Jus,” and the original is owned by T. B.
Walker, of Minneapolis. Harwoed eriti-
cised Bouguereau's works rather sharp-
ly, saying that, although he is sucha
favorite with the public. he is not fully
indorsed by the painters. They say of
him that he paints for his public rather
than from a high personal appreciation
of his art. There are a great many of
his pictures in America, and, although
Harwood may be right in his estimate
of Bouguereau’s standards, he cannot
deny thart this artist has

for childish faces. Inthe eollection of .J.
J. HiM is an exquisite Bouzuereau,
painted from a jarge photograph of a
little daughter of Mr. Hill; and in this
class of pictures Bouguereau has shown
that he is capable of making great art
when he chooses. His great picture,
**Satyr and the Nymphs,” that hangs in
the var of the Hoffman house, New
York, and bis wasterpiece, *“The Birth:

of Venus,” were also  shown.
Harwood 1is particularly entertain-
inz because he is personally

acquainted with so many of the artists
he iliustrates: and he is further partic-
ularly happy in his replies to questions.
‘The art class feels itself highly favored
in securing him even for two lectures,
and their appreciation was attested by
the presence of Mrs. H. C. Burbank and
nearly every member of her elass. The
Jecture for today will begin at 8 p. m.,
instead of In the afterncon, as on yes-
terday.

How to Tell the Five Great Types
Apart.

OT more than two
people out of ten
can tell ata glance
whether a bit of
furniture is Louis
X 1V, XV 0r
X V I1.. rococo or
renaissance. Asa
general rule. when
they don’t kunow
they call it empire,
as the doctors call
things*‘grip”’ when
no diagnosisis pos-
sible. Chairs are
the most character-
istic pieces of fur-
niture of all these
periods, as they do
not admit of so
muchcomplication
of detail, and are usually carried out
with more conservative attention to the
salient points. Louis XV. has lyre-
shaped legs, often with an effect of net-
work ecarried through the decoration;
his predecessor is very much the same,
is never seen,
straight

Louis XVI. furniture has
characteristics of all with the addi-
tion of shell or seroll patterns
wherever they can be intro-
duced. The empire style, pure and
simple, consists of dark woods inlaid.
The inlaying was originally of brass,but
that used to come loose and disturb the
equanimity of the court ladies by catch-
ing in their gowns, so what is now
known as marqueterie, inlaying with
mother of pearl and different colored
woods was introduced in its place. Em-
piresstyle and the modern Adams are so
~alike that it takes a keen observer to see
the difference. There is one tiny, in-
fallible sign: in the Adams everything
is angular; there is not a ecurve to be
seen. Renaissance furniture is all heavy
and massive, totaliy unrelieved by any-
thing save the most ponderous carvings,
that really only emphasize the gloom
they are supposed to lighten.

to this court, and the trial court finds in
plaintiff’s favor upon one cause of action
and the other is ignored, it will be pre-
sumed in this court that the plaintiff
elected to proceed upon the cause of
action upon whieh the finding and
decision are made with  the
consent of the defendant, and the
plaintiff will not be concluded on the
pleading. Where a client employed an
attorney to collect a promissory note,
and he, instead of collecting the same
in full, received part payment in cash
and took security running to himself
for the balance, held that the payment
in money was good pro tanto, and pre-
sumptively within the authority of the
attorney to receive; but the client might
refuse to accept the new security and
recover the orizinal note from the
maker. The amount paia must there-
fore be allowed and credited upon the
original notcs, the recovery of which
was awarded to plaintiff, and the judg-
ment must be modified to that extent.

Sound Discretion.

Seth M. Mi]liken etal., partners as Deering,
Milliken & Co., respondents, vs. Sigmund
Fecheimer et al., partners as Fecheimer,
Rau & Co., et al, defendants, Robert
Mannheimer et al., copartners as Mann-
heimer Bros., appellants. Judgment af-
firmed. VANDERBURGH, J.
Where a garnishee makes a full dis-

closure, and the fagts stated therein

clearly establish his liability,hisdenial of
indebtedness in connection with sueh
statement becomes immaterial. Evi-
dence held sufficienttosupport an order
for judgment against the garnishees.

Where the disclosure of a garnishee

shows an indebtedness to the defendant

in the principal action, evidence that

e garnishiee had made accommodation

‘u'of.ega for such 'defendant which were

not shown to have been discounted or

used, and which had not yet been ma-
tured, held sufficient to establish a de-
fense or set off to the liability of the
garnishee to the defendant. Upon the
record also that the decision of the trial
court refusing an application for a fur-
ther disclosure was within the sound
diseretion of the court.
