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KILLED PLEASANTLY.

The electrocution of the murderer in
the state of New York this week is the
eizghth under the law of that state, and
if the reports given are not biased it
was almost 1f not entirely free from the
hitches and manifestations that have
caused the prejudice against the
method. There were no writhings or
burned flesh, nothing to suggest that
the electrie force did not do expeditious
and neat work. The vietim met the or-
deal calmly. and, it is presumed, suffered
no annoyance after he was properly ad-
justed in the chair. 1if there was pain
the seat of consciousness was vacated
before the mnerves could bring the
sensations. Dr. McDoxaLp, a phy-
sician who has made a careful study
of the subject, has been a wit-
ness of all these executions, and is sat-
isfied that death or unconsciousness en-
sues instantly and the victim sutfers no
pain whatever. The vital spark is elim-
inated before he can be sensible that
anything has been done to him. The
current publications in regard to the
mostof these executions have invested
them with repellant features, and cre-
ated impressions that protracted torture
and repulsive manifestations are had.
Aceording to this expert observer these
are not warranted by the facts. Muscu-
lar contractions often ensue in cases of
sudden death, but are no evidenes
of conscious pain. In the latest
case there was scarcely any move-
ment noticeable. The person had
agreed to try to close his hand
after the bolt struck him if he was con-
scieus, but not the least movement was
observed. It is probable that the appli-
ances were better understood than in
the former cases. The ecurrent was
turned on four times, but no doubt was
had as to the fatality of the first shock.
Dr. McDoNALD insists that there is
nothing in the process to compare with
the brutality of the rope method. Con-
sciousness is lost instantly, and all man-
ifestations of life are gone in from three
to six minutes, while 1n hanging they
last from fifteen to thirty minutes
usually. His testimony and the ob-
servation of the most reeent case will
go far to persuade scientific men that
the new method is freer than the gal-
lows from suffering to the victim, and
less barbarous and revolting than in
ltrangliqg.

NOT BORN TO DIE.

The GLOBE regrets exceedingly that
§t was not invited to attend the Repub-
lican rally at Sleepy Eye on Wednesday
evening. By all accounts it was a very
delightful and enthusiastic gathering
characterized by many interesting feat-
ures. The rarest treat of the occasion
was the recitation, word. for word, of
Senator Davis’ speech at the recent

Our senior senator had kindly supplied
a young law student with his manu-
script, and the zealous youth having
memorized its inspired senteneces, re-
peated them to the great gratification of
the assembled multitude. - The GroBe
would have enjoved the privilege of be-
ing present. It said after hearing Mr.
Davis at Market hall that his words
were mnot born to die, and it now
scems that it was correct in its opin-
ion. The memorizing of this speech
is good practice for lawyers at the be-
ginning of their career, and it ought to
be introduced into our law schools as
part of the regular course. Itis anad-

mirable specimen of bad logic, the an-
alysis of which will equip the young
student with plenty of examples of the
sort of fallacies he should avoid. The
Grose also believes that theological
students would find it useful.

OUR WATEE WORKS SYSTEM.

The scheme of seliing the city’s water
works system to an Eastern syndicate
isthe first direct result of too much
rain, and of swollen streams and rivers.
At the present moment water is a drug
in the market, and the public is deeply
interested in any proposition, however
prodigal, which seems to promisé that
some of it will be gotrid of. After
awhile, however, the sun will shine
again, and people will appreciate, as
they do not at this hour, how valuable a
possession we have in our water mains
and reservoirs. The history of Ameri-
can municipalities has proved beyond
the shadow of a doubt that the public
management of gas and water plants
secures the most efficient and econom-
ical service, Thetendency everywhere
is toward the purchase of such con-
ecerns by cities which do not yet own
them, and it is quite out of the
question that St. Paul should place her-
self in opposition to the country’s wis-
dom and enter on a course which no
place of considerable population has
ever attempted. A city should control
every enterprise within its borders, the
operation of which is essential to the
general welfare and convenience, and
instead of parting with what we have,
the day will come when we will figure
with our electric light companies for
their machinery and wires, and with
our street railway company for its
tracks and cars. Such things cam be
made a souree of profit in the hands of
individuals, but they should not be used
for this purpose. Light, heat, water
and transportation ought to be supplied
to all citizens at a cost the lowest ‘con-
sistent with their production or mainte-
nance. There is not much in  this
scheme of selling our water works, We

have need for them in our business.

JAPANESE LEARNING:

There is no prejudice in this country
against the Japanese. They are eom-
paratively a new variety of the Orientai
stock tothe people, and the impression
is general that they are a good many
grades superior to the Chinese. Noone
has thought of setting up any barriers
to their admission, yet it appears that
there is a Japanese question springing
up on the Pacific coast. The San Fran-
cisco papers are counting them up,
15,000 or more, and looking at them with
suspicious eyes. They are mostly
young fellows, who find positions as
servants, and make very popular ones,
but, like the Joss worshivers, they
lack in valuation of their labors. They
work cheaper than natives or Euro-
peans. Hence there is likely to be a
demand for their exclusion. It may be
difficult after awhile to tell just where
to draw the line on outsiders.

Twelve Hundred Negroes in Kx-
treme Danger.

PiNE BLuFr, Ark, May 19.—A tele-
gram has just been received that the
residents of Henslie’s island, in the
Arkansas river, are in danger.

Mr. Walsh is
Yehairman of the commission, and is one
Fot the best known and  shrewdest poli-
icians in all North Dakota. But when
e and his sub-officeholders tried to
establish terminul points for the inspec-
tionof Nerth Dakota wheat, and to
force cvery man who shipped a car out
of the state to have it inspected at the
state line, they ran up against a snag
in tlre’ shape of the coustitution and
laws of the United States. The United
- States court knocked this law out and
Commissioner Walsh started out to es-
tablish -elevators at West Superior,
Wis.. where North Dakota grades were
to be established. This scheme did not
work any better “than® the other, and
Chairman Walsh is going to fix the old
law so that he can bring the railroads
and eievators to time.

*The changes in the law,” he said,
“witl be perfectly -constitutional if
passed,” he said. *There is some ques-
tion, however, about the legality of laws
passed at a special session of the legis-
lature if they are not mentioned in the
call, but this is a quesiton for the law-
yers to settle. I think the session will
be short and that the grain inspection
laws will be changed and the supreme
court be given a chance to decide thé
questiongf legality.”

Derrorr, Mich,, May 19.—The Free
Presg, inregard to the conference at the
house of Gen, Alger, says: From reli-
able sources It was learned late last
nigh{ that the minds of the men assem-
bled seemed to concentrate on Blaine,
while it was virtually a case of anything
to beat Harrison, r.
