St. Paul" Nurses Meet a Test of Popularity— Carmencita's

Artistic Degeneration—Where Aigrettes Come
From—Table Etiquette.

A meeting of the nurses of St. Paul
was called for yesterday afternoon at the
residence of Mrs. BaWerson, on Rondo
street. Owing probably to the unset-
tled state of the weather, there were
only a half dozen present, too few to
take any definite action without an ex-
pression from the general body of the
city nurses regarding ihe reorganizing

of the Snrses 1association.
The last meeting of the old associa-

tion was held one year ago last March,

and it died out from sheer lack of itfter-
ost. A lanre majority of the reputable
nurses, those holding certificates fron
at least two first-class physicians of this
city, long aeo joined ihe Nurses 1direct-
ory,managed by Dr. Uftssell; but this
does not promote other man business
interests, and more tbouehtful women
in this profession believe that the time
has come when they can effect a social
organization that will be a benefit and
relaxation to all of their number.

There are in this city about 130
nurses engaged in various blanches of
the profession, than which none is more
honorable and tew that are open to
women more lucrative. One little wom-
auwho was there yesterday has worked
up a line business as a visiting nurse.
Jost now she has six patients under her
care that require each two hours daily
oi her time. When it is remembered
that some of them live a wide distance
apart, and that this little woman has
not yet set up her own coupe, some
faint notion of the busy life she
leads will be gained. But hard
work brings its own recompense,
and her weekly income reaches
tlie handsome figure of 185. There is no
set scale of the prices paid to nurses,
each fixing her own figure when she
registers at the directory, or depends
upon her own efforts and the recom-
mendations of physicians. But all
competent muses make much higher
wages than are earned in almost any
other avocation patronized by women.
Itis food tor wonder that more young
women do not turn their attention to-
ward this promising field of labor, in
which they may be so much more iude-

Se-ident than in positions in factories or
ehind the counter.
Itwas finally decided to send out pos-

tal cards, calling another meeting for
next week, with a view to securing a
permanent social organization, and the
women making the move trust that
there willbe a general response made
by oilier members of the profession.

Ithas been
computed that for every birdof the rare
species that has been captured, ten have
been sacrificed, counting the young that
die of starvation, the wounded that
away todrop down into the reeds and
bushes to die, and those that are too
much mutilated to be used in decora-
tion.

A FINANCIAL TANGLE
The Methodist Conference

Falls Short on Traveling !
Expenses,

And, as -of Yore, Necessary
'

Funds Will Come From
the Book Concern.

Some Red-Hot Reports Due
From Committees at an.

Early Date.

Important Chairmanships Al-
lotted in the Assembly

at Portland.
-

Omaha, May 21.—Bishop Foss pre-
sided at the Methodist Episcopal con-
ference today. About the .first thing
that was sprang was the question of
finance. Amos Shinkle, treasurer of
the funds to pay the traveling expenses
of delegates, arose an.l said that the
funds had not been paid in from the an-
nual conference treasurer in a sufficient
amount to pay all the traveling ex-
penses of the delegates. .Same one sug-
gested that the amount be borrowed
from the book concern. Then tin-
music began, and some very vigorous
remarks were offered.- Oru» delegate declared that itwas non-
sense to talk about borrowing the
money from the book concern, because
the amount would never be paid back.
The general conference had borrowed
from the book concern time and again,
but had rarely ifever repaid the money.
The conference ought to be honest and
simply make an appropriation.

Dr. Maxlield moved that the amount
needed, about $4,000, be. borrowed from
"the book concern, and that the amount
be assessed against those annual con-
ferences which had failed to pay their
assessments for the traveling expenses
fund.

"Youmight just as well apportion the
deficit to the sun, moon and stars as to
the annual conferences," said Dr. Lan-
ahan. "Imove that the amount be
drawn from the book concern, and. the
audits of the book concern be author-
ized to charge the amount toprofit and
loss." [Laughter.]

Just in the Old, Sweet War,

After much wrangling the confer-
ence, however, did what the general
conferences have done for years before,
decided todraw the amount from the
book concern.

'

Key. Beardshire, fraternal delegate
from the United Brethren [church;
aroused great enthusiasm inreviewing
thework done by his church during the
last- qnadrennium. He ;said that the
United Brethren had reached the point
where the holy right of women to
preach the Gospel when they felt the
call from God to enter the ministry
would not be refused them.

promote totji]flbstineuee" and the over-
throw of the liquor traffic. The report
says: •-

"We reiterate

'
the language of the

Episcopal address of 1888, which says:
'The liquor traffic is so pernicious in all
itsbearings; so inimical to the interests
of honest trade; so repugnant to the
moral sense: so injurious to the peace
and order of society that theonly proper
attitude toward itfor Christians is that
of relentless hostility. Itcan never be
legalized without sin.'

" The report
further declares that men engaged in
the manufacture or sale of intoxicating
liquors ought not to receive the com-
mercial patronage of Christians. The
traffic is stoutly condemned, and the
whole licensing plan for liquor saloons
is declared to be a means to foster anil
sustain the damaging traffic.

Inclosing the report says that, while
it is not the province for the church to

\u25a0 suggest or dictate the political procliv-
ities of any man. yet the report declares
that no political party has a right to ex-
pect, neither .ought any party to receive,
the support of Christian men so long as
that party stands \u25a0 commuted -to the
license policy-, or refuses toputitself on
record in anattitude of open hostility
to the saloon.

'
The committee -on lay

delegation has prepared a report which
willrecommend equal lay representa-
tion in the conference of.1896. The
conference decided to elect two secre-
taries for the church extension society,
and Dr. W. A.Spencer and Key. A.J.
Kynett were officially declared elected,
after the conference adjourned.

Ared hot resolution introduced by
Dr. Uammong. of California, was
adopted declaring that the iniquitous
opium habit was making fearful head-
way upon the Pacific coast, and vigor-
ous steps should be taken to stamp' it
out. Judge Lawrence offered a resolu-
tion to have a commission appointed for
the purpose of ascertaining what steps
could taken to have the Methodist
Episcopal church united .under one
organization. Referred to committee.

Dr. W. H. Shier, of the Detroit
conference, succeeded in having
a resolution adopted requiring
the missionary bishops to report
all moneys received from private
sources for the help of the missionary
work in foreign India.
