Delivered the Auditorium
Project by the District
Court.

Judge Egan Holds There Is
no Authority for the Tax
Levy,

And Grants an Injunetion
Forever Restraining
Proceedings.

The Decision Falls Like a
Bomb Among Its
Friends.

Judge Egan filed a decision -in the
much-discussed auditorium injunction
case yesterday, which grants the peti-
tion of Charles Steele for a perpetual
mjunedion. The court cites the facts,
and discusses the history of the market
house and the procegdings looking to a
conversion thereof into an auditerium,
and then grants a restraining order.
The reasons for reaching his concius-
ions are given by Judge Egap in a mem-
orandum attached to the decisionywhich
is as follows:

Whence comes the power to levy this tax?

The power, it is urzed by the city, if not
embraced by any pievious specific authority,
comes within the twe -fourth and last of

e dele 1 reads as follows:
Top de a general fund tor the current
and incidental expenses of said city, not
hereinbefore specified and provided for.
* * = Apdalso all money received from
the municipal court, market hon:e and mar-
ket, work house, building inspector's per-
mits, poundage receipts, and from all other
sources (save when received for a specified
use or purpose). shall be credited and passed
to the general fund.

The words market house and market in the
amended charter here occur for the first time,
and are referred to as & source of revenue,
not of outlay. the money receivea to be
placed in the general fund, But it is urged
that the tax levy of $120,00¢ forreconstruction
of the market house comes within the pur-
view of “incidental expenses,” i

Incidental must ordinarily mean a subor-
dinate occurrence or tming—something casual
or of minor importance, such as incidental
expenses ot a journey.

To paint the market house or kalsomine it
inside would reasonably be regarded as an
incidental expense, but to expend or include
a tax levy of $120,000 in reducing the propor-
tions of the market house and erectinga
great hall in the space o reduceq, is not an
incidental expense. The original cost of
construction of the present market house
was in the neighborhood of $40,000, raised by
issuance of bonds under a special act. The
expenditure of $120,000 is not an iucidental
expense in reference to the same subject
matter, to be levied under the gereral pro-
viso in subdivision 24.

The word anditorium is used frequently in
reference to the contemplated improvement
as synonymous with remodeling the market.
Icannot find the word “auditorium™ in the
charter, and therefore there can be no au-
thority to levy a tax for the brilding of an
auditorium.

The improvement suggested may be highly
desirable and meritorious, may enhance the
reputation and glory ot the city; vet I cannot
but deem that there is no warrant for levy-
ing the tax under the charter amendment of
1891. There exists no reserved powers in the
hands of the council. Its powers are limited
as first defined above.

While there was a general- demand for
the auditorium by the eitizens, and
many will regret to know that the
auditorium will not be built, yet there
are a number of.  people -who have
always been opposed to using the valu-
able market house site for that purpose.
The decision seems to meet the opproval
of a great many taxpayers and citizens.
