Dragged Through a Kansas Town by Cruel-
Hearted Storm Fiends.

FIFTY PEOPLE ARE

REPORTED KILLED.

A Large Section of the City of Wellington, Sumner
County, Razed and Many of the
Ruins Burning.

OVER A HUNDRED MAIMED AND INJURED.

Guests of Two Large Hotels Crushed and Cre-
mated or Fatally Burned in the
Awful Wrecks.

RESCUING PARTIES FIND DEAD ON ALL SIDES.

Stunned by Their Misfortunes, Citizens Are Incapa-
ble of a Coherent Account of the
Great Calamity.

CHAOS, GRIEF AND

DISTRACTION 'REIGN.

WELLINGTOY, Kan.,, May 27.—Wel-
lington was struck by a terrible cyclone
this evening and the entire northern
portion of the city was destroyed.
About 50 people are supposed to be
killed and 125 injured, but the confu-
sion is so great that the exact loss of
life cannot be stated definitely toniglit.

The Wellington hotel and the Phillips
house, the two largest hotels in the
city, were completely wrecked, and the
ruins of the Phillips house took fire.
Many of the guests were doubtless
burned to death.

A heavy storm of wind and rain pre-
ceded the cyclone about half an hour. A
few minutes after 9 o’clock the cyclone
struck the city, coming from the south-
west., There were no premonitory
signs. Everybody was indoors, and the
cloud passed with its destructive rush
and awful roar unseen.

At 11:15 o'clock fifteen dead bodies
had been recoverad and the investiga-
tion of the wrecked buildings was only
barely made.

Whole Blocks Laid in Ruins.

Washington avenae, the prineipal
business street, is lined on both sides
for blocks with ruins. To add to the
horror, fire broike out among the debris
of Col. Robinson’s block, and a woman,
Mrs. Susan Ash. |, is supposed to have

perished in the flames: A solid
bloek of Dbriek Dbuildings, contain-
ing half a dozen stores and‘

the Monitor, Press and Voice printing
offices, lies a tumbled heapof bricksand
mortar. Just across the street aman
pamed Fanning was taken ‘out of the
ruins dead, and there are supposed to
be other bodies 1 the ruins. Hundreds
of dwellings are totaily destroved or
more or less damaged. The city isin
darkness, as broken maius made it nec-
essary to shut down the gas works and
save destruction from fire.

Hon. James Lawrence, candidate for
attorney general, had an arm broken.
Walter Forsyth was taken from the
ruvins badly wounded, and his brother
Ed was talking for an hour before his
release. Seven bodies have been taken
out of the Phillips }ouse ruins, aud a
large force of men a ¢ hard at work re-
moving the debris. Two members of
the Salvation Army are expected to die
from injuries received. At Squire
Smith’s residence seven persons are
mora or less injured.

Indescribable Destraction.

The streets are littered widh tin roof-
ing, cioth awnings, broken glass and
timbers. Everybody is on the streets
carrying lanterns, and it is utterly im-
possible to get at the exact facis. The
destruction is simply awful, and every
minute adds to the horror of the situa-
tion. The Standard and Mail cffices are
wreeked. The opera house and dozens
of the best business buildings are use-
less. Fineschool buildings and churches
are ruined. No reports have been re-
ceived frcm other points,

The cyclone did not do much damage
until it reached the center of the town.
On Jefferson avenue it destroyed the
aresbyterian church, but only un-
roofed the residences. Its most disas-
trous work was dene in the compass of
four squares bounded »y Jefferson ave-
nue, Avenue C and Seventh and Ninth
streets. Every building in those two
squares was demolished and wrecked.
Fortunately, the residences in that lo-
cality are not numerous, otherwise the
loss of life might have been much
greater than it now appears to be.

Work of Rescue Oily Begun.

