Why the Malloy Colt Dropped In
the Betting.

This position both
the California!) and the pride of the
Basbford Manor stable have divided be-
tween themselves since the book was
opened. Now a rival has appeared in
T. 11. Stevens' bay colt Pat Woodcock,

few days ago the colt could be had at 75
or 100 to l. but he went despised in the
betting, and no one, not even his owner,
seemed to want any part of the Western
book. Wednesday Woodcock's odds
suddenly dropped from 75 to 1 to 5 to 1,
and a murmur of surprise went around
among the knowing bettors, for Pat
Woodcock has yet to make his maiden
start, and a good deal of curiosity was
exhibited to know what he had done in
his work, what his owner knew of him,
or what stable tip had gone forth to so
suddenly transform the son of Pat Mal-
loy from an extremely Ion? shot to a
virtual favorite.

The secret came oat yesterday. It,
appears that Pat Woodcock has been
made the victim of a mediuinistic trance,
but just who came back from the spirit
world and tipped Pat's band and his in-
tentions in the American Derby is hard
to find out.

A few nays ago a well known board
of trade operator, who occasionally likes
to drop or pick up a few dollars on the
race track, visited a spiritualistic medi-
um, and, banding out the customary
fee. desired to know whom the spirit
world had decided upon as a w liner for
the Derby. The spirits were nonplused
for a few minutes, for horse racing was
of the earth earthy, and they had never
been caiied upon to answer such a ques-
tion before. The medium, however,
pocketed the fee and went into a trance.

In spirit she had transported herself
to Washington Park. Itwas Derby day
and an immense crowd vas in attend-
ance. She heard the saddling bell ring,
although she had never been to a race-
course before either ii: the spirit or the
iiesh.

She
saw nine colts parade before the grand
stand, and heard the piiudits of the
crowd as each particular favorite went
cantering by.

Then came to her visions a flash of
colors as the field broke away, and
the cry went up, "They're off."
Then the medium commenced to
wrestle withherself, and underwent the
most violent contortions as she saw
in her trance the kaleidoscopic change
ofsilken colors at each post. Now the
held was running along the uackstretch,
first one horse leading, then another,
until they swept around the lower tarn;
partially" obscured from view. Now
they had straightened out for home.and
were rushing through the stretch at a
record gait. The cracking whips could
plainly be heard only to be drowned in
the deafening roar of applause from the
grand stand as the horses swept under
the wire, while -the medium's muscles
relaxed as she slowly returned from
spirit land, exclaiming: "Pat Wood-
cock wins!"

They All Point One Moral, and
That Is Lot Races Alone.

One meets withmany wrecks of hu-
manity and hears many pitiable stories
of ruin in the pool room dives of this
city, says the New York Herald.

There is a portly old chap, variously
called "Jake" and "Pop" by the fre-
quenters of Pete De Lacey ? Park Itow
"commission room," who has been play-
ingand losing on the races for these
many years. Althoughhe has dropped
a fortune at the came, he could no
more keep away from itthan do with-
out his meals. He realizes what a fool
he is, but will not profitby his bitter
experience.

"When 1 started in at this," he said
to me yesterday. "Pete De Lacey was
not worth SlO and Ihad $100,000. Now
Ihave about $10 and he has $100,000.

He's been on the winning and lon the
losing side."

Asadder story yet is told bya shab-
bilydressed littleIrishman who haunts
De Lacey 's other "commission house"
in the foul-smelling cellar of No. 5 Bar-
clay street,

"When Ibegan playing the races,"
he said to me, "Iwas ina good business
and owned considerable real estate. 1
got in with horsemen and soom became
a regular patron of the tracks. At first
everything ran in my favor. 1cot 'tips'
by the cartload, and they nearly all
turned out right. 1 thought nothing of
putting up $500 on a race. Iwas liberal,
too. with the tipsters, giving ahorseman
or jockey $50 or $100 forinformation and
thinking nothing of it.

"But my luck turned. 'Tips' began
to go wrong. Horse owners whom 1had
befriended and set upon their feet
'thr«w me down.' Imortgaged my
houses and lost them through foreclos-
ure. Ihave lost $30,000 altogether.
NowIhave very littleleft, just barely
enough to keep me going until 1die. I
li11 an humble position in a church cor-
poration's office and keep my betting a
secret from my employers. '\u25a0.:.'.l: r.V. ;:

"Still, the old fevei keeps on me. 1
cannot shake itoff. Ican't spare time
or money to go to the tracks. and Icome
to this room for an hour or so when I
have a few dollars to spare. Itis a
great come down for me tobe betting $1
now where 1used to bet 1500."

