TROUBIjK FOB M'GINTY.
The catalogue of the possibilities of

electricity as it becomes the servant of
man is pcssiblv in its early pages. One
of the most recent discoveries is as to
the breadth of the field likely to open
for its use below the watms. Experi-
ments at submarine navigation have
been in progress for some time past by
electricians and inventors, both in this
country and Italy. In each tests have
been had with an electric boat, the
results of which indicate that imag-
ination cannot easily surpass the seem-
ingly probable. Electric boats were
launched at Detroit and Spezzia
at about the same time. Theso
are cigar-shaped structures made of
steel, and, impelled by the electric
force, have much of the facility of the
fish in following the inclination of the
directing force under the water. Itis
claimed for the Italian boat that itcan
dive down 300 feet or more and remain
at that depth six hours at least. This
willopen a novel and boundless field for
explorations. McGixtv will not have
a monopoly of the bottom ofthe sea. By
means of electric lightsit is anticipated

that explorations can be had among the
wrecks and sunken treasures, and
depths explored that have never bean
seen by man. Then in time of war one
or' these submarine boats could work
mischief with dynamite and torpedoes
under the gr--at war ships.

That all revenues, national as well as state
and municipal, be raised by taxing the na-
tion's wealth rather than labor: that instead
of the present tariff system, by which the
consumption of the masses is taxed to sup-
port the federal government, the raising ol
revenue and protection of industries, inex-
tricably mingled and confused in our tana
laws, be forever divorced and dealt with as
distinct functions of government; that pro-
tection when needed be secured byother aud
proper legislative or constitutional enact-
ment.
