There were four candidates for the

conventiou, namely, St. Paul. Minne-
apolis, Winona and Fergus Falls. St
Paul’s interests were, by seeming com-
mon consent, left to the advocaey of
Coi, Wright and Capt. Braden. .They
appeared before the committee soon
after the same had been called to order
by Chairman Heatwole, the astute edi-
tor of the Northfield organ of the party.
These two gentlemen made brief ad-
dresses. and the question was dropoved
for a time for the discussion of other
prublems that appeared to the commit-
teeinen to be more pertinent to the in-
terests of the party. There were axes
and axes to grind,and there were plenty
of strong and willing hands on the
crank while the experts steod over the
stone with their little weapons to
sharven.

T'he only thing above all others that
agitated John Goodnow was the queer
story published in the Pioneer Press of
yesterday relative to the alleged at-
temipts of the Minneapolis citizens’
committee to bribe the state central
committee with tickets to the national
convention. These. it.was charged by
the paper in question, were the very
guestionable taglics employed by the
Miil City schemers to get the state con-
vention away from St. Paul. Goodmow
had the paper in+his hand when he se-
cured the floor.” His burning wrath
was flashed in his eves, as he said:

“*Mr. Chairman, I want to make an expla-
ce to the Minneapolis ecitizens’

€omiiilte
lie proceeded todeclare unequivocally
that the tickets that are to be aMowed
to the men.bers of the state central
committee,were it not for the villainous
and slanderous attacks upon the Minne-
apelis ecitizens’ committee, would have
been delivered at the meeting. Mr.,
Goodnow had not the gali, he pursued,
to face the committee and ask for those
favors, and, therefore, ie had come te
St. Paul as mueh in doubt as to just
what would be done for the committee
as did the members from the remotest
corners of the state. So he pursued at
great length, Meanwhile, working up
his passions, he pulled out the obnox-
ious paper and read the storv of Minne-
apolis’ dishenor, and proceeded to de-
nounce it as a dastardly attempt to dis-
organize the Republican party.

Part ot the speech was probably pro-
voked by an exclamation by Senator
Tawney. When some one asked how
many tickets to the national convention
would likely be at the disposal of the
ecommittee, Mr. Tawney intimated that
they would be mightily limited, as most
of them had been sold to defray

Convention Expenses.

This was too much for Goodnow’s loy-

alty for the Flour City. He sprang to
1is feet to deny that a single ticket had
been or would be soid. He said the im-
pression had gone out from a dastardly
attack of a disreputalle Republican
paper, and then he assertéd with all his
vigor and force that it is the aim of ti:at
paper to disrupt the party.

“Thisis an a * he cried, holding up
the paper., “th ght be expected in a low
down Demo paper. but that a so-called
Republican paper should descend to such
air beyond comprehension, and it
car 1ed only upon the bypothesis
olicy of the paper to tear up

th:e Reput 2N party.”

Chairman Heatwole took a spirited
whirl at the question. He did not be-

* lieve it right for the committee to eriti-
cise the attitude of the citizens’ com-
mittee. He personally knew that pro-
visions were being made to accoming-
date the state centrai committee, and he
felt that Minneapolis is acting very
generously throughout.

Senator Clough pronounced that every
member of the committee will be -sup-
plied with four or five tickets when the
distribution is made, and John Good-
now explained that no tickets whatever
bave been issued as yet.,

M, Heatwole said he knew that all
the Republican editors of the state had
been provided for,and it was then added
that some Democratic editors had also
been recipients of favors. This propo-
sition secmed to be a surprise to Mr.
Heatwole, who felt- like offering an
apology for the departure fromn the pal-
pable plan. He suggested that this
might have been done through igno-
rance of the polities of the editors
making application for seats.

But the explanations so voluminous!y
pffered failed to placate the members of
the committee, and there was grumbling
on every hand. Each member wanted
tickets to distribute among friends, and
that straightway, and no one seemed
willing to brook another day’s delay.
They held that the tickets should have
been presentec 1o each at the meeting,
but Senator Clough again urged that 1o
tickets had been

Actually Given Out,
but that each might safely count on four
or five. They must wait, however, until
Monday evening, in Minneapolis, when
they will be supplied.

