Among the more
celebrated crooks from Chicago are
Minnie Daly, the handsomest and
best dressed confidence woman in the
country. She interposed her magnifi-
cient physique and diamonds upon Min-
neapolis yesterday morning and with

her was her husband and "stall." the
well known -dabby" Burns. Minnie
Daly has had enough victims on her
string to tilla church yard with a com-
fortable array of somber slabs and she
is all primed to swell the list at the con-
vention. Nora Keating and Minnie
May are two pretty and well dressed
young women who are known in Chi-
cago as the cleverest kink of "dips.
They are also in the city and
were seen on Nicollet avenue last night,
each having in tow a well dressed
though evidently tender young stranger.

The well known "shell"' game man,
O'Brien, who, because of his penchant
for playing roulette and blowing in his
victims money, has been given the sig-

nificant ifnot elegant sobriquet "Single
O." is also here. He will find dry pick-
Ing, however, with his "shell" table, for
the police will not stand bis work.
"Soapy" Smith, the soap fakir,is iv the
city, though it is hard to tell what he
willdo, unless he falls foul of the gas
pipe system.

Mai.Norton, the long, white-haired
politician from Texas, had a narrow
escape, yesterday afternoon. A confi-
dence man from Cincinnati, one of the
finest by the way, who sports a dis-
tinguished pair of side-whiskers and a
white Harrison hat, got the major dur-
ingthe afternoon and talked politics to
him. The "con" man represented that
he was a delegate from the Seventh
district ofIndiana and made quite an
Impression on the niajor before he
got through with him. A local de-
tective who knew the Cincinnati crook

quietly gave him to understand that he
would have to let Maj. Norton and
everybody else alone, so he withdrew
from the" field crestfallen, but by no
means vanquished. The crack detec-
tives of the city force are stationed at
the West: also several sleuthhounds
from Eastern cities. Among these is
James Stewart, postofnee inspector of
the Chicago department. Stewart prob-
ably knows as many crooks as any de-
tective in the country, and will be able
to hold up his end of the business ina
capable manner.
Itis a well known fact that, through

the kind intervention ot the Republican
members of the city council, the police
force is inadequate "to the emergency.
Tne superintendent, however, is deter-
mined to do the best he can under the
circumstances, and last night he issued
a sort of a manifesto, in which he asKs
the citizens to keep a sharp eye
on their premises and belongings.
It behooves all business hou?es,he says,
to protect their places to the best of
their abilityand to by no means leave
them without some kind of protection.
The police department will,he says, do
all inits power to protect property and
bring violators of the law to justice, but
itis contrary to the law of nature to
accomplish "everything without suffic-
ient means. The aid of the people is a
necessity.

THESUNDAY CRUSADE.

The Supreme Court Affirms the
Municipal Court Decision.

There will be gnashing of teeth
among the saloonkeepers now, for the
supreme court has sustained the de-
cision of the municipal court on the
Sunday ordinance cases. The test
cases that were appealed have come
back with the judgment in each case
affirmed, which means almost a com-
plete victory for the Crusaders. The
cases under question were W. H. Har-
ris, C. H. Wood, E. F. O'Brien, E. O.
Brown. H. Jeone, Thomas Gallagher, C.
L.Loomis and Patrick Lyons. On this
decision hinges the fate of nearly sev-
enty similar cases, against whom judg-
ment had been rendered, but were al-
lowed to stand until the court made its
decision. Assistant City Attorney
Dunn stated yesterday that the fines in
each case will be collected at once.
The range from $25 to $100.

The supreme court holds th;u the ex-
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pressly authorized revocation by the
court "of a license to sell intoxicating
liquors upon conviction of the licensee
of a violation of tlieordinance does not
constitute a punishment within the
lheanins: of the constitution, so as to re-
move guch, casts beyond the jurisdic-
tion of justices of the peace. Nor is it
beyond the jurisdiction ot justices of
the JNPaeg tl>ImjWfthe punishment of
impriauftraent to the city workhouse.
The ordinance requiring saloons to be
kept closed on Sunday held not unrea-
sonable. The general legislation of is.s?
concerning the re^ulatinu and sale of
Intoxicating liquors, although applica-
ble to cities, held not to have had the
effect of repealing by Implicating exist-
ingmunicipal ordinances on the sub-
ject, or the charter power to enact ordi-
nances not Inconsistent with the gen-
eral law Acts which are punishable
under the general law also may be
made punishable by ordinance. Vari-
ous complaints and the evidence there-
under are held sufficient to justify con-
viction. Judgment aftirmed.

