That great man Anson is justas mueh
heart and soul a base ball player as
Senator llill is a politician. He has no
patience with anything short of perfect
playing. He would expeet a man to
hang on to a ball even if every fingeron
his hand were out of joint, and would
not excuse a man for not stopping a
liner that went clear through him. He
is so rigid a disciplinarian, ant has
such high ideas of what base balt ought
to be that when he ignominiously
fanned out the other day the grand
stand just howled. Anson looked dis-
gusted, but there was plenty afterward
to soothe his wounded vamty. When
the game was over the mighty man
picked up the bats himself, put them in
the case and walked off with them.

Assemblyman Oppenhelm questioned
the propriety or policy of adopting the
resolution of the board of aldermen tie-
ing up the money.

The Typothetz of St. Paul supple-
mented the charges against Prioter
Burns with additional specifications.
This organization of employing print-
ers, massed against Mr. Burns, stated
in a communication that further investi-
gation divulged that the first cursory
report did mnot cover the case, It
was cited that there are seven items
of late that reveal a very bad state of
affairs, and then the communication
proceeds to relate that in these items
the price charged is $1,388.35; the con-
tract price is $632.20, and therefore
there is an overcharge of $746.10. There
was no discussion, but the communica-
tion from the Typothete was laid on
the table.

One of the peculiar things that came
before the assemnbly was the oath of
office filed by Sir William T. J. Horr as
assemblyman elect. A smile passed
around as the paper was read in which
the gentleman subseribed to the prom-
ise to sustain the statuies of the United
States, ete., and then the papeér was laid
on the table. Itisthe purpose of Mr.
Horr to contest Mr. Van Siyke’s seat
upon the hypotbesis that many of the
most pronouncedly Demoeratic pre-
cincts will ve thrown out by the Repub-
liecan eouneil, and the Democrats are
content to await high-handed opera-
tions. But this cath of office, taken by
Mr. Horr before R. L. Johns, is dated
May 28, which is indicative of the fact
that campaign fervor cuts no figure. It
is too subsequent.

A JEALOUS WIFE

Disturbs the Calm of the Floating
Bethel.

The peaceful calm that usually sur-
rounds the Floating Bethel at the moor-
ings, at the foot of Sibley street, was
broken by loud cries of *‘*police” and
“murder” about 8 o’clock last even-
ing.
