The Republican Reform Reg-

ime Ready to Assume Of-
fice Tuesday.

Outline of the Inauguration
Ceremony of the Lew

Officials.

Co!. Wright and His Aides
Overhaul the List of

Policemen.

The Detective Force Will
Probably Be Filled

Tuesday.

Proud, happy and expectant willthe
newly-elected city officials prepare for
the ceremonies of Tuesday at the city
hall. At 10 o'clock the first Republican
government will be inaugurated— that
is, the first fall and complete Repub-
lican administration in the political
history of the city. Great things are
expected of these aspirants to adminis-
trative fame, and great things are
promised by them, and without reserva-
tion. The present regime willbe torn
"up the back" without jnercy. Inno-
vations and speculative reforms willbe
the programme with such men as the
gallant colonel-mayor. Assemblyman
Lighlner and Aid. lnirersoll at the
helm, fortified by the rugged vigor and
determination of the imported chief of
police.

Tuesday willbe a memorable day in
the history of St Paul. There willbe
ostentation and display as a matter of
course, and who can blame the exuber-
rance of the surprised recipients of pub-
lic distinction? Butin striking contrast
will the old officials take their leave.
There willbe no glorification, no cere-
mony. As a matter of courtesy the re-
tiringmayor and councilmeu willmeet
at the cityhall to assist in their Humble
and unimportant way in the pomp and
display. This ishow the thing willbe
done:"

The retiring council willmeet at the
council chamber at 10 o'clock Tuesday
morning and appoint a committee to
wait on Mayor Smith to ascertain
whether or not tie has a communication
to impart, but it is already positively
known that he will have "none. The
newly elected councilmen take the
places vacated by the retiring officials,
and proceed straightway to perfect an
organization. Assemblyman Wolters-
dorff willbe elected president of the as-
sembly, and Aid.lngersoll willbe elect-
ed president of the board of aldermen,

and then Assemblyman Lightuer will
come in for his little token of esteem of
his party, lie willbe elected president
of the common council or of the
joint sessions of the two bodies. Then
they will turn attention to electing a
market master and a jailor,and their
functions will have been completed.
Allthis done and the council will be
ready for the advent of the new mayor,
and in turn they willappoint a commit-
tee to wait upon Mayor Wright to as-
certain whether he has a communica-
tion to impart to the new body. Mayor
Smith and the committee sj appointed
willescort the mayor-elect before the
common council, and he willbe intro-
duced by the retiring mayor, and this
willbe followed by the inaugural ad-
dress. Mayor Smith will administer
the oath to Mayor Wright, aud the
tilingis done.

HEADS INCOUNCIL.

The Mayor-Elect Figures Upon
Police to Be Dropped.

Col. Wright, Ed R. Johnston, his sec-
retary, and Albert Gat vin, chief of po-
lice, were in conference for a long time
yesterday afternoon. They had a list
of the present police officers before
them, and they were passing upon the
desirability of firing this one and that
one. and of possibly retaining this one
and that one on the department.
Whatever the conclusions arrived at.no
information would be given out for
publication. The Globe leporter was
assured that no appointments whatever
had been decided upon, but it is known
that the temper of the mayor-elect and
his imported chieftain is to fire every-
body—or to turn out the gang— as the
mayor so sturdily promised when on
the stump in the campaign. Itis an
open secret; indeed, it is freely admit-
ted by the most zealous supporters
of Col. Wright, that the reason the
colonel would not appoint a St.Paul man
as chief of police was the fear that any
St. Paul man that he might name would
find personal friends on the force and
that he would hesitate to ignominiously
turn them out. Mr.Garvin knows none
of the police officers, and be can there-
fore have no friends among them. Con-
sequently he can "fire the gang" with-
out sentimental feelings, Me willlook
upon itas his duty.

