LOSING NO POINTS.

Both Sides Have Plenty of Ar-
guments to Use on the
Opposition.

The 0ld Stalwarts Are Now
the Heads of the Blaine
Procession.

They Have Been Out of Jobs
for Some Time, and Want
Something.

Federal Officials a Source of
Weakness to the Admin-
istration Leaders.

No faith of partnership the minion owns:

Ana discord hovers o'er divided thrones.

The fight between the adherents ot
the ex-secretary of state and the pres-
ident of the United States was waged
with increasing bitterness all day yes-
terday, the only difference being that
the Blaine leaders wore a more con-
fident look, and the Harrison men
fought more desperately. All doubt
in regard to Mr. Blaine’s willingness
to accept the nomination has now been
removed, and this being the fact, they
claim that he will be given the nomina-
tion by an overwhelming majority on
the first batlot if the followers of the
president insist upon subjecting their
leader to the humiliation of a defeat in
the convention. Thus far the battle has
been fought by two elements of the
party almost entirely. They are:

First—The men who are in the offices and
nds, called by the blaine men the
officeholders: ard.

second—The men who formerly held all
the federal oflices and who still have control
of a wocdly portion of the party machine.

“Down with the federal officials!”’ say
the Blaine men. *“Disappointed office-
seekers are not going to control this
convention,” declare the Harrison lead-
ers. And so the Dbattle goes on, each
side, by the men who are allied with
it, furnishing the opposition with its
best and most powerful arguments.
There is no denying the fact
that many Republicans who would
naturally be for the . administration
iave been disgusted by the influx of
ihe hordes of federal officers who have
come from every part of the country,
from the Gulf of Mexico to the Canada
jine and from the farthest Eastern
states to Califoruia on the west.

But these men find little comfort in
the ranks of the opposition. There they
find the men who were in control twelve
vears ago, when they filled all the
offices and vainly tried to forece Gen.
Grant upon the party as a candidate for
a third term. They are, too, the same
men largely who shouted and worked
for President Arthur in 1884, The old
stalwarts are all against President Har-
rison and shouting for the man they
fougly for twenty years. Thisis a strong
point for the administrationists, and
they are using 1t for all it 1s worth.

All the original Blaine men are now
for President Harrison, is the claim of
the administration people.

This is only partly true. It is a fact
that Charles Ewory Smith, of the Phila-
delphia Pre Whitelaw Reud, of the
New Ycerk ‘I'ribune, and a number of
other old Blaine workers, are for Mr.
Harrison, but they are but a small por-
tion of the Blaine wershipers of the
country, and are so situated that they
canunot in honor favor any one except
Mr. Harrison.

Whitelaw Reed was sent to France by
President Harmson; Charles Emory
Smith, to Russia; Elis H. Smith, of
New York, received a fat office; John
Wanamaker was made postmaster gen-
eral; R. C. Kerins, of Missouri, helped

John W. Noble pencil out the
federal oftices in  that state;
“Jerry” Rusk, of Wisconsin, is a

cabinet officer, and ex-Senator Spooner
is close to the administration and was
able to provide for his friends. This
list might be amplified to any extent
with the result of showing that wher-
ever an old Blaine man is now for Har-
rison it is because he has had Dhis re-
ward in the way of infiuence or posi-
tion.”

Tue strength of the men who are
leading the Blaine movement at Min-
neapolis is found in the fact that to the
old stalwart strength which holds that
the offices are party spoil to be divided
out among the workers who have the
machine in hand, they have by several
masterly strokes added that great pop-
ular strength of James G. Blaine. The
officeholders may Le numerous, the ad-
ministration campaign well managed,
but it will be-strange indeed if Quay,
Clarkson, Platt, Fassett, Filley, Alger,
Foraker, Washburn, Mahone aud their
friends and foliowers, reinforced and
strengthened by the Blaine enthusiasts,
do not win the day.

HEARING THE CONTESTS.

Regulars Generailly Seated—Car-
son Wins—*Lily Whites” Beaten.

Immediately after the national com-
mittee adjourned in the afternoon, the
subcommittee appointed to investigate
and report on the rights of the con-
testing delegations to a place on the
temporary roll of the convention
convenced in the committee room and
procecded to business. The session
lasted four hours, and then, with the
cases not all heard, an adjournment
was taken until 10 o’clock Monday
morning.  The foilowing were dis-
posed of::

District of Columbia—Simon Wilff ap-
peared for himself and W. Colvin Chase,
contestants. The committee decided
that Perry Carson and Andrew Gleason,
the regular delegates, were entitled to
their seats.

