The Golden Wedding Anni-
versary of the Danish
King and Queen.

The 5th of June is the day of all days
in the year dear to the hearts of the
people of the ancient little kingdom of
Denmark. It is the Danish Fourth of
July. The day that heralded to the
Danish nation a new era of freedom,
when monarchial despotism had to give
way to a constitutional form of govern-
ment, and it is but natural that the
Danes who have emigrated to the
United States, the land of liberty, feel
called upon to honor the day also in this
country, especially as 1t earries with it
many sweet memories of a beautiful
home and of dear ones left behind,
while it brings to mind vivid recollec-

tions of the thrilling bours, when the | St

echoes of the great revolution, which
made the thrones of Europe totter, vi-
brated evén to the smiling shores and
peaceful homes of little Denmark.

The kingdom of Denmark, once a

In early
times the government of Denmark was

of quite a liberal character—the loffice
of king being an elective one until as
late as 1660, when the people volun-

bestowed absolute powers on the
king, in order to gain protection from
the oppressions and extortions of the

nobility. When the late King Freder-
ick VIL succeeded to the Danish
throne in January, 1848, he at onece

offered to grant to the people of Den-
mark

k a constitutional form of govern-
ment, and accordingly a charter was
drawn up by an assembly elected for
that purpose, and on Juneb, 1849, the
Eing aftixed thereto his royal signature
and the Danish nation became in virtue

thereof a free and  self-govern-
ing people, with a representative

government; and it is this in
the Danish history which the Danes
at homeand in this eountry conmem-
orate in their 5th of June celebrations,
a sentiment to which the native Amer-
fean cheerfully and consistently can say
“Amen. and good speed.”
The Royal Prerogatives,

The administrative authority in Den-
mark is vested in the Kking, and the
judicial powers in the officers of the law.

‘he king must profess the Lutheran
faith: he is irresponsible; his person
sacred. - His royal prervogatives include
the pointing and dismissing of state
oft declaring of war or making
peace, entering luto or abrogating treat-
les of commerce, war or peace, the con-
currence of the rigsdag (the two houses
of parliament), nowever, being essential
in cases involving the ceding of any
portion of the Danish dominions or the
modifieation of the existing integrity of
the state. The “ministry, which com-
prises seven portfolios—home, foreigen,
war, navy, treasury,-justice and church
and school responsible, and any
minister may be made to answer indi-
vidually for any law or enactment to
whicih he has, ex-officio, appended his
name in attestation of the royal signa-
ture, which is required to give validity
to the resolutions of the diet.

The present kmng of Denmark,
Christian 1X, who succeeded to the
throne of Denmarkin 1863 upon the death
of Frederiek VIIi., was borninthe an-
cient castle of Gotsorp, and is a direct
decendant of the youngest son of the
Danish king Christian 111, known
as Duke Hans, who was the founder of
the numerous, now nearly extinet Son-
derborg lines of the Oldenborg dynasty.
Prince Christian came to Copenhagen
when quite yonng. received a military
edueation, and was made a lieutenant
in the royal horse guards in 1837, of
which erack regiment le in time be-
came commander-in-chief. On the 26th
day of May, 1842, now just fifty years
ago, he was married in the palace of
Amalienbore, his present residence, to
his cousin, Princess Louise of Hes
sen-Cassel, a niece of the
queen ¢of Kihe Christian VIIL
Through this marriage the prince be-
came still more closely alhed to the
reigning royval house of Denmark. and
when the revolution of 1848-49-50 broke
out he remained loval to his country
and fought with his regiment through-
out the war, while his brothers joined
the cause of the revolutionists. His
beimz the nearest heir to the Danish
crown when the direét line of the Olden-
borgers became extinet with Frederick
V1I., it became possivle, according to
the treaty of London of May 8, 1852,
whereby the succession 1n the Danish
monarchy was guaranteed by the great
powers, to elect Prince Christian as a
successor to the Danish throne.

A Stormy Reception.

The male hne of the OldenbLorg dy-

nasty becoming extinet by the death

of Frederick VIL. on Nov. 13, 1863,
Prince Christian was called to the
throne, and on the Nov. 1S the

new king afiixed his signature to the
constitutional charter granted by his
predecessor on June 5, 1849, His ac-
n to the throne was the signal for
sonable outbreak in the duchies
of Schleswig and Holstein, led by the
king’s retel relative, the *‘duke” of
Augustenborg. which. however, preved
of little consequence, but no sooner was
this troublesome pretender disposed of
han a far more formidable foe ap-
Yvare(_l in the two German powers,
’russia and Awvstria, who, pretending
to champiou the cause of the German
confederation, which they claimed that
Denmark had given reason to feel
aggrieved, attacked the little kingdom,
and by their overwhelming forces de-
feated it and deprived it of nearly two-
fi fths of its territory, which, after a
quarrel between the two aggressors,
was annexed by Prussia.

