TITUSVILLE IN MOURNING.
Estimates Place the Number of
Dead at 100.

Treusvinne, Pa., June 6.—Titusville
tonight presents a more somber appear-
ance than in the daytime. Phe electric
lights are out, and, if it were
the kmdly moon, which showed its
round and sailing face, the city wounld
Le in darkness. The sky is occasionally
lit up Ly a fitfut glare of the dying em-
bers of small tanks, but these splutters
aregelting rare. The illuminating ot
gas in the business and dwelling houses,
and also in the hotels i some sections
of tiwe city is working al rizht.

While there is codsiderable movement
on the part of the people, it adl tends in
one direction, and that is. toward ili-
fated Mechanicsville. Here there are
crowds gathered watchiny the  men
who are still bunting for. dead
bodies. The vortion- eof, Titasyille
that washed out was the part known as
the “flat,” and was, for the mest part,
inbabited by poor people.. Flie weaithy
iive on the hill and did not suffer. Hou.
C. L. Magee, the Republican . political
leader, telegraphed $500 - from Minne-
apolis this evening for the relief of the
sufferers.

Arrangements have been made with
the undertakers for the proper inter-
ment of the dead. The various sects
will take care of their own, awd the ex-
pense of the interments will be berne
Ly the relief commniittee. There.are-a
number of bodies which it will be abso-
Iitely necess ry to iuter tomorrow, for
the health of the city. How many this
will be has not vet been _determined,
but will be settled tomorrow morning.

At a subsequent day from foRty To
sixty burials will take place, it Déing
now estimated by the conseryative peo-
ple that no less than 100 lives have beéen
sacrificed. Reports have reached here
that a number of bodies have been taken
out of the water between here
ana Oil City but as yet the reports have
not been verifi
ion, however, that at least forty-five
bodies have been sent down stream and
are liabie to float some distance towards
Pittsbury before they are received.

A Mill Dam Bursts,.®
Erie, P’a., June 6.—Last

Clark’s miil dam at UnionCity burst,
and a well of water swept through the
town, carrving thirty houses from their
foundations. Many persons were badly
hurt, but none lost their lives. luan-
dreds of horsesand cattle were drowned.
The damage will reach not less than
£100,000. The towns of Garland, Hills-
field, Columbus and many other places
are under water.

for the transportation of troops. Cattle-
mén here think the trouble will be a
serious one, but do not anticipate trouble
‘on. the ranges. An advertisement is
how running in the daily papers Liere
“asking for men to go to Johnson county
to work on the range. Already John-
son is full of armed bands of cattlemen
and their men. The rustlers are up in
arms. An order was received at Elk-
horn headquarters yesterday to send
without delay five passenger coaches
to Chadron. The cars were taken
out today by the Belle Fourehe
Arain to Whitewoed, from which place
they will be taken to their destination
by a special. Inquiry at the Elkhorn
brought out that the company had or-
"ders from Washington to make up sey-
eral special traius and hold them in
readiness sith steam for the transporta-
tion of troops to Casper, where they will
be massed in anticipation of trouble be-
tween the cattlemen and rustlers in
Johnson county. - Atthe first intimation

post haste to the scene. The govern-
ment, through its emissaries, has an
intimation that the cattlemen for the
past two weeks have been massing men
in Johnson county and ostensibly to
work on the range, but in reality the
men are hired assassins who, when the
time comes, will show their true colors.
Several shipmentsof firearms have been
sent them. and the government has laid
plans to nip the affair in the bud.
At the first alarm train loads of
soldiers will be speeding into Wyomng.

Itisnotlikely
they will be taken unawares.

THE “HORSHHAIR SNAKE.”

A Miniature Serwsent Which Has
Has Nothing Equine About it
There are perhaps more superstitions,

folk-lore, errors, ete., connected with
the birth and after life of the so-called
*horse hair snake’” than with any other
creature of like size known to exist,
says the St. Louis Republic. There are
hundreds of readers no doubt who are
willing to wager their chances of heaven
on the often-exploded theory that horse-
hairs will turn to snakes. The facts are
these: The *“horsehair snakes” are
small, flesh-colored mites, which live
principally in stagnant water.

