After Mr. McKINLEY’s latest exhibi-
tion there is no possivility of question-
ing hissincerity. Heevidently believes
in protectionism. In fact, he velieves
in it so umplicitly that.his reason has
undoubtedly left him here, however
sape he may be on other subjects. Dur-
inz the preliminary platitndes of his
speech of yesterday, he carried himself
with great ¢ ss and dignity, his
temperature was apparentiy normai, and
his sentences were as coherent as could

¢ expected of one in his trying
position. But when he struck the
tariff, his whole bearing echanged.
His countenance assumed an unnat-
ural aspect, his eyes became ominously
glassy, and a tremor shook his frame.
There was every Symptom of a tempo-
rary mental derangement such as is
frequently observed in people laboring
under the strain of intense religious
fervor or other unusual excitement. A
man who ean say that he stands fora
protective tariff ‘*becanse it represents
the American boy and girl,” or can
eulogize the bill of - which it is the au-
thor because it is written in the Ameri-
can language, as though it might have
been written in Russian or Italian, is
clearly not responsible for his utter-
ancas. It is very distressing that one
in his pitiable condition should be given
a place of such prominence and respon-
sibility in the convention’s proceedings.

The argument that he was+ using, and
evidently regarded as the most effective
with his hearers who are delegates,
was in vindication of the hiberality of
the president in the distribution of the
epoils. He insisted that theéy had **been
dealt fairly with in the way of offices.”
Several of those about him were said
to have federal places in the South, and
noddea approval of his statements, His
fdeas of party prineiples,and of the rela-
tions of individuals to them, are a
patural sequence of his career. He has
been kept in offices with fat salaries
until he is anderstood to have become
quite wealthy, simply because he stood
as a representative ot the colored peo-
ple. 1tis not an unjust statement that
Le was a failure in every important
office he has ever been appointed to,
and in none more conspicuously than as
a mimster to Hayti. He is a colored
man by profession and politically, but
five-eightns white, and has a white
wife. Yet he does not make a mistake
when he appeals (o the negro delegates
from the South to stand by those who
give them office. Nor would his argu-
ment be out of place with a great many
white delegates.

The saccess of Hannisox will
not only be the most intense personal
humiliation, but make BLAINE preity
nearly an obsoicte quantity in the pub-
lic view hereafter.

THE CONVENTION.

The party of great moral ideas svent
an hour in the exposition hall yvesterday
morning listening to the music and ex-
changing pleasant courtesies. Then it
adjourned for the afternoon and even-
g to the hotel lobbies and the eommit-
tee rooms, wiere the real work of the
convention is doing. The complexion
of the Republican ticket is to be de-
termined in strictest compliance with
the will of the delegates regularly
chosen and speaking after the method
prescribed by the coustitution. Itis
impossible to believe that a body of men
so keenly appreciative of the noble
sentiments spoken by their orators at
their successive sessions should follow
any other course. The Republican party
is strong on the constitution and a
free ballot and a fair count. A few
preliminaries -have to be disposed of,
ihcwever, before there can be an honest
expresson of the convention’s views,
Tlhe committee on credentials is attend-
ng to som:2 oi thesz. lts partin the
reform movement is to pack the delega-
tions from the Southern states in the
interest of Mr. Br.aiNe’s candidacy.
Lesides the committee on credentials,
another committee, which has no name,
is busily enzazed in educating the ne-
zroes wifo have seats on the floor. This
requires not only time, but money also.
A nezro does not readily make up his
mind between the attractions of cash in
hand and the promise of a postmas ter-
ship. Owing to the uncertainty as to
bow long it will take these committees
o complete their duties, no one can tell
when the actual voting wiil begin. The
SLAINE managers are reported to know,
however,because they control the organ-
ization,and can hurry or extend the con-
vention’s work as suits their pleasure.
It appears now that they are trying to
wear out the opposition by delay. Lo-
cally this is a popular programme, es-
pecially with the hotel keepers, and if
they are sineerely of this intention they
will soon have the galleries with them.

As Mr. McKiNLEY put it in his
speech, the delegates are in Minueapo-
Iis *to make a ticket that will commend
itself to the conscience, and the inselli-
gence, and the judgment of the Ameri-
can pecpie.” It is very instructive to
see how this is done. y

MR. NEWEL'S SPEECH.

