Some difference of opinion exists as
to whether J. N. F'.\itllorn_\\'oulrl acceept
the place if elected. A few weeks ago
it looked as if Mr. Faithorn would sureiy
lose the chairmanship of the South-
western Railway and Steamship associ-
ation. because the new plan of organi-
zation then under consideration dis-
pensed with the services of a chairman.
The new plan, however, was rejecte.d
by the association, and, as Mr. Faithorn
has made an excellent chairman, it is
probable he wiil be prevailed upon to re-
tain the position, even if in doing so he
should be compelled to withdraw from
the board of commissioners of the West-
ern Traflic association.

New York.

NEw YoRrg, June 14, —The unusual anima-
maticn in the stock market yesterday was
entirely lacking today. and the bulk of the
trading was again concentrated upon a few
stocks, among which St. Paul, Burlington
and New England were alone conspicuous.
There was a marked absence of seliing pres-
sure, even though the foreigners were to a
limited degree sellers ot their specialties,
owing to the fact that today was ticket day
in London, and when the early demand,
whieh was principally to cover shorts, had
been satisfied the market sank into the usual
bdullness and practical stagnation in the gen-
eral list,

There was a disposition shown to hedge on
the New England deal, and it was not so
fashionable to sell that stock as yesterday, as
the purchase ot the Housatonic may not be
found to be so detrimental to New Eugland
as at first supposed. and some of the sellers
of yesterday were buyers today, with the re-
sult of a very material improvement over the
lowest price of yesterday. The grangers
were most prominent in the dealings early
in the day, but their gains were confined to
fractions.

The most marked gains, however. were in
the industrials, Cordage rising sharply azain,
but there was no life in the great majority of
stocks traded in,and the movement soon
died away. and dullness settled down over
the entire market.

The market, under the stimulus of late
buying, closed active and strong, with the
leading shares at the highest of the day. The
transactions reached 278,000 listed and 6,100
unlisted. h

The Post says: London was a curious and
unexpected factor in today’s_stock market.
It had been generally counted upon as a buy-
ing force, for it is perfectly well known that
there is on that market a heavy outstanding
short interest 1 American stocks. Yester-
day’s modern foreign purchases were taken
to be tor that account, but today the early
London quotations sank below our level, and
foreign houses were sellers at the ;opening
here in all the arbitrage stocks.

Tnis could scarcely have been accom-
plished by anything except bear manipula-
tion from this side. 1f the Londoners had
been buyring our stocks for a week past their
sales at this time would merely repeat pre-
vicus experience. Bur, instead of this, they
have been sellers pretty steadily for a fort-
night past, even when New York operators
were buying. All this suggests a bola stroke
on the part of the local bears, who have used
London for themselves before this.
