1t was the forerunner of one
which burst one howr later, emptying
thousand of gallons of water upon the
eitv. There was no wind, but dark-
ness, terrible lightning and incessant
thundering. Pecople grouped their way
to their homes in the down-pour
drenched to the skin, to be ecalled
out again by the steam  whis™
les, which asked for aid to
the people on the river - bottom,
who were in great peril. Promptness
is a characteristic of our people, who
responded so.quickly that the houses
were all emptied but one before the re-
lentless water swept them from their
foundations down stream. Mrs. Me-
Dougan was not rescued tiil her house
struek the iron bridge below. Mrs.
Geerze Tavlor's Souta side faney goods
store was swept away and ieft near the
Milwaukee depot bridge. After the
bridge went out building after building
foliowed and lodged on the flats below,
where thousands of dollars’ worth of
property was carried away and is now
halt burted in the sand. At 10 o’clock
tie rain ceased. At widnigit the river
was from five to six feet Igher
than ever before and covered a larze
tract of the ecity. The heaviest
individual loss fell on Thay & Cumming,
lumber; King & Hale, machiuery;
Shelden & Hande, hardware; J. i
Hughes, meat and stock, and the Mil-
waukee road, wnich loses its road bLed
in several places, and its rails are sadly
out of place. All trains will be aban-
doned between La Crosse and Austin
for severnl days. Your corresponaent
was unable to get to a telegranh office,
as the city was divided by water, and
many business men were not able to
reach their homes till morning. Fifty
thousaud dollars will not more than
cover the damage inside of the corpor-
ation. Boats are running in the streets.
No such a calamity ever visited us be-
fore, and fears are felt for those living
oun the bottom lands below us. Com-
wercial wires are down. Reliable in-
formation is difficult to get. Thousands
are flocking to view the wrecked Jdis-
trict., and hundreds of laborers are at
work on the bridges ana streets repair-
ing damages. o

THE RAGING CEDAR.

It Gets Too High for Comfort at
Austin.

No
one was drowned, but damage to houses
and furniture 1s considerable. Stoek in
pastures on the river bottom were
swept away. The damage to growing
crops is very great. The dam at the
East side roller mill was washed out,

REGULARS WILL WIN.

Very Few Contests to Delay
Democratic Progress at
Chicago.

Syracusz “ Antis” Have No
Show for Seats in the

Senator Brice Discusses the

CHICAGO, June 16.—The Democratic
national convention, it is expected, will
be able to get down to actual work in
shorter time than was the case at Min-
neapolis. Unmnless delay*should be ocea-
sioned by numerous balllots before any
candidate secures the necessary vote, an
eatly adjournment sine die seems prob-
able. There are very few contests re-
ported, and an organization ought to be
quickly perfected.

Intelligence this afternoon was to the
effect that the threatened Lousiana con-
test had been amicably arranged, and
that Louisiana would come here harmo-
nious. Over the New York delegation
a dood deal of fuss is expected, but talk
with Democrats on the ground show
that they believe in upholding the regu-
lar convention called according to party
forms, and that while the May conven-
tion people will secure a respectful
hearing they will be unable to get seats
as delegates. Only two other contests
are known, and as each involves simply
two delegates, the credentials commit-
tee is likely to have an easy time of it.

CAL BRICE NOT IN IT,
Democratic Senator Is
Willing to Wait.

CHiCAGO, June 16.-—Senator Calvin
Brice, chairman of the national commit-
tee, arrived in the city this afternoon,
and immediately went into consultation
with Secretary Sherin, Sergeant-at-

Wires are
down and it is difficult to get particu-
lars, the destruction being away from
the railroad. Chris Christopherson,wife
and two children were injured and his
buildings wrecked. Carl Hendrickson’s
fine resideuce and barns were demol-
ished. Chris Nygoard’s barn was de-
stroyed, and Ole Hanson, twenty-two
years old, who sought refuge in it for
safety. was Kkilled. J. II. Hekes and
wife and two children were badly in-
jured. Two may die. His buildings were
demolished. He was living on D. E.
Dwyer's farm. Two large hay press barns
at Hartiand village were destroyved.
About everything in Hartland town-
ship was destroyed, but ounly part has
been heard from. In Freeborn a eream-
ery was wrecked, and another badiy
damaged. F. D. Drake's fine farm
buildings were badly wrecked. H. D.
Sheeds’ big barnand crops were ruined.
Mikkei Iverson’s wife and two children
are missing, and his buildings obliterat-
ed. Moland Steen,a new comer,haa his
buildings ruinred and his child killed.
It is impossible to -estimate the damage

to crops. lail like goose eges fell in
both. Rain accompanied the whirling

monster, Although ten miles away, it
was plainly seen from Albert Lea,
and the roar was like the approach of
twenty railrcad trains. Many here
sought refuge in cellars. The cyclones
moved slowly. A ‘man with & team at
the time was able to drive away from
them.

