Nobedy was killed except at Minnesota
Lake, five miles northwest of here, in
Faribault county, and east of “that point
in Hartland township, Freeborn county.
At the latter point over a dozen people
were injured, but only Andrew Hanson,
a farm hand, was killed. He stopped in
a barn, which blew over and crushed
bim. The dead at Minnesota Lake
are John Brown, Mrs. Joha Latusck,
Henry Pietrus and Alice and
Mary Melehart. The exaggerations of
Thursday were quite natural owing to
the railway and teiegraph chaos oceca-
sioned by the storm.
hours trains were unable to move, and
Tor a longer period the telegraph serv-
ice was in a state of paralysis. Assoon
as the trains began to move the train-
men bezan to relate what they knew
and what they had heard, and those who
heard the stories told them to others
and they gained rapidly in their trav-
els. Correspondents of the Twin City
newspapers.. seat - out  accounts from
Sherburne, Fairmont, Jaekson, Wells,
Blue Earth City, Mankato and Albert
Lea..

In all of the
early reports it was stated that a school
house had been biown dewn in Martin
county, and that a teacher and sixteen
pupils had been Kkilled. This story,
sifted, is as follows: What is known as
school house, seven miles
nerthwest of Sherburne,was blown down
on Wednesday, and Miss O’Hare,t the
teacher, and five or six of her pupils
were injured, none of them seriously.
The losses to crops. buildings, tele-
graph, railway and mill property in half
a dozen counties is, however, uot exag-
gerated. It will reach $500,000.
How the Storm Acted.

The storm in this neighborhcod was
of aregular cyclonic natvre. It was a
revolving, funnel-shaped mass that
mcved with great rapidity. It was ac-
companied by raiv and darkness. When
it struck a liouse, it toreitinto splinters.
A charge of dynamite placed under a
building could not kave caused a more
complete wreck. What were yesterday
fine Jarze farm Duildings are today a
mass of splinters for miles arouad.
Charles Melchert had a fine new house
and had recently bought new furniture.
1t is a mass of ruins, nothing being
saved. Horses. cattle and other
stock -were killed, machinery was
bilown away and lodged in
and other unheard of  places.
John Brown. who lives five miles north-
west of town, lies dead at Minnesota
Lake. He was picked up and taken to
that place by the passenger train Wed-
nesday night. It is reported thata school
teachier and one of Brown's girls were
picked up and carriea half a mile. Both
are injured but still alive, In the same
neighborhood Mrs. John Latusek was
found dead on the prairie. Frank Pie-
trus’ boy is dead. Herman Drage had
an arm broken. lerman Heller's son
was badly injured. Albert Craychee
and wife injured. The casualties in
the DMelchart family were more
severe than in any other. Besides
the girls who were tatally in-
jured a boy had a leg broken.

Mrs. Melehert with her little sister
up stairs when the storm struck.
he felt the house gomng and grabbed
here sister. They Janded in the yard.
The next thing Mrs, Melchert remem-
bered she was in a grove, with a tree
across her side. She crawled out and
ciung to the stump with one hand and
to the little girl with the other. Mrs.
Melchert was seriously hnrt, but the
httle girl sustained no injuries. But
few passed through the terrible ordeal
without receiving some 1njuries. The
people seemed to hardly realize the ter-
rible blow that had struck them. The
injured moaned with pain, the women
sobbed and wrung their kands in their
woe, and the men seemed to be stunned
with the weight of affliction resting
upon them. .

BUT ONE KILLED.

The Loss of Life in FFreeborn Was
Not Heavy.

