To bathe, or not tobathe ! This is the
question which is agitating the fashion-
able feminine mind at present.

Not that there is any idea of dispens-
ingwith the trait of cleanliness, which
puts tbem into at least speaking dis-
tance of godliness, for in this case the
reference is to surf or lake bathing.

The past winter, with its high-sleeved
and long-necked evening gowns, is
bound to cause a reaction, and; judging
from subdued murmurs which one oe-
casionly hears, itwill coma in the di-
rection of bathing, lf the fashionable
embargo is removed, we may except to
see lovely woman disporting herself in
some stunning creations in the line of
surf costumes, and it willhe just as
well togive the subject a litUe advance
consideration.

Bathing suits are not tike poets; they
are made, but unfortunately, their
manufacture is generally governed
by only one apparent moi economy.
The most sensible, and at the same
lime the most attractive suit, is in two
pieces, the tights and tbe skirts. Make
ita point that your tights shall include
stockings and sleeves. When a suit
consists of blouse, trousers, skirt and
stockings, all separate, not even the
most sanguine prophet can predict in
what condition you will emerge from
the water.

Put not your trust in buttons! Nor
even insafety pins! Be warned by the
sad experience of others !

Harrowing cases have been known
where altogether indispensable gar-
ments have- been unceremoniously
whisked away by those resistless waves,
which truly "leave not a trace behind."

As for the stockings, they promptly
slip down about one's ankles, ami finally
go to join tbe flotsam and jetsam of the
sea. Your sleeveless blouse will soon
give you a pair of permanent, shoulder-
length, tan-colored gloves, which fadcth
not away: no, not for two full years.

Therefore, be warned! Have your
tights of Jersey cloth or silk, woven
entire from top to toe. Do not get Jer-
sey cloth for the skirt, as it holds so
much water that itwill be serious in-'
cumbrance, because of its weight be-
sides banging wet and heavy when you
leave the water. Fine flannel or Jersey
silk should be the material of your
skirt.
