CHICAGO, June 17. — The unusual
spectacle of a son of a presidential can-
didate working against the interests of
his father was today witnessed in the
New York delegation. Shortly after
noon Louis J. Palmer, an attorney of
Roek Springs. Wyo., one of the active

yeung Democratic leaders of that
state, and a "member of the
recent constitutional convention,

entered the Hill headquarters, and at
He was at
once conducted to the presence of the
Tammany leader, and introduced as the
son of Gen. Palmer, of lllinois.

“I have called upon you, Mr. Croker,”
said Mr. Palmer, after the preliminary
greetings, **to tell you that I am a Hill

man.”

“That is right.” sad Mr. Croker
smilinglv. “I think all good Democrats
shoald be for Hill, and 1 can’t see how
they can be any other way.”

“Well, I am for Hill; and I am here
to take off my coat and go to work and
do all 1 can with the delegates as they
come in,” said Mr. Palimer. “If my
father had been an active candidate for
thie presidency, I should have been for
him, and done all I could in the West;
but as he has practically drawn out of
the race and declared for Cleveland. that
leaves me free to follow my own judg-
ment. 1 am opposed emphatically to
the nomination of Cleveland, and 1 think
the majority of the people of Wyo-
ming agree with me. When he became
president he filled that state with car-
pet baggers and gave all the offices to
people from outside. Harrison has done
Just the contrary, and by reccgnizing the
citizens of the state has made himself so
strong that if Cleveland should be nomi-
nated it wou!d be useless for the Demo-
crats to put up a state ticket.”

MINER LAW UPHELD.

Michigan Republican F_lne-
Grained TrickstersagCom-
pletely Balked.

Unanimous Opinion Against
Them by the State Su-
preme Court.

The Legislative Edict Sus-
tained in General and in
Detail.

Congressman Bryan Takes a
Hard Fall Out of Bill
McKinley,

LANSING, Mich., June 17.—The su-
preme court today handed down a de-
cision sustaweing the Miner electoral
law. which providet for the election of
presidential electors by congressional
districts. The opinion was unanimous.
The court is divided politically, three,
Republicans and two Demoerats.  All
of the points raised against the law are
treated at length and practically all
overruled.

The suit was brought by an applica-
tion for mandamus by the presidential
electors nominated upon the Repubiican
ticket, to compel the secretary of state
to issue notices of election under the
old law, providing for their election ¢n
the general state tieket. The man-
damus is therefore denied.

1t was alleged that the Miner law was
unconstitutional and void; tharitis in
conflict with act 2, section 1 of the fed-
eral constitution, in that it attempts to

delegate to portions of the state fixed as
distriets by the legisiature; whereas, !
the section referred to, it was contend- !
ed, conterred this authority upon the
atate at large in
A Corporate Unit Capacity,

and though the legislature may thus
delegate the authority to, distriets, the
law was fatally detective in violating
articie 4, section 20, of the state consti-
tution, wnich provides that no law shall
embrace more than one object, which

§lmll be expressed in its title.
in that it provided for an
election of alternate electors when

the title only relates to choos-
ing electors: that if the provision for
election of - alfernates was  valid. it
makes no provision for filling the office
in case the elector dies or becomes dis-
qualified before acting.

The court says in substance that the
question of greatest importance is that
relating to the true interpretation of
section 1, article 2, of the federal con-
stitution. The section provides that each
state shall appoint its presidential elect-
ors in such manner as the legislature
may direct. It was conzeded on
both sides that the word “state” means
the body politic and corperate. Neither
the district nor the unit system has be-
fore been questioned, since the adop
tion of the constitution. So that there
has been the practieal construction
which has continued down to this day
which establishes that, under s~ction 2,
article 1, states have the choice of metl-
ods, and may elect 1t

By BDistricts or En Mlasse.

