WILL SUGCEED “RET.”

Ben Is Worried Over Choosing
a Successor for “Ret”
Clarkson,

But WIIl Probably Name Mr.
Carter, of Montana, as
His General.

However, Complieations in
Montana May Prevent His
Acceptance.

After Much Discussion the
Silver Bill Is Laid Over
Without Action.

WASHINGTON, June 22.—The filling
of the vacaney of the chairmanship of
the national Republican committee,
caused by the resignation of Mr. Clark-
son, is giving the president considera-
ble trouble. Itis known that the pres-
ident has expressed a preference for
Land Commissioner Carter above all
others mentioned in connection with
the chairmanship, and Mr. Carter would
readily accede to the president’s wishes
were it not for the mixed condition of
politics in Montana. Mr. Carter is not
at present a member of the national

committee, and unless some deal
1s made for his representation
on the committee from Mon-
tana it would be impossible for

him to receive the election of chairman.
Mr. Carter had been considering the
matter for some time, and for that rea-
son went direet from Minneapolis to
Montana to learn the complexion of
political affairs in his seat. 1f he deems
his presence unnecessary in Montana
this fall, the representative from Mon-
tana to the national committee will re-
sign, so that Mr. Carter may succeed to
the place, and thus be eligible to elee-
tion as national chairman. He will not
return to Washington until next Mon-
day. the day the national Republican
committee meets in this city, so that
no action will be decided upon until he
reports to the president the condition
ot political affairsin Montana.

WITHOUT ACTION.

After Much Discussion the Silver
Bill Goes Over.

W ASHINGTON,June 22.—In the senate
today the silver bill was taken up. Mr.
Perkins (Rep.), of Kansas, opposed the
bill. Senator Stewart (Rep.), of Nevada,
replied to Senator Perkins, and recalled
a speech by the tatter in the house in
1880 in which he favored free coiunage.
Mr. Peffer (F. A.) said that the men
who tilled the soil. who own the best
security, are not able today, speaking
generally, to borrow money at less than
8 per cent. In some cases, money could
be obtained on first-class security at 6
per cent.but what was the poor fariner to
do when his security was not first-class?
Mr. Peffer told a case where a Kansas
farmer wanted to borrow money for
ninety davs. He was asked 4 per cent
per month, and finally secured it at 3
per cent per month. Such was the con-
dition of affairs. The revolution of the
farmers came in the wake of che usurers
and was not originated for the benefit
of demagogues.

Mr. Aldrich (Rep., of Rhode lsland)
reiterated his statement that any farmer
or anybody eise could get moiuiey at a
reasonable rate of interest. Under the
circumstances named by MNr. Pefler 8

r cent was not an unreasonable rate.

f any senator in the chamber, he said,
wanted to borrow money at 6 per cent
he (Aldrich) would guarantes to get him
the money. Six per cent, he added, was
not an unreasonable rate. It was alla
freak of the imagination of certain gen-
tiemen that such a terrible state existed.

Mr. Higgins (Rep., of Delaware),
said he had been told that moneyed men
in the Northwest were forced to send
their money to big cities to loan, not
being able to obtain adequate security
for it from their farming constituencies.
The discussion was participated in by
more than a half-dozen senators, and
which lasted till about 5 o’clock, when
the bill was laid aside without action.

DAVIS ON RETALIATION,

His Proposition of Retaliation
Upon Canada.
WASHINGTON, June 22. — Senator
Davis today, according to the recom-
mendation of the president in his mes-

sage on the subject sent to
congress on Monday, introduced a
resolution, which was referred to

the finance committee, proposing re-
taliation upon Canada for the discrimi-
nation practiced against American ves-
sels passing through Canadian canals.
The resolution provides that after
Aug. 1 next, whenever and so often as
the president shall be satisfied that the
passage through any canal or lock con-
nected with the navigation of the St.
Lawrence river, the great lakes, or the
water-ways connecting thesame, of any
vessels of the United States, or cargoes
of passengers in transit to any United
States port is prohibited, or is made
difficult or burdensome by the imposi-
tion of tolls or otherwise, which in view
of the free passage through the St
Mary’s Falls canal, now permitted to
vessels of all nations, he shall deem to
be reciproeally unjust and unreasona-
ble. He shall have the power, and
it shall be his duty to suspend
by proclamation for such time and to
such extent (ineluding absolute prohibi-
tion) as he shall deem just, the right of
free passage through the St. Mary’s
Falls canal,so far as it relates to vessels
owned by the subjects of the govere-
ment so discriminating against their
citizens, ports or vessels of the United
States, or to any cargoes, portions of
cargoes or passeugers in transit to the
ports of the governmeni making such
diserimination, whether carried in ves-
sels of the United States or of other na-
tions. lu sach cases and during such
supension tolls shall be levied. collected
and paid as follows, to-wit: Upon
freight, not to exceed §2 per ton: upon
passengers, not to exceed 35 each,as shall
be from time to time determined by the
president, provided that no tolls
shall be charged or collected upon
freight or passengers carried to and
landed at Ogdensburg or any port west
of Ogdeusburg or south of a line drawn
from the northern boundary of the
state of New York, through the St.
Lawrence river. The great line con-
necting the channels to the northern
boundary of the second section of the
bill authorizes the secretary of the
treasury to prescribe regulations for
the collection ot the tolls, and requires
sworn statements from the masters of
vessels. The tolls are to constitute a
lien on the vessels.
