The owner of a lot, which was subject to
an unrecorded mortgage, contracted for the
coustruction of a building upon the prem-
ises After material had been furnished
for the coustruction, but before the claims
for liens therefor were filed, the mortgage
was put on record. Held that for the re-
cording set (Gen Stat., Chap. 40, See. 21) im-
poses no obligation on a mortgagor to re-
cofd his morigage as against mechanic's
liens. But even if that statute could be held
to apply to such cases, the lien elements in
this case would not come within the viola-
tion of its provisions, because, first, their liens
were not filed until after the morigage was
recorded, and second, there was no evidence
that they did not have actual notice of the
mor:gage when they furnished the material.
Held, aiso, thst in the absence of any pro-
vision to that effect in the lien law, & me-
chanic’s lien cannot be preferred toa prior
unrecorded mortzaee unless in cases where
upon general equitable principles the mort-
gage would be estovped by kis conduct from

Important Engineering Test.

An important engineering test was
made yesterday on Locomotive No. 870,
running the Empire State Express on
the New York Central Railroad. The
work was done by Angus Sinclair,
editor of Locomotive Engineering. He
sat on a box on the front of tiie ¢ngine
eylinder dnd took steam indicator dia-
grams all the way between New York
and Albany, A speed of seventy-eight
miles an hour was recorded, and the
engine developed over 1,620 horse power.
The work of pulling that fast train was
performed on a coal consumption of two
and one-eighth pounds of coal per horse
power per hour. —The New York Her-
ld, May 4, 1892,

REFORMERS AT WORK.

Be Reinstalled Building
Inspector.

The Reformers Give Early In-
dication of Their Lin2
of Work.

Mayor Wright Orders a Cen-
sus of Salcon Wine
Rooms.

Sunday Closing Likely to
Come Into Operation Next
Sunday.

Gates A. Johnson, I[I. H. Fuller and
Gates A. Johnson Jr. danced a three-
handed reel yesterday. and the cause of
their glee was the ordinanee passed by
the board of aldermen Tuesday nizht.
By the terms of the ordinance Gates A.
Johnson will be eligible to the office
from which he was ousted by the old
council. One of the provisions of the
ordinance is that any person who has
served for five years as building inspee-
tor in a city of over 40,000 inhabitants is
eligible to the office without being a
practical architect or sanitary engincer.
{'hie republican members of the council
have had this scheme in view sibce
May 4, or as soon as it was known the
two bodies of the council would be
republican by a large majority. The
legal firm ot Davis. Kelloge & Severance
were consulted after the ordinance had
been agreed upon and pronounced it
good law and without any flaw. Some
question as to whether the couneil had
the right to terminate the office of the
present incumbent so suddenly as the

new ordinance provides was raised.
The reformers, however, point to
the decision of the supreme

court in the Johnson-Starkey case as a
final arzument to this point. The at-
torney for Starkey, in the brief sub-
mitted to the court in this case, claimed
that the eommon council, when not pro-
hibited by thecity charter, could change
the time of election of any officer, re-
duce the term of office, or abolish any
office at their will. This ground was
taken to throw Johnson, who claimed
he was elected for four years, out of the
office. 'The supreme court in its decis-
ion declared the point well taken, at

least the decision takes the same
view. With this decision at their
backs the new council feel as-
sured their action canuot be

assailed in any legal way. The passage
of the ordinance and the chances for
the election of Johnson on July 12 was
fully canvassed before the ordinance
was introduced, and it is eclaimed the
assembly will at their next eeting
unanimwously pass the measure.
Building Iuspector Morris, when seen
yesterday, said he accepted the office
without regard to auy political faetion,
and had endeavored to keep the office
out of politics. He was of the opinion
that it was simply a plan to give the
Johnson tamily a tenure of the office.

CENSUS OF WiNE ROOMS.
Mayor Wright Finds Plenty of
Work for the Police.

For the last two days the captains of
police in the several police districts

have been busy taking the census
of saloons that bave wine rooms
or stalls connected with the bar-

room. The next general order is-
sued to the police will be to close up
such wine rooms and stalls, as the case
may be,or take the consequences. Capt.
Cook reported seventeen such placesin
his district as far as he had investigated.
This action to be taken by the mayor is
the result of a visit made him by a del-
egation of citizens headed by a promi-
nent prohibitionist.

THE WHOLE HOG.

Reformers Intent to Force Mayor
Wright's Hand.

