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A Free Coinage Bill Passed by
the Senate After Tams
Opposition.

Friends of the White Metal
Muster a Majority of
Four Votes,

And Senator Hill, of New
York, Is Recorded on the
Winning Side.

Law of 1890 Repealed, and
All Silvee Bullion Must
Be Coined.

WaAsHiNGgTON, July 1.—The friends
of the free coinage of silver won a great
victory in the senate today. When the
bill came before that body at 2 o’clock
it was weighted down with the refusal
made the day before by Mr. McPherson
to be bound by the agreement to have
a vote taken today, and it looked as if
the end was stilfin the dim distance.
But the senator from New Jersey (pos-
siblv having slept on the matter) an-
nounced that he was prepared to with-
draw bhis objection, and that he would
interpose no obstacle or delay tojtne
action of the senate.

Even after that it looked for an hour
or more as if there was to be a postpone-
ment of the subject for at least another
week, but finally, after a good deal of
discussion, all preliminary obstacles
were swept away and the vote was
taken on Mr. Dolph’s inotion to recommit
the bill to the senate committee on
finance.

Friends and enemies of the measure
were willing to make the vote a test of
their relative strength, and the decision
was in favor of the friends of silver. On
all the other side-issue votes that eame
after, victory was still on the same side,
and finally the bill was passed by

A Majoriiy of Four Votes.

1t was after the transaction of some
unimportant business that the presid-
Ing officer, at 2 p. m., laid the silver bill
before the senate, and after consider-
able discussion as to the agreement
made for a vete, Mr. Butler called for a
vote on the motion of Mr. Dolph to re-
comnnt the bill to the finance commit-
tee. The motion to recommit was de-
feated—Yeas 28, nays 31. The follow-
ing is the vote in detail:

Various motions were proposed and
defeated and Mr. Stewart then offered
as an amendmenthis substitute, provid-
ing for the free coinaze of silver bullion
under the terms of the act of 1878, ex-
cepting foreign coin silver, and repeal-
ing the law of 1800.

Mr. Vest moved to strike out the
proviso as to foreign coins.

Mr. Stewart expressed his willingness
that the motion should be agreed to,and
that part of the proviso was struck out
without a division. Other motions were
defeated, and the vote was then taken
on Mr. Stewartsamendment (as amended
on motion of Mr. Vest), and it was
agreed o without division.

“Mr. Morgzan offered an amendment
directing the coinage of all the silver
bullion in the treasury, and it was
ngreed to without division. The bill
was then  passed, yeas 29, nays 25. 1t
reads as follows: -

Text of the Measure.

That thegowner c¢f silver bullion may de-
posit the same at any miut of the United
States to be coined for his benefit, and it
snall be the duty of the proper officers, upon
the terms and conditions which are provided
by law for'the deposit and coinage of gold,
to coin such bullion into the standard dol-
lars authoriZed by the act of Feb. 28, 1878, en-

titled “*An act to authorize the coinage of
the standard silver dollar aud to restore its
lJegsl ténder character,” and such coins shall
be a legal tender for all debts and dues, pub-
Jic and private, The act of July 14, 1890, en-
titled “An_act directing the purchase of
bullion and the issue of treasury notes there-
on, and for other purpo:es™is hereby re-

}"l:ce.u?'ided. that the secretary of the treas-
ury shail proceed '0 have coined all the sil-
ver bullion in the treasury purchased with
gilver orcoin certificates.

A prompt report is expected on -the
bill from that committee, and it will
take its place on the ealendar, following.
hundreds of other bills, aud: with about
as much chance of being reached in the
ordinary course of business as a bill to
bridge the Atlantic.

But the friends of the bill are stimu-
lated by the action of the senate to a
point near determination. They are
Democratic in the house by a large ma-
jority, and they hold that it would be
bad politics to allow a silver bill passed
by a Republican sepate to fail in a
Democratic house. Besides. they are
sore from their last failure, when they
attempted to get a cloture rule to force
a vete on the house silver bill.. So they
are going to insist on a s{)ec’lal ur{ler
from the rules committee that will give
the house a chance to vote squarely on
the free silver coinage proposition, and
some Southern members tonight assert
that not & wheel shall turn, not an ap-
propriation bill pass, and uot even a
further extension of appropriations
shall be made until they get that special
order.

