THE 6TEWART BOOM.

Wires Being Carefully Placed to
Electrify It.

Omaha, July I.—The announcement
of Hon. A. J. Streeter, of Illinois, to-
night that he did not believe Judge
Gresbam would accept the presiden-
tial nomination, and that in the
event of his refusal he was
in favor of United States
Senator Stewart, of Nevada, has caused
the Stewart boom to receive quite an
impetus. It is becoming very evident
that the delegates from the silver states
of the West willgive Senator Stewart
very earnest support, and in the event
of Gresham being stricken from the list
itis probable Weaver and Stewart will
be the leading candidates.

The drift of sentiment at this time is
decidedly in favor of Weaver as be-
tween these two, but there ar« careful
preparations being made to spring a
formidable Stewart boom Sunday. Hon.
Lee Crandall, of Washington, D. C,
one of the leaders of the silver league,
is in the city and appears to have
charge of Senator Stewart's canvass,
lie announces that he has had a long
conversation with the Nevada senator,
and that there is no doubt of his willing-
ness to accept the nomination and make
the campaign on the People's party
platform if the convention decides to
select him.

Gen. A. J. Warner, of Ohio, a veteran
in the free coinage movement, is on his
way to this city to make the nomination
of Gen. Stewart, and when this fact
came to public knowledge touight. it
created a great deal of discussion, as it
was at once accepted as an evidence
that the powerful silver league had de-
cided upon Senator Stewart, ofNevada,
as the presidential candidate of the
People's party ifitcould exert the in-
fluence necessary to control the conven-
tion.

There is, however, a slight disposition
on the part of the delegates from the
great South, as well as on tbe part of
the representatives of the Knights of
Labor and the various industrial organ-
izations of the East, to resent this at-
tempt of the silver league to assume
charge so soon of the destinies
of the People's party. They point
to the fact that at the na-
tional conventions of both the
Democratic and Republican parties
this same league appeared on the
ground, and practically assured each of
these parties of its support in case it
would incorporate a free coinage plank
inits platform.

Candidates Talk From Wagons in
. London.

''

London', July I.— The present gener-
ation has seen.no general election which
will be so hotly contested as the one
now proceeding. Party spiritis so em-
butered that open conflicts on
the streets are prevented only
by the restraints of th« judi-
cious . system now existing ...for
the control of election uroceerlnre.

Political. feeling boils over at all the
meetings, especially when they are held
in;rooms. /Ihe candidates are howled
down, .rowdyism is rampant aud the
assemblages broken up.

Many, of the candidates find it neces-
sary to adopt the plan of making tours
of their district in wagons and
speaking to the audiences . in ,the,
open air. where they generally get a
hearing. These often impromptu gather-
ings larteiy occur in the districts in
London inhabited by workiuguien
where organized bands of bullies a/c
bribed to incite riot. When the as-
semblages are addressed from wagons
these bullies do not have time to ar-
range their plans to interfere, and the
candidate makes, his speech and gets
away before the leaders of bullies can
get their gangs together. ..; 1:

Enormous sums of money are being
spent by both Conservatives and Lib-
erals ivhidden ways, so as to evade the
:bribery act. The Liberals charge that
the Conservatives, whose, purse is
ampler than anything ', the Liberal ex-
ecutive can obtain, are running paid
socialist and labor candidates tobreak
the Liberal vote. As a matter of
fact the list of both socialist -and :
labor candidates who are standing for
election has become thinned during th?
week.. Tonight's close presents thirty-
three labor candidates, including those
who are seeking re-election. Seven ofj
them nave no chance of success, and i
their only aim is to spoil the chance ot
the Liberals standing ivtheir districts.
Thus there are only twenty-six genuine
labor candidates' in the field, of which
number '.only fourteen are likely to be
elected, making :the labor vote in the
next .'parliament of about jthe same
value it was in the last. '..-' The socialists are scarce. Several pose

has absolutely vanished. Still the labor
question is the front plank in 5 the plut-

plies to the others. They advocate the
establishment ofan eight-hour day,' the
creation of a labor minister and the
taxation of ground rents. They also ad-

The trades unions are suspicious as to
the Conservative pledges and continue
to incline toward the Liberal candi-
dates.

They assert that bis arraignment o
the educated and upper ciasses is more
than justified l>y the history of the
country within the past fiftyyears, and
that Mr. Gladstone has nobly vindicated
the right and the ability of the common
people of Great Britain to control and
direct the affairs of the nation. There
is no doubt that Mr. Gladstone struck a
most popular keynote. There is a tre-
mendou.s rush today tor his BBtfech, and
it is already being made ready in pam-
phlet form for distribution throughout

where in their appeals to the voters.
