BASSETT'S RKCORD.

A Farm Laborer's Attempt to En-
ter the Medical Profession.

Eugene A. Bassett has quite a strong
array of witnesses and documentary

evidence to confront in his trial before
Judge Edgerton and a juryin the Unit-
ed States district court. Atthe open-
ing of the case yesterday. Attorney
Lane moved a dismissal of the case on
the theory that the indictment does not
allege that the indecent and immoral
circulars had been sent toany particular
person by means of the federal mails.
This motion was overruled. Assistant
United States Attorney Edgerton
called Henry B. Weimbeck to the
stand. Mr. Lane objected on the
ground that he is jointlyindicted with
Bassett, and the government was not at
liberty to put him on the stand to prove
his case. It was also urged by Lane
that lie had been appointed by the court
to defend the case, mid had not asked
for a severance, and technically might
be considered the attorney of Weimbeck
also. The. district attorney stated that
he would dismiss the case as to Weim-
beck, and had already moved for the
trial of Bassett. After some discussion
it was conceded by Mr. Lane that the
witness might proceed with his testi-
mony.

Weimbeck stated that he had entered
into an agreement with Bassett in May,
1691. tolhe.*!ffectthat he would put s2so
at the disposal of Basset, inconsidera-
tion of a note for the amount, properly
indorsed. In turn for this he was to be
instructed inmedicine and the method of
treating diseases by Bassett. He was
a farm laborer, andMfad come to St.
Paul from the country to a business
college and tit himself to go into a
wholesale house and work himself up.
He met Bassett at a boarding house on
Tenth street, and was told by him that
he would teach him how to treat dis-
eases. The business was honorable
and the witness thought he would be-
come a physician so that he could get
rich. Weimbeck went into the office
and addressed several hundred envel-
opes into which he placed the circulars
that purported to give criminal informa-
tion and placed them in the mail under
instructions from Bassett. Two of the
printed circulars of Dr. and Mrs.
Mantol were identified as being sent
through tl.e niails. Bassett had fur-
nished iitina list of names to whom the
circulars were to be sent. The circulars
themselves gave instructions for pro-
curing capsules to be used for criminal
purposes and represented that they
could be had by writingor applying to
Dr. Mantol at St. Paul.

Detective Mason testilied that Bassett
had showed him the capsules and tola
him of his plans of sending out circu-
lars.

Bassett took the stand and slated that
be was only the agent for Dr. and Mrs.
Mantol, who lived in Chicago, and who
visited his office several times. He told
Weimbeck not to send the circulars out
after Dr. Mantol left the city, as they
belonged to Mrs. Mautol. On cross-
examination, he asked the protection of
the court when asked how many times
he had been in the penitentiary, but
beint: informed that he must answer,
said he had been in the Stilhvater peni-
tentiary and the lowa penitentiary. He
denied telling Mason anything about
the circulars or the capsules.

The sheriff of Howard county, In-
diana, the assistant postmaster and
county attorney of Cresco, Ind., as well
as several other persons from abroad
are here as witnesses in the case.

air. Edgerton had several letters that
had been sent by Mantel containing
circulars, and had them on exhibition
in the court room, but had not intro-
duced them in evidence. In gathering
up the papers when court adjourned
these letters were missing. Bassett
was asked to lOOK in his pockets and see
ifhe had the letters. This angered the
man, and iie demanded to know ifhe
was accused of stealing the letters.
The district attorney said he did
not so charge. Bassett emptied his
pockets, but the missing letters were
not produced, neither were they found.

KERKER SHUT OFF.

The City Comptroller Just Now
Cutting a Wide Swarth.

The name of J. T. Kerker, clerk of the
board of public works, was stricken
from the pay rollby McCardy yester-
day. The reason given is that no rec-
ord was sent to the council of the ap-
pointment of Kerker. The law under
which the clerk is appointed provides
that he shall be appointed at a salary
fixed by the board and approved by the
council. Mr. Kerker filed his bond with
the city clerk and has been drawing his
pay since appointed. The pay roll, on
which his name appears, has been ap-
proved each month, but McCardy in-
sists that the council must be formally
notified before he can pay the salary.
This President Gorman says will be
done at the next council meeting.

FHE KNIFEJT WORK,
Salaries Slashed of Court

House Custodian and
Engineer.

Hon. Pat Eg-an Eloquently
Pleads Before the Reform

Majority,

But in Vain, for He Is Now
Minus an Assist-

ant.

West Side Business Men Or-
ganize for Mutual Pro-

tection.

The promised retrenchment and re-
form was begun yesterday by the joint
committee on city hall and court house.
Itremained for Aid. Z immerman to set
the bali inoperation, and it would seem
that the stated plan of procedure is to
"make haste slowly." The ax fell
upon the neck of an under employe,
whose salary is comparatively inconse-
quential. He is summarily dismissed
from service, ostensibly as an economic
measure, but the suspicion obtains that
itis to make room for a favorite, or to
pay a political debt at some time in the
near future. Then theie were two em-
ployes of the committee whose salaries
were shaved, and two that were in-
creased. The victim to the former is
the chief engineer ot the building,
upon whom, itis asserted by the most
competent junges, more responsibility
rests than upon all the rest of ths em-
ployes combined.
Itha;l been anticipated that there

would be a general tearing up, but it
transpired that the officials in domina-
tion have not yet decided as between
candidates lor appointments. This de-
veloped when tbe mayor suggested that
all applications be laid over, and one of
the niember.-j,grasuiug the point.ciuickly
made a motion to that effect. The sub-
ject came up through the secretary's
reading the application of John Lun-
den, who hankers for a position as jani-
tor. His friends claim that he was a
rampant Wright hustler in the cam-
paign, and that he should, thereefore,
be. recognized. But the brakes were
shut down quick, and the applications
all went ovu- without reading.

