A Bichloride of Gold Club
Was Formally Organized
' Last Night.

Bright red war is again hoveringg@ver
the Minueapolis board of education.
Prof. J. Crombie, on the eve of his de-
partuce from Minneapolis, has deliv-
ered himself of a philippie that will
rouse all true friends of the public
school system in Minneapolis—provided
they be unable to see the motive thai
actuates Prof. Crombie, which stands
put as clearly as a towering mountain
peak on a level plain.

Prof, Crombie has been principal of
theCentral high school for seven years.
Last year he had a goond deal of trouble
with the board of education and some
of the teachers in the Central high
school. It was a question then whether
he would retain his position. But in-
fluences were brought to bear that kept
him where he was then. This yeara new
superintendent was elected, and it be-
came almost a certainty that Prof.
Crombie would not be retained as prin-
cipal of the Central high school. He did
not make application for another term,
but secured a position elsewhere. He
Is-mow about to depart to take charge of
another school. Before going, in a fit
of pique, for other than that it cannot
be counsidered, he delivers himself of
extreme aenunciation and wholesale
criticism of the board of education.

Prof. Crombie says that all friends of
the Minneapolis schools will look for-
ward to the coming -vear with the
gravest apprehension, He says that
the board of education, by transferring
pome fifteen prinecipals of schools to
other buildings, is doing work that will
have a serious effect upon the schools.
He urges, as an argument in support
of his statement. that many states
bhave passed laws waking the posi-
tion of a good teacher permanent
and that all educators agree that the
best® results are always attained by
keeping good teachers, once they have
been secured. Prof. Crombie’s argu-
ment is a little weak here, as none of
the teachers whose cases have been
cited by him have Leen discharged.
They have been simply transferred to
other schools where, in the judgment
of the board and of the superin-
tendent, they will be able to do better
work. Butitis the coudition ig which
the Central high school will be left by
his departure that is ‘keeping Prof.
Crombie awake nights. What he says
of that school would not merit repitition
were it not for the manifest egotism of
his utterantes: He says:

“The boards has done some very
strange things in connection with the
teachers of this school. They dropped
some of my Dbest teachers absolutely
without warning, so <that now, when
positions elsewhere are, in general,
filled for the coming year, these teazh-
are without positions. ‘When asked
why these first-class teachers had
been dropped, the first explana-
ticn given was that the mnumber
of teachers was too large and this
was simpdy a plan to redtice their num-
ber. 1t was evident, however, that the
reason would not do, for there were
enough ¢eachers resigning to have given
R place to all who were dropped, and
the board filled these vacancies with
outside teachers. On being pressed for
the real reason for dropping one of these
good teachers, a member of the board
paid it was on account of ‘offensive
partisanship.” This is a very small
reason and e can only speculate on
the character of men with whom such a
reason would have weight, when the in-
terests of 25,000 children are entrusted
1o their care. It is given out that the
force of teachers in the Central high
school for next:year is now complete.
If that is true, the board have acted

either in absolute ignorance of
the needs  of the school or
with  the purpose of injur
ing it. As matters now sland there

will be in the building, next year, 235
pupils in Latin unorovided with a
teacher. Where vacaucies have oc-
curred in the position of Latin teachers,
the board have appointed teachers who
have no knowledge of Latin, or of teach-
ing it. This will either - render it nec-
essary to deprive all these pupils of
work in Latin, or, what practically
amounts to the same thing, place
them in charge of a teacher knowing
little or nothing of the subject. The
{;lnu might work 1n a country school,

ut nothere. The Central high school,
of this ¢ity, is said by many very emi-
nent authorities to be the best high
school in the United States. Its magnifi-
cent scholarship has been made possi-
ble only by, baving as teachers special-
ists in every study—those whose life
work has Dbeen devoted to one or two
studies only, and who, in their special
lines, are authority. To think of drop-
ping back into the methods of the
country school makes me sick at heart.
Then, too, it has been my policy to
stréngthen the corps of teachers in this
school Dby increasing the number of
strong men in charge of the large
rooms. ‘There is not a reputable
high  sehool in the country
in which at Jeast one-third to haif the
teachers are not men. The boys and
girls are under the charge of women
teachers from the time they enter
school, at six years of age, until they
reach the high school. There they
ought to come under the influence of a
few strong and scholarly men. By res-
ignation, transfer or dismissal- all but
one of the men teachers in charge of
large rooms have been removed and
their places supplied by women.”

Prof. Crombie also volunteers the in-
formation tnat he would not have re-
mained in Minneapolis this year any-
bow. But he was not asked to remain,
and Minneapolis will probably manage
10 *“‘rub along” without him. He takes
}mins to'become personal in his remarks.

