ALL AREJEADERS,
The Alliance Party Bears a

Striking Resemblance to
the Mugwumps.

Donnelly andr the People's
Party Have Swallowed

the Owen Voters.

Editor Heatwola Discusses
the Chances of a Repub-

lican in the Third,

And Decides That He Is a
Brave Man Who Takes

the Nomination.

The event of the present week in
state politics bids fair to be the Alliance
state convention, called to meet in New-
market hall, in this city, on Thursday.
The call fixes the number of delegates

at 286, aud less than half ofthis number
have been chosen up to the present mo-
ment, and it is very doubtful, indeed,
whether any conventions willbe held in
many of the counties which were swept
so clean by S. M.Owen two years ago.

-
A great many strong and independ-

ent men have gone into this movement
with the idea and for the purpose of
heading off the Sage »f Nininger in his
wildcareer of machine rule, but itlooks
as though a mistake had been made.
The fact of the matter or the situation
is, that the People's party has swal-
lowed the entire rank and file of the
Alliance party ot 1800. Considering the
allegiance of the People's party to such
schemes as the sub-treasury plan, it
may be considered too bad that such is
the case, but this reflection does not im-
prove things in the least. BourkeCockran, the eloquent Tammany orator,
in criticizing the mugwumps" in his
celebrated speech at the late Chicago
convention, declared that they were all
leaders and that there were no mug-
wump privates. This is pretty nearly
the situation in the Alliance party
which willhold its convention in St.
Paul this week. There will be plenty
of leaders on hand, but the private's
who say little and do the voting will be
absent.
Itis needless to remark that a politi-

cal party, though its leaders may be
able, honest and sincere, must have
followers oritcannot long exist.

And followers are just what the Al-
liance party lacks. There was a tune
when she had some 60,000 votes, but the
the organization of the new party has
taken so nearly all of the great Owen
vote of 1890 that the Alliance party will
make a great mistake ifit nominates a
ticket. No ticket can be named by
Thursday's convention that will take
away any number of votes from the
People's party, while itmay draw from
a party that willenter the coining cam-
paign on the same lines as ths Alliance
party of two years ago.

The statements made above may be
considered strong by the anti-Donnelly
men. but they willbe willing to hear
evidence on the subject. The first wit-ness called to the stand willbe Senator
Jay La Due, the well-known andstraightforward representative ot the
Alliance in Rock county. Senator La
Due was in the city last week, and was
asked his opinion of the proposed Alli-
ance convention.
"Ishall probably attend the conven-

tion," said Mr. La Due, "butIdo not
know whether 1shall be a delegate or
not. All the Alliance voters of two
years ago have gone into: the People's
party, and scarcely any remain outside
to elect delegates 'to the convention
which willbe held in Market Hall next
week.''

Senator La Due told.ot^ a meeting of
the farmers hi hUi'jjeiglt&jrhood recent-
ly, where the Alliance question was
considered. He Wiuuiot infavor ofcer-
tain features of the People's party plat-
form and said so. He was taken to task
by a man who had been a Republican
before he went into the Alliance move-
ment. This man could not see why
Senator La Due could support the Dem-
ocratic national ticket.
"Iwill tell you, neighbor," said the

Rock county statesman. When Iwent
into the Alliance movement two years
ago Idid not have to change mv views
on public questions. 1 had "always
favored tariff reform. Itwas different
with you. When you left the Repub-
lican party you were obliged to change
your position on the tariff question, i
shall continue to advocate and work for
tariff reform for the reason that 1con-
sider it the great question of this cam-
paign."

Testimony is abundant to show that
in Polk, Marshall, Norman aud Kittson
counties the People's party has com-
pletely absorbed the old Alliance, and
that such is also the case in
Otter Tail, Clay, Wilkin, Grant.
Douglass and Pope is attested by a
Fergus Falls man whose sympathies are
entirely with' the Alliance movement
and against the People's party. This
man is a close observer of the current
ofevents political, and his statement of
the situation closely tallies with that of
Senator. La Due.

