BLACK MEN APPEAL
In the Name of Imperial Jus-

tice Against the Burdens
They Bear.

The Cincinnati Convention
Resolves Itself Into a

Mass Meeting.

Orators Disagree Regarding
the Best Methods to Be

Pursued.

Text of an Address Adopted
and Put Forth by the

Gathering.

Cincinnati, July 4.—A national con-
vention of colored men of the United
States, to consider the interests of the
race, convened today at Zion Baptist j
church: . Daniel A. Rudd, of this
city, who has been the leader .in
the matter, announced that it was
changed from a delegate convention
to a mass meeting and no credentials
were required. There were a hundred i
or more men in the church and a few
women. Mr. Rudd called the meeting
to order, and on motion of Col. Robert
Harlan, Mr. Rudd was chosen tempo-
rary chairman. :' '„"

Mr.Rudd made a glowing speech, in
which he eulogized the patriotism and
fidelity of his race, saying the starry
flag had nowhere truer friends than
among the negroes, whose blood had
been spilt forits existence as well as
for its preservation, lie counseled mod-
eration, \u25a0\u25a0* and especially culture of
hand, head and heart to the
end that the might I
command respect and deserve i
fair treatment. "We need, no dyna- j
mite," he declared. "We are willingto
trust to an enlightened common sense
and to the judgment of men who must
admit the justice of our demands."

Want Equitable Treatment
This sentiment was . warmly ap

plauded. He went on to name some of
the ills which affected the colored race
in America, and said all they asked was
to be treated as well as the Indian or
other races in this country. Committees
on permanent organization and rules
were appointed and the convention ad-
joun.lid until 2:30 p. in.

The afternoon session was opened in-
formally by George W. Ciarke, an aged
white man who years ago was an "aboli-
tionist." After prayer by Rev. William
Spurtlock, of West Virginia, a number
of letters were read.

Butler: K. Wilson, of Boston, wrote
suggesting sending memorials daily to
the vice president of the United States
and to the governors of the states ask-
ing for justice.

A delegate at once declared he did not
favor memorials to the vice president
nor to governors. He believed in ap-
pealing to the strong sense of justice
and ina course of conduct on the part
of the colored people that would give
weight to their complaints and would
command respect.

- * -
The committee on permanent organi-

zation-named a committee on resolu-
tions, of which Col. Robert Harlan was
made chairman.

Coming Baptism ofBlood.
A speech made by Mr.Merryweather,

of Arkansas, now a refugee in this city,
told of horrors- which he had witnessed
in that state, which he said were not
told by the newspapers. He predicted
that in time the negroes would turn and.
the Caucasian race receive a baptism ot
blood. Mr. Merryweather was so full
of his breathings of vengeance that
when his time expired . the convention
refused to extend the limit.. ' '

K. T. Robinson, of Kentucky, re-
ferred mildly to the poor comfort given
to the representatives of the race by
President Harrison. He proposed as
a remedy a better treatment of negroes
in the South, united action and new
manhood. He formally moved to com-
mend Dr. Tourjee's national civilrights
association. The committee on resolu-
tions then reported, as follows:

The Appeal.
First

appeal to the American people

in the imperialname of justice. The problem
to be solved isnot a negro problem. The so-.called negroes are scarcely one-tenth of the
people of this country. 'ihey are powerless
to solve any problem, but they may again be
the victims of the nation's injustice and the
occasion of the nation's condemnation.

We ask nothingof you i::behalf ofcolored
people, exceDt the right to eat the bread our
ownbauds have earned, to dwell safely in.
our ownhomes, to pursue our vocation's in
peace, to be granted a fair and equal oppor-
tunity in the race of life, to be protected
under the law, and to be judged according
to the law.

We appeal to you against murder and vio-
lence, .. against robbery and execution,

.against haste and cruel judgment, against
fierce mobs that outrage our people and des-
olate their homes. .

Second— We appeal to the colored people
in every part of our land, to bear inmind
that their prosperity, and advancement m
civilrights and political influence, willde-
pend upon themselves that the considera-
tion given them will be in proportion
to their own good

-
conduct aud approved

good character. For this reason an appeal to
then to practice industry that they may prove
their own capacity to sustain themselves: to
practice economy and sobriety that they may,

it outof their ownsavings, secure a fair "meas-
.ure ofindependence; to be patient and re-
spectful, orderly, lawabidingand honest. that
they may win 'the 'reputation' of desirable
neighbors and good citizens. BOBSS

Third—That the interests of the colored
people require the establishment of a mili-
tary academy where colored youths may ac-
quire a thorough tactical and engineering ed-
ucation. • That Washington city is best situ-
ated for the location of such an institution of
learning, and that this project is respectfully
submitted to the thoughtful consideration of
the loyaland patriotic people of the country.

