MANAGER SCOTT RESIGNS,

Street Car Management Being
Transferred to Minneapolis.

The many friends of General Man-
ager A. L. Scott, of the St. Paul Street
Railway company, will learn with re-
gret that he has severed his business
relations with Thomas Lowry, his Tes-
ignation having bLeen tendered to and
accepted by the railroad magnate yes-
terday morning.

For manyv months past it has been
well known in St. Paul that Mr. Lowry
has been censolidating business of the
street railroads in the Twin Cities, and
the control of the St. Paul system has
eradually passed into the hands of the
Minneapolis officials. The bulk of the
work formerly carried on in the St.
Paul offices is now transacted at the
Minneapolis beadquarters, and General
Manager Scott, of St. Paui, has grad-
ually been undermined in his control of
the St. Paul system. This state ot
affairs was naturally resented by Mr.
Scout, and the crisis was reached yes-
terday.

Mr. Scott, in speaking of the matter
to'?i GLOBE representative last evening,
said:

*I felt that the time had come when 1
must take a definite step. There could
not be two general managers ot the St.
Paul system, and in this light 1 laid the
matter before Mr. Lowry. The inter-
view was not satistactory to me, and I
therefore tendered my resignation to
Mr. Lowry, which he accepted. Just
what my plans will be I am unable to
state at present, but 1 shall regret to
leave St. Paul, where I have so many
friends.”

Mr. Scott has been in the®service of
Mr. Lowry for the past eight years, and
took charge of the St. Paul system in
January, 1885.° He personally took
charge of the erection of the electric
car system in St. Paul, which is with-
out doubt the finest in the world. Dur-
ing his residence in St. Paul Mr. Scott
has made a host of friends, and should
he leave for pther fields he will carry
with him their sincerest wishes for his
welfare.

The shooting of August Hoppe at Bass
lake on Monday last by Mrs. A. M.
Smith, will furnish some sensationa!
features in the legal inquiry which was
begun yesterday. Deputy Coroner
Amoss yvesterday held an autopsy upon
the body of Hoppe. He found that
death was due to the gunshot wound.
The 32-caliber bullet entered at the
right breast and passed through both
lungs. severing the pulmonary artery
and iodging in the fleshy tissues of the
leit side. Deatk was undoubtedly in-
stantaneous.

Charles Henniz and his houasekeeper,
Mrs. A. W. Smith, who are under arrest
eharged with the murder of Hoppe,
yesterday retained the services of Hon.
W. W. Erwin, the renowned ecriminal
lawyer, and the great advoecate held a
long conference with his clients in the
county jail. It is understood that the
defense will be that of justifiable homi-
cide in the case of Mrs. Smith,who fired
the fatal shot, and that in the case of
Hennig a motion will be made to dis-
miss on the grcund of want of evi-
dence. County Attorney O’Brien and
his assistant, Pierce Butler, were busily
engaged yesterday in examining a num-
ber of witnesses who wil! be called at
the inquest. The state will endeavor
to prove by eye witnesses that, after the
shooting of Hoppe ULy Mrs. Smith,
Hennig threw the body in the water
and dragged the man a distance of over
800 feet through the lake. 1t is a sig-
nificant fact that tne coroner and
DeputySheriff Gibberton found Hoppe’s
body outside the precincts of Hennig’s
property, and fully 800 feet from the
spot where Hennig claims tie shooting
was done.

Au important witness for the state
will be P. D.Winschell, of 108 Elizabeth
street, an old soldier, who resides on a
piece of property at Bass lake adjacent
to that of Hennig. Winschell stated yes-
terday that on the n:orning of the shoot-
ing he found Hoppe on his premises
fishing in the lake. He told himn he was
onprivate grounds and requested him
to leave, but the man, who had been
drinking, refused to go, but was not
abusive, and soon after left the prem-
1sés.

Railroad Facilities and Land
Questions Discussed by 'the
Union.

The West Seventh Street District
union held quite an interesting meeting
last evening,and while the meeting was
not largely attended in point of num-
ber, those present were the most repre-
sentative members of the union, Presi-
dent Robert A. Smith presiding.

The only surviver of the accident,
Oscar Sandeil, who 1s in the employ of
Albreeht Bros., the furriers, stated yes-
terday that the party of eight couples
arrived at the lake Monday morning
about 11. They went out rowing on
the lake, but not liking the boat
changed it for another. The boai-
keeper  assured them , that the
second boat was safe and .would
accommodate four persons. They found
the boat hard to mapage, and when in
the middle of the lake, changed places.
There was no skylarking going on, and
when the boat capsized, all were seated
init. Hogan sat upon the edge of the
boat in the stern, while Sandell was in
the bow, the two ladies being “in the
center.

He did
not see anything of his unfortunate
companions after the accident, for after
coming to the surface he seized the gun-
wale of the boat, but could only see the
hats of his friends tloating on the water.
