Marcus Daly's Colt Gets Near the
Record.

MoxMouxn Park, July 9.—Marcus
Daly's great three-year old colt Tam-
many, this afternoon won the Lorillard
stakes in such an impressive manner
that the spectators believe that the colt
is as good a race horce as Salvator. He
carried 122 pounds, and never being ex-
tended inany part of a miie and three
furlong journey, covered the distance
in 2:20 %.
