BULLET IN HIS BRAIN.
John L.Forepau°rh, a Promi-

nent Citizen, Takes His
Life.

His Health :- for Many Months
Has Caused Him Much

Trouble, .'.;.-

And He Mentally Worried
Himself Over Very Fool-

ish Fears. :." , 7-

He Disappeared Friday and
Was Found Dead Yes-

terday.

Joseph L.Forep augh, a retired mer
chant and highly respected citizen,com-

mitted suicide in a small grove on Sel-
by avenue Friday night. Mr. JTore-
paugh lefthis residence on Summit ave-
nue Friday morning at 9 o'clock. . He
was at his business office in the block
which bears his nania on East Fourth
street until after. 10 o'clock. About
10:33 one of his daughters saw him on a
cable car goiinj west, between Nina and
Farriugton avenue. ;.As her father
usually left the car at Nina avenue to
reach homo she was somewhat surprised
but thought nothing more of the circum-
stance until later in the day* .Thsv ab-
sence of Mr. Forepaugh at luncheon did
not cause any anxiety at his home and
the employes at the office supposed he
was at home. Early in the evening the
family became alarmed and a search
was commenced/ No trace of him could
be found, the last personable to give
any account of him being:his.daughter,
who saw him on the car in the morning.
Word was sent J. W. Shepard, who acts
as agent for Mr. Forepaugh, acquaint-
inghim of the absence of his employer.
He could give noinformation. joined
members of the family and friends in
making such search as was possible
during the night.T3Bß^jßW

Ilotvtlie Body Was Found. -
Early yesterday morning;Mr.Shepard

being informed that Mr.Forepaugh was
last seen on a Selby avenue car, started
to make a thorough search in that di-
rection. He had carefully examined
the territory on both sides of the avenue
for a block and was about to give- up
the search when he noticed a small lake
or pond about 100 yards from Selby ave-
nue, near Syndicate avenue. On reach-
ing the water he: found several boys
there bathing. Explaining he was in
search of a lost man, and •giving the
description of Mr..Forepaiigb, one of
the lads said he saw a man answering
to the description near there Friday aft-
ernoon. The boy was certain he
could not be mistaken in the
description, because he and his com-
panions being in bathing at the time
imagined the man was a special police
olhcersent to arrest them. Mr. Shep-
ard, assisted by the boys, formed a line
ami commenced a systematic' search of
the small grove at that point. About
one Hundred feet from the pond the
body was discovered by one of the-lads.
The body lay on the right side just in
front of a laree tree. A bullet hole in
the head between the right ear and eye
and a revolver grasped firmly in the
right hand explained the cause of
death. Deputy Ceroner Darling was
notified and the body removed to Dam-
pier's undertaking rooms.

No letters or papers giving any rea-

son lor the rough act were found, and
the- opinion, is expressed by relatives
and those most intimate with the de-
ceased that while laboring under a fitof I
mental depression he.took his life. Mr.
Forepaugh had not 'been feeling"well
for several years, being subject to dys-
peptic trouble. While not so ill as to
be confined to his home, he had been
much depressed in spirits and labored
under the impression that financial
misfortune would overtake him. He
had an attack of melancholia about a
year ago, but after spending several

.months at the seashore withhis family,
returned much improved. V."'.

Mr. Forepaugh did not carry a pistol,
and did not have one in the house, and
it is supposed that when he was seen
ridingup town on the cable car he was
returning from some gun stove, as the
weapon he used was a new one.

There was not .the least foundation
for the fears of financial disaster, Mr.
Forepaush ? s realty possessions includ-
ingsome of the most valuable residence
and business property, in the city. He
owned the Forepaugh block, at 94
East Fourth street, another block at
the Seven corners bearing his name,
the handsome residence and grounds
where he lived on Summit avenue, and
100 residence lots in another part of the
city. His estate, it is expected, will
|probate fully8300.000, and is practically

Mr.Forepaugh came to St. Paul in
ISIS from Philadelphia, where he was
born. His first venture was in the dry
goods business, and the caption of the
original firm was Forepaugh &Justice.
Maurice Auerbachwas in the employ of
the concern, and it. was there that he
first drew in the valuable draughts of
commercial information that has ,since
contributed so largely to his success.
Afterwards Mr. Forepaugh, appre-
ciating the manifest inherent abilities .
of

Mr. Auerbach, "

formed ;a:;/ co-B
partnership with him, and a large
dry goods house was opened on'i
upper Third stieet. After a time Mr.
Forepaugh sold his interest in the busi-
ness, and. having faith.in the future of
St. Paul, he erected > the -block at the
corner of Third and Wabasha streets.
Itwas then styled the Forepaugh block,
but now it is known as the McQuillan
block, for the reason that Mr. Fore-
paugh sold it to Mi.McQuillan.. In
about 1672 Mr. Forepaugh embarked in \u25a0

the wholesale boot and shoe business
withJ. \u25a0 B. Tarbox, in which he con-
tinued until 18SS, when he ¥ retired from
active commercial life and invested his
means in real estate, and-: the greater';

companied by his family;took a trip to
Europe for the benefit of liis failing
health; ;Returning to this city,he has
remained here without other active em-
ployment other than the care ofhis vast
holdings.

