mance.

Miss Emma Taggert Swears
Out a Warrant for Her
Mexican Lover.

Minneapolis Cannot Afford to
Lose Any More Saw
Mills.

Romances always have an ending.
Woven in stories and exploited on the
stage, itis most frequently a pleasant
one, but in real life tne consummation
of a romance, just asoften, has its finale
in an embarrassing episode.

CAN'T SPARE ANY MORE.

Minneapolis Now Has Just
Enough Mills to Cut the Logs.

. James McMullen & Co., the own-
ers of the sawmill that burned Satur-
day pight, say that they will prob-
ably rebuild the mill. They have one
of the best locations for a mill on the
Mississippi river. There was a time
when the falls moved a gobd many saw-
_mills. -For the past four or five years
the McMullen mill has been the only
water power sagg mill \n  Minneapolis.
But the location is valuable, and the
ruined plant wiil probably be replaced
before the opening of the nextsawing
season. The mill conld not be operated
longer than four months later anyhow,
so the loss of the proprietorsis not so
great.

Minneapolis cannot afford to lose any
more mills this season if she intends to
retain her place as the greatest Jumber-
cutting ecity in the country. I'wo mills
have gone now within a week, and the
loss of any more will seriously curtail
the lumber cut of this year. With the
present capacity of the city, the lumber
cut will bLe little, if any, diminished.
The burning of the Diamond mill a
week ago yesterday threw a good many
logs on the other mills, of course. But
they have all been taken care of and
wiil be sawed. The loss of the Mec-
Mullen will necessitate the dividing of

some of the logs of N. P.
Clarke & Co. among the other
mills. Fred C. Clarke eslimates

that the loss of the McMullen mill will
shorten the cutof his compay about
14,000,000 feet. This is the only com-
pany that will be forced to let many of
its logs lie over the season. Yesterday
boom men were at work on the Clarke
logs in the booms above the McMullen,
making ready to tow them back up the
river to the Nelson, Tenney & Co. mill.
The logs still up the river will be di-
vided among the mills that are now run-
ning pights. Night crews will be put
on and all the men thrown out of em-
ployment by the fires will be set to
work. But no more fires are wanted.
The mills must run to their full day and
nignht capacity to take care of the logs
that are now ready for sawing.

A CHRISTIAN LESSON

Taught by the Recent Events at
L]

Homestead.

In St. Andrew’s church last night, Rev_
William Wilkinson had this to say in a ser.
mon vn “Justice:"

“In the GrLoBE of today is an article agains
sensational preaching, with which I very
heartily agree. No element of sensation, for
the sake only of making a sensation, can ever
enter into any man’s life and sermons who is
a minister in the church of God without hu-
miliation, shame and loss. * Yet the true man,
be he leader or priest,wnose business and pro-
fession itis to speak in the name of all which
is highest and holiest in principles which
can apply to the conduct of men must not be
slow t2 _observe the life by which he is sur-
rounded. ‘Hold the mirror up to .unature,’
and in tones which cannot be by auy one
misunderstood show what the rule of recti-
tude is. A prophet is not to cry ‘Peace,
peace,” when no peace is at hand.

*In the week last past men's hearts have
been made to stand still by reason of deeds
which must make every man who truly loves
men, and who perceives the true meaning of
those deeds, stand in fear of the tuture de-
velopments, for carried to their full fruition
they would culminate in & civil war. To
keep silent now, to consider any prudential
principle in one’s own affairs on the part
of any public man is the act of a coward, who
would sell justice for cash. This is the day
to speak. It is the.day to say to the many
men who in the paths of commerecial life
have become kings of trade—large em ployers
of their fellowman's heads, hands, hearts—
it is only the barest justice to say, that we as
a nation owe much to these men. Keen they
are to see the opportunity to enlarge our
trade, to create new uses for old materials. to
open, whenever possitle, new markets. With
heads to plan combinations which advance
progress, by new inventions,or to keep others

to do it—with money at command to
undertake large enterprises to bring
a wealth of power and possibility
to our door. They have made our

trade in so new a republicjan astonishment,
end a cause for protound gratitude to this
extent, and more, they deserve honor. I
wish these words could reach and be read by
our employers of labor. I would say to
them, ‘My dear, sirs, it is possible to increase
trade and to lesson joy: you have duties as
well as advantages: your brother man and
I would write brother with a capital B, has
rights which do not spring from your cle-
mency or mercy, or will, or public law; rights
which dwell in him from age to age, and in
all ages, because he is a man; rights the
hand which giveth rain from heaven, has
ordained are his. It is the business of
capital to look well to labor, to
give it its just share in the
result of work, machinery and money and
direction.

