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BOWKER ONCE AGAIN.

The Sanitary Condition of His
Home Is Now Being In-
vestigated.

His Matron Says Little Ones
Are Being Eaten by
Vermin.

H. 0. Peterson Has Turned
Over His Office to L. J.
Buxton.

Auction Fakirs Still Working
--Tennis Tournament
Second Day.

These is no doubt that the Home for
the Friendless is one of the best adver-
tised institutions in the city aside from
workhouse and Bethany Home. All this
thas been maae possible by the peculiar
impressario methods of the astute Man-
ager and Superintendent Rev. J. H.
Bowker. The latest event in the his-
tory of this benevolent institution is the
charge of the matron of the home.
She has come to the eonclusion that mat-
ers between her and Rev.Bowker must
come to an issue, and either the board
of directors must request and insist on
his resignation or else aceept hers. All
things have not gone well with the
matron and the ecclesiastical manager,
and. though no open rupture has mani-
fested itself until now, the feeling has
been anything but lovely.

It 1s nunderstood that the matron pre
ferred charges of a very serious nature
against Rev. Bowker to the board of
health. At any rate, the commissioner
of health sent one of his wmedical in-
spectors to the home yesterday and he
will make his report today. The exact
nature of it is not known. It is under-
stood, however, thzt the matron charged
the superintendent with gross neglect
and with conducting the home
without any thought of its sanitary
condition. It is said that tiie place has
been conducted in such a slip-shod and
nezhzent tfashion that vermin have
made their appearance in the wards
where the children are kept, and even
infest their clothing. The matron also
charges, it is said, that the vermin were
so thick that her clothing became cov-
ered with them.

Dr. Kelly was seen last night and
questioned regarding the matter. He
stated that he could give no definite in-
formation concerning it, for he had not
seen the inspector whom he a-signed to
the case. The inspector’s report will
be awaited with interest, for on it
hinges Dr. Bowker’s fate. The matron’s
complaints were made to Secretary
Holt, of the associated charities. They
came to the GLoBE last night too late
to be investigated at the Home for the
Friendless.

TURNED THE TABLES.

PETERSON IS OUT.

He Surrendered the Office Yester-
day Afternoon.

Hans O. Peterson is no longer treas-
urer of Hennepin county. T. J. Bux-
ton, who was elected to that post by the
counly cominissioners uvearly four
months ago. now rules in his stead.

The new treasurer was installed in
the chair of office yesterday afternoon.
There was no fuss and no excitement
attending the closing act of the time-
worn muddle. H. O. Peterson grace-
Tully acecepted the inevitable. He and
his attornev have made a good fight
against overwhelming odds. The whole
machinery of the government was ar-
rayed against them. Although worsted
in this, the last bout, it is claimed the
reverse is but temporary, and that be-
fore many more moons, provided fair
play is accorded, Peterson once more

opes to be boss of the county’s coffers.

Tae long-expected ouster which put
the coup-de-grace on Peterson’s official
career arrived in Minneapolis soon after
1 o’clock. Judgment was written up in
St. Paul shortly before noon, and
Assistant Attorney-General Child
immediately dispatcined the docu-
ment  per  special messenger. It
was delivered to County  At-
torney Thian, who at once informed
the interested parties of its due arrival,
and a cut and dried programme was ar-
ranged for its serving. Promptly at 4
o’clock Peterson and his attorney,
Judge Kea, who has stuck well to his
client and been his chief adviser in
formulating the plans of defense, ar-
rived at the court house. They were
shortly after foilowed by the county
attorney and the treasurer eleet.
County Auditor George E. Ledgerwood,
Clerk of Courts G. C. Tirrell and Com-
missioner Chowan, who constitute the
board of audit, were already in waiting.
Sheriff Swenson, who was necessary to
complete the outrit, was also within hail
and nothing remained to be done but
the formal serving of the writ. The de-
throunea county treasurer sought the in-
nermost recess of his office and there
awaited the official act.