The Philitps hotel was demolished,

and seven dead bodies have been taken

frome the ruins. The work of rescue
there has only just begun. The house

was well filled with guests, and the loss
of life in that one house has doubtless
been great. Mrs. Sashen and Miss Strahn
were sisters. They were kitled by the
co-lapse of the Sashen & Kirk carriage
factory, and their bodies are in the
burning ruins of that structure. Silva
and Walter Forsythe received fatal in-
juries in a restaurant. 1da Jones was a
dining-room girl in the Phillips house,
and was instantly Kkilled. IHer body
was the first to be taken from the ruins
of that building. Grand Army hall has
been converted into a hospital, and hun-
dreds are now employed in the work of
carrying the dead and injured to places
of safety.

The destruction south of Harvey ave-
nue was comparatively insignificant and
no lives have been lost in that section
so far as is known. The destruetion in
the northeast part of the city has also
been great, but definite details cannot
now be had. Great confusion prevails
everywhere and the whole facts cannot
now be learned.

Wellington is the county seat of Sum-
ner county, and has a population of
over 10,000 inhavitants. It is in the cen-
ter of a thickly settled district. It isthe
most prominent town in Southern Kan-
sas.

The channel made by the over-
flow in its course from the river to the
bayou is becoming more and more de-
fined daily.
THOUSANDS IMPOVERISHED.
General Overflow Threatened by
Broken Levees.
SHREVEPORT, La., May 27.—The situa-
tion in this section is growing hourly
more serious on account of the steady
rising of the river. It now seems that a
general overflow of the Red River
valley is inevitable. Thousands of peo-
ple have been impoverished. The
steamers Wagner and Howell are
doing great work in saving life and
property in the overflowed section. The
Howell brought from the lower river,
117 men, women and children rescued
from levees and high houses. The water
is the highest since 1849. Two breaks
occurred in the levee today on the left
bank of the river, one below Shreve-
port on the Bleacher place, and the oth-
er at Cold Point, fourteen miles above.
The water rushes through these breaks
like mill races, and will spread over
three-fourths of the land of Bosse par-
ish. The water from the Coid Point
erevisse will interrupt traffic on the
Shreveport & Arkansas railroad.

RUIN AND STARVATION.

Arkansas’ Destitute People Out
of Reach.

ARKANSAS City, Ark., May 27.--The
story of the flooded districts has not been
half told. There are not 1,000 acres of
dry soil in Deshota county. All the
people have been rescued and are now
on high ground, but actually starving,
so difficult of access are they to the re-
lief steamers. All the big plantations
for forty miles in the Arkansas valley
are utterly ruined.

Fatal Mill Explosion.
DAYTON, O.. May 27.—An explosion
in the wood pulp mill at.the Friend
Paper company’s mill at West Carroll-
ton, six miles South of here, today de-
molished the building and killed Emery
Biood, the assistaut superintendent.

Henry Stebbius,the superintendent, was
slightly injured. and two olher em-
ployes were hurt.

Disastrous Railroad Wreck.

NiLes, O., May 27.—Negligence and
an open switch and  siding eaused a big
railway aeeident here at midday on the
Pittsburg & Western railroad, by which
twenty-four freight cars loaded with
merchandise were thrown off aond
smashed and the engine wrecked.
James McFarland, of Girad, was killed, '
and John Jomes, also of Girard, was
ratally injured.

HEROES PASSING AWAY.

Streight Dead and Gen.

Gresham Dying.
INpraANAronis, Ind.,, May 27.—Gen.
Abdel D. Streight died at his country
home, two miles east of this city, this
morning. He was born in Wheeler, N.
Y., June 17, 1820. For many years he
worked at the carpenter’s bench, and
later engaged in the book-publishing
business. He recruited in the Fifty-first
regiment of Indiana volunteers,and was
commissioned colonel in 1861, Col
Streight’s  command became prison-
ere of war, and the _ officers
were sent to Rienmond, Va., and
committed to Libbey prison. By
reason of his having led the raid into
the enemy’s country, Col. Streight was
ironed, confinied in a dungeon and
forced to subsist on corn bread and
water for thirty days for attempting to
escape. Soon after his reiease from the
dungeon, he planned the memorable
and historie tunnel scheme for escape,
by which 108 officers secured their free-
dom. After the battle of Nashville, he
was made brigadier general by Presi-
dent Lincoln.