And he shook his poor gray-haired
old head as the next race was run and
he learned that the steed he had backed
was left at the post.«,

His Opponents.

Authoritative Statement as
to the Non-Official Char-

acter of Attacks.

Wilful Twist of Facts
Avail Not to Change the

Decision.

The French Gathering at
iancy Closely Watched

by Europe.

Rome. May Under date of May
22, Archbishop Ireland wrote to -Car-
dinal Uamnolla, stating that the article
that appeared in 'he Civitta Cottolica
on May IS, perverts the meaning of the
decision of the commission of the propa-
ganda fide, ratified by the holy see, in
relation to the Faribaultand Stillwater
question. The article, the archbishop
adds, has already been announced in
the United States as one containing the
formal official interpretation of the de-
cision, and efforts have been purposely
made to extol the authority of the Ci-
vitta Cattolica. that the article niav

have more weight tpon public opinion.
The archbishop further says: "I

have received newspapers from the
United States iv which Ihave read
clear and positive declarations made by
Archbishop Oorrigan, of New York,

and Father Jerge. assistant provincial
of the New York Jesuits, that articles
in the Civitta Cattolica are of extraor-
dinary authority because they are ap-
proved by the Vatican before they are
printed, imyself know very well that
such is not the case, but in the interest
of peace and union of the church in the
United States, inorder to quiet minds
and dissever the holy see from

Tills War ol'Discord,

Ibeg your eminence to send me a few
lines assuring me that the Vatican
never has assumed and does not now
assume any responsibility for the arti-
cles in the Civitta Cattolica on the ques-
tion hi the United States.

Inreply to this letter Cardinal Ram-
polla wrote as follows:

Most Reverend .Sir: Having brought to
the knowledge of the holyfather what your
grace related in your letter regarding an arti-
cle published In CiviltaCattolica on the in-
terpretation of the decision of the propa-
ganda tide, itis my duty to inform you that"
itis inno wise correct to say that .articles in
C'ivittnOattolica are, as held by some, sub-
mitted before being printed to the revision
or approval of the holy see. Ican assure
your grace in the most formal manner that
iio previous communication whatever was
made to the Vatican of the article, the ap-
pearance' of which you deplore. In con-
tinuation of this Iwish to acid that not long
ago. a rumor having come to the holy
father that certain articles were being pre-
pared on this question, he made known to
the directors of the CivittaCattolica that the
publication of such articles wasunbecoming.
Itake, with pleasure, the occasion to re-

new the expression of my high esteem.

THE NANCY FESTIVAL

AllEurope Alert for ati Explosion
From Withclm.

Loxdox, May 23.— The Nancy festi-
val, which will begin one week. from
tomorrow, will be watched with more
intense interest by the great powers of
Europe than has been accorded to any
event since the French left Koranstadt.
The festival ostensibly is only a big
meeting of French athletes, who -hold
games and parades and dinners, and
take steps toward hastening the muscu-
lar development of the French youth.
Under this innocent exterior, however,

the French Chauvinists \u25a0:. have woven a
network of intrigue which has excited
(hi!suspicion and apprehension of all
Europe. As Nancy is just across the
border from the lost provinces, the
Chauvinists have seized the opportunity
to make a great anti-German demon-
stration. President . Carnot will
be present, and several regi-
ments of military from near-by
forts have been invited to receive him.
Invitations have been sent by hundreds
to Alsace and Lorraine, and several
Czech societies, who hate the Austrian
government for its friendliness to Ger-
many, have been ostentatiously called
upon to join in the festivities.

Germany has given notice that Alsa-
tians who participate in the anti-German
part of the demonstration need not come
back over the border, as they will be
expelled at once. Emperor William is
trying toinduce Emperor Franz Joseph
to expatriate allCzechs who commit sim-
ilar offenses, and it is probable that he
willsucceed. Should thedemonstration
be too violent, the passport restrictions
are likely to bo revived by Germany.
The emperor is resolute in his deter-
mination to accept no more snubs from
France, like the demonstration against
the Empress Frederick inParis, without
retaliation. "IfFrance wishes to quar-
rel with us," Count Caprivi remarked
to a National Liberal deputy in Carls-
bad last week, "we willnot thwart her.
The emperor is a peace sovereign and
seeks no lightwith any country, buthis
patience is not everlasting."

GERMANY CARES NOT.

Wilhelm May Respond Later On
at Sletz.