Seeing that it would be impossible to
force the delivery summarily by further
acerbities, the committee, by common
consent, took up other phases of the ob-
ject of the gathering. It was agreed
that the distribution of the national
convention tickets shoula ocecur jn Min-
neapolis, and the president and secre-
tary were instrueted to provide head-
quarters for the committee for the week
in -Minneapolis,

This being disposed of, it was "moved

that an informal ballot be taken for the
election of a convention city.

John Goodnow placed Minneapolis in
nomination. He promised the usual
hospitahities, but he urged that the
tickets to be given for admissions to the
national convention should not be eon-
sidered as an inducement at ail. He
didn’t want the Pioneer Press to say the
committee was bribed.

A Dballot was taken, but it was irregn-
Jur, as there were but twenty-one mem-
bers present, and there were twenty-
three votes cast.  The result, however,
was: Minuneapolis 11, St. Paul 9, Fer-
gus Falls 1 and Winona 2.

The chair refused to make anan-
nouncement. and another ballot was
taken. John Goodnow, officiating as
teller, looked aistressed as he counted,
and, without making an announcement,
he moved that 8t. Paul be declared the
place for holding the convention.

This prevailed unanimously. and
Thursday, July 28, was nominated as
convention day. Here began an inter-
minable contest.

Tams Bixby suggested that the Peo-
ple’s party meets on July 13, and he
advised that if the Republican party
knew what is 1o its best interests it will
hold its nominating convention the day
following.

The objeet was patent. The dele-
gates to both eonventions would be 1
the city at the same time, and a counfer-
ence might agree upon the same candi-
dates.

“If vou don't do this" exclaimed’ the
shrewd,and cunning secretary, “you don’t
know the grand opportunity you are over-
looking.™

Mr. Bixby moved as an amendment
that the date be fixed at the 14th.

Senator Tawney recited the fact that
the party had often been severely criti-
cised for holding early conventions, ana
the amendment would subject the com-
mittee to a repetition of the censures.
Aspirants for state nominations would
protest that they have no time to can-
vass the state in their interests. He
argued that the convention ought to be
called just before or just after harvest,
and he felt the latter the best policy.

A. D. Stevens urged that July 14
would never do, as it is in the very mid-
dle of the haying season, and farmers
will not consent to take the risk of los-
ing the crop to attend the convention.
This suggestion was pooh-pooked by
city members, but Mr. Stevens was in-
dowmitable

in His Position.

A. J. Greer made a lengthy argument
with cousiderable force. He spoke of
the backward season; the fact that
seeding is scarcely done and corn plant-
ing hardly under way. He opposed an
early convention. There will scarcely
be a week. he qnualified thoughttully,
between now and election day when the
farmer will not be unusually vusy.
been,” he added. with ges-

wl the Republican party of
this state could make its nominations on the
30th of October and carry the ticket to a tri-
umphant election a few aays later, but that
time 1s past! 1 realize that we are going to
have a hard and aggressive strugzle this
year.”

Mr. Stevens followed, advoeating Sep-
tember, and Mr. Tawney thought it best
to leave the date open and permit the
chairman to make the call at his pleas-
ure. Thereupon J. M. Rawley moved
to amend. making the date July 21.
Bixby’s amendment was lost, and after
a protracted and heated debate Mr.
Greer moved as a substitute for all mo-
tions pending that the convention be
held inJuly. This prevailed after a lit-
tle further sparring, and Mr. Bixby re-
newed his propositicn that great ad-
vantages would ensue to have the con-
vention held simultaneously with the
People’s convention. This position per-
plexed Senator Tawney. He asked re-
peatedly what possible benefits might
entail, but Mr. Bixby thought it impru-
dent to enter into a detailed public
exposition of his theories, and this pro-
voked W. B. PParsons to declare that the
Republican party wanted nothing to do
with such an organization as that styled
the People’s party.

At last a vote was taken and July 28
decided upon, and then Senator Buck-
man moved that the next meeting of ihe
committee be held at the Merchants’
hotel, but Mr. Heatwole wouldn’t per-
mit it. He urged that the Monforts had
done everything pessible: for the com-
fort of the committee, and Mr. Stevens
accentuated this poiut by asserting that
the Monforts are red-hot Republieans.
That carried the day,and the committee
will anchor at the Windsor.