A STACK ROBBER.

William Schrociter, the Lyceum
Thief, Is Arrested.

Inspector Hoy and Patrolman West
made a clever capture last night, in the
person of\\ illiam Sehroeder, a plumber
who until recently was employed by
Sockens, on Eighteeeth avenue south.

no clue could be secured to the thief or
thieves. Hoy took the ease, and finally
found his man in Sclirueder. Several
weeks ago a lady member of the Chicago
quartette was robbed of her watch and
several other articles of jewelry. The
thief entered her dressing room while
she was on the stage and walked off
with all her valuables. Previous to that
time and subsequent, theatrical com-
panies have lost valuables from the
dressing rooms. Itnow turns out that
Schroeder was the fellow who did the
work. He would sneak in through the
stage door, and while the actors • were
going through their parts and the stage
hands were busy, would ransack the
dressing rooms. The gold watch re-
ferred to above was found in the pos-
session of a coachman, who is employed
by Hal Watson. He purchased itfrom
Sehroeder, who now lies in the central
station.

PATCHED DIPLOMACY.
Senator Turpie Exhibits the

Thinness of Reciprocity
Gloss.

Neither Blame Nor Harrison
Entitled to Any Credit in

the Hatter.

Stewart Faithfully Pegging
Away at Sherman and

the Gold Bugs.

Porter's Rotten Bureau Still
Being Shown Up~Rusk to

Be Checked.

Washington, June 2.— There was an
unusually small attendance of senators
present when to-day's morning busi-
ness began, but the silver bill senators
were almost all at their posts. Mr.
Sherman was in his seat and so was Mr.
Allison, on whose motion the senate
agreed to adjourn from today to Mon-
day next. Notices were given by Mr.
Vest of his intention to address the
senate Monday on the wool tariff bill,
and by M-r. Morgan of his intention to
speak on the free coinage of silver bill
Tuesday.

The resolution offered yesterday by
Mr.Turpie calling for the correspond-
ence with liayti, Colombia and Vene-
zuela in regard to reciprocity was taken
up and Mr.Turpie addressed the sen-
ate upon it. He said that there had re-
cently been a race for popular favor be-
tween two statesmen as to which of the
twain was entitled to the honor of hav-
ing devised reciprocity. It had been
found, however, that neither of those
very prominent statesmen could lay the
slightest claim to the invention or dis-
covery of that policy.

Reciprocity treaties dated back to
1803, he said, but under the late so-
called reciprocity treaties with South
America, the secretary of state had sub-
stituted his own power for that of con-
gress. "Whosoever's taxes he remits,

they are remitted; and whosoever's
taxes he retains, they are retained."
He compared the "diplomacy of shreds
and patches, the financial policy of
scraps" withthe broad and liberal policy
of free trade of all nations offered by
the Democratic party of the United
States, and declared that the purpose of
reciprocity was not commercial, but
wholly political. At the close of Mr.
Turpie's speech, the resolution was
adopted.

Stewart Peggina Away.

At 2 o'clock the bill to provide for
the free coinage of cold and silver was
laid before the senate, and Mr. Stewart
resumed his argument iiisupport of it.
He expressed his surprise at Mr. Sher-
man's" statement on Tuesday last that
he had been in favor of the Biand-Alh-
son bill. That surprise was caused by
liis (Mr. Stewart's) familiarity with the
views expressed by the senator from
Ohio on that subject while he was sec-
retary of the treasury. Mr. Sherman
had criticized that bill in three elabo-
rate reports, and had urged its repeal.
And yet he had told, the senate
the other day that it was a good
bill and that he approved it. Itseemed
to him that Mr. Sherman's remarks
were very defective; or else that his
prophesies and predictions were not
very valuable.

Mr. Higgins asked Mr.Stewart if he
preferred that the country should come
to a silver basis.

Mr. Stewart—lwould prefer anything
rather than have the people enslaved
by attempting to reduce the whole
world to the narrow basis ofcold. Thete
is over 1400.000,000 of silver in the treas-
ury,and ihe law makes silver coin a
legal tenner equally with gold. Iwould
reverse the policy of the administration,
which has reversed the law. There has
not been, for the last twentyyears, any
gold obligation on the government.
Andit is the duty of the secretary of
the treasury to redeem the paper of the
government in that currency which is
most convenient.

Atthe close of Mr. Stewart's speech
the silver billwent over without action.

The resolution reported from the fin-
ance committee for a committee of five
senators to inquire whether the law rel-
ative to national banks furnishes suffi-
cient protection to depositors and othar
creditors, and to investigate recent
failures of national banks and any
other violation of law or irregularities
was agreed to. and Messrs. Chandler,
Hitcgins, Peffer, Harris and McPherson
were appointed.