The detective force willcease tomor
row. and the first duty that willdevolve
upon the new administration willbe to
matte appointments to the department.
Despite this fact, the mayor-elect and
bis chief asseverate that no choice has
been made. On the other hand. Mason's
friends make no bones of announcing

Chat the man who fixed up the alleged
list of fraudulent registrations will be
given a fat berth. No matter how fal-
lacious, how misleading nor how pict-
uresque with vagaries this notorious
list was. Col. Wright's cohorts claim it
had the desired effect, and, therefore.
Mason must be provided for hand-
somely. The list included many of the
oldest and most respected citizens, but
that made no difference. The game was
forvotes, and the votes resulted.

There is to be no chief of detectives.
So itis said by several prominent sup-
porters of the so-called regime about to
be inaugurated. At first this fact was
interpreted to mean that Mr. Garviu
was to be the chief of police and the
chief of detectives, and that inthis dual
capacity he would draw two salaries,

but this theory is not tenable. Itis
wild speculation that must have been
Indulged in by some thoughtless com-
mentator. No officer can draw two
separate and distinct salaries without
special provision being made therefor.
But. nevertheless, there is to be no
chief of detectives. Each detective will
rank co-ordinate, and there will be no
head. It is only fair tostate that Min-
neapolis experimented with this sort of
conducting the police department, and
that it only resulted in abject disorder.
Bitter jealousies were bred in the de-
partment and its usefulness was badly
crippled, and itis freely predicted that
Jst Paul willpass through a like ex-
perience.
Itis not known just what Anthony

Toerg is to receive in the department,
but there can be no mistaking the fact
that he is out for something. He has
been mighty busy of late in making a
listof the present police officers and in
getting his stamp of disapproval op-
posite the names of such as he wants re-
moved. And this all comes with the
report that Anthony himself is to be
given a fat thing—a sinecurcas itwere.

Monday something definite may be
expected to emanate from the office on
East iouith street.

CLEANED THE TABLE.

An Alder-manic Committee Winds
Up Its Business.

The committee on streets from the
board of aldermen cleaned up their
table at yesterday's meeting. The mat-

ters that were still In the hands of the
committee were generally of minor im-

portance, and they will allbe reported

at the meeting tomorrow evening. They
willrecommend placing on file in the
office of the city clerk the waive of the

Wisconsin Central company of its char-
ter tooccupy certain streets and alleys
from Trout brook to Broadway, to ac-
cept the bid of Thomas P. Campbell
and wife of a deed to the disputed
street and levee in the Sixth ward.
This is the property upon which con-
demnation proceedings have been be-
gun by the board of 'public works, an.l
these proceedings willnow be vacated.
That old contract toJohnson &Co., for
building a sewer in Congress street
that is creating such a turmoil among
contractors will be reported back with-

.out recommendation. This is the con-
tract never approved by the city council
because of an apparent misunderstand-
ins. The contract was for gravel work,
whereas it proved that the street was
undermined by rock, and could never
have been worked at the contract piice.

The committee will also report favor-
ably upon the proposition to grant the
St. Paul, Minneapolis &Omaha railrond
tin- right oi track privileges across
Phak-n creek to the Corning Clay works,
am! other matters willbe reported back
without recommendation.

WOOD STILL AHEAD

In the Contest for the Justiceship
••Judge Otis' Opinion.

Eric Olson was knocked out in his
mandamus proceedings against the
board of aldermen to compel them to
change their action of the other riieht
and issue him the certificate of election
as justice of the peace in the Eighth
ward in place of E. H. Wood. Judge
Otis filed his decision in the matter yes-
terday afternoon, and sets forth that a
writ of mandamus is not the proper
legal step to take in the premises, His
decision is as follows:
"ihi'court finds that said Fifth. Sixth,

Seventh, Eighth. Tenth and Eleventh wards,
created under and by virtue of chapter 4S
of Special Session Law of ISS7. embrace a
large area of new territory added and taken
intosaid city since the enactment of chapter
S3 ofSpecial Session laws of 1679. findtaid
Second. Seventh and Eleventh voting pre-

cincts of the Ninth ward of said city, as now
divided and numbered, embrace substantial
portions of said Second ward, as the same
was made and constituted at the time ofsaid
enactments ol1879, and thereafter until s:iid
enactment of ISS". the votes whereof were
canvassed and included by said respondents
inthe canvass made by them.