Maryland, Fourth Distriet, Baltimore
—Daniel L. Brinton and William C.
Cloy, regular, known,as the Gary dele-
gation, were continued in their seats.

Indiana,T'welfth District—After hear-
ing the brief of the contestants McDon-
ald et al., and the statement of J. C.
New, a member of the committee, the
rizht of W. L. Henfield and R. P. Barr
to seats was affirmed.

South Carolina Delegation at Large
—UHere the regular delegates were an-
tazonized by a representation from a
m *eting composed only of whites. The
regulars retained their seats, the sub-
e mmittee holding that the contestants
d'd not represent the Republican party.
Tae same point exactly was involved
it the matter of the protest
aroinst seating the delegation at large
fcom Texas, from what was known as
*the lily white”” convention. The sub-
coHmmittee in this case further held
tiat an organization whieh debarred
any man from membership or partici-

CONVENTION NOTES.

The national committee here recom-
mended that Charles F. Hainey, eity
clerk of Minneapolis, be made reading
clerk of the conventior. He is very
pepular, and is said to be quite compe-
tent.

A iife-size crayon sketch of Blaine
suddenly made its appearance in one of
the national committee rooms soon after
the United Press bulletin had an-
nounced the faet of his resignation.

Tickets of admission to the convention
are distributed as follows: Each dele-
gate and each alternate has one; each
delegate has also four additional. Each
member of the national cowmmittee has
ten, so that if he is a delegale as well he
has fifteen to dispose of. 'The remainder
are reserved for distinguished visitors
and allotted to the local committee of
arrangements of the convention.

Last evening Gen. Husted was rest-
ing comfortably in bed, Lalf-sitting,
half-reclining. He informed a reporter
of the United Press that he agreed with
his physician that he should be about
Monday as usual.

At 4 o'cloek the subcommittee to hear the
Alabama contestants for seats, Messrs, Brady,
Conger and Filley, met, but the parties were
not ready to present their case. and the sub-
committee adjourned to meet at 2:30 o'clock
tomorrow.

BUCKEYE BLAINIACS

Claim Everything and Captare the
Field Marshal.

CnicAGo, June 4.—A Blaine crowd
from Ohio landed at the Grand Pacific
notel this morning, led by Asa Bush-
nell, of Springfield.one of the delegates-
at-large from the Buckeye slate. The
delegates accompanying him were J. J.
Aliread, J. K. Nash, Cyrus Huling an-
W. H. Johuson. Ail but Allread are
Blaine men. Gen. Bushnell declared
that thirty-four of the forty-six dele-
gates from Ohio would vote for Biaine.
Mr. Aliread, on the other hand, assev-
erated that the delegation was for Har-
rison by a large majority, and that no
amount of howling or shouting could
stampede them. The second choice of
both tactions seems to be McKinley.

Several of the advance guard of the
Penusylvania delegation reached Chi-
cago this morning.  Judge John Gripp,
H. P. Ford, J. P. Bingham and Dr. R.
J. Black are among them. They are all
Blaine men. Judge Gripp said Senator
Quay had fixed things in Pennsylvania,
and that of the sixty-one delegates but
twelve were for Harrison, and they were
officeholders. **Although 1 am a Blaine
man 1 hardly think Mr. Blaine’s position
in the contest is a dignified one,” said
Judge Gripp. *le should announce
himself.”

“New Hampshireis true to Harrison,”
said F. C. Churchill, chairman of the
New Hampshire Republican state cen-
tral committee this morning, **and her
whole vote will be cast for the presi-
dent.” ‘The New Hampshire delegation
left for Minneapolis this afternoon.

Murat Halstead got into the Blaine
band wagon this morning. He was capt-
ured by Gen. Bushnell, of Ohio, and in-
troduced to the Blaine boomers. This
morning he declared that he believed
Blaine was all right, and would prob-
ably win out.

George Manley, postmaster at Au-
gusta. Me.. Blaine’s confidential friend,
arrived this mormng, but pesitively re-
fused to be interviewed. He left at 11
o’clock for Minneapolis. *

Iowans Discuss McKinley, Sher-
man, Allison and Rusk.

Dgs MoINES, Io., June 4. —-The Blaine
resignation is the sole topic of discus-
sion here tonight. There is consider-
able feeling between the rival factions.

THE SCENE AT NIGHT

Minneapolis People Anxious
to Take Part in the Great
Convention.

Shouts for Blaine Met by
Counter Shouts for Lit-
tle Benny.

General Lew Wallace Talks of
Harrison at a Hoosier
Reception.

Various State Delegations
Get Together and Talk
Over Prospects.