Although King Christian’s reign thus
began with war, bloedshed and disaster,
which naturally tended to make the
new ruler unpopular, yet the monarch
has lived to see the animosity and dis-
trust, with which the Danish people re-
garded the successor to their beloved
Frederik VII. changed into the most
cordial and intimate feelings of respect
and devoiion. a condition of things
fully demonstrated when a little over
f week agzo King Christian and his
Queen Louise celebrated their golden
wedding, the fiftieth anniversary of the
day when he, as a poor prince and offi-
cer in the Danish army, married the
equally poor young princes of Hessen-
Cassel. Little did he then dream of be-
coming king ¢f Denmark, and far less
could he conceive the brilliant future of
his children. His oldest son as his sue-
cessor en the Danish throne, and his
youngest married to the wealthiest prin-
cess in Eurcpe, the last descendant of
the oldest royal family in France, and
the third son as king of Greece.
His oldest daughter as future queen of
Eagland and empress of india, the sec-
-ond as the wife of the mightiest mon-
arch in the world, the czar of all the
Russians, and the youngest daughter as

Duchess of Cumberland, married to one
of the wealthiest princes in Christen-
dom. No wonder that he is spoken of
amongst his people as “the best father
in Denmark.”

A Golden Wedding.

The fetes in honor of the golden wed-
ding were of the most brilliant order,
on a scale that transformed the staid old
city of Copenhagen into veritable fairy-
land. The decorations were striking
and magnificent, as for instance in the
sailors’ quarters, where the gables of
the houses were arranged to resemble
the prows of old war ships, and also the
entire front of the prime minmster’s res-
idence, which was decorated in imita-
tion of a huze royal robe in ermine.
On the morning of May 26 the church-
bells were ringing their joyful peals
out over the eity, the cannons were
booming, bands were playing in every
direction, and the city, bright with flags
and bunting and handsome decorations,
had taken on a gala appearance.

The presents which the King and
queen received upon this oceasion were
both mnumerous and costly, chief
among wbich may be mentioned a
wreath of grain made of pure gold, pre-
sented by the school ehildren of Den-
mark; a magnificent vase, nine feet
high, painted by one of the most fa-
mous Italian artists, a gift from the
Danes living in ltaly; a costly ehande-
lier from the emperor of Germany;a
marble statue from the Prince of Wales;
a magnificent gilded carriage from the
skilled workingmen of Copenhagen,
and the most costly of all, six snow-
white Arabian stallions,rom the ezarina
to her father, who is a great lover of
horses. The value of this present may
be contemplated when it is known that
for many months a critical search
had been made 1n all the imperial studs
throughout Russia before six animals
were found, pertect enough to be ac-
ceptable for the occasion. Besides
these and numberless other presents
larze sums of money have been piaced
at the disposal of the king and queen to
be by them converted into legacies and

wedding of Christian 1X. of Denmark
and his Queen Louise.
A Significant Incident.

An incident occurred during the fes-
tivities that is quite suggestive as 0.
served from a political standpoint. 1t
was the reception given by the king to
the members of the reichstag. Every
member was present except the two
socialists, and the presidents of both
houses gave utterance to expressions of
the most loyal sentiments on the part
of their respective ““things.” Itis the
first time for over ten years that
a president of the folkething has
set foot 1n the royal palace or made any
demonstration of loyalty that could in
any way commit himself and his party,
and the almost cordial nature of the
courtesies exchanged between the King
and Mr. Hogsbro on this oceasion is
taken as an indication that the differ-
ences which have existed between the
government and the leaders of the op-
position for nearly fifteen years, and
whiel, at times, has cavsed much Dbit-
terness of feeling and greatly annoyed
the venerable old gentleman sitting on
the Danish throne, have reached a state
where an eariy and amicable solution of
the knotty problems is probable. Thus,
the dearest wish of King Christian
seems in a fair way to become gratified,
adding one more to the many tokens of
love and respeet with which his sub-
jects have greeted the zood old king on
the day of his golden wedding.

CHURCH BLOWN DOWN.

McCook, Neb., Swept by a Cyclone
and Many Are Badly In-
Jured,

Children Buried in Buins, Dbut
Rescued Alive—Blizzard in
Wyoming.

OmanmA, Neb.,, June 4. — McCook,
Neb., was visited today with a terrible
evelone. A number of persons were
seriously injured. About 4 o’clock,
without a moment’s warning, a small,
writhing cloud was seen approaching
from the east. It passed over the eity
and erossed the Republican river, where
it turned and came back over the city
from the southwest to the northeast.
The huge funnel-shaped_ cloud seemed
to suddenly drop to the ground.
By this time the streets were thronged
with terrified occupants of the buildings
who hastily rushed out of their various
places of business. 1n a moment the
air was filled with flying debris, and the
ery was raised that the Congregational
church was in ruins and hundreds
of children buried in the debris.
The ehildren of the city were rehears-
ing tor the childrens day at the Congre-
gational church and that edifice was
packed to its utmost capacity with the
little folk. About two minutes bafore
the cyclone struck the Luilding about
200 of the smaller children had finished
their exercises and had just gone home.

The church was raised from its foun-
dations and thrown down in one mass
of ruins, burying about sixty children,
together with the pastor of the clhiurch
and several teachers. Many of the chil-
dren, who were leaving were hurt by

flying timbers, but as far ° as
known none were fatally injured.
Wild excitewent followed. Soon all

were released from their imprisonment.
The timbers had formed an arch over
the heads of those who werein the
chureh. Several of the children are
seriously injured, and it is feared they
can live but a few hours,

CHEYENNE, Wyo., June 4—A storm,
having all the ear marks of a midwin-
ter blizzard, has been raging here all
day. A blinding snow is falling; the
wind piling it in great drifts. The
snow is now eight 1mches deep on a
level. Traffic has been suspended
all day. All freight trains have been
put on sidings. T'he storm is general
throughout the state and will cause a
severe loss to cattle and sheep herds
and herders. Grass, grain and all
vegetation is practically destroyed. 1t
is feared there will be loss of life also.