After going through various transfor-
mations they come to the surface of the
water in the shape of very slender,
purplish-looking threads. When they
reach this last stage they leave the wa-
ter and work their way up the stalks
and leaves of aquatic plants. When op-
portunity affords they attach themselves
to the feet, legs, wings, and other parts
of larger insects—often, as one author-
ity states, creeping under the wing
case of beetles. In the case of the
cricket, katydid, grasshopper and other

low, the tiny horsehair takes the ad-
vantage and creeps up the hollows into
the very vitals. This aecounts for the
fat and clumsy condition of some indi-
viduals oif the abuve-named species,
single specimens of the cricket having
been caught with over two dozen of
threadlike “snakes’ attached to and in-
side their bodies. 2

Atter heavy rains, which frequently
drown crickets and katydids which are
weighted down by these barasites, the
“horse-hair snake” emerges from the
cavcass of the insect a full-fledged min-
iature serpent. In this mature state he
is the delight of the curiosity seeker
and a mine of study to those who de-
light to delve in Nature’s by-paths.
Those which have been fortunate enough
to not have been carried very far from
water by the insects which they incum-
bered during life make their way back
to the pouds to lay their ezgs. They
then wrap themselves around the eggs,
which soon hateh into the little flesh-
colored mites mentioned in the opening.
About this time the parent **snake” dies
to make room for its progeny.

COSTLY WORKS OF ART.

A Gold Encrusted Vase and Other
RKare Relics.
"~ A, copper clock, with roeck erystal and
gold quartz dial, made for the Paris ex-
position, 1889, is a: master-piece of the
luxurious application of art to the
niechanism of horology. The mostim-
portant piece which 1 know of Mocamo
or Japanese mixed metals, consisting of
a vase thirty inches in height, the body
of which is made of gold and silver,
showdo, shakado andshuibuichi metals,
on a body of silver, is worthy of the
collection of an emperor. )
This vase contains 1,000 pennyweights
of gold. It was especially intended for
the Paris Exposition of 18389, and is
many times larger than any known ob-
jeet of this class of metal work—a sort
of tour-de-force with its producers.
There is an ivory bust of a Florentine
boy and another of Marie de Medici. by
the renowned French carver, A. Moreau
Vautier. The latter isornamented with
silver lace work collar, pearls, dia-
monds and other jewels. The former
has a cap and a collar set with small ro-
bies and diamonds. Some remarkable
specimens are shown of etched, pierced
and enameled silver, the enameling be-
ing of an opaque dull color, frequently
four or five shades of color in one
space of cloisonne. .
A true euriosity is a bead cloak of ex-
ceptional beauty and size made by a
Sioux Indian squaw. The survival of
the wonderful art of the vanished
aboriginal races of this country is
marked in this garment. The .collec-
tion owns the original, life-size bronze
roup of “The Lost Dogs—Siberian

fted by her 1nthe 1881 Salon, and a
grizzly bear and an American bison,
in bronze—champion pieces of Amer-
ican subjects modeled and cast in the

KILLED BY SNAKES,

The Destruction Wrought by the
Poisonous Reptiles,

Forest and Stream,

In the report on the administration of
the Bombay presidency for the year
1890-91, is to be found the following in-
teresting account of ““The Destruction
of Wild Animals and Venomous
Snakes.” The whole number of people
killed by wild animals and snakes with-
in the presidency,ineluding Scinde,dur-
ing the year 1890 was 1,122, as compared
with 1,160 in the previous year. ‘The
number of deaths caused by tigers and
leopards was twenty only. of which
sixteen occured in the Khandesh dis-
triet. in the previous year forty-seven

s were thus Kkilled in that dis-
triet. In the Broadu district seven per
sons were killed by wolves and thres
by other animals. The mortality from
snakebite was slightly lower than in the
previous year.

The most deaths from this cause oe-
curred in Scind, there being 497; the
fewest in the Central division, but 105,

In
Kanara, however, the nuwmber of cattle
killed in 1800 was 939, exceeding the
record for the past ten years. The total
number of wild animnals destroyed dur-
ing the year was 830, and of snakes
408,092; this was 27,700 fewer snakes
than in 1889- “The total amount paid as
rewards for the destruction of wild an}-
mals and snakes during the year wus
12,655 rupees, 13 annas and 2 pice (about
$5,605.15).