STANFORD NEWEL does not make
many public speeches, but when he
does say something it deserves to be
listened to. The GLoBE was not pres-
ent when he addressed the Minnesota
delegation yesterday, but the Dispatch
was. The intimate personal relations
between its proprietor and our genial
fellow townsman forbid any doubt as
to the accuracy of its published report
of his oration. _

The subject under discussion was a
proposed constitutional amendment
providing that the president*shall not
be elected for more tnan one term. This
had been drafted by that profound Min-
neapolis jurist Mr. PILLSBURY, and it
excited great intevest in the delegation,
which is very much concerned about
constitutional questions. Mr. EvVANs,
who has not lived long enough in the
state to become inoculated with Minne-
sota radicalism, was opposed to the
change. Without attempting to defend
the framers of the constitution, he
thought it would be only courteous to
give their work a little further show.
They had meant well, he argued, and
while, of course, they did not know
as much as Mr. PiLLsBURY. there
was nothing to be gained by jumping
on them with both feet so suddenly.

Mr. NeweL disagreed with him. He
was in favor of ripbing the constitution
up the back, and he gave his reasons for
his opinion. Here 1s what he said:

“The situation at this convention is a very
grave one. There is a friction here noticed
that I feel should not exist. Something must
be done to do away with this feeling. If a
baliot had been taken on Monday 1 should
have felt it my duty .to vote for HARRISON.
If a ballot is to be taken today I shali vote
for Mr. BLaixe. Ido not-want it considered
that I am for nobody excent Braisg. There
is a talk of a dark horse, and if I am to back
& dark horse I want him to be a good one,
Tuoxas B. Reep is as good a man as F know
of, and he is my friend, and shall have " my
vote if we cannot elect Mr. Braixe. I there-
fore say that is a grave situation, and I
think that we should act in harmony and
unison on all things. I favor the amend-
ment to the constitution which has been pro-
posed.”

This is what the GLOBE calls an
adroit speech. It leaves so much to the
imagination. Mr, NEWEL deelares on
Wednesday that if a ballot had been
taken on Monday he would have voted
for HarrisoN. Of course, a ballot
could not have veen taken on Monday,
except, perhaps, a straw ballot on a
railway train, because the convention
did not meet until Tuesday. But the
gentleman wanted to show his catholic-
ity of spirit. His position gratified the
HArrisox men, and did not displease
anybody. Yesterday Mr. NEwWsL was
for BLAINE, which delighted the cack-
ling WiLLiaM HENNERY EUsTIs. But
he did not promise to stop there. He
binted that he might zo on through the
full list of candidates, provided the
length of the convention would permit.
The idea he wished to convey was
that he was open to conviction, and the
GLoBE thinks lre succeeded in doing
this.

The only point in these interesting
remarks which can fairly be criticised is
the aliusion to THoyMAs B. REED. Mr.
NEWEL is undoubtedly righf in lis
notion that the situation isa grave one
if it requires the nomination of Mr,
Reep—that Mr. REED would be a
good candidate to select in thé interest
of harmony and unison. 1f Mr. REED
were nominated, he would surely make
the party harmonious and united, and
he would do it with a club. This is a
very effective methed, and Mr. NEWEL
proves his political sazacity by recog-
nizing its merits. DBut what does he
mean when he says that REEDp shall
have his vote if Mr. BLAINE cannot be
elected? Does he mean that, if Mr,
BrAaiNe is defeated at the polls ‘in

November, REEp shouid head - the
ticket in ’96, or does he propose
to have another little election of

his own ail by himself if the
rezular fall election turns out adverse-
1y? Mr: NEWELL is a-bit too ambiguous,
a bit too non-committal here. Andis it
a sufficient reason under the constita-
tion for favoring Mr. REED to say that
“he is a good man and is my friend?”’
Andif it is, what about WrLrLiAM R.
MERRIAM, Mr. NEWELL:is he not a
good man and your friend, and when
you were talking of dark horses would it
not have been more loyal to have re-

“ferred to him? But perhaps it is your

pian to reserve him as your candidate
of tomorrow. You know best about
these things.

NOT SO FAST NOW.

The Oregon Election Was
Really a Substantial Dem-
ocratic Victory.

Chamberlain,Democrat,.Elect-
- ed Attorney General by
500 Majority.

The Republican Candidate for
Supreme Judge Is Bare-
ly Elected.

Democrats Make Heavy Gains
in Both Branches of the
Legislature.