‘l MILES OF TRACK OUT.
Tremendous Loss to Railways in
Fillmore County.

Prestox, Minn., June 16.— From 7:30
y last night to 3:30 this morning six- solid
inches of rain fell in this vicinity, de-
stroying crops, carrying away bridges
and sidewalks, and drowning many
cattle and hogs. The loss in the village
will not amouunt to more than $£1,000,
but the damage to crops outside of town
cannot now be estimated. All trains
are abandoned, and many miles of rail-
road tracks are washed away. Between
Wells and Da Crosse ten miles of track
is gone, and no trains are expected tor
at least a week. Reports from Northern
Jowa indicate the storin was very severe
there, and the Volga, Waukon and
Preston branches of the Milwaukee are
badly washed out, nearly six miles of
track on the latter line being torn up.
The storm was the worst ever experi-
enced in this region.

SCHOOIL: HOUSE SPLINTERED,

And Several of Those Within Se-
riously Injured.

SpHERBURN, Minn., June 16.—The
Silverthorn school house, five miles
northwest of this place, was torn into
fragments by a ecyclone yesterday at 3
o'clock p. m. Miss O’Hare, the teach-
er, and about sixteen scholars were in
the house at the time and all were seri-
ously injured. No deaths have resulted
as yet. but it is feared that several may
die. Nothing remains of the school
house, but splinters. How any oune es-
caped alive is a mystery. Medical aid
was summoned, and at midnight the
wounds of the injured were all dressed.

AT LONG RANGE.

Two Days Used Up in Making a
Ticket.

WicnitA, Kas., June 16.—After nomi-
nating L. D. Lewelling, of Wichita, fer
governor, at an early hour this morning,
the Pecple’s party convention selected
W. C. Vineent forlieutenant governor by
acclamation, but he deelined to run,
The resolutions submitted by the com-
mittee indorse the St. Louis platform,
and somewhat amplify its demands. As
soon as the convention met this morn-
mg Levi Dumbauld., chairman of the
Peopie’s central committee, made a plea
for mone}' to cohduct the coming cam-
paign. He said the ¢entral committee
was 1n debt, and badly in need of
money. *I am for free silven”
shouted a dclegate from the Seventh
district and threw on the platform a
silver dollar. This action wis con-
tagious. Money bezan to be thrown
to the stage from all over the lower
floor, and the spectators in the galleries
followed the example. Subscriptions
by counsies were called for, and $3,040
was raised in ten minutes.

Mrs. M. E. Lease forzed to the front
with a substitue resolution. It read:

Resolved, That we tavor the submission to
a vote of the people of Kansas of an amend-
ment to the state constitution, providing for
equal suffrage of all American citizens with-
out regard to sex.

The resolution was agreed to as a
compromise. Mrs. Pease said she had
every confidence in the people of Kan-
sas, and knew that if the proposition
could once be submitted it would be
adopted. The People’s party leaders
contended that this does not commit the
party to woman suffrage and the suf-
fragists were satisfied.

Crawford county, an ex-Union soldier,
was nominated. The object was to
make way for the nomination of Col
Harris, of _Leavenworth, an ex-confed-
erate whom the Democrats will indorse
and make the fight on the union of the
blue and gray.

Delegates to the national convention
were announced and the following ticket
was then nominated: Szcretary of state,
R. S. Osvorne, Rooks county; attorney
general, John 7T. Little, of Crawford
county; auditor, Van 3. Prather, Chero-
kee county ;treasurer,W. H. Biddle, But-
ter county ; president Farmer’s Alliance;

Superintendent public schools, H. N.
Gaines, Salina; associate justice of the
supreme court, Judge Stephen 1I.

He was defeated
by a big majority.

French Sofa Piliow.

This will require twenty inches
square of wine-colored silk plush,
Have a conventional design stamped
upon it,and work in three shades of
green rope silk.

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THREE STRUCK DEAD.

Lightning Instantly Killg
Storm-Bound People in
Grant’s Monument.