Arsert Lea, Minn.,, June 17.—Re-
ports continue to come of the destruc-
tion by Wednesday’'s ecyclone. James
Logerson, of Steele county, had his
house hurled from its foundation and
his out buildings badiy wrecked. Fences
and crops were destroved. Hans Nel-
son, of Bath, wind miil and barn ruined.
Large Norwezian Luther church, Ber-
lin, Steecle county, demolished. Dennis
Nolan and Michael Shupan both lost
wind mills, buildings, wagous and
farm implements. James Louergan,
of Hartland, lost everylhing exeept
his residence. The husband, wife and two
children on the Southwick farm, Free-
born, were badly injured. The girl will
die.. The others were dazed and de-
mented. A hired man on the Dwyer farm,
in Hartland, was hurled against a tree
and has been dazed since; One death
ouly has been so far reported in Free-
born county. Three persons are ina
eritical eondition. Altogether twenty
are injured. ‘The pathway of the ey-
cione 1s strewn with debris, dead horses,
cattle, hogs, sheep, furniture, barbed
wire fences and every kind of farm
picperty. Botheyelones passed through
the northern tier of towns in Freeborn
and part of Steele. A moderate esti-
mate of the damage in Freeborn county
is §25,000.

RAGING ROOT RIVER,

Thousands of Acres of Land Un-
der Water.

The whole
oot river valley, a distance of seventy-
five miles, is inundated, and thousands
of corn land and properiy destroyed. It
is the greatest tlood in the history of
Southern Minnesota. No trains are
moving, due to washouts and loss of
bridges.

A Dam in Danger.
AXo0KA, June 17.—The large Champ-
water power aam has become so
weakened by the recent rains thatitis
back the
immense volume of water more than
twenty-four hours longer. The dam
backs up a_ smali lake, fed by what is
known as Elmm creek, to a heightof
thirty-five feet above the Mississippi,
which is just about 300 feet from the
huge earth embaunkment that is oozing
water at many places. The damage
will amount to several thousand dollars.
The Champlin mill is directly in front
of the fiood gates, and it is for this wmill
tbhat the dam was made.

Cloud Burst in Wisconsin.
EAvu CLAIRE,Wis., June 17.—A cloud-
burst at Augusta, this county, yester-
day afternoon raised the river and burst
the levee, causing a damage of about
$10,000.

CnicAaco, June 17.—There are many
presidential barks tossing about on the
political sea tonight, but through the
mists and shadows the huil ot Cleve-
land’s hopes looms ominously above
them all. It is indeed Cleveland against
the field and the field against Cleveland.
Everybody reaiizes that the great ques-
tion of the convention is, *Will Cleve-
iand be nominated on the first baliot?”

Should the logic of eveuts answer this
question in the negative, the friends of
all the secondary candidates will feel
that the lists are then open to their
favorites; for somehow the conviction
has gone torth that the failure of the
ex-president to receive the nomination
on the enthusiasm of the first ballot
means the elimination of the great tar-
iff reformer from the contest.

The
anti-Cleveland men think if they can
keep the Southern delegates from Cleve-
land on the first bailot, or until the imn-

Those anti-
Cleveland men point out that probably
the delegates from uneither of the Caro-
linas will vote for the ex-president, and
that he cannot secure more than one-
half the votes of Georgia, Alabama and
Virginia. This process will so reduce
Cleveland’s vore from the South as to
prevent his nomination, They say Mr.
Gorman will be given the votes ot the
Southern delegates with Cleveland, and
that Carlisle will secure not a few. In
the round-up, the issue will be accord-
ing to the scheme of the anti-Cleveland
man, betweea Gorman and a2 Yestern
man.

ENGLISH SAYS GROVER,

Hancock’s Running Mate RRe-
views the Situation.
Ceicaco, June 17.—William E. Eng-
lish, of Indianapolis, who was the vice-
presidential candidate of the Demociacy
with Hancock, is in the city. It is not
understood that he proposes to take a
very prominent part in the coming con-
vention, to which his son is a delegate,
but it is believed that he represents the
views of the Cleveland men in In-
dian B s
“The situation is as mixed as I ever
saw it in a national convention,” My
English said. *“In Indiana especially
there is doubt and indecision on every
side. Ye have no uait xule in our state,

and the character of the instruetions
riven by our state convention was such
that each delegate can interpret them
to suit himself. The result of this will
be that every delegate will vote as
seems best to him. I reckon on twelve
votes for Mr. Cleveland and eightecn
for Mr. Gray on the first ballot,although
nobody can say definjtely just what will
be done until after the meeting tomor-
row evening.”