If, under the constitution, and after
forty years a” state had the right to
choose electors by districts, it does not
lie with any ecart to assert that that
right has been lost to the state by non-
user, Itis also urged, the court con-
tinded, that the aet is in conflict
with the fourteenth and: fifteenth
amehdments. Thise amendments are
Ireld to have relation to conditions exist-
ing when adopted and that in effect
they operate to rep#at by implication so
much of article 1, section 2, as to the
marruer of choosing electors,

This view would, in aur opinion, says
the court, be a strained. eonstruetion
that would give to either of these
amendments the. eifeet to annul the
power expressly. delegated in the sec-

tion anrd article 1eferred to. It
is very clear that . the fif-
teenth amendment was intended

to preclude the state from making
any disarimination against eitizens on
account of olor. No attempt is made
to place limitation upon the power of
the state except where the right of suf-
frage is involved. The class protected
Ly this amendment shall not be dis-
criminated against.
One FPoint of Conflict,

The remainder of the decision related
to the coutentions by the relators as to
the wording of the act in questicn. ‘T'he
court says that the act is in conflict
with tiie faw of congress, in so far as it
attempts to fix a date for the meeting ot
the electors and the method of certiry-
ing to their acticn, but adds, this does
not render the entire act inoperative.

In conclusion the court says: *“We
have considered the questions presented
with the care which the exceeding im-
portance of the issue seemed Lo impera-
tively require, and our conclusion is
that the statute must stand as the law-
ful edict of the legisiature. The injus-
tice of any other than a uniform system
of electing a president is manifest. As
has Dbeen well said, **itis of the first
and last consequence and importance
that in legislating upon this subjeet it
should not be regarded from a party
standpoint.”

Bnt neither the fact that this most’
important consideration has been over-
looked mnor that this legislation may re-
sult in seriocus injustice, can extend our
jurisdiction or justify us usurping fune-
tions whieh, under the constitution,
pertain to the legislature. The writ
should be denied.

Justice Montgomery writes the opin-
ion and the rest cgncur, The case will
not be carried to the Umted States su-
preme court.

Congressman Bryan Gives Him
Hard Ones to Crack.

ANN ARBOR, Mich.,, June 17.—Con-
gressman Bryan, of Nebraska, at Uni-
versity hall this evening, answered the
speech made by McKinley May 17.

Bryan said that if the great apostle
of protection could not defend a
high protective tariff what could we
hope from those less gifted. The Dem-

Why discriminate against Germany,
England, France, Italy snd Bermuda
and all of the other nations to send their
vroducts in free, if it is time, as Mec-

£144,000 on imports for ten months, then
it must follow that we pay the duties

Scarcely had Mr. MeKinley left the
Bernmuda phase of his speech when he
used the following language: *We
advanced the tariff en carpets to com-

rensate  the manufacturer  for the
nerensed  tariff  on wool”  Why
skhould he compensate, asked Mr.
Bryam, if the toreigner  pays

the tarifi? In reply to Mr. MceKinley’s
statement that the price of every article
exeept pearl buttons’had detreased, Mr.
Bryan said that, if a tariff on woolen
gowds reduced the price, would not the
tarift on wool reduee the price of weol?
Wheat and corn had been reduced in
price; but what protectionist would
claim that the tariff did it? The effect
of Mr. McKinley’s whole arzument is
that the manufacturer desired to bave a
high tariff to *reduce” the price of
manufactured articles, so as 1 enable
him to pay the laborer better wages.

WILL KEEP HANDS OFF.

An Official Tip That Ben Will Not
Interfere in Indiana,

INDIANAPOLIS, June 17.—Hon. Dan
Ransdell, marshal for the District of
Columbia, and a close friend of Presi-
dent Harrison, is in the city. In an
interview today Mr. Ransdell said that
the stories telling of the president’s op-
position to Gov. Chase’s nomination in
Indiana were entirely without founda-
tion. 1n-substance Marshal Rausdell
said: *President Harrison has ex-
pressed no choice 1n the matter, and has
only the kindest feeling for ‘Gov. Chase
and the other andidates. ‘The presi-
dent feels assured that the Republican
state convention will make no mistake,
and he will in no wav take a hand in
the contest.”

[ “HALF-DOLLAR" LOAN.

Plan Proposed to Aid the Big
Exposition.