Chief Garvin says no violation of the
midnight closing order has been report-
ed to him. The mayor has been con-
gratulated by the Republican orgaus
for “*his prompt action in redeeming his
campaign pledges.” The “reformers,”
however, say while he was about it he
should have ordered the entire law re-
lating to saloons enforced. The law,
they claim, in the same section with
the midnight closing provision, says no
liquor shall be sold or givenaway on
the Sabbath, nor shall any saloon or
barroom be open on that day.
Not ULeing particnlarly interested
in the defeat or success of the county
ticket this fall, they fail to see the posi-
tion which the administration would be
placed should the enforcement of the
entire law be ordered. A rumor was
current last night that the mayor had
already issued an order to the police to
close the saloons Sunday. This was de-
nied by his private secretary and the
police.

NONE RECOVERED.

The Goods Stolen From the Kal-
man Residence.

About two months ago the residence
of Arnold Kalman, at 192 Summit ave-
nue, was entered Dby thieves. The
family were absent at the time, the
house being in charge of a coach-

man. The thieves took away about
§500 worth of ladies” dresses
and a quantity of men’s ciothing.

The three young men arrested in H. S.
Fairchild’s house are supposed to have
been concerned in the Kalman robbery,
tozether with Pat Hill, who is now
serving a thirty-day sentence in the
workhouse. A warrant has been taken
out for Hill’s arrest by J. J. O’Connor,
ex-chiet of detectives, and as soon as
his term of imprisonment expires he
will be brought into court. None of the
stolen goods have been received as yet.

MAJOR’S CLOSE CALL.

A Thrilling Incident at White
Bear Lake.

Maj. Espy is the proud possessor of a
new yacht, and on Tuesday made his
maiden appearance as a bold White
Bear mariner. The major and his son
started out from the dock in front of
their Mahtomedi home in great style,
and, after cruising about for a time,
they decided te return. The major had
neglected to inform himself as to the
maneuvers necessary to the aforesaid
operation, and did not know how to
come about. He wisely determined to
keep on until the boat struck the op-

| posite shore, where he could find some

one to start him towards home. But
alas, there’s many a slip, for when off
the point of the island a squall stronger
than usual struck the at, and she
capsized. ‘The major, being unable to
stand on a perpendicular plane, fell
into the “drink,” but his son scram-
bled upon the upturned hull and rested
in safety, while his father struggled to
reach the boat. Boats were hastily
sent out from all points near by, and
the two shipwrecked sailors were res-
cued from their distressing situation
within a few minutes.

WAS RIDNAPED,

Detectives Coatinue to Search
for the Missing Child.

The detectives at work on the case
say there is no doubt the little daughter
of F. J. Schwartz was kidnapped. The
ckild, according to the story told the
officers by a servant girl at the West
house, on Tenth street, was brounght
there about 5 o’clock Saturday night.
A woman, neatly dressed in black and
carrying asatehel, called about 3 o'clock
in the afternoon and after a short stay
went out. When she returned she was
accompamed by a child, which the girl
claims answers the deseription of the
lost one. She cut the child’s hairin
front, changed its clothes, which were
taken from the satchel, and, after
ordering a lumnech, left the placa.
She remarked when she came in the
second time: *Well, I have found my
child.” She appeared, the girl says, to
be in a great hurry and did not even
stop to eat the lundh she had ordered.
The parents of the lost child, when ac-
quainted with the above circumstances,
could not imagine who the woman was.
Mrs. Schwartz still believes the man
she saw early Sunday morning, but
whose name she declines to give, had a
hand in the abduetion.

The parents prepared the followlng
minute deseription of the girl and re-
quest any information concerning Wer
be seut to them or the police: Mamie
Schwartz, four and one-half years old,
height and weight medium for a child
of her years; hair dark brown, almost
black, reaching to her shoulders, cut
with a fringe over her forehead: eyes
large and dark hazel; marked slightly
on face and more strongly on head and
body with sears from chicken-pox; prob-
ably has faint strawberry mark on neck;
dress of green flannel frock, black
hat with yellow flowers; stockings,
black cotton; wore one shoe and one
rubber. The child talks plainly andis
very chatty and smiling. She can tell
her name and where she lives.

First Ward Citizens Hot in
the Collar at the School
Board.

eral Inspectors Roasted
to a Turn

Because of the Changes Made
in the Teaching
Staff.,

Rev. B. Freeman Hints That
Religion Caused the
Trouble.

There was a tinge of polities, mingled
with personal disappointment and in-
dignation that a few leaders of the
First ward are not permitted to run the
public schools after their own style,

manifested in the meeting held
last evening at A. O. H. hall,
corner of Burr and Case streets.