On the other hand, the little.phalanx
of Democrats, under the lead of Tragy
and Williams, who so successfully re-
sisted the silver men before, are now
full of confidence. "They feel that they
can now ‘Lhave the active support of the
Republican members, who do not wish
to foree the president to pass upon the
bill before eiection day, and they are
already preparing for a test of endur-
ance. 'That is what it will amount to
from present indicatious, and the ques-
tion narrows down to one point, and
that is the ability of the silver men to
secure a quorum in the house. Itis
early yet to talk about the prospeets of
a veto, but one argument the silver men
are making to meet the point that their
fight is uselessly embarrassing now was
set out by Mr. Morgan yesterday when
he said that the presiaent was too high-
minded to resist the will of the people
in so important a matter.

TO CUT OFFICIAL SALARIES.

A Farmers' Alliance Congressman
Considers Them Too High,

Wasm~GToN, July l.—Representa-
tive Baker, of Kansas, today introduced
inthe house a bill to reduce the salaries
of officers and en:ployes of the govern-
ment service after March 4. 1803. Those
receiving a salary of $1,000 per annum
or less shall remain the same; from sal-
aries of §1,000 to $1,500, a reduction of 10
per cent is made; from $1,500 to §2.000, a
reduction of 20 per cent is made; from
$2,000 to $3,000, 25 per ceént. All above,
which are not mentioned in the bill,sball
be reduced 33% per cent. Salaries of
senators and members of congress are
reduced to £3,000 per annum, and the
speaker of the house to £5,000, the chief
justice of the United States £6,000, and
associate justices $6,500; cabinet offi-
cers, £6,000: vice president, 85,000, and
the president of the United States, $25,-
000 per annum.

WASHINGTON, July 1L.—It is under-
stood that the proposed international
monetary conference was one of the
subjects considered at today’s cabinet
meeting, and that the president has
practically decided to accept three.

NEW PENSION BILL.

WAsHINGTON, July 1.—Mr. Perkins,
by request, today introduced a bill di-
recting the secretary of the interior to
place on the pension rolls the names of
all Union soldiers who served not less
than ninety days in the war of the Re-
bellion, and to grant them pensions at
the rate of one ceft per manth for each
day of service. To pay these pensions
the secretary of the treasury is author-
ized to issue not exceediwg ¢150,000,000
of full legal tender greenbacks an-
nually.

~ Gen. Johuston has for the past twenty-
five years been engaged in educational
work, and for some time was professor
in an institute of learning at Tusca-
loosa, Ala. During the war he was a
brigadier general in the Confederate
army.

WasminGgToN,July 1.—The conferrees
on the riverand harbor bill have reached
an agreement. There were but two
points leftin dispute—the senate amend-
ments providing for the Dalles boat
railroad and the Lake Washingion
canal.

The interview to which Judge
Gresham refers was one in which he
stated that he agreed with the People’s
party on a great mauny things, but that
he did not agree with that party in all
its declarations. Thus the telegram
this evening received from the judge is
interpreted as meaning that he cannot
stand as a candidate on the St. Louis
platforin, since in his interview he
stated that he did not agree with that

The announcement that a telegram
had been received from the judga caunsed
considerable excitement laze this even-

ing, and when its contents became
known it was generally accepted
by the more conservative as

clearly indicaténg that Judge Gresham
did not desire his name to be longer
mentiened in this connection. . Consid-
erable stress is put upon his closing
sentence, “My name will not be pre-
sented to the convention.” = This is
accepted as being the expression of his
sincere desire in regard to the matter.

There are a few of the .mére enthusi-
astic Gresham men, however, who are
still disposed to believe that the judge
will: accept the nowmination if it be
tendered him, but these gentlemen ap-
pear to.lbe in a hopeless minority, and
the indications mnow are that this tele-
gram will be accepted as authoritative
and final and that the Gresham boom is
a thing of the past. .

TAUBENECK IS CAUTIOUS.

He Has No Word From Judge

OMAHA, July 1L.—The presidential
question is naturaily becoming the en-
grossing topic in this great gathering,
and the feeling of nnecerctainty as to the:
outcome is becoming one of positive
anxiety. The great popuiarity of Judge
Walter O. Gresham- makes his nomina-
tion practically certain in the eventof
his willingness to aceept, and so strong
is Gresham’s popularity becoming that
many of the conservative leaders are
fearful that the convention may be led
into the serious error of besiowing the
nomination upon a man who may sub-
sequently reject 1t.

Ignatius Donnelly expressed the senti-
ment of a strong element this evening.

him. If he is willing to accept and
make the fight on our platform, 1 think
there is but oue opinion as o the de-
sirability of his nomination; but until it
is known that he will accept. prudence:

This caution of Donnelly, which finds
an echo from nearly ail "the Peopie’s
party leaders, has had the effect of
slightly checking the Gresham move-
ment tonight.