Commissioner Mitsch raised the point
that the library board should keep its
own rooms in repair, and he insisted
that such was the agreement when the
library board was uiven permission to
occupy the rooms. The board has a per
cent of tax collections to meet such in-
cidental expenses, it is urged, but the
committee took no definite action.

Then came the Zimmerman resolu-
tion. It was carefully drawn up and
ievised. The object, it was related,
was to establish a new salary schedule.
The compensation of custodian and
chief engineer were reduced from
$1,800 a year to 51,200, and the salaries
of the firemen were increased from §50
a month to §00. The resolution aiso
abolished the office of assistant custo-
dian.

While he was not surprised in the
least by the movement. Commissioner
Mitchmoved to amend so as to increase
so as to increase the salary of the chief
engineer §1,500. He wished to make a
compromise, and, in support of his
amendment, he arguedthat the position
of chief engineer involves' a matter of
great responsibility. The position re-
quires an accomplislied and experi-
enced mechanic, and" th« presefrt in-
cumbent sa"Ves the amount of his com-
pensation many times over to the city.

This brought out Assemblyman Daly.
He. thought the salaries of custodian
and chief engineer sHoaid be alike.
While he favored a reduction, he would
oppose making a distinction between
the two.

Custodian Egan took the floor and
requested to be. hiard,;,He was granted
the permission, ancLJ^, then exclaimed
that he did not desire to speak for him-
self, as he should probably leave the
employ of the committee, but he felt it
incumbent upon him to bespeak a fair
lreatme.it to his successor, no matter
who he might be. lie went on at some
length toshow the need of an assistant
custodian.

Commissioner Wright also fancied
that there should be an assistant in
order to facilitate matters,but the mayor
felt differently, and at this juncture
Mr. Mitsch withdrew his amendment.
Despite this, however. Aid. Zimmerman
felt impelled to fortify his position by
giving further reasons for his course.
He asserted that he had been waited
upon by a hundred citizens who cry out
under their burdens of taxation. They
had importuned him to do all inhis
power to give relief,by cutting down
expenses, and it was his purpose to ac-
complish the desired end.

The mayor settled the matter by ex-
plaining that janitors may be called
upon to perform the office ot assistant
custodian and the resolution was passed,
Mr. Liedman voting ag inst because he
<ipi»osed raising the" pay of the firemen.
The pay rolls and usual bills were
passed and after ihe mayor announced
the appointment of these, standing com-
mittees the committee adjourned.

M'OARDY'S '•NOTIONS"

Robs a Poor Widow ofMoney lie-
gaily learned.

The June pay roll of the Dolice de-
partment, duly approved by the chief,
was sent to the comptroller's offico
Thursday afternoon. Among the
names on the roll was that of BridgetT.
Cummings, matron at the central sta-
tion at a salary of $50 per month. When
the pay roll was presented to the assem-
bly itwas seen Comptroller McOardy
had drawn a line through the name of
Mrs. Cummings and deducted §50 from
the total amount of the pay roll. From
tins it is evident McCardy does not in-
tend Mrs. Cummings shall receive any
pay for her work as matron at the sta-
tion.

The Maypay rollof the police depart-
ment passed the council June 6, a day
before McCardy took charge, but he did
what lie could inpreventing the woman
from getting her salary by withholding
the warrant. On June 14 the comptroller
notified the assembly of his action, say-
inghe considered the appointment con-
trary to law. His communication was
referred to a special committee, 'and
when the matter was considered by
them a writtenopinion was give.n by the
corporation attorney. This opinion
stated the appointment was legal and
the objections of the comptroller would
not stand in court. The committee,
being composed of "reformers," and as
such having an exalted opinion of Mc-
Cardy, gave the opinion of the corpora-
tion attorney but little attention. When
asked about the matter in the committee
room McCardy said he had a "notion of
his own" notwithstanding the statement
of the legal department. Inorder to
bolster up this notional official inhis
position the committee reported, ifthe
comptroller refused to pay the salary,
suit could be brought against the city.

Mrs. Cununings is a widow woman
with six children to support, and has
given much of her time, both day and
night, to properly attend to the duties
of the office since her appointment.
Just why she should be singled out and
her salary refused when other members
of the department get their pay, is a
mystery.

On the same pay roil from which the
name of Mrs. Cummings was erased, is
the name of W. J. Tolly, janitor at the
central station, at the same salary as
the matron. Tullyis a recent appoint-
ment of "our gallant colonel," a man
being discharged to make room for him,
and this may be the reason ins appoint-
ment is all right and his name is not
crossed off.