Ie praisos Directors Pratt and Austin,
and roasts zll the others. He dcplores
the fact that some of them will hold
office for four years and a half yet.

In his judgment, the only salvation
for the schools of Minneapolis lies in
the abolition by the next legislature of
the present school board and the enact-
ment of a law making the members of
the board of education appointive by
the ijudges of the district court. He
says that the present board of educa-
tion has struck the schools a blow from
which they will not recover for years.

Prof. Jordan, the new superintend-
ent, could not be found last night, that
he might be given a chance to reply to

* this outburst on the part of Prof.
Crombie. But A. T. Ankeny, the pres-
ident of the board of education, and a
Inan who has- done as much for the
Minneapolis schools and who has the
interest of the schools as much at heart
as Prof. Crombie or any other man who
works for the schools on a salary, was
found. This fs what he said:

*What Prof. Crombie may say or do
will not make the slightest difference
with the board of education. He no

 doubt feéls somewhat disgruntled be-

cause Dr. Bradley was not retained and
because he (Dr.-Bradiey) was not given
the place made vacant by the with-
~drawal of Prof. Crombie. Many of the

changes which have been made were*
suggested Ly Prof. Crombie himself,

and it ill becomes him to spit fire in

this way. Had he been given his own

way when he was on the beard he
would have put in the places of some of
the best teachers voung men fresh from

the Eastern colleges—men who had not
had any experience. There has been

too much of that sort of thing in_the

past, and the board of education pro-

poses to see that a 'halt is called right
now. Prof. Jordan has been given his

own way in regard to makiug changes,

and we propose to stand by him and aid
him all we can.”,

meeting and a sppper. but no
organization was formed. Last might
the graduates who live in Minneapolis |
met again and formed the Minneapolis
Bi-Chloride of Gold Club No. 100. Offi-
cers were elected as follows: President,
J. E. Merritt; vice presigent, Freeman
oP. Lane; secretary, S. BHall; treas-
urer, H. B. Cramer.

Abaut a month ago the old Bennett
seminary property, corner of Park av-
enue and Tenth sfreet, was secured by
Dee Laroo Wilsbn and Keeley 1nsti-
tute for the treatment of victims of
drink and narcotics was established by
authority of Dr. Leslie E. Keeley, the
proprietor of the Dwight institute and
the owner of the remedies.

SCANDINAVIAN SINGERS.

They Will Have a Convention in
New York and Two Northwest-
ern Festivals.

The United Scandinavian Singers of
America hold their annual convention
in New York on the Fourth of July, and
delegates will arrive in that city this
morning. Three delegates ave in at-
tendance from Minneapolis: T. E. Nel-
son, of the Nordmandenes Sangforen-
ing; Victor Nelson, of Orpheus, and
Gus Wicklund, of the Svenska Sang
Qvarteten. The matter of greatest im-
portance at this meeting will be the
making of arrangements for the next
festival, to be held in Chicago during
the world’s fair, and the adjusting of
financial matters, which also includes
the deficit of the Minneapolis festival.

Wiile the U. S. S. of A.are having
their convention in New York, the
branch, as it may be called. whieh isthe
Northwestern Scandinavian Singers’
association which was organized last
fall at Sioux Falls, S. D., will be hold-
ing its first "annual festival in Sioux
Falls on the 12th, 13th and 14th inst.
Tins organization is made up of socie-
ties now belonging to the National
Union of U. S. S. of A., and takesin
the states of Minnesota, Iowa, Neb-
raska and both Dakotas. 1t is ex
pected that there will be an attendance
of about 500 singers at this-festival, and
a great deal of interest is aroused over
tbe prospects. 1t will be finally decided
at the convention to be held on the 13th
whether this organization shall be inde-
pendent in the future. Of musical organ-
izations outside of singing societies that
will be in attendance is the K. P. band
of Sioux City, lo., and, it is rumored,
the Normanna band, of this city. The
only thing that seems to be an obstacle
to the attendance of the Normanna
band is the matter of traveling ex-
penses. Unless sufficient funds can be
raised at the concert they are to give
to give this evening at Normanna hall
the probabilities are that they will not
attend. Another organization that is
working hard to raise funds for the
purpose of attending this festival from
this city is the Norwegian Glee club.
It also gives a concert at Dauia hall
Friday evening, the 8th inst. It
will be assisted by the Cecilian quar-
tette, Normanna band and W. B. Heath,
Much interest is evinced in this event,
as the club will compete for the prize
banner, presented by the ladies of
Sioux Falls. The Fjelde sisters of this
city are making it. On the 21st inst. an-
other Scandinavian singing festival will
be inanzurated in Minneapolis. Itis
that formed by the Secandinavian Lu-
theran church choirs of the Northwest.
They caiculate to have a chorus of
about 300 voices.