"Donnelly has taken the Alliance
over into the People's party to a man in
the counties surrounding Otter Tail."
said this man. "I understand there
willbs a delegation down from Otter
Tail to the Alliance state convention,
but they will represent mighty few
voters. The closest friends of Senator
Hoaipe and C. VV. Braudborg, while
haying nothing against these men, will
refuse to follow them away from the
People's party. They consider this
movement as caused by spite and jeal-
ousy, and for that reason are simply
made, stronger in their allegiance to the
People's party. Ithink the PeopPes
party as strong in my section of the
state as the Alliance was two years ago,
and they will sweep everything in the
lied river valley."

Substantially the same story comes
from every one of the counties iv which
the Alliance was strong two years ago
The People's party has swallowed ail*
the independent voters. The mistake
of the Alliance leaders is their assump-
tion that Donnelly is the People's party.
When the party was made a national
organization it gained a standing that
enabled Mr.Donnelly to go inand gain
the support and aid of a great many
men who would have opposed him for
leadership in the old Alliance. Don-
nelly's prominence in the -People's
party forced the opposition to tight the
party to

'
fight him, and explains his

triumph aud their defeat.

'TIS NO PUDDING.

Editor Heatwole Reviews the
Third District Situation.

Chairman Joel P. Heatwole, of North-
field, whom the Nelson managers have
tried to draw off the gubernatorial track,
by offering him the Third district nomi-
nation for cougress, does not seem to be
at all anxious to take the bait.

Free Coinage Men Hope to

Get Theip Pet Through
the House.

Speaker Crisp, However,
WillNot Play Into Their

Hands.

Very Improbable That a
Special Order Can Be

Arranged.

Free Wool and Free Tin-
Plate Bills May Get At-

tention.

Washington, July 3.— The unex-
pected passase of the free-coinage bill I
last Friday, and the consequent excite-
ment that this action of the senate has
caused incongressional circles, has the
effect of materially changing the drift
ofsentiment for adjournmer :. Those
who were certain that congress would
end its session by the 2'Jth of July are
not so sanguine now, and the advocates
offree coinage are outspoken in their
determination to hold both houses in
session until the measure has been dis-
posed of. The interest iv this impor-
tant billcenters of course in the house.
Judging from expressions of opinion
it would seem the bill will be
reported and be defeated in -that
body. The billwillbe reported to the
house during the week—and referred
to the committee on coinage, weights
and measures. There is no doubt that
this committee, largely composed of
free coinage men, willreport the meas-
ure promptly. The bill on being re-
ported willbe placed at the foot of the
calendar and could not be reached by
the end of the session, but there are
two ways for bringing itto a vote in the
house. One of these— an almost im-
possible plan—is to have itpassed under
suspension of the rules. This requires
a two-thirds vote, and the ad-
vocates of the bill 111 their wild-
est moments have not prophesied
that the bill had friends enough to
accomplish this. The free coinage men
therefore, base all their hopes on the
committee on rules, which will be im-

"portuned to report a special rule setting
a date for the consideration ofthe riieas-
ure. Speaker Crisp, however, seems
linn ivhis previously expressed state-
ment that he must have the pledges of
a majority of the Democratic members
to vote for the bill before he willallow
a special order to be brought Id. So the
matter is in abeyance with the winning
cards Inthe hands of tins committee on
rules, while the free coinage men aud
the opponents of the bill offset each
other with statements that the neces-
sary number of pledges can be secured
and that they cannot be.

The senate will devote the week to
putting throueh conference reports on
appropriation bills and the remaining
Ttjills themselves. Th« committee on
appropriations is nearly ready to report
the sundry civilbill, while the general
deficiency billwillprobably come later
in the week. Itis expected that the
conference report on the river and har-
bor billwill be adopted without long
debate. The senate willalso do some
rapid work withbills on the calendar,
aud Mr. West may endeavor to havea vote on his resolutions di-
recting the finance committee to
report the free-wool bili to the senate
without delay. The programme for
business in the house is very indefinite,
so much depending on the silver bill.
Thursday will probably be suspension
day, inlieu of tomorrow, when neither
house willbe in session, and itis proba-
ble that an attempt willbe made by the
Democrats to pass the free tin-plate bill
under suspension of the rules. The
bill will probably be subjected to some
further debate on Tuesday and Wednes-
day, ifitis decided to make the attempt
for its passage.