After adopting the report, the conven-
tion adjourned sine die. .

'had stamped him an anti-Gresham
man, sought now to create a diversion
against the imminent stampede of the
convention to Gresha.D, but Taubeneck,
by this time, was on the platform and
there was comparative quiet. Atten-
tion was, however, again taken from
the matter of real interest by the chair
recognizing, instead of Taubeneek, a
delegate named Wadsworth, of Indiana.

"Glory be to God," began Mr. Walls-
worth insolemn tones, "and peace on
earth," and after this pious exclama-
tion he weut on with a more or less
rambling address of considerable
length, but the impatience of delegates
and spectators was -approaching a dan-
gerous pitch, and the orator suddenly
subsided.

NOW THEY'RK OFF.

Hanser's Surmise Ijaden With
Kleetricity.

Mr. Taubeneck, telegram in hand,
was at last, amid renewed cheers and
confusion, accorded a hearing by the
chair. "Ladies and gentlemen," said
Chairman Taubeneck, when silence was
restored, "1 have just received a tele-
gram from Dr. Hauser, of Indiana. lf\
order that you may know what credit to
place in it,Iwill tell you who he fs.
He is the present candidate for lieuten-
ant governor on the People's party
ticket, and the author of the celebrated
work.

Here the audience rosn en masse.
"Gresham, Gresham, three cheers for
Gresham, nurrah for Gresham." rang
through the ball for several seconds,
and the words were accompanied by
wildmanifestations of enthusiasm.

BROWN APOLOGIZES.

Loucks Finds Defenders on the
Floor.

"Keep tool," shouted Chairman
Loucks. "and listen to the speaker;
every marr willhave his turn." Brown
resentfully yelled: "1 do not propose
to attempt to stampede the convention
with the aid of the gallery. That is an
old party trick."

A volley of hisses 'loud and long
continued, greeted this statement, and
again the chairman interfered, shouting:
"i'his is a disgrace to this convention."

Instantly Kobert Schilling,of Wiscon-
sin, sprang to his feet. No gentleman
has a right to insult the chairman of our
national committee and our conven-
tion." he said, amid ringing cheers."

No one has a right to
so insult us by making charges and
fraudulent insinuations against the
party's chairman." [Wild cheering.]
Indescribable confusion followed, ana
recriminations were hurled back and
forth by the two factions. When silence
was restored A. R. Brown, of Massa-
chusetts, apologized to the convention
for being disorderly.

FORCING ADJOURNMENT.

Opponents to Gresham Flop to
Another Tack.

Atthis point the opposers of Gresham
made a clever move to prevent his name
carrying the convention by storm.
Paul Vandervoort, ofNebraska.who for
three days has been declaring vigor-
ously aeainst the nomination of Gresh-
am, ana who is bitterly opposed to him,
having been removed from office by
Gresham when the latter was post-
master general, moved that the conven-
tion adjourn after the nomination
speeches are made until 7p. m. [Ap-
plause, followed by jeers.]

The Gresharo people, howev^i recog-
nized this as a ruse to defeat tneir
candidate, and Mr.Vaudervoort's olive
branch was received with bus little
favor. Recognizing that this attempt
was a failure, VandervoorS then
moved that instead of proceeding to
nominate the convention take a recess
till8 o'clock. Immediately Mr. Brown,
of Massachusetts, moved to amend by
making the hour 7:30k And Mr. Van-
dervoort accepted this amendment.

General Secretary John W. Hayes, of
the Knights of Labor, a strong Gresham
man, sprang tothe stage and denounced
this as a scheme of delay unworthy of
the recognition of the People's parts.

S. F. Norton^ of Illinois, asked per-
mission to make a statement in th© in-

tereft of harmony. "Iwant to know,"
said he, "if it is in order to move
to suspend the roll call and
make a motion to adjourn uutii

DONNELLY MAKES A HIT.

A Boycott Resolution Carried by
Bis Logic.