FELL IXTOTHK RIVER.

An Old Soldier Drowned at the
Ioot of Jackson Street.

Daniel Anderson, an inmate of the
soldiers' Home, was drowned in the
river at the foot of Jackson yesterday
morning.; "\u25a0 Anderson was sixty-five
years old, amember of Acker Post;' G.
A. EL, and was away from the homo on
a three months' furlough, which would
have expired the 13th inst. For the last
few weeks he has been doing odd jobs
about town, and has also been more or
less under the influence of liquor.
Yesterday morning he was lying on
the dock at the foot of Jackson
street asleep. Officer McCart happened
along and struck Anderson on the feet
withhis club. The taps aroused Ander-
son, and in starting to his feet he fell
backward in. the river. Efforts were
made to rescue the drowning man, but
life was extinct beforo he was taken
from the water. So far as can be learned
Anderson has no relatives living. He
was drawing a small pension from the
government and willbe buried from the
soldiers' home.

IS WRIGHT DODGING ?
The Mayor's Action inRegard

to the Como Line Res-
olution

Put in an Ugly Light by the
Course of the As-

sembly.

Is He on the Side of the City
or on That of

Lowry?

A Question Which Citizens
Would Like Promptly

Answered.
i

The over-zealous friends of the mayor
see 111 to have placed "his honor" ina
very embarrassing position. Aresolu-
tion recently passed both the branches
of the council directing the street rail-
way company to complete before the
15th inst. the extension to the Como
avenue line. The petition which ac- I
companied the resolution was
signed by 800 citizens and property
owners living in that section
of the city, ami urged that the council
demand the line be constructed. The
park board also passed resolutions to
the same effect. The resolution from
the council went to the mayor for his
approval. Friday night Assemblyman
Johnson, at the special meeting of the
assembly, made a motion to have the
resolution recalled from tbe hands of
the mayor for reconsideration.

Johnson Let ItOut.
Mr. Johnson "tipped his hand" a trifle

by saying lie understood the mayor in-
tended to veto the resolution. Why the
mayor should have informed the mem-
bers of the assembly of his contem-
plated action appears very plain.
There are a large number of
voters among the citizens who
signed the petition and insisted
on the street railway company being re-
quired to construct the line into Como
park. Ifhe was forced by any previous
promises made on arguments put for-
ward by the attorney lor the street car
company as to the illiegality ofthe reso-
lution to veto it, he would call down
upon his head the wrath of the public
who insisted on its passage. The states-
men in the assembly, through Assembly-
man Johnson, endeavored to "square"
the mayor in this predicament by re-
calling liie resolution fiom his hands
for reconsideration. The motion went
through with a rush, but the "kicking"
done yesterday by several members of
Hie board of aldermen was simply aw-
ful.

"What risrht lias the mayor to cause
the assembly to recall a resolution in-
troduced and passed by the beard of
aldermen?" said oue of the city fathers
yesterday. "Does tin; mayor intend to
represent, the people in'his official ca-
pacity or the the street railway com-
pany?"

So loud ami so hard did those inter-,
ested in the extension of the Como line
protest against the action of the assem-
bly that another special meeting was
called for tomorrow night. The object
of the meeting, as explained yesterday,
is to pass on an increase of certificates
of indebtedness for the street and sewer
fund, but those who are on the inside
claim the real object is to reconsider the
motion recalling the resolution Iron*
the mayor.

Whore Does He Stand ?
The views of the mayor, as to the.

next step he would take, could not be
learned yesterday, he having gone to
Duluth on business. The business tn#
saved him a deal of annoyance, for his
office was besi-isred all day by irate citi-

'
zens who wanted "toknow, you know," i
ifhis policy toward the street car com-/
pany would be as outlined by his actions
in this case.

Aid. Warren, who is one of the head
pushers in brineintr the railway com-
pany to time in this matter, said he did
not care to express any opinion for pub-
lication just now. The" citizens of the
Eighth ward, he said, were anxious to
know just where the mayor stood on the
question, and which side he repre-
sented, the people or the street car
company ?

City Attorney Lawler, when asked
for an opinion as to the legality of the
resolution, said: "it would be im-
proper for me to express an opinion for
publication wnile the matter is pend-
ing.