“Whoever fails to see this clearly errs in
judgment, and lays in store sorrow and an-
guish., that man, as Prospero declares, ‘as-
sists the storm’ and heiped to make con-
fusion worse confounded. -Masters give
that which is just and equal,’ should be
made to ring in the ears of all who employ
labor. My whole soul goes out in sympathy
with the man who after a week’s hard toil
receives just enough (no more) to provide
for the scanty wants of wife and babes. I
say to him: My brother, the burdens of life
fall heavy upon your back.” From this man
I would put up with almost any-
thing, for he knows there is some
thing wrong in our prerent industrial rela-
tionships. If I had itin my power I wouid
have a public law saving what is the lowest
wages & man shall be paifi for a day's work.
There is another lesson some rich men have
to learn. Itis the undeniable right to join
any union any workingman nas, and also his
right to induce by all wise, just and honora-
ble means other men to join, to get all the
men in a trade if they can to be unionists.
Workingmen have the same right to combine
to put up the price of work as the steelwork-
ers have to increase the price of steel. To
deny or to question this right is unjust, in
the assertion of thisright, 1n all true means to
detend it, and make it understood by
by all men. Wage earners can rest sure of
the support of all men who love right deal-
ing and fair play. Combinations should be
for just purposes, and look to the general
good in beneficient results. Combination
to check production. to block the path by
which ihe men in any profession rise, is all
wrong. Itis notforany man’s real benefit,
Trades unions should look to making every
man expert in his calling, ana every trade a
science and a glory, so as to transform labor
into a benediction and make it a meaus of
grace, That trades unionists have not ai-
ways done this, and that their leaders have
not all encouraged the doim: of this,
every one well knows, and the
men who have at heart the very best
interest most deeply regret. It is a fact
which is not seen by every man as it ought to
be that men are interrelated to each other,
yet separate, and it is a right of mine to sell
my work for any price I like if I pay my way
and am honest. Itis notin the province of
labor organizations by force to prevent men
from working. Whatever momentary ad-
vantage 1s obtained by a force policy is more
than balanced by the loss of public support,
which in.the long run will be found on the
siae of right when it understands truly the
fact. No strike ever gained by appeal to
force,no matter which side resorted to it. We
claim to be a law-loving people.

We must have men in official 1life who will

keep the law and see that it is kept. They
must applv it to the rich. men, and make in
their ranks anv who violate it suffer, and
they must apply it to poor men, even if they
lose votes, and we must have public laws
‘people can respect, not law which has no
foundations in equity. It must net be said
tbe law isthe greatest thief of a1l thieves.
The rule of Christ must be enshrined in law.
‘Do ye unto others as ye would have them do
nnto you.’”

Lokvox, July 10.—The few Conserva
tive papers published on Sunday take
a lugubrious view of the results of the.
clections thus far. They express no

. vonfidence of a Tory majority, but

attempt to console themselves by
the reflections that the Liberal majority
will be small and composed of discord-
ant and unruly elements. The impres-
sion 18 sought to be conveyed that
after a ‘brief and stormy season
of control the Liberals will fail
to carry their pet measure of home rule
in the form insisted upon by Mr. Glad-
stone, and that a fresh appeal to
the countrv will be taken. By that
time, the Tories hope, the hearts of
the masses will be so filled with
disgust at the subordination of the Eng-
lish issues to the demands of lreland
that the Conservatives will be restored
to power by an overwhelming major-
ity. 1t is learned that Mr. Glad-
stone is in frequent communication
by wire with the leaders of his party
and is already discussing plans for leg-
islation in the new parliament, so confi-
dent is he of victory. Mr. Gainsford
Bruce, Conservative, who was elected
for Holborne, will be created a judge in
order that his seat may be vacated
and Mr. Ritchie, president of the
local government board, who was de-
feated for re-election in the Tower
hamlets, will stand for the vacant Hol-
borne seat. As the Holborue constitn-
ency is safely Conservative, Mr. Ritchie
is sure of being elected, and the Tories
will be great gainers thereby, as Bruce,
while a good lawyer, is no politician,
and Ritchie is one of the brightest men
in the party.

PARNELLITES PROTEST

Against the Seating of O’Brien
and Healy.

DuBLiN, July 10.—The Parnellites
propose to petition parliament against
the seating of William O’Brien and
Timothy Healy as members of the city,
of Cork on the grounds of clerical.
intimidation in their election. They.
claim to have proof that the priests’
threatened voters with denial of the
sacraments and other things 1f they
ahould vote for the Parnellite candi-
ates, and that in one instance a young
man was told that he could not be
married to the girl of his choice in the
church, if he voted for the nominee ta
whom the church was opposed. The
feeling in Dboth Cork and Dub-
lin is very bitter between the
factions, and only the presencé on,
duty of strong bodies of police prevent
desperate encounters. As itis rows
more or less serious are of frequent oc-"
currence. The anti-Parnellites are al-
ready discussing the eourse to be'
pursued in the event of their assistance-
being necessary to give Mr. Gladstone '
a majority in parliament. Hon. Edward’
Blake, of Canada, will probably be
recommended for a cabinet appoint-
ment.