Exaectlyat 4:15 County Attorney Thian
ordered the fall-in, and heading a pro-
cession of the aforementioned gentle-
men led the way to Peterson’s quarters.
Thaf mmdividual was looking scmewhat
glum, but he promptly responded to the
city attorney’s call of time and stood up
to face bis interloctors, _

*Mr. Peterson,” said Attorney Thian,
“the sheriff has a communication here
for you.”

H. O. . smiled somewhat sickly and
turned te the portly sheriff, who stood
at Attorney Thian’s elbow:

*Here,” said Sheriff Swenson, diving
into his inside pocket and producing a
blue-covered legal document, *'is a writ
I have to serve on you. Shall I read it?”

“No, thanks,” replied Peterson, “I
guess I know what it is.”

Then ensued an awkward pause
which was broken by the citiy attorney
who. addressing Peterson, said:

“‘Mr. Buxton is here ready to take his
position. Are you willing he should
do so?”

“I am.” replied the now ex-treasurer,
and suiting his actions to his words he
took a step out of his office. Some few
good-humored jokes were then passed
around, and the whole affair was thus
practically ended. {

Immediately after the writ had been
served and Peterson had vacated his
office, Judge Rea was questioned by a
GLOBE represntative and asked what
would ve the next step taken on behalf
of his client.

*There is nothing more to do,” said
Judge Rea, *‘but to await the action of
Gov. Merriam in appointing a com-
missioner to investigate the charges
made. We feel perfectly confident
of being able to vindicate Peterson
whenever an opportunity is given by
the appointment of a commissioner by
the governor. Every consideration of
Justice and fair play demands that the
commissioner be at once appointed, and
Mr. Peterson allowed to put in ade-
fense. We raised the legal ques-
tion in the supreme court under
a firm conviction that the law under
which Gov. Merriam acted was uncon-
stitutional. Now the act has been sus-
tained Ly the supreme court. We have
long since demanded a hearing, and we
expect it at an early day.”

“Personally,” added Judge Rea, ‘I
am convineced Peterson has never been
guilty of any intentional violation of
the law during his term of oflice.”

While on this Peterson matter, it 18
proper to say that Judge Rea has es-
fectnally dispused of the carpings of
County Commissioner Coburn because
Peterson did not pay July interest on
court house bonds. Cobarn said it was
not the duty of the county commission-
ers to order the payment of the interest.
Judge Rea quotes from the statutes to
prove that Coburn does not know what
he is talking about.

Then \W. A. Rose, of Indianapo-
lis, came along last Tuesday, and was
roped in for $£47. Both these men re-
ported their loss to police headquarters,
but they have not recovered their money
yet. It was the same old jewelry game
that was worked on both men. The
sucker was Joth to bid, and the *‘cap-
per’”’ was there to tell him to bid, so the
*capper’” could get the bargain off his
hands. Both men were swindled at 103
Nicollet avenue.

WASHBURN'S SUIT.

The Chicago Tribune Seems to be
Hoping for It.

not come up for re-election next winter.
He might have trouble in getting around
this embroglio with the Chicago Tribune
in that event, As it is, all this anti-
option muss may be forgotten by the
time the junior senator is a candidate
again.

F. A. Vanderlip is the representative
of the Chicago T'ribune who has been
looking up the senator’s speculation
record in Minneapolis. He is the com-
mercial editor of the Chicago Tribune.
His mission has been to establish the
connection between certain whect deals
on the books of Chicago brokers and
Senator Washburn. He says that he is
satisfied with what he has learned, Ac-
cording to the statements made by Mr.
Vanderlip, the Chicago 'Tribune is
anxious that Minnesota’s junior senator
should begin a libel suit against it.

The Fiour Output.