CuicaGco, May 27. — Coi. Benjamin
Gresham, an elder brother of Judge
Walter Q. Gresham, and a hero of the
wars with Mexico and the Confederacy,
is dying at his home on his farm near
Lanesville, Harrison county, Ind.
Judge Gresham returned from his
prother’s bedside today, and is hourly
expecting a dispatch announcing Col.
Gresham’s death. The dying soldier is
sixty-five years of age. At the battle of
Chancellorsville, a  Confederate bul-
let struck him in the right hip,
passed clear through his abdomen,
piercing the bladder and lodging in the
left hip. He recovered, however, and
was promoted for gallantry colonel of
the Tenth Indiana cavalry. Later, at
the battle of Nashville, Col. Gresham
was deait a terrible blow with a musket
over the heart. This wound has af-
fected him ever since, and of late years
he has been paralyzed physically, and
recently his mind failed. The old hero
has a wife and five children.

FreymoxT, 0., May 27.—Gen. Ralph H.
Buckland, of this place, died today from
a stroke of apoplexy at the age of
eighty years. He was in command of
the Fourth brigade of the army ¢f the
Tennessee at Shiloh and a member of
the Thirty-ninth, congress.

An American the Latest Victim
of Gaming.

Nice, May 27.—Another tragedy has
come to light at - Monte Carlo, notwith-
withstanding the efforts of M. Blane
and his agents to bury out of sight the
victim of the gambling casino. James
Welbregy, said to be an American from
New York, arrived in the early part of
this month. He had over $20,00) with
him. The games seemed to have for him
an irresistible attraction, aiid he was
continually taiking about the great
winnings of the reputed successful
gamblers. Welbregg played heavy
stakes, but Juek was steadily against
him, and when  he withdrew from the
tables his whole eapital had disappeared.

Tuesday Welbregg entered the casino
and apvroached the tables as if about to
play. He did not play, however, but
stood and watched others, as if the
spectacle fascinated him.  Then he
turned away and walked into tle read-
ing room of the casino. Suddenly the
report of a revolver was heard, and
there was arush to the reading room,
but before the visitors had an oppor-
tunity to see who the. victim was the
employes of the easino swarmed about
the suicide and the body was borne
away. In the dead of Tuesday night
the body of Mr. Welbregeg was borne to
the cemetery in which repose other vic-
tims of the . gambling tavle at Monte
Carlo.

Mr.Welbregg had some acquaintances
who were not to be put off in their reso-
*Jution to"know what became of bim,and
_they suceeeded in finding out all the
facts regarding his fate and ascertaining
-that-the new grave in the cemetery cov-
ered his remains. The affair has caused
~great excitement among -the foreigners,
and especially the Americans-and  Eng-
lish at Monte Carlo, following as it does
_unon _the recent suicide of Count de
Blocciszewskl, an esteemed member of
the Polish eolony in Paris, who is said
to have lost 800,000 francs in the casino.

Dr. Depew Sees No Reason to
Desert Harrison.

New York, May 27.— The Times
prints the following: Chuncey M.
Depew’s attention was called yesterday
afternoon to a publishe&statement that
Mr. Blaine had reconsidered his “I-will-
not-be-a-candidate” letter to Mr, Clark-
son, and wasnow willing to accept the
nomination for the presidency.

“Well, I spent about an hour anda
quarter with Mr. Blaine vesterday,”
said Mr. Depew. *and he did not talk
that way tome. I do not think that
there will be any such message sent
from Blaine to the convention.”

Do you still adhere to your opinion
that Mr. Harrison will be nominated?”

“Yes, I am still of that opinion,” said
Mr. Depew, and after a slight pause le
continued, *“I would be a Blaine man if
he were a candidate, but he has not
placed himself in a position where he
can be so considered. 1f the convention
nominates him it will have to take the
risk of his declining. I do not believe
that Mr. Blaine will be a candidate at
the convention.”