Berlin, May 28.—The war being
waged in the newspapers over President
Caruot's proposed visit to Nancy on the
day of Pentecost has neither official
prompting nor approval. President
Carnot is free, so far as they
are concerned,- to make a
tour of the frontier and the
French government to organize what-
ever manifestations itmay see fit. The
course adopted by them will not alter
the tenor of the German regime in Al-
sace-Lorraine. The emperor may re-
spond at Mctz in September to the
Nancy demonstration by prolonged
maneuvres on a large scale on the bat-
tlefield of 1870. The official press has
been instructed to declare the existence
of the dreibund secure whatever may
be the outcome of the Italian crisis.

POLITICS PKRTURBIBD.

Ant (•Government Combines Pop-
ular in Germany.

I.mi.ix.May 23.— Beneath the sur-
face, which is calm, political life in,
Berlin now presents a. much perturbed
nppenrance. The movement of the par-
ties keep the party leaders on 'n
strain. Uotli the National Liberal nfkl
Fresinnige parties have been holding;
conventions, the former at Eisenach
anil the latter at Mannheim. Tho.
Freislnnige assembly included delegates

from the northern; southern aridcentral
sections of (Jennauy. Herr lllchter, In
an address, explained the attitude of
the government in the matter; of elec-
toral reforms in Prussia, in relation to
which subject the position of llerr llei'r-
furth, the Prussian minister of the inte-
rior,has been misrepresented. ;i

Instead of promising to introduce mi
the landtag abill reforming the electoral
districts, ilerrHerrlurth declares that
the, government will uphold the exist-
ing system. Ilerr Uerrfurtli declines
positively to introduce any measure
having for its object the redistri-
bution of .seats and scouts . the
idea of Replying a form of universal
suffrage to Prussian elections. The
Fnusinnige leaders, hoping to find the
National Liberals willing to unite in
an attack upon Heir Uerrfurtli, were
surprised to find Ilerr llebrecht and
other prominent National Liberals pro-
nouncing in favor of the government.
The idea of a coalition between the
Freistnnige party and the National Lib-
erals is becoming uioro and more im-
probable.

Irregular combinations against the
government, embarrassing legislation

have become the feature of the day.
Thus the government was defeated in
the lower house of the diet on the bills
securing secrecy of income tax returns
by the combined votes of the Conserva-
tives, Centrists and members of the
Freisinnige party. Inthe coming gen-
eral elections for members of the land-
tag each party will probably tight by
itself. Overtures for an entente be-
tween the leaders of the Conservatives
and CtMirtists and the Freisinuige and
National Liberals have ceased.

GREY TO SALISBURY. ;

ANoble Karly Gives the Premier
Nuts to Crack.

Loxdox.May 23.
—

Earl Grey has
written a long letter to the Times pro-
testing against Lord Salisbury's Hast-
ings speech. He asks whether negotia-

tions with foreign powers now on the
basis of reciprocity are more likely to
succeed than were the negotiations of
successive ministries for thirty years.
He continues: "After the conclusion
of the peace of 1915, when we had con-
siderable concessions to offer, we were
unable to grant favors toone nation
without offending another, and the
practice of making varying tar-
iffs to various countries .would
throw the whole system of revenue and
trade into confusion. Lord Salisbury
assigns no intelligiblereason for incur-
ring all the difficulties that would be
involved by carrying .his views inio
practice. The free trade policy of forty
years has seen an enormous growth in
our trade. Our wealth has increased
aud our trade has flournished in a man-
ner unexampled in any former period
ofour history. j

"Attempts to negotiate treaties with
foreign nations commenced by the
treaty with France in ISO) have never
had good results. \u25a0< Wo should have the
courage to either openly abjure tne
doctrines of free trade and try what we
can achieve by a. retaliatory policy, or
else adoDt a manly course by returning
to the policy of free trade; in its integ-
rity,as acted upon from 1818 to 1830,
namely, duties for revenue purpose^

DEATH OF W. F. STYCE.

Deceased Bequeaths a Valuable
Library to the City.

W. Fredericit Styce, the wholesale
merchant on Third street, died at St.

He was
a member of the Commercial club, and
was formerly a member of the Unitarian
society at Montreal, Canada, where he
was eusatred in business prior to com-
ing to St. Paul. He has no relatives iv
America.

His funeral will take place from Un-
j dertaker Dampier's establishment in
jBridge square tomorrow morning at 9
!o'ciocic.

Ivised bis library of 1,801 catalogued

volumes to the public library of the city
of St. Paul.