Then arose another row that threat-
ened at times to involve the committee
arredeemably. ‘The question of appor-
tionment was the theme.

W. W. Rich wanted the same unit ap-
plied as two years ago, basing the ap-
portionment on the vote of 1890,

Senator Clough hurried tocombat this
plan. IHe moved that the basis of the
cali two years ago be adopted, using the
Harrison vote

To Figure From.

F. E. Kenaston tried to effect a com-
promise in favor of the upper countics
that had, as he expressed it, gone astray
at the last election. but who would come
back again, possibly, if generously
treated.

Mr. Parsons opposed a premium for
disloyalty to the party, and he said that
they should take their own iedicine.
They had deserted the party, and now
let them suffer the penalty.

Chairman Heatwole attempted to
smooth things over, for he saw that a
desperate fight was imminent. While
he did not feel that loyal Republicans
shonld be snubbed to cater to the
kickers who *‘sloughed ofi”’ two years
ago, he was willing to compromise. He
suggested that the medium between the
votes for Harrison in 1888 and the aver-
age vote for the state ticket for 1590 be
taken as the basis. This will give the
dhserters a show and still not affect the
loyal Republicans to any great extent,
he urged.

Senator Tawney took exeeptions to all
implications of snubbing local Repub-
licans because a few had voted the Pro-
hibition or Alliance ticket. He said
this was treating the Republicans who
had strayed with contempt, and was
practically permanently driving them
out of the party. A great many times
in the polictical history of the state
Republicans had voted the Prohibition
or grange ticket, but no state central
committee had ever before taken cog-
nizance of the incident. He spoke at
great length and with fervor, urging
the duty upon the committee to do its
utmost to placate the disaffected ele-
ment.

Chairman Heatwole looked with
alarm upon the course events were tak-
ing. He warned the committee that the
Republican party was bristling full of
kickers, and he insisted that the com-
mittee cannot assume that the people
who voted the Alliance or Democratic

{ ticket two vears ago are going to vote
i the” Republican ticket this fall.

He
would be glad to give them half the
convention if it would bring thewm back
to the party, but there is no assurance
that it will have any effect.

Allen Greer thought it time to desist
from thresting over old straw, and he
declared this an unusual ecawpaign, in
which it is best for the Republican party
to waive principle and hold to policy in

'The Present Extremity.

John Goodnow was the most persist-
ent speaker of the meeting. He was on
the floor to reply toevery other speaker,
and he replied, of course, to Mr. Greer.
But his hobby was to double the repre-
sentation of two years ago, and he
sprung amendment after amendment to
increase the number, and was as often
sat down upon by his confreres. Mr.
Greer felt that the convention of two
years ago was as large as any one man
could control,and Senator Tawney drew
a graphic picture ot the paffdemonium
that had reigned without restraint and
without confinement at the famous
Market hall convention. He didn’t
want to witness a repetition of such
events. He was willing to let the con-
vention be moderately larger for the
purpose of creating needed enthusiasm
in the rural districts. A Dbetter ticket,
he urged, will be named bya smalil
than bv a large delegation, and again
he reviewed the acts of the Republican
convention of two years ago, and said
that the bést Republicaus of the state
feif that grievous mistakes had been
made in nominations,especially towirds
the latter end of the convention.

All Goodnow’s amendmmenls were
voted dewn, and,despite the fact that he
had uno pariiamentary right to offer ad-

ditional amendments, he persisted until
Senator Clough lost patience and rose to
a point of order. The chair was impa-
tient with the point, for he main-
tained it was shutting off a full and un-
vestrained expression of opinion and
feeling, yet Mr. Clough persisted, and
his motion prevailed, adopting the basls
used 1 1888, John Goodnow, who voted
with the minority, surprised everybody
by moving to reconsider. Again the
point of order was raised, and when Mr.
Parsons sugeested that he would like
to see a moderately larger convention.
Mr. Greer moved to reconsider, and the
motion prevailed. Mr. Parsons moved
that there be five delegates at large
from each county instead of two, and
Mr. Clough seconded the motion, and it
was voted.