PORTER'S ROTTEN BUREAU.

Disgraceful Incidents Being Un-
covered Daily.

Washington, June 2.

Miss Ida
Creagan, at present a clerk in the cen-
sus bureau, 6tated before the house
census committee today that she had
first been appointed for three months.
She had received $50 a month. For the
first two months she had paid to Miss
Conover. a relative of Chief Clerk
Childs, $12.50 a month of her salary.
She had done so because Miss Conover
said that she would endeavor to have
her retained. She (witness) had been
reappointed at the instance of Senator
Manrierson, and was not paying any
person any part of her salary now. No
attempt had been made to get money
from her since her reappointment. Miss
Conover had returned the money to her
afterward at the instance of J. .lolly
Jones. Assistant Secretary Chandler's
private secretary, and a personal friend
of Miss Conover.

OFFICIAL CROP REPORTS.

Comment and Arjjnment to Be
Eliminated.

Washington, June 2.—A feature of
the bill makingappropriations for the
support of the agricultural department
for the fiscal year 1893, reported by
Chairman Hotch to the house today, is
that section providing that fie monthly
crop report issued on the 10th of each
month shall be confined strictly to a
statement of the percentage totals by
states and full total, without comment
or argument, and that it shall be sub-
mitted to the secretary of agriculture,
who shall officially approve the report
before itis issued or published.

Another feature transfers from the
secretary of the treasury to the secre-
tary of agriculture the supervision of
the admission of animals for breeding
purposes. Such animals as the secre-
tary of agriculture deems worthy of in-

troduction into the United States for
breeding purposes shall be admitted
free of duty.

committed. About one dozen leaves of
absence were granted, principally to
Republicans, the cause assigned being
"important business." The house went
into committee of the whole (Mr. Buch-
anan, of Virginia,in the chair) on the
postofflce appropriation bill, but pend-
ing action adjourned.

Profitable Hog Feeding.
Ahog grower and feeder in Missouri

gives his own experience in feeding and
marketing in a recent letter to the
Breeders' Gazette:

Infeeding hogs or any kind of stock I
contend that a good crop ot clover is
worth more than a crop of corn. April
10, 1801, Ibought forty head of hogs,
paying $117 for the bunch, or 82.92 per
head. They averaged ninety pounds
per head ;that made them cost me $3.25
per 100 pounds. These hogs 1put after
a bunch of cattle, and they stayed with
them until May 11, 1891, wben 1put the
cattle on grass.
1fed the hogs 12 barrels of corn at $3

per barrel during the month ofMay and
up toJune 20: then 1 contracted them
for$5.25 per 100 pounds to be delivered
July 10. Thus, you se.->, Ihad 20 days
to feed them, and corn 1could not buy,
so 1 went to town and got 3,000 pounds"
ofoilmeal which cost $24, 1,000 pounds
of bran which cost *5,1,000 pounds of
shipstuff which cost $0.50, a total cost
of$00.50. Iput my hogs (which had
been in a woods pasture) iv a cloverfield, and not very good clover at thebest, and they then weighed 130 pounds
per head. Ibegan feeding twice a day
on a mixture of oilmeal, bran and*'
shipstuff wet up just enough for them
to eat well, and kept itup until the day
to deliver.

'
Then 1 had SoO" pounds" of

oilmeal, 100 pounds of bran and 150
pounds of shipstuff left. The hogs av-
eraged on July 1 183 pounds, and
brought me $9,889 per head, or $375.79,
as twoof them had died ivthe feed
lot.

. « Breeding Dairy Stock.
While the heifer calves of an extra

good cow may be nothing more than or-
dinary milk and butter producers, the
Hue of extra production alternates from
female tomale, and then to the female
line again. This has often been noted,
and so often that the bull calves from
extra milkers ought to be saved with
equal care as is given to heifers. Many
a valuable animal has been sacrificed
because it was only a male. Where
stock is .graded, however, these extra-
bred bulls of native breed have not pro-
potency to stamp their qualities upon
their offspring. Only thoroughbreds,
and of the same breed, should be used
as males for breeding grade dairy stock.
To breed with thoroughbreds of differ-
ent stock from the grade only produces
a mongrel, upon the outcome of which
no reliance can be placed. Each of the
dairy breeds has well-defined excell-
ences of its own. But to cross and re-

\u25a0 cross them only produces a ra(* of
scrubs ifcontinued three or four gener-
ations.