As conclusions of law the court finds that
said certificate, having been so issued and de-
livered, said common council has no author-
itynor has either branch thereof any author-
ity to make a further canvass thereof, even
though they have tailed and refused to count
and canvass all the votes legallycast for mid
relator and said E. 11. Wood at said election.

Inany event, since a peremptory writ of
mandamus against onlyone of the legislative
bodies so constituting said common council.
would be. of itself, -wholly ineffectual, and
would compel it to so reach a result contrary
to the result reached by the assembly, a co-
ordinate branch ofsaid common council, and
said relator has a fulland complete remedy
at law by contest or otherwise, in which pro-
ceeding* said E. 11. Wood may be made a
party, the court, in the exercise of a sound
discretion, should refuse the writ.
It is accordingly ordered t.v.it said applica-

tion fora peremptory writ oi mandamus be.
and the same is hereby denied."

One of the claims made by J. 11.
Burns, the city job printer, came regu-
larly before the city comptroller yester-
day for his approval. This was the
claim for a littleover $800. Ithad passed
both branches of the city council, as has
been explained in these columns, but
the other claim for $W!) has yet to pass
the board of aldermen. One bill,In
other words, was an assembly file and
the other a board tile. The second bill
willcome up for final action at the
meeting tomorrow evening.

When the bill that has regularly
passed the council came before the
comptroller, he refused to sign it.
David Ramaley and 11. A.Brown, of
Brown, Treacy &Co., and T. T. Faun-
tleroy, as'the attorney for the St. Paul
Typo'thetje, appeared before the comp-
troller to convince him that the claim
that Mr. Burns' bondsmen are responsi-
ble for any ovei charge that may have
been made is a fallacy. The lawyer

held that when the party against whom
a claim is made has been notified that
the bill is an overcharge, and despite
this notice the claim is paid in
full, the bondsmen cannot be held
for any overcharge that may develop.
While itmay be possible that this tech-
nical proposition of law may not be ap-
plicable to the cast? in hand, the comp-
troller took the position that to with-
hold h?s signature would be the safer
way out of the dilemma, and the claim
will now go toJ. J. MeCardy for his
sagacious consideration. It is claimed
that the point made by Mr.Fauntleroy
is not applicable, because the bondsmen
have asserted that they were ready to
be held responsible for any overcharge
in the claims, and therefore waived the
release that might attend a notice to the
city.

CATS AM) SLOOPS

Divide the Interest Inthe Second
"White Bear Regatta.

The first gun was fired from the
judges' boat on White Bear lake yester-
day afternoon at 4:30 o'clock, warning

the sailors that the second regatta was
about tobegin. There was little breeze,
but the race was started, the cats cross-
ins the line first at 4:30 and the sloops
gt4:35. Of the cats Shadow crossed
first, all the others followingwithin two
minutes. Paul Gotzian's Hornet was
the first sloop to cross, and after pass-
ing the peninsula led the fleet through-
out; Wapsie crossed lust, but soon
reached second place. The race was
without unusual features. Hornet
gained an advantage in start-
ing first, the wind almost entirely
dying out soon after the start.
It ;as distinctly a sloop day. all the
cats, except a new one handled by
doughty Jim Elmer, being strung in
the rear tor a distance of nearly two
miles, Amelia guarding the tail end. On
the last reach Wapsie "and Follow Ms
gained considerably on Hornet, but
wereunable to overtake her.

Hornet, or the sloops, finished first
and Wapsie second, but the actual sail-
ing time of Wapsie was 1minute and ?Ai
seconds less than Hornet, which gave
the race to Wapsie by 52 seconds. No
Name led the cats by half a mile.

The finish had the appearance of be-
ing that of two different races, all the
sloops and the one cat sailed by Elmer
finishing more than fifteen minutes
ahead of the cats, which started five
minutes inadvance and finished in a
bunch.