On Friday night the hotel corridors
were comparatively quiet. Little groups
of delegates and larger groups of news-
paper correspondents were scattered
about discussing the situation. The
peaceful quiet that hung over the crowd

of that night was been dis-
sipated last night by an army
of local shouters who made

the air ring with cries of **Blaine” and
“Harrison.” A struggling mob fills the
corridors of the West hotel. It isa
good-natured mob. 1f there is any acri-
monious feeling among the friends of
the chief candidates before the conven-
tion, it has not spread to the others.

Blaine badges here dominate in the
crowd, but they are the cheap little red
badges which Millionaire Eustis had
distributed to all comers. Agents of
the badge industry are going about the
corridor pinning the little red tokens on
every willing coat lapel. Sometimes
they are pinned over other badges, not
infrequently over the flaunting colors of
Gen. Alger. But very few of the peo-
ple who are urging and shouting them-
selves hoarse are delegates or even vis-
iting strangers. Most of them are Min-
neapolis people interested in the con-
vention and anxious to have even
a vocal part 1n it. There is an
amused audience in the galleries ab-
out the big hotel lobby and lining the
broad stairway that leads from the
lobby to the parlor floor above. Men
and womegn look down on the strug-
gling crowd, surging backward and
forward with waving arms and inter-
mittent eries for the two great candi-
dates. At intervals some one
in the thick of the crowd
starts the ery of *Blaine” it
is taken up by a handred voices and a
hundred more start the opposition ery
“Harrison, Harrison.”” There is no
ill feeling. The shouters grin as they
shout, aud, if they punch each other, it
is in good nature.

Indiana Reception.

The reception given by the Indiana
delegation distracted for a time from
the crowd in the corridor. For more
than two hours in the evening a con-
stant stream of visitors, nearly half of
them ladies, poured into ene of the
dining rooms of the hotel, where the
reception was given. Senators Hiscock,
Sawyer and Felton received the guests
in company with Gen. Lew Wallace. of
Indiana. After the music had ceased
there were voeiferous calls on Gen.”

Wallace for a speech, and he responded”

as follows:

*1 am not a politician, 1 am a candi-
date for no oflice, I hold no place for
honor or trust. ‘Therefore, 1 cannot un-
derstand why you want me to speak,
unless it is that I represent Harrison.”
In this Gen. Wallace was cheered over
and over. Gen. Wallace continued: *“If’
1 had a theme tochoose I would not
know a better one. I have known him
atl his life, not distantly, not as a
neighbor,
friend. I am here to testify of my own
knowledge that he iseminently the man
most fitted to be clected president of
president of the United States. He is
aman in every sense of the word, an
honest man, a couscientious man. One

of those few men capa ble of
being president, secretary of
state  (cheers), seecrétary of war,

secretary of navy, of the interior,and in
the absence of the supreme judges the
very best in the land. [Cheers.] Now,
if you please, will vou nominate Presi-
aent Harvison? [Loud ecries of ‘Yes’
and cheers.] I ask that first of the In-
dianans who are present. Then I will
ask you who are here from other states,
Will You Elect Him?
[Loud ecries of *Yes’ and cheers.] [
have no doubt of it. 1 have no doubt
in the first place, of his nemination, and
if he is nominated he,having once before
been elected, will ve re-elected. Itis
not every man who can be a brave pres-

Harrison would be the nomination of
this convention.”

Senator Hiscock, ex-Congressman
“Billy” Mason, of Chicaco; H. Clay
Evans, of Tennessee, and others, also
made ringing Harrison speeches amid a
scene of great enthusiasm.

The Illinois Delegation

held a sort of informal meeting tonight.
Only about fifteen of them were pres-
ent, and those were nearly all Harrison
men. The expression of opinion was
that Harrison would have thirty dele-
gates to about fourteen, and perhaps
less, for Blaine.

The Iowa delegation also got together.

early too predict how it will vote.

The 1ndiana delegation gave a recep-
tion tonight in the parlors of the West
hote! to the *‘friends of Harrison.”
The parlors were thronged from 8 until
11 o’clock, and the utmost good feeling
and enthusiasm prevailed. Speeches
were made
pew, Senators Hiscock, Felton
and Carey, Gen. Lew Wallace,
ex-Secretary of the Navy Thompsong
and H. Clay Evans, of Tennessee. The
speeches were received with applause
and cheers whenever reference to Har-
rison and his administration was made.
A string band was statioved in the cor-
ridor, but the musically inclined found
the noise of the political disputants on
the floor below a serious drawback to-
their enjoyment. a