PORTLAND, Or., June 8,—Thereturns
from Monday’s election are far from
satistactory, but enough is known to be
almost certain who is elected. For con-
gressman, Herman, Rep., in the First
district, has a majority of 4,000, and
Ellis, Rep., in the Second district, 3,000.
The Republican candidate in 1890 had
nearly 10,000 majority. Moore, Rep.,
for supreme judge, will hardly exceed
1,500 wmajority. Chamberlain, Dem., for
attorney general, leads by 500. The
legislature now stands: Senate, Re-
pablicans 18, Democrats 12; house, Re-
publicans 36, Democrats 24; Republican
majority on joint ballot, 18. The Re-
publican majority on joint ballot in the
last legislature was 42.

MARYLAND, MY MARYLAND.

Democratic Convention Refuses
to Instruct for Cleveland.

BALTIMORE, June 8.—Hon. Barnes
Compton, chairman of the Democratic
state committee, called the corvention
to order today. Col. Albert Ritchle was
chosen temporary chairman. He made_
a short address, in which he referred to

the “iniquitous force bili” and to the
efforts of Maryland’s gallantson against
it. These phrases were received with
great applause and a_great cheer for
Arthur P. Gorman. The usual commit-
tees were appointed, and a short recess
taken to enable them to prepare their
reports. Upon reassembling the tem-
porary organization was made perma-
nent, and the committee on resolutions
reported the tollowing platform:

The Democratic party of Maryland reaf-
firms the opinions expressed in the resolu-
tions of the national Democratic conventions
held in the years 1884 and 188S. expresses
anew the gratification so universally felt by
our p2ople at the patriotic and able adminis-
tration of PresidentCleveland.and pledges the
Democracy of our state to the cordial support
of the nominations for the presidency and
vice presidency of the United Statesto be
made at the national convention at Chicago.
Desirous above all things that such candi-
dates shall be nominated by that convention
as will organize the united and enthusiastic
support of the party in all sections of the
Union, and reposing full contidence in the
delegates whom it has selected, it deems
it inexpedient to fetier them with in-
structions as to the candidates for whom
they snall vote, suggesting, as in the nalional
couvention of 1888, they shall act as a unit.

The resolutions name the delegates at
large as follows: Senator A. P. Gorman,
Gov. Frank Brown, C. J. M. Gwynn,
Hon. Barnes Compton, L. V. I"aug_h-
man, L. Freeman Rasin, John S. Wirt
and George N. Upshur. When the first
resolution was read, Senator Wooten, of
Montgomery county, offered an‘amend-
ment to it as follows:

Recognizing in Cleveland the wise and ex
perienced statesman, the unflinching and
courageous champion ot the people’s causes
the fearless enemy of tariff oppression an
aishonest money, and the valiant party
leader, we recommend his nomination in the
Demoeratic convention as our candidate for
president.

After considerable disdussion, in the
course of which there was free cheering
at the mention of Cleveland and Gor-
man, the amendment was rejected by a
vote of 28 to 8.

'SPLIT IN ALABAMA,

Two Democratic Tickets Will Be
in the Field.

MonTcOMERY, Ala., June 8.—The
Demoeratic s*ats convention was called
to order today by Chairman Smith,who,
in a short speech, predicted the over-
throw of men who seek to disrupt the
party. He predicted an overwhelming
victory in August and in the Alabama
vote in November for the Democratic
candinate for president. At this point
some one said *Cleveland,” and a great
shout went up from all over the hall.
Mr. Dent was chosen for temporary
chairman. The demand of the Kolb
men for seats for all their delegates
was refused by the committee; also
their demand for the reference of the
contest for govéPnor to a primary elec-
tion to be held June 28. An adjourn-
ment was taken until 10 o’clock towmor-
row, in order that the committee on cre-
dentials may pass on the action of the
state executive committee in the matter
of contested seats. The Kolb Aliiance
faction met this afternoon and organ-
ized as an independent convention.
It proposes to carry on the war till the
regular election in August. The inde-
pendent eonvention organized by elect-
ing John W. Jones, who is not a dele-
gate, as chairman. His county is for
the regular Democratic nominee. Com-
mittees on credentials, platform and or-
der of business were appointed, and the
convention adjourned uutil 8 o’clock.
It is the purpose of this convention to
nominate Kolb for governor and puta
full ticket in the field.

SERENE AT WASHINGTON.