The Figure of the Warrior
Hero Slightly Damaged
by the Bolt.

Twenty-Two Dead and Four
Missing as a Result of the
Broken Bridge.

Three of the Dead Bedies
Still Pinioned in the
Wreck.

CnicAco, June 16. —Three persons
were kilied, two seriously injured and
the Grant monument slightly damaged
in a short fierce thunder storm which
visited this city tonight. "The killed
are:

MRs. SueLey. Chicago.

AN UNENOWN Max.

The injured are Harry Phillips and Mrs.
Mattie Olsen, both of Chieago.

The catastrophe was the result of a
bolu of lightning which struck the mon-
ument, in the corridors of which nearly
fifty persons had soughtshelter. Atthe
first signs of the approaching storm
Lincoln park. in which the monument
stands, was covered with people who
had prepared to enjoy the cool of the
evening. The storm began with a slight
shower which rapidly developed into a
small hurricane, accompanied by a
downpour of rain, vivid flashes of light-
ning and terrific peals of thuunder.

When the fury of the storm was at its
highest a Llinding flash struck the
statue, taking its course directly thiough
the little crowd, who had sought safety
in its enclosures. Everybody, with the
exception of three men, was thrown to
the ground, but all were uninjured ex-
cept those named. The bolt did not
sthike the bronze figute of Grant, and
the damage to the monument will be
covered by a few dollars.

TWENTY-TWO DEAD.

Latest Estimate of the Lives Lost
in the Licking.

CINCINNATI, June 16.—The Licking
bridge disaster of yesterday attracted
vast numbers of of visitors, who watched
the workmen engaged in trying to re-
cover the dead bodiés. - Up to noon no
‘more bodies had been found, but three
had been located, so fastened by irons
and timbers that they cannct be taken
out urtil the masses ot weight are. re-
moved. A foolishramor was ¢ireulated
today that another section of the bridge
had fallen. There was nothing left te
fall after the accident yesterday. The
property loss is estimated at from $10,000
to £20,000. The latest research made to-
day puts the dead at twenty-twe, the
missing at four and the injured at
twelve,

MANY DEAD IN QUEBEC.

Latest l"teports Swell the List of
Casualties.

SteE. Rosg, Que., June 16,—Further
intelligence of Tuesday’s cyclone shows
that the destruction and loss of life was
not confined to this place, but
spread to many places in this
vicinity.. Advices from Ste. Preim
state that that district was devastated
by a horrible storm which lett destrue-
tion and death in its passage.

At 3 p. m. Tuesday a sudden noise
was heard in the distance, and at almost
the same moment a tremendous storm,
accompanied with hail, broke over
the country. The work of destrue-
tion was completed almost immediately
so'terribly sudden was the blow. Houses
and barns were overthrown over a con-
siderable distance. In St. Nazaire
parisi the inhabitants have suffered
most. A poor man named Anzimhoule
has lost everything, and 1n place of his
dwelling there remains only a heap of
rubbish.

Taking refuge in his house at the time
the storm broke his wife and children,
four in number, were Dburied in the
ruins. The babe, three monthsold, was
killed in its mother’'s arms, and the
woman herself was ecrushen under a
beam which broke her thigh. She was
also badly injured in the head and
there are but slight hopes of her
recovery. Another child had its leg
broken. Two other children were also
badly injured. Some minutes before
the accident two ehildren of Alphonse
Miquette entered the house. These four
children suffered the fate of the inhabi-
tants of the house.

'The oldest, azed eleven, was found
dead under stones and mortar. A

ounger brother got off with some slight
f;ruises on the head and Lody. This
unfortunate family lost their all. Con-

siderable damage was done m the
neighboring parishes. Houses and
barns have been swept away. At
St. Nazaire Mr. Default was lifted
up as he went to shut a win-
dow and Dborne into his garden

where be was found almost dead. One
of his shoulders had been broken and
his chest cut. His life is dispaired of.
Madame Plante had her legs {raetured.
At Ste Helene fifty-two buildings were
wrecked and fifteen persons wounded,
some seriously. Alphonse Lalime has
lost his house, barns, horses and all his
possessions. _ The fine house of
Mason and Lessage, of St. Helene,
have been razedd to the &round. Miss
Masson and Miss Lessage have been
seriously injured. Charitable veople
have taken eharge of the most afflicted,
and committees have been formed to
succor the sufferers. Great damage is
also reported at Actonville, Vareness
and other places in the vicinity.