BEGINNING TO FIGURE.

Cleveland Lacks a Hundred Votes
at Present. =3

CHICcAGO, June 17.—As conceded by
representatives of ali the elements, the
situation is simply that the adherents
of Hill will hold the balance
of power. Just what particular
number of votes the supporters of
Cleveland will lack on the first ballot is
a debatable question. A table prepared
by one of the anti-snappers and based
upon the results of the various state
conventions, give the ex-president 500
votes, or 99 less than the total heeded to
nominate. In this estimate, however,
the 48 votes of lilinois are counted for
Palmer, and the 30 of Indiana for Gray.

Neither of these calculations can be
accepted as reliable, as the ex-president
is absolutely certain of at least 14 votes
from Indiana, and 20 from Illincis,
which would bring his estimate up to
534. In the estimate in question sixty-
eight Hill delezates are credited to
seven  Southern  states, but it
is contended by the Clevelandites
that the men so classified are
open to conviction. Whether or not
Cleveland’s strength is 500 or over that
fizure, it is apparent at this time that
unless there is an entire revolution of
sentiment on the part of the Hill peo-
ple outside of the New Yorkers heis
bound to run from thirty to forty less
than the number of votes required on
the Girst ballot. §ay

Friends of Gov. Boies, who have en-
ered upon a remarkably aclive cam-
paign, are not in¢linedito think that the
expresident will get even 500 votes as a
starter. Although thelr favorite is cred-
ited with only the twenty-six votes of
Iowa, they say tonight they have assur-
ance of at least seventy votes on the first
votes.

Boies’' Democracy.
Cuicaco, June 17.—There was uno
little significance in a eall made today
by a number - of Iowa delegates upon
Croker, Shechan, Murphy and others
of the Tammany brigade. The visitors
said that they gave the New York-
ers to understand that inasmueh- as
several Republican newspapers had
questioned the Democracy of Boies,:
and others iusinuated or charged that
he openly-voted for Biaine, in the minds
of the lowa people there was no ques-
tion as to his true-blue Democracy and
his faithfulaess to the party uuder auy

and all circumstances.

The Hawkeye contingent is inclined
to repudiate with some heat that there
is anything behind this visit, but at the
same time it was evident they were very-
friendly toward an alliance with Hill
men in case they could not carry their
own candidate through. The Iowans
weére reinforced tonight by the arrival
of Hon. Joha F. Duncembe, delegate at
Jargze, who will ptace Boies in nomina-
tion.

of the mine was somewhat crippled.
This morning 315 Italians and Austrians
wer2 laid off, and all day trouble has
been brewingz. Snortly before 7 o’cloek,
when the night shift arrived at the
mine, they were met by the strikers,
armed with clubs and driven down the
hill. The engineers were driven
from the engine rooms, the fire-
men  and pumpmen from their po-
sitions. and the fires extinguished.
G. W. Wallace, superintendent
of mining, while endeavoring to induce
the engineers to remain at their posts,’
was fired at twice, but in the excite-
ment escapad. A few men were hurt,
Three Cornishmen were carried home.
Any one seen with a dinner pail was
promptiy held up and prevented
from going down the shaft. President
Bacon arrived on the ground at 7:30,
and has asked the strikers to state
their grievances. Surface men’s wages :
were reduced 10 per cent last week and
t\ey demand that former rates be re-.
storen. Strikers have been stationed ag
the various shafts, and will probably :
guard them all night to prevent the
starting of pumps until the company ac-
eedes to their demands.