WASHINGTON, June 17.—The world’s
fair committee of the house today
agreed upon a bill providing for gov-
ernment ald in defraying the cost of

ompleting the work of preparation for
opening the world’s fair, and making
appropriations for sundry other objeets
connected with the fair. it is proposed
that the government shail add in the in-
terest of completing the woric by author-
izing the recoinage from the uoewr-
rent subsidiary coins now in the treas-
ury of $10.000,000 silver half dollars to
be known as the Columbia half dollars,
struck in commemoration of the World’s
Columbian Exposition.

When so recoined. the 10,000,000 half
dollars are to be paid out by the secre-
tary of the treasury upon vouchers
properly eertified by the exposition au-
thorities. The sum of £100,000 is appro-
priated to reimburse the treasury for
0ss on the recoinage authorized.
Before the secretary of the treasury pays
any part of the money he is to give sat-
isfactory evidence that the exposition
authorities have alrefdy collected and
disbursed $10,000,000, and that they will
supply any further sums necessary to
complete the work. They are also re-
quired to agree to pay to the govern-
ment a share of the total net receipts
proportionate to the government sub-
seription to the enterprise.

The bill also provides for the prepara-
tion of 50,000 bronze medals, commem-
orative of the exposition and 50,000 vel-
lum impressions for diplomas, both
medals and diplomas to be awarded to
exhivitorn for which $103,000 is ap-
propriated. The appropriation for the
expenses of the wortd’s Columbian
commission, the board of lady man-
agers. the admission of foreizn goo:ls
and the govermment exhibitis inereased
$417,000. The vote on the question re-
presenting the bill was 7 to 1, there
veing four absentees.

Artificial Eggs.

James Storrey, of Kansas City, Mo.,
says he will make it possible to manu-
facture eggs, says the American Farm.
Before long he will probably starta
factory in Philadelphia and manufac-
ture ezgs, shell, whnite, yelk and all by
the car load, at three cents a dozen. All
the necessary machinery, which is not
worth more than $500 at the outside, is
in readiness to begin this overwhelm-
ing competition with the American hen.
If as much success attends the new
venture as 18 anticipated by Mr. Stor-
rey, the contest between the machine
and the American hen for supremacy in
the egg-producing business will Dbe
short, with the victory to the credit of
tihe former.

Mr. Storrey’s process is very simple,
and yet he is prepared to manufacture
an artificial ezg that a connoisseur will
find it aifhcult to distinguish either in
appearance or taste from the prime
Eroduct of a Plymouth Rock or Leg-

orn.

Lime, water, blood, milk, tallow. peas
and one or two other vegetables are the
ingredients of his compound. - The
shell and the yelk will not be difficult
to manufacture. To make a good imi
tation of the **white’”’ of the egeis the
part that has required the most ingenu-
ity to conquer, but Mr. Storrey has sue-
ceelded in solving the problem success-
fully.

The *‘white” of the ege is about one-
eighth pure albumen, and is a difficult
substance to produce chemically. As
beel blood will be utilized in very large
quantities in the biz egg mill, a few
special cars will be fitted up with tanks
to ship the blood from the Chicago
slaughter houses, provided that nota
sufticient quantity of the blood can be
gotten in Philadelphia.

The shell will be perfectly imitated
b{ a simpie solution or lime, water and
glue. L'he machinery that 1s required
is needed mainly in pufting the egg to-
gether. Every yelk will be first run
into a mold to be properly shaped, and
then dumped into a second mold, where
the right vuantity of the white is placed
previously. ‘I'his latter substance, be-
ing a gelatine-like matter, will encase
the yolk very readity.

“Tests have been made which show
that the artificial eze can be preserved
for a month under proper couditions
and still taste as fresh as one just laid
by an ordinary hen,

Five thousand persons are engaged in
the cultivation of about 2,125 acres of
land near Paris, France. This is about
{wo persons to the acre, but the cultiva-
tion is on the intensive plan. So very
productive are these acres that they
supply the 2,000,000 people of Paris
with vegetables aud have a surplus to
ship to London.