There were a baker’s dozen of Firs
ward citizens at the meeting. L. A.
Baumgardner was prevailed upon to
act as chairman, and J. L. Watt was
chosen as secretary. Mr. Baumgardner
stated that the meeting was called to
protest against changes in the schools
of the First ward. He believed changes
had been made in the teachers that
were detrimental to the district.

Ald. Copeland stated that he spoke the
sentiments of the First ward when he
stated that they were dissatisfied with
Supt. Gilbert’s action in removing Miss
Lucy Bolton, as principai of tne Grant
school, and assigning her to a lower
grade. He regardea the change as a
calamity to the people of the dis-
triet and entered his emphatic protest.
When asked to report later in the
evening as to the reason assigned bythe
superintendent, for the removal of Miss
Bolton, he said he had assigned no
definate reason, except the general
statement, neglectful of her duties, and
did not properly instruct her teachers
under her. He hesitated some and
added that the superintendent had
said she

Did Not Do Her Duty.

_George F. Wolsey said he was as in-
dignant as any one, but that it might
not be well to talk too much about the
matter. He regarded it as unfortunate
that a teacher who had been so long in
the school should be removed, without
reason. He advised asking the superin-
tendent for an explanation. If the rea-
sons are good the people should ac-
quiesce, and if not, then the board of
educatiou should take a back seat. 1n
his opinion the board had acted infa high
handed way.

Rev. James P. Freeman, pastor of the
Arlington Hills Presbyterian church,
announced that-he has been a taxpayer
of the ward for five years. He had
frequently visited the ecity schools
and taken interest in them. He
found dissatisfaction among the pat-
rous of the Grant school vecause of
the removal of Miss Bolton, and he also
found dissatisfaction in the Lincoln
school. He was oneof the men who
circulated a petition for reinstating
Miss Bolton. The taxpayers ougltto
bave a voice as to "who should be se-
lected to teach their children. Miss
Bolton has been in the Grant school a
lorg time, and it was not right to re-
move her and put in as principal
a man whom he understood had not
been a teacher in the public schools, but
connected with Baldwin seminary. lile_
admitted there was reason for Degin-
ning reforms in appointing teaclers,
but thought the reform ought to begin
in some other school before applying it
to the Grant school. He would not then
criticise the general system, but he con-
demned what he termed

“Playing Hide and Seek”
as he saw it in one of the schools. He
thought the sessions were so short that
the pupils ought to be required to study
lessons all the time in school. The
game was played, as he called 1t, in a
school that the superintendent called
one of the model schools of the city.

Robert McMenemy said that Miss
Bolton was a good teacher and she
seemed to have been removed to carry
out an idea of the superintendent.

F. M. Stewart said that others had
voiced his sentiments.

Nelson S. Beardsley evidently had a
personal interest in the matter, He
was turned out of a school much the
same way some time ago. He was ve-
hement in his strictures, and wound up
with a motion that a committee be ap-
gpinted to call upon the mayor, asking

im to demand the resignation of four
nspectors and Supt. Gilbert.

Asked after the meeting which in-
spectors he referred to, he said:
*Stamm, Scheffer, Pile and Bridgeman
and old Gilbert, the superintendent.””

“In his speeches—for he delivered
several—he stated that many things
had happened in the past three years
that made him believe that Supt. Gil-
bert had ruled the various boards
with a high hand. The board had
treated petitions in a most insolent
manner, and he saw no way to accomn-
plish theirjpurpose, as the board was
under the control of Supt. Gilbert. He
favored presenting the matter in such a
light that. would compel action. le
favored resolutions, making them as
strong as possible, demanding the resig-
nation of members of the board. He
asserted that the schools were con-
trolled by the superintendent and a

Few Shyster Politicians.

Lawrence Fahey expressed the view
that there was politics in the matter
and that the inspectors had no regard
for the citizens. He favored electing
inspectors and making them feel that
they depend upon the people. He pro-
tested against the executive sessions of
the board and advocated open meetings
for the transaction of public business or
the removal of teachers.

Thomas Spaulding was called upon,
as were the others, and entered a pro-
test at the removal of Miss Bolton.

J. L. Watt said the superintendent
had been insolent, and there was no use
in going to see him again. He made a
motion to appoint a committee of five to
draft resolutions asking the mayor to

demand the resignation of three
members of the board and the
superintendent. This motion was

adopted after an amendment by Mr.
Beardsley to the effect that they be
made strong, and be reported at an ad-
journed meeting next Thursday night.
An adjournment was decided upon