OMmAHA, Neb., July 1.—The national
convention of the People’s party will
eonvene under inspiring cireumstances
that lend roseate hopes to the future.
The passage of the free silver bill by
the United States senate today is ac-
cepted by the delegates to the national
convention tonight as a vindication of
those vital principles of their organiza-
tion, and the demand for a greater cir-
calating medium among the common
people.

A Succession of Notable Vie-
tories Reach a Tre-
mendous Climax.

Harvard’s Crimson ’Vars.ty
Eight Trails in Far Be-
hind the-Blue.

The Victors Proved Their Su-
periority Over Ga}lant
but Weaker Men.

Yale Freshmen Inaugurate
the Day by an Inspiring
Win in the Rain.

New Loxpoxy, Conn., July 1.—This
has been a Yule week, with a Yale fin-
ish. Tuesday a base ball victory over
Harvard; this worning’s freshmen con-
- quest over Harvard ’95 in the annual
two-mile row on the ‘I'hames, and to put
a ¢loss finish on the whole season’s ag-
egregate of Yale’s achievements the rec-
ord of the Yale ’Varsity eight in turn-
ing the tables on the Harvard crew this
afternoon, leaving them even further
behiad than Yale was left last year—
and that is saying a good deal.

‘I'he Harvard men have fallen away
from their interpretation of the Cook
stroke which won for them last year,
and have substituted a faster but much
less effective method of oarsmanship
this season. Yale was avain the worthy
exponent of the dozged, rugged delib-
erate stroke which has pulled its rep-
resentatives’ sheil across the line ahead
SO many times in so many years.

A criticism ot either Yale’s blade or
body work is diffieult. The crew which
won for the blue is called the most per-
fectly drilled which ever represented
it. Harvard’s oarmanship, however,
was unsteady, while the stroke set by
Lyman was followed moderately well.
The in-board work of the Harvard men
was of a highly unsatisfactory order,
s The Inharmonicus Action
was jarring to even the unpracticed eye
at times. An analysis of the stroke of
both crews submitted this evening by
the well-known Yale coach and rowing
authority, George St. Jolin Sheffield,
discloses the following facts:

Yale caught the water and rowed the
first hundred yards st the rate of 374
strokes a minute, droppicg them to 36,
. which was held until the first mile was

completed. During the next mile it
rowed an uniform stroke of 35, dropping
then to 34 until the last mile, when it

A finished strong at 36.

'~ Harvard, broke away at 39, which.it
kept up for half a mile. Itthen fell off
to 37, increasing to 38 on the first half of
the second mile. It then gradually
dropped to 33 at the beginning ot the
last mile, when it braced wonderfully,
finishing at 38.

All the afternoon excursion trains
brought loads of people, who were soon
transferred to the biz passenger
steamers. The water was perfectly
smooth, the air clear and the tide at
full ebb. A strong breeze was blowing
from the north at the backs of the
crews as they rowed down stream with
the tide. All these circumstances were
highly favorable to the lighter and live-
lier crew of Yale, and adveise to Har-
vard’s beefier and stronger oarsmen,

It Was Yale’s Year
to choose vetween the east and west
course,’and sne selected the former.
The sun was breaking through the
clouds at just 5 o’clock when both Yale
and Harvard brought their shells down
to the landings at their quarters, and at
almost exactly the same second stepped
into them Coutrary to general expee-
pesi-
tions. Harcvard was there first, pulling
lazily across the river to their piace.
Yale had to row down half a mile, and
came to place with that regular, easy
stroke whieh has disarmed criticism for
the past mnonth. g

‘The observation train made.its ap-
pearance as the referee’s word was
given, and sixteen oars dug into the
water at 5:17. Harvard’s  spry stroke
Csecurea a_ hold _ first, and_the crimson
took the lead. For the first hundred
yards she kept 1t, pulling a thirty-nine
stroke, while Yale’s was about thirty-
eight. Yale splashed badly and the
boat rolled a litile, while Harvard got
off comparatively smoothly. At a hun-
dred and fifty yards from the start the
Yale prow had

Yale had found its form.
quickened its stroke a little, making a
desperate fight before relinquishing the
lead. In so doing she dropped into bad
form, causing the boat to roll, and pro-
gress was impeded by its perceptible
jerks. For fifty yards Harvard gave an
extremely poor exhibition. Both crews
at this point settled into the stroke
which has characterized their rowing 1n
practice all the spring—Harvard with a
quick, speedy dash and Yale with a de-
liberate, powerful force whicu made a
‘p.;gp between the two shells at every

ip.