ALL GUESS WORK.

Another Day of Figuring on the
Garbage Question.

Another struggle with the garbage
question, another overruling of Ald.
Schwartz’s desires, and, in prospect,
another long debate in the city council.

Yesterday afternoon. the committee
on health and hospitals, with the addi-
tion of one alderman from each ward,
discussed the report made by the health
and hospitals committee last Thursday
night. L. Heberle piaced before the
cominittee a modification of his bid for
the removal of the garbaze. In his first

bid bhis offer was to carry out-
side the city limits all the waste
matter of the city for $10

per carload, provided he should be sup-
phied with an average of ten carloads a
day. Yesterday he cut down the mini-
mum to six cars during the summer
months, and two carloads a day during
the six inonths of winter. The health
and hospitals committee has been fig-
uring on this problemm on the basis of
ten cars per day. The majority of the
members of the commifgtee think that it
will average that. Figuring it en that
basis, the bid of James MacMullen, who
offers to carry out the garbage for $18,-
200 a year and maintain his own dumps,
charging for the privilege of using the
dumps, is much the lower. But
Ald. Schwartz is one of those
who maintain that the average
will fall far below ten cars
a day. Itis possible that the amount of
garbage to bee hauled might be so littie
that Heberle’s bid would be mueh the
cheapet. But there isthat element of
uncertainty, and that is why the alder-
men have practically declined to con-
sider Heberle’s bid further. Under the
MacMullen contract the producer of the
garbage must pay 40 cents for the priv-
ilege of depositing a two-horse load at
the dump, and 20 cents for a one-horse
load. Ald. lngenhutt and Ald. Me-
Guire of the committee yesterday
joined Ald. Schwartz in calling these
charges too high. Ald. Brazie tried to
argue that this dumpage charge would
come out of the man who hauled the
garbage, not out of the householder
or - producer, but this sort of
reasoning, like the protectionists’ argu-
ment that the roreign exporter pays the
tariff, wou!d not be swallowed. When
the other aldermen argued that these
dumpage charges were too high, Ald.
Brazie urged that the making eof this
charge would induce many people to
burn their kitchen garbage and send
their stable manure into the country,
so that it would entail no extra hardship
upon them. He temporarily lost sight
of the fact that he was making an argu-
ment for the Heberle bid then by show-
ing how the amount of waste to be
hauled away would be small.

As a matter of fact,a good deal of
these figuring on these bids is guess
work on the part of both the partisans
of MacMullen and his opponents. Noth-
ing will demonstrate how costly this
plan of dislposing of the garbage will be
but actual experiment. The plan is
practicable and is admitted to be a good
one. MacMullen’s bid will probably
be accepted at the next meeting of the
couneil,as;the committee yesterday de-
cided to recommend such action. To
carry out the contract the city must pay
him an average, for five years, of $18,-
200, and £1,000 a year additional for car-
ing for the dead animals. It is estim-
ated that MacMullen will collect from
the usersof the dump, from the people
of Minneapolis whoj create garbage

about #18.000 annually. Whether they’
wiil stand this tax is a question. The
city attorney will be asked if the city
has a right to give MacMullen the right
to so tax them. At that MacMullen says
that e will make no money out of - the
deal. He declares that it will cost him
$12.47 for every carload of garbage he
hauls out of the city, and that he ~will
et from the city and the people of the
city only £11.50 a car. He is, according
to that, paying the city 97 cents a ear
for the privilege of hauling the garbage
away. But MacMullen hasan immense
tractof land outside the city limits. All
the garbage will be deposited on‘that,
anggfrom this land MacMuilen expects
to zet his return for the money ex-
pended.

1t would look more prob-
able if the skinon Von Seifert’s head
was broken. The scalp was not cut, but
the skull was fractured. That could
scarcely happen unless the man had
been struck with something soft buat
heavy, like a sand bag.

Nic Brandenbusch, the man who was
arrested for drunkenness, and who was
one of the two men who left Cussler’s
saloon withVon Seifert Thursday night,
was sent to the workhouse yesterday.
He says he knows nothing about Von
Seifert’s injury. e left the latter as
socn as they went away from the sa-
loon.  Another man named Fred Hippy
was with Von Seifert. The police are
now lookine for Hippy. Brandenbusch
thinks that Von Seifert had Jittle mon-
ey. Brandenbuschis a quiet sort of
fellow, well known to the police, and
they do not connect him with the pos-
sible murder. Coroner Byrnes will
probably impannel a jury tomorrow and
await develapments.