The delegates were prompt in arriving
for the night session, and they were all
[nervous and expectant, owing
to the lack of positive and
final information as to the possi-
bility of an acceptable nomination by
Judge Gresham. The first actual busi-
ness was the reading by Chairman
.Branch, of the resolutions committee,
of a supplement to tlie i>kitu>nn as iol-

Jows;
Your committee on platform and

resolutions beg leave unanimously to
report the following:

Whereas. Other questions have been pre-
sented for our consideration, we hereby sub-
mit the following, not as a part of the plat-
formof the People's party, but as resolutions
expressive of tlie sentiment of this conven-
tion.'

First—Resolved, That we demand a free
ballot Riid a fair count in all elections, and
pledge ourselves 10 secure it to every legal
voter without federal intervention through
the adoption by the states of the unperverted
Australian or secret ballot system.

Second
—

Resolved. That the revenue de-
rived from a graduated income tax should
be applied to the reduction of the burden of
taxation now levied upon the domestic in-
dustries of this country.

Third—lJesolved. That we pledge our sun-
port to fair and liberal pensions toex-L'nion
soldiers and sailors.

Fourth— Kesolved, That we condemn the
fallacyof protecting American labor under
the preseut system, which opens our ports to
the pauper and criminal classes of the world,
and crowds out ofour wage earners ;and we
denounce the present ineffective laws against
contract Jabpr. and demand the further re-
striction of undesirable immigration.

Fifth—Kesolved, 'ihat we cordially sympa-
thize with the efforts of organized working-
men to shorten the hours of labor, aud de-
mand a rigid enforcement of the existiug
eight-hour law on government work, and ask
that a penalty clause be added to the soid
law.

Sixth— Resolved. That we regard the main-
tenance of a large standing army of merce-
naries, known as the Pinkerton system, ns a
menace to our liberties, and we demand us
abolition; and wecondemn the recent in-
vasion of the territory of Wyoming by the
hired assassins of plutocracy, assisted by
federal officers.

Seventh— esolved. That we commend to
tho thoughtful consideration of the people
and the reform press the legislative system
known as the initiative and referendum.

Eighth
—

Kesolved. That we favor a con-
stiluiional provisiou limiting the office of
president and vice president to one term,
and providing for the election ot senators of
the United States by a direct vote of the peo-
ple.

Ninth
—Resolved, That we oppose any

subsidy or national aid to any private cor-
poration forany purpose.

The immigration plank and anti-
PinKertun planks were loudly cheered.

Hugo Cavanaugh. of Ohio, secretary
of tlie resolutions committee, then read
the following resolution unanimously
adopted by the committee:

Resolved. That this Convention sympath-
izes with the Knights ot Labor wiih their
righteous contest with the tyrannical com-
bine of clothing manufacturers of Rochester,
and declare it to be the duty of all who hate
tyranny and oppression 10 refuse to purchase
the goods made by the s-aM manufacturers or
to patronize any merchants who sell such
goods.

Peters, of Texns, moved to table the
resolution, itnd Dean, ot New York, to
divide it. The first part expressing
sympathy be wanted to vote for, but
not for the boycott. Several delegates
spoke for and against the resolution,
and then came the important speech of
the night on fie question by Ignatius
Dounelly.

The resolution, he declared, was in
keeping with the spirit of the preamble
to the platform adopted with su roachiinammity earlier in the day. "The
JjoL-hester clothing manufacturers have
said to IG,ooo or their workmen and work-'
women that the could not train a means
of livelihood without yielding their
fights as American citizens, and on this
there can be no compromise." At this
\u25a0declaration the hall rang with cheers,
renewed again and again, the voice of
General Master Workman Powderly, of
the Knights of Labor, making itseif dis-
tinct, above the general din.
Ifthis resolution were simply to ex-

press the prejudice of a class, con-
tinued Donnelly, 1 should not support
iL Itis a declaration that free men will
not clothe their limbs in the goods o.T the
manufacturers of thus slave-making
oligarchy. [Loud cheers.] It is war
to the knife and the knife to the hilt.
[Loud cheers.] Itrust that those who
nave staggered away from this resolu-
tion, because of ths opprobrium that a
hireling press has applied to the word
boycott, will withdraw their opposition
and that the resolution may be adopted
by a rising vote. [Tremendous ap-
plause.]

At tne conclusion of Donnelly's ad-
dress Mr. Powderly, Mr. Haves and a
number of others rose and grasped him
warmly by the hand.

A Kansas delegate moved the pre-
vious question, and on a rising vote the

i motion to strike out the boycott clause
was overwhelmingly defeated. The
resolution was then adopted by acclama-
tion.

A WKAViJK WAVE.

Delegates Catch the Driftand Go
With It.