The mills ground out a lot of flour last
week. The week’s output was 188,970
barrels—averaging 32,990 barreis daily—
against 147,390 barrels the previous
week, 133,935 Dbarrels for the corre-
sponding time in 1891, and 123,200 bar-
rels in 1890. There were nineteen mills
running Wednesday, and the week’s
work promises to exceed that of last
week. The firmness in wheat has still
further helped the flour trade, and for a
week back the sales by locpl mills have
been a good deal in excess of the manu-
facture. Buyers are anxious to get
flour at old prices, bit, on the larger
part of that sold, sometbing of an ad-
vance has been obtained. The direct
exports last week week were 75,115 bar-
rels, against 61,710 barrels the preced-
ing week. '

An Injustice Done.

T. E. Clarke, general superintendent
of the St. Louis road, says that the
stories implicating the road’s agent at
Jordan with Falvey, the operator at
Minnetonka Mills, are doing the former
an iujustice. He made the following
explanation vesterday: *‘The defraud-
ing of the United States Express com-
pany at Minnetonka Mills has no con-
nection with the trunk case at Jordan.
Falvey was agent at Minnetonka Mills
when the trunk was stolen from the
depot at Jordan, aud the agent at Jordan
was not suspected of being implicated
in either case. The trunk theft occurred
about a month before Falvey resigned
as agent at Minnetonka Mills, and the
agent then employed at Jordan is stitl
employedin the same capacity, and is
in good standing in every way.”

In the Toils Again.

About two months ago Frank Cutter,
a thief, broke out of the jail at Anoka.
All efforts to find him proved unavail-
ing until yesterday, when he ran into a
trap. He arrived trom Milwaukee on a
morning train and proceeded to walk
out of the depot as boldly as an alder-
man might be expected to do. Inspector
James Doyle was waiting for him, how-
ever, and arrested him as soon as he
stepped out of the d2pot door. He was
taken to the central station and locked
up. Later in the day Sheriff Lenfest of
Anoka county, arrived in the city and
took Cutter back to his old quarters.
Cutter was held to the grand jury for
grand larceny, but broke jail and es-
caped before he had been indicted.

Luiheran Singer Business.

Yesterday morning the Norwegian
Lutheran Singers’ union met for a busi-
ness meeting in St. Paul’s church. The
committee on credentials reported
singers present, an encouraging report
for the first year. It was decided to
allow all singers to speak in the busi-
ness meetings of the union, although
none but a delegate will be allowed to
vote. Last night the union gave
another concert at Trinity church to a
large audience. The programme was a
Jong one,but so excellent that its length
was forgotten. The place of meeting
next year was not decided, but was left
to the president and secretary. None
of the choirs seemed anxious to act as
host next year.
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Morrill’s Resignation.

Will Morrill resign or not? is the all
absorbing question of the Eighth ward
at the present time. After prayer meet-
inz in Rey. Morrill’s church last night
the question of raising money enough to
pay the fiery little pastor his salary came
up for vigorous discussion. t was
not a question of whether he would
resign or not, but whether the
necessary money could be raised
to pay him for what he has already
done. He stated last night that he had
never spoken of his resignation except
in aiscular wax. and did not kv that

he ever should. The reverend’s salary
heretofore has been $1,800 a year, and it
is thought that hereafter the church
cannot pay but §1,500. Quite a respect-
able sum was subscribed last night, and
the remainder uecessary to make up
hhe amount will be ready erea week
as passed.

Tobias Laid to Rest.

The remains of Tobias G. Goldman,
the young clerk who suicided on June
11, but whose body was not found un-
til Wednesday afternoon, were interred
yesterdas morning in the Jewish cem-
eterv. ‘The funeral was held at the
tamily residence, 1409 Vine place, at 10
o’clock. The funeral procession was a
small one, only the relatives and a few
friends occupying carriages. The name
of Tobias’ sweetheart was Martha
Griffith, ot Brazil, Ind. She is now the
wife of a newspaper man of that place,
named Samuel Grimes.

Patrolman Hurley’s Case.