In reply to a question as to whether
Mr. Blaine’s physical condition would
permit him to enter upon the strain of
a presidential campaign, Mr. Depew
said: *He certainly looked well enough
yesterday.”

Secretary Blaine Stands a Phys-
ical Examination.

NEw Yorg, May 27.—A speciai to
the Press from Washington says Dr.,
Pepper, of Philadelphia, provost of the
University of Pennsylvania, one day
last week made a thorough physical ex-
amination of Secretarv Blaine. at the
Jatter’s request.  The doctor sounded
Mr. Blaine’s lungs, tested his heart, ex-
amined his muscles agd tested all his
other vitai organs.

As Mr. Page was now dead, [ thought
there could be no objection to the letter
being made publie, and, without a
thought as to its political bearing, 1
concluded that it should bz published
to round out the life of Gen. Graut. No
politicians were consulted -in regard to
its publication; and as for Mr. Foraker,
he knew nothing about it. Mrs. Paze,
now living at Summit, N. J., distinetly
remembers her husbend showing the
letter. She is now searching among his
papers to find it. If there was a forgery
we did not know it. We took the letter
for what it was worth, believing it to be
genuine.”

INDIANA PEOPLE’S PARTY.

Radical Temperance Men Sat on

—Financial Plank.
" INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., May 27.—The
state convention of the People’s party
attracted more attention from the old
parties today than did the Prohibition
convention yesterday. This was largely
due to the fact that most of the dele-
gates are recent deserters of the old
parties. ‘The convention numbered
about 800. It was stated about the
lobby that the committee had a pretty
hard time in getting a platform to-
gether, for the reason that the Prohibi-
tionists had largely infringed on their
1deas.

Seveial prominent Democratic politi-
cians were mingling with the reformers
when they were called to order at 10:30.
The proceedings were opened with
prayer. Samuel W. Williams. of Knox-
ville, was elected permanent chairman,
aud in his speech said the People’s
party was born of the hour, and pre-
dicted long life and usefulness. The
People’s party agreed with the Demo-
cratic party that the tariff is a tax, but
there were three questions on which the
People’s party did not agree with either
of the old parties. These were: Ki-
nance,without regard to the tariff, trans-
portation and land. The party, he said,
wanted the per eapita ecirculation in-
creased to $50, and wanted the free and
unhmited coinage of silver; the party
was‘opposed te banks of issue. He op-
posed the national banks, and declared
that if Andrew Jackson were alive he
would be a delegate to this econvention.

When the report of the committee on

delegate read a minority report on the
temperance questigm-which threw the
convention int6 an uproar. ‘The chair-
man of the committee on _resolutions
stated that nine members of .the com-
mittee had opposed the prohibition
plank and four had favored it. He
urged the People’s party to ve lcaders
and not followers. By an immense ma-
jority the temperance plank was ex-
cluded from the platform. Following is
the financial plank: ?

We' demaund a national currency safe,
sound and reliable, issued by the general
government only. a fuli legal tender for all
debts, public and private, and that without
the use of banking corporations: a just,
equitable and eflicient means of distribution
direct to the people, as a tax not to exceed
2 per cent, to Le provided as set forth in the
sub-treasury plan of the Farmers® Alliance,
or some other system: also by payments in
discharge of its obligations for public im-
provements.

We demand the free and unlimited coinage
ot silver, and condemn President Harrison
for calling the international monetary con-
ference and inviting other natious to assist
us in fixing a value of our silver. We regard
1t as an effort to demonetize the silver dollar
by a national agreement.

We demand that the amount of the circu-
Jating medium be speedily increased to not
less than $50 per capita. e demand a grad-
uated income tax. ‘We believe that the
money of the country should be kept as
much as possible in the hands of the people,
and hence we demand that all national and
state revenues shall be limited to the neces-
sarf' expenses of the government economi-
cally and honestly administered.