The following were aunounced as the
committee for the Eighth judicial dis-
trict: E. D. Smith, Chaska, chairman;
H. D. Smith, Shakopee; F. R. Allen,
Glencoe; J. B. Sharp, Henderson, and
J. P. Funk, Le Sueur.

John Goodnow had not done. He
wished to call the attention of the com-
mittee to the fact that the Scandinavian
Temperance league, composed of ggmd
Kepublicans, are a formidable organiza-
tion and should be courted. He said the
league will insist upon a plank in the
platform indorsing courity option, and
he moved that a committee ot three be
appointed to investizate the workings
of the county option law in New York,
New Jersey, Georgia and other states
in which 1t is in foree, but the commit-
tee upset the pian by voting it down
overwhelmingly.

The committee adjourned to meet in
Minneapohs Monday evening.

The Futility of Missionary Effort
in Liberia

The bark Liberia, whieh has been en<
gaged in the transportation of negroes
to the Awerican colony in Africa, ves-
terday returned to this port after an ab-
sence of seventy-six days, says the New
York Times. She had on bodrd as pas-
sengers three missionaries, whose efforts
to evangelize that section of the Dark
Continent to which negro emigration
has Jately been headed had not met
with striking success,

One of the trio’is"Rév."Sandy Wash-
ington, a colored man who hails from
St. Paul, Minn. - Rev. Sandy was sent
out by the Pilgrims’ Baptist church, of
St. Paul. He came back with the con-
vietion that the task to which he had
been assigned was a hopeless one.

A practical-minded person is Sandy,
and when he undertook the job of con-
verting the uncivilized he treated it
practically. Finding exhortations un-
availing he supplemented his oratorical
efforts Dy gifts of wearing apparel to his
listeners.

The chief of a village who had Kkept
aloof from the meetings was subsidized
by the present of a plug hat, and lent
his presence to one of the gatherings.
When the ineeting was over he offered
to attend again for the consideration of
another tile. The missionary did l.lOL
have any more hats, soza compromise
was effected by the gift of an overcoat.

Rev. Sandy left fifteen converts behind
him in that village, all decked in some
article of his wearing apparel.

Sandy next essayed to make converts
in the Gooley country. where a chief by
the name of Dindo reigned supreme. It
cost the good missionary nearly all of
his elothes to make Dindosee the error
of his ways. His effort at the next vil-
lage at which he stopped for reform pur-
poses was the leastr satisfactory of all.
The fame of his munificence had pre-
ceded nim, and when the expectant
chief received no gift,relations between
the two became very much strained.
Sandy got back to his starting point
convinced that missionary work in such
circumstances was a little too much of
a strain on his capital to be indulged in
at length. i

Another missionary whose experience
has Dbeen equally unsatisfactory is
Abraham Bostwick, who left Atlanta;
Ga., one year ago at the behest of the
Liberian  Missionary society. On ar-
rival at Monrovia lLe was delegated to
visit an interior settlement. The cli-
mate proved too much for him, and he
returned in bad heaith and almost desti-
tute. He 1s now interested in knowing
how to get back to his home in Atlanta.

The third of the returning triois a
very inteliigent white missionary, who
was sent out Dby the International Mis-
sionary Society of St. Paul. He spent
fiftecn months in the vicinity of Sierra
Leona, and apparently does not consider
the gutlook very promising. The Amer-
ican negro emigrant, he says, disavows
his nationality on arrival in Afriea and
haughtily speaks of himself as a Eu-
ropean. He also manages to attract at-
tention by the ‘‘lots of style” hs puts
on, and generally refers to the natives
as *“African heathens.” His greatest
ambition, the missionary says, is to have
plenty of rum to drink and toown a
slave. Slavery, he adds, is quite com-
mon in the various settlements.

Besides the missionaries, the Liberia
had as passengers thirteen mounkeys,
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thirty parrots, three snakes, four Kroo
boys, and one Kroo girl. ‘The Kroo peo-
ple are said to be the first of their race
ever brought to this country. ‘They are
sent here by the Liberian missionaries
fo Le educated in Nashville, Tenn. The
girl is the oldest of the quintette. She is
about eighteen years of age and speaks
English very well.