Congressmen Not Inclined to Get
Worried,

WASHINGTON, June 8.—As soon as it
became evident that no ballot or test of
strength was to be expected in Minne-
apolis today, interest in the convention
proceedings ceased so far as concerned
the senators and representatives of the
capitol. To be sure there was some
talk of a.speculative kind as to the out-~
come, and the weight of opinion in-
clined to the ‘‘dark horse” theory, but
nobody cared to be quoted at a time so
near to the decisive moment that his
prophecy might recoil upon him with
force almost as soon as it appeared in
print. The senators here who are sup-

B0TH  ARE  AFRAID

Burp Finds Both Harrison and
. Blaine Unwilling to Show
-Hands.

Neither Apparently Anxious
| to Rush Matters to an
Issue.

:‘l‘.,wo Days of Idleness Very

Unusual in National Con-
ventions.

Great Praise for the Work of
" the People of Minneap-
olis.

The picture was complete. No na-
tional convention has ever met under
better conditions, The great hall had
sound aund spirit from start to finish.
The wide corridors, the unique decora-
tions without ostentation were some-
thing remardable. The great conven-
tion town of Chicago was simply a by-
play to what was around here yester-
day. Going over to the building that is
better fixed and better managed than
any national convention that I have
ever seen, the Mississippi river was
passed, and a whole arch of flour bar-
rels and shingles illustrated the vigor of
what is here. 'The strength of
these Northwestern people is
simply marvelous, Buildings which
are equal to anything in the
East are on almost every corner.
There was but one dramatic feat-
ure in the commonplace proceed-
ings, and that was when Fred Douglass
was called upon, and simply bowed his
acknowledgments. He isa wonderful
character. Beginning as a slave down
in Maryland, he bas reached a high
place in American life, and his-long
white locks, like the driven snow, re-
called the lines of Longfellow in de-
seribing the blacksmith in Acadja:

“Brown as a berry was he,like an oak
that was covered with snowflakes.”

The character of the convention was
somewhat remarkable, It is the first
time within the history of the Republi-
can party when on the second day a
gathering of this charaeter did not rep-
resent something that was important.
1t is very difficult to remember a na-
tional convention where two days have
passed without business. Not even the
committee on credentials has been able
to report, and half a dozen states,
Pennsylvania among the number, ask
time for consideration. When Gen.
Frank Reeder asked for delay there was
silence. The request did not mean very
much, except a hope for time. 1t was
granted, because there was not a single
power in the convention that did not
want delay. This shows an_element of
weakness on both sides. Both Blaine
and Harrison have claimed the race.

The situation at this hour demon-
“strates the fact that they are .both. on
“the hunt to discover where they stand.
“The number of uninstructed delegates,
“and the silent fellows who are waiting
C for the winuner, are more numerous than
“has ever before been known. They are
‘a terribly potent power in this zather-

ng.

‘I'he real character of the contest has
‘not changed. Both sides claim every-
‘thing, and the result is in the air. The
| zeneral judgment is that Mr, Blaine wiil
“dominate the situation, either for him-
b self or for some other man.

They Have Their Innings in
Hennepin Avenue Meth-
odist Church.

Fred Douglass and Wyoming
Women Delegates Talk
Woman’s Rights.

The Pickpoeckets Hold High
Carnival in the Flour
City.

Pocketbooks and Diamonds
Stolen by the Score--
Other News.

If all the women who were present in the
Hennepin Avenue M. E. church last night
proceed to tollow the ideas promulgated
there, then look out for chaos and erying
bables in Minneapolis. A woman's suffrage
meeting was held there, and it was ad-

dressed by a number of distin-
guished speakers, namely, the famous”
colored orator, Fred Douglas, and tke

two lady delegates from Wyoming, Mrs.
Jenkins and Mrs. Carleton. Woman, lovely
woman, must needs bestir herself and de-
mand ber rights, is what the lady orators
advocate, and woman, lovely woman, in the
audience drsnk it all in with bated breath.
The crowd was so large tbat an overflow
meeting was held in the library building and
the speakers, when they coneluded in the
church, proceeded thitber. Fred Douglass
majntained that whatever man's rights to
liberty were, woman was entitied to the
same. All such rights that will enable her
to be a perfect woman under all conditions
she is entitled to, also man’s right to elective
franchise applies fully to woman. Every
argument, he said, tbat had been advanced
against women voting nad been triumph-
antly met by woman herself, who could
plead the grand cause more ably than any
other tongue.

Mrs. Jenkins is quite an orator, and dilated
on the privilege and right of woman voting
in al1 elections in a clear and forcible man-
ner. The Republican party she eulogized
from stem to stern. It was the party that
first tried the experiment of woman's suff-
rage, and in her opinion it had been a pro-
nounced success. The era of universal
equality, she said, was fast approaching:in
fact, it was on hand, though she deplored the
cenditions that existed which would not
allow the great army of women to have a
voice in the naming of the chief executive
officer of the country at this convention.