At the first half mile Yale was rowing
half alength in the lead, with both
crews exhibiting the finest burst of
speed witnessed during the entire race,
except possibly at the finish. Yale con-
tined its effective spurt during the sec-
ond half mile, while Harvard fell back
a little. When Yale’s shell passed the
first mile pole it was three lengths
ahead. The Harvard stroke had taken
a surprising drop down to thirty-five,
while Galaudet’s oars struck the water
with 1netrical regularity thirty-seven
times a minute. Yale took matters a
trifie more easy from the mile to the
mile and a half post, and the

Gap Between the Shells
remained little changed. Yale was
I four lengths ahead at the two-mile post,
which marked the conclusion of half
the race. Yale was pulling a trifle
more vigorously. The Harvard coxs-
wain was seized with a fit-of- crooked
steering which brought his boat toward
the Westishore, leaving Yale near the
center of the stream with the full ad-
vantage of breeze and tide.

At the two-and-a-half-mile post Yale
had placed fully eight lengzths of clear
water between her stern and the Har-
vard bow.

The affliction which overtook Har-
vard’s oarsmen at this particular point
of the race was splashing. For a hun-
dred {ards they pulled like freshmen
ingthis respect. Yale crept stead-
ily ahead, pulling an aggravatingly
easy stroke, while their
skell glided over the river’s surface with
toboggan-like smoothness. Along by
the. three-mile flag Lyman and Japt,
Kellton, Harvard’s Nos. 8 and 7, swung
badly out of sha&a& In their desper-
ation to urge the t along at a win-
ning pace, each set a different stroke
ggr the men behmd:

THE FRESHMAN RACE,

Yale Lads Outrow:
Handily.

NEw Loxbpox, Conn., July 1.—At the
tinte appointed for the freshman race
this morning the conditions as regards
wind, wave and tide were almost per-
feet, save for rain, which came down
quite heavily and continued so duri ng
and after the race. Harvard won, and
chose the middle course. Yale, with see-
ond choice, selected the west, and Co-
lumbia was given the east course.

Au-11:30 each crew had taken its seat
in the shells and were ready for the
word in five minutes.- In the midst of
a pouring rain and in the face ofa
strong northwest wind, the word was
given a little atter 12 o’clock. At the
referee’s pistol shot, the crews got
away without a pereeptible splash.
Columbia caught the water first, though
a powerful stroke of Yale’s sent the
boat with the blue-tipped oars at once
to the lead. The three crews all took a
fast stroke, varyving from thirty-nine to
forty-one to the minute, for the first
quarter mile, and at the end of the dis-
tance were prettily bunched, Yale lead-
ing by a few yards and Coiumbia and
Harvard almost tied, the former per-
haps a trifle in the lead. -

Between this and the three-fourths of
a mile flag the great change came in the
relative position of the erews. Yale
dropped her stroke to thirty-eight,
which seemingly was her most effective
number. Both the Harvard and Co-
lumbia eights rowed their forty-to-the-
minute stroke. Yale seemed to gain at
every dip of her oars, and was two
lengths ahead of her rivals when the
third quarter of the first mile had been
rowed. Then Columbia was leading
Harvard by about a third of a boat’s
length.

As the mile post was passed Yale was
still gaining, and Harvard was rapidly
filling the breach between her boat and
that of Columbia. The Yale stroke was
nere again quickened to . forty, which
was the number still adhered to by both
the other crews. Just after-starting on
the last mile Columbia braced again,
but the stroke was jerky and jagged at
the finish, and though the Loat shot
ahead of Harvard, the keel was uneven.

At the bezinning of the last half mile,
the fast stroke set by all three began to
tell to each on the crews. Columbia’s
coxswain ploughed out a crooked path
for the shell. steering wildly toward the
center of the course. Harvard gained
rapidly, but the physical pessibilities of
the Columbia men began to tell in spite
of their heavy handicap of crooked
steering and a rough stroke, and they
once more drew away fromn the Crim-
sons. Yale held her own to the finish,
pulling evenly and runninz the boat
along at a uniform rate of thirty-three
strokes a minute. She finished about
eight lengths ahead of Columbia, who
led Harvard by two and a half lengths.
The official time as announced was:
Yale, 12:431¢; Columbia, 12:20; Har-
vard, 12:28.