On the roll call of the states for the
presentation of candidates for the presi-
dency tonight, the first state, "Ala-
bama," was scarcely shouted by the
secretary when J. S. Manning arose and
promptly placed in nomination Gen.
James B. Weaver, of lowa, amid pro-
longed cheers.

An enthusiastic delegate from Cali-
fornia said his state was divided on the
Dresidency, but that lie would vote for
Weaver. [Applause.]

The place of Colorado was yielded to
Col. S. F. Nortoq, of Illinois, who
placed Senator Kyle, of South Dakota,
in nomination, as a man who had
already won his spurs in the braiuiest
and shrewdest assembly in the United
States.

A Connecticut delegate said he wonld
"present one who came from the state
which gave us a \\ashington and a Jef-
ferson, James Field, of Virginia.

Stephen H. Bashor, of Illinois, pastor
of the Progressive church, said that the
People'sparty demanded as leader the
biggest, brainiest and squarest man in
the party fold. That man was Senator
Van Wycfc, of Nebraska. [Cheers.]

The principal speech for Gen. Weaver
was made by Morris L. Wheat, of lowa,
Weaver's own state, who entered at
great length into the general's record as
a struggler for equal rights.

7 Mrs. Lease, of Kansas, seconded
Weaver's nomination.

Maj. Henry Webb, of Massachusetts,
candidate for governor of his state on
the People's party ticket, seconded the
nomination of Senator Kyle.

Delegate Brown, of Massachusetts,
nominated Mann Page, ofVirginia.

Delegate Fish, of Minnesota, nomi-
nated Iguatius Donnelly.

Indiana, which had asked to be
passed on the first call, now announced
that the solid vote of the Hoosier stat«
would be cast for the lowa candidate. .
[Prolonged applause].

The Virginiadelegation withdrew the
name of Field, and declared unani-
mously in favor of Gen. Weaver.

West Virginiaannounced itwould cast
a solid vote for Weaver.

C. C. Post, chairman of the Georgia
delegation, said that Georgia, which
had been one of the strongest states op-
posed to Weaver, would withdraw her
support of Kyle, and, with the consent
of the convention, make Weaver's nom-
ination unanimous.

AllOthers Out of the Pub-
lic View.

Why Those Interviews Were
AllinFavop of the Alex-

* andria Man.

Fillmore County Scandinav-

Heatwole Opposed fop Con-
gress— Small Items of Po-

liticalGossip.

Of course, they are all Kelson men;
they have been for a year past, and
could favor no other mao and expect to
remain in favor with the machine.

This refers to the men who have been
quoted so extensively in the morning
Republican organ of St. Paul during the
past few days. Half of -the men who
nave this oriran Nelson interviews hold
some kind of an office, and the other
half nearly all expect to be candidates
for elective offices at the coniiim elec-
tion, and think that the nomination of
Mr. Nelson for governor by the
Republicans will bring to the
party ticket a host of voters
who left the orsanization two
years airo. It is nothing new for this
orsan to announce that the Republican
party is solid for pertain men for office;
indoins this in this pre-eonventiou con-
test it is simply followinga custom fol-
lowed for years.

At the present moment the state can-
didates haye been selected not only for
the state ticket, but also for each con-
gressional district, and no Republican,
however worthy and deservinsr, can ex-
pect a fair show in the machine organ.
The livelycontest in the Sixth district
causes every observer to form the
opinion that, either Kendall or Searle
may receive the nomination, but
machine and its organ has decided that
Mr. Kendall is already beaten, although
nearly every deleeate so far elected has
been instructed for him. In the First
district Senator J. A. Towney is the
only man in the race. Representative
O. B.Turrell has the call in the Second.
Inthe Third and the Seventh, where
the Alliance and the Democracy have
positive majorities, the machine lias not
selected its favorites yet. but willuse
these honors for trading purposes later.

The
latter is the only one of the three who
has not been depended upon by the ma-
chine for regular work inSteams county
for several years.

In Crow Wing county Jerry Howe,
who represents the machine, declares
for Nelson, and John N. Nevins, on the
same side, is also quoted at length. Out
of all the Brainerd Republicans who
oppose Knute Nelson but one was inter-
viewed. This one was Hon. Leon E.
Lum. and he talked square from the
shoulder.

"on account of his attitude on the tariff.
Think he is not a straight Republican."

But itis not necessary to go on down
the list and pick out ali tnts deputy oil
inspectors and state officers who have
been interviewed to show that Mr. Nel-
son is the only man in the race for the
Republican gubernatorial nomination.