Patrolman Pat Hurley, of the Second
precinet, has been charged by several
Polish residents of Eighth avenue
northeast with an alleged unwarranted
assault upon the person of Frank
Dzierhciowski and his niece. The
officer is charged with having discol-
ored the Pole’s eyes and having struck
the woman in the house of the former.
Hurley states he entered the house to
quiet a row, and was attacked by the
Pole and other inmates of the place.
The matter is being investigated Ly the
superintendent of police, and yesterday
he listeued to evidence advanced by
both sides.

The City Is Healthful.

Up to date during the present month
there have occurred in Minneapolis but
nine fatal cases of intestinal diseases
common to children, including cholera
infantum. These statisties indicate a
general zood health of the city. The
season, for obvious reasons, is usunally
marked by an increase of childrens’
deaths. The present month is not only
an exceptional one in the history of
local ‘mortuary statistics, but argues
well of a summer to be healthful.

Choked a Servant Girl.

Lewis Meister, the proprietor of the
St. Charles hotel was arraigned in the
municipal court yesterday, on the charge
of assault and battery., preferred by
Hattie Slough, one of his servant girls,
She told the court that she was about to
quit his service and was packing up her
effects when he grew angry because she
did not make greater haste and assault-
ed her. She displayed to the court sev-
eral bruises on her throat which she
said Mr. Meister had inflicted by chok-
g her. The court believed her story
and fined Mr. Meister £10.

A Little Strike.

The helpers of the bricklayers em-
ployed on the South side high school
demanded, Wednesday, a raise of five
cents per hour for their lJabor. Yeter-
day Contractor Andrew 'T'ollefson re-
fused to grant their demands and a new
set of workmen was hired, the former
employves refusing to work. An effort
was made by the old men to prevent the
new laborers from assisting the masons.
A posse of police was found necessary
to preserve order. Work on the school
building is now progressing.

Boggess Will Come.

Rev. J. H. Bozgess has accepted the
call of the Lowry Hill Congregational
church. The people of this churcn are
favorably impressed with Mr. Boggess
and they have been hoping, ever since
he went back to his home in Kansas
that he would see his way clear to ac-
cepting the call. Mr. Boygess wiil be
in Minneapolis in October as a delegate
from Kansas to the Congregational,
council. It is a question whether he’
will be installed before the meeting of
the council.

COLLIDED IN A CUT.

Fearful Crash of Trains and Sev-
eral Killed.

TAnworTH, Ont., July 21.—A collis-
ion occurred about four miles west of
here at ¥ o’clock this morning on the
Bay of Quinte railway. The regular
passenger train was coming from
Tweed on time when it was mei by a
special work train from Erinsville, con-
sisting of an engine and tender, both
going at full speed. The trains met in
a deep cut and a terrible crash followed,
the engine and ecars being pitched in an
indiseribable mass. The dead so far
are William Christin, engineer of
passenger train; Will Haady, fireman
of special, and a child named Murphy,
all of Tweed. The injured are Engineer
Kirby, of the special, fatally hurt;
Thomas Watson, fireman of the passen-
ger train, badly hurt: W. H. William-
son, conductor of the special, slightly
injured; Brakeman Brown, of the
special, slightly hurt; the brakeman of
passenger train, badly hurt; Miss Car-
roll, a passenger, probably fatally hurt;
an unknown lady, jaw broken, and
several others less serionsly injured.

FOSTER WAS CHAGRINED.

The Secretary of the Treasury
Offered to Resign.

Cor.vMBUS, O., July 21.-—Iuformation
of a nature so direct that its authentic-
ity cannot be questioned was inadvert-
antly disclosed yesterday to the effect
that Charles Foster, secretary of the
treasury, contemplated resigning from
office as a result of the conduct of Ohio
at Minneapolis. It 1sbrought here by a
state official whose duties require a
virtually constant attendance at the
treasury, and whose relations with its
secretary as an Ohioan are of a most in-
timate and social character.