“The women voters,’* she said, “'are needed
for purity in polities and moral reform. In
Wyoming lheiy do not deprive any of tke
men of their rights, but for twenty-one years
they have stood side by side. making no mis-
takes, Why should woman be restricted be-
capse of her sex? This suffrage question is
not an experiment any longer, but a down-
right success. In Wyomiug the women who
hold offices snd teach schools draw the same
ulsdgs and enjoy the same privileges as the
men.' ¥

Mrs. Jenkins thep conjured her hearers to
think well of the question and to assist in
elevating womanhood to the proper level.
The time for women- tosit in palaces and
bedeck themselves with satins and silks was
past. %

In fact Mrs. Jenkins was positive that the
world would move easier and a great deal
smoother if woman was allowed to shout for
candidates the same as the borrid men.

Mrs. Carleton was not quite the orator that
Mrs. Jenkins was, but she was witty and said
a great many common sense things. She
told how the women voted in Wyoming and
the interest they took in all elections. She
thought that proportionally more of the
women voted than men. They were a power
in Wyoming aud insured the election of men
who were morally clean as welit as intel-
lectually capable. On the liciuor question
they favored high license. It seemed to
bring about the best results.

THE DARK HORSE.

He Looms Up Very Prominently
About Bidnight.

The presidentia! situation took a very
significant turn last night, one fraught
with possibilities of greatest impor-
taice to the result. An extended
conference, lasting nearly three hours,
was held by the leaders of the Blaine
forces in the Colorado headquarters,
and nearly all the chief poiiticians of
the various state delegations were sum-
moned from time to time to their pres-
ence. In this meeting there wera
Chairman Clarkson, of the national
committee; Senator Matthew Quay,
of Pennsylvanja; Senators Teller
and Wolcott, of Colorado; Sena-
tor Washburn, of Minnesota, and
Delegates Higgins, of Delaware; Hon,
Charles Kurtz, chief lieutenaut of ex-
Gov. Foraker, who was compelled to be
in attendance upon the committee on
resolutions, of which he 1s the chair-
man. At this meeting there was dis-
cussed at great length the availability
of taking measures to brinz one or
more dark horses into the field in
order to draw off the Harrison
vote and thereby effect the demoraliza-
tion of his forces and result ultimately
either in the nomination of Blaine or
some one of those dark horses whose
candidacy was to be discouraged. Sev-
eral of the Harrison delerrates of the
iowa deiegzation were invited iuto the
conference and a sugzgzestion delicately
conveyed to them that if the entire vote
of the state of lowa should be cast solid-
ly for Allison he would receive the
vote of Delaware and possibly other
scattering votes in different localities.
‘I'ne Harrison men of the Icwa delega-
tion, however, did not receive this with
any great enthusiam, and were dis-
posed to abide fully by the result of the
afternoon’s conference, wherein it was
decided that Allison should not be
brought out as a2 prominent candidate,
at least until after the first ballot in the
convention shouid fail to effect a nomi-
nation.

Certain McKinley men of the Ohio
delegation were also summoned to the
august presence of these party leaders,
and the intimation conveved to them
that perhaps the Blaine people might
look favorably upon the eandidacy of
Mr. McKinley if the Harrison delegates
would give him their loyal support
on the opening ballot. This time the
suggestion was received by willing ears,
but no arrangement was perfected, as
the one or two gentiemen summoned
were unable to speak authoritatively
for their Harrison colleazues of the
Ohio delezation. Mr. Kurtz, of Ohio,
was in the meantime occupied in fre-
quent visits to the rooms of the commit-
tee on resolutions, where he conveved
to ex-Gov. Foraker the progress of ne-
gotiations. Harrison delegates from sev-
eral other states were also interregated
as to their disposition to furnish a daric
horse in the race for presidential hon-
ors, but the conference finally came to
a close without any definite arrange-
ment. At the conclusion of the confer-
ence it was noticeable that the McKin-
ley boom had, in some mysterious way,
received quite an impetus, and the gov-
ernor's sterling ability was very freely
discussed in all guarters.

At 1:30 o’clock this morning ex-Gov.
Foraker, who had been bhastily sum-
moned to the Coloiado heaaquarters
immediately after (Pe adjournment

of the committee on resolutions,
is in conference with Chairman
