These Ar2 the Boys Who Own
the Hennepin County
Republieans.

But a Strong Kick Against
the Machine Was Made
Yesterday.

Heavy Rains Flood Store Base-
ments and Wash Out
Tracks.

School Children to Be Taught

Beaten.

The machine neither threw a belt nor
slipped a cog.

It is a trite sentiment to express, this
about the machine in connection with a
political convention, but, applied to the
Republican conventions held yester-
day in Harmonia hall, Minneapolis,
it applies with force. The machine
did win. The few venturesome souls
who thought to obstruct its works were
caught in the gearing and mangled.
Dr. Perkins, of Excelsior. made a fright-
ful-looking corpse, but Robert Stratton
and C. C. Joyslin were composed and
handsome, even in death. George L.
Hilt was obliterated.

The Nelson men had the county con-
vention and they were disposed to leave
no doubt of it in the minds of any one
present. They had no regard for the
feelings of the mipority, although
Bob Jamison, as chairman, was
as fair as he could be. Clough
was also on top in the county
convention. He looked as if he knew it
as soon as the convention was called to
order and he was satisfied of it arter-
ward. The delegation that will go to
the state convention in St. Paul tomor-
row will go uninstructed, but it will be
for Nelson and Clough alinost to a man.
In this matter of instructing was
where the majority showed a little mag-
nanimity. It did not try to instruct the
delegation; did not attempt to “‘rub it
in.” It had the delegation solid, and
what more did it want?

Such friction existed in that county
convention yesterday that it threatened
to cause a burst of {lame once or twice.
Tee contest over the method of chosing
the delezates was a hot one. 1t called
forth oratory and fervid oratory. Frank
Davis roasted Robert Stratton and
Stratton retaliated. And then, after
the convention was all over and the
delegates had been appointed accoxding
to the will of the majority, there was

another outburst of feeling. The
First warders had a kick and
filled it before adjournment. They

did not think that the appoint-
ment of E. C. De Tuncv and Henry Am-
brose as delegates to the state conven-
tion from the First ward was right, as
those men do not represent the feel-
ing of the ward. But the appoint-
ments went in spite of the protest.
Lars Swenson took a turn at Chair-
man Jamison after the adjourn-
men because his end of the Eleventh
ward was not represented on the state
delegation. He made a loud and strong
*beef,” as the boys call 1t, but it did
him no good. Still others objected 1 a
mild way, but seemed afraid to speak
openly. Altogether a good deal of harsh
feceling was aroused.

The congressional convention that
came in the morning was so tame that it
did not look like a convention. Senti-
ment has been all one way for weeks
and months. All the convention had o
do was to formally effect organization
and adjourn.

Fletcher's Nomination Drama
Had Been Carefully Rehearsed.
Fifth district Republicans seemed in a

hurry to have their liitle congressional con-

veution comedy over yesterday, so they

showed up at Harmonia promptly. It was
but a few minutes after 10 o'clock
when Robert Jamison blew the wbistle

for the ascension of the curtain. It
ascended and Frank M. Nye was chosen
stage manager by acclamation. Mr. Nyeisa
stickler for the observance of the customs of
the political stage, so he began his
reign with a harangue, devoted almost en-
tirely to congratulating Hennepin countv
upon having attained the dignity of being a
separate congressional district. That done,
T. S. Dickey and C. J. Minor, respectively
candidates for city comptroller and
county auditor, ‘‘subject to the de-
cision of the Republican convention,” as
they say on their business cards, were
elected as prompters, called by courtesy sec’
relaries. **Doc¢™ Brazie had the first “speech.’
After it the usual committees were ap-
pointed. No contests were reported by the
credentials committee. The committee on
resolutions reported this platform, as a bit of
by-play, a platform that shows a striking
tendency toward Democracy, barring the
first sentence orso:

The Republicans of the Fifth congressional
district of Minnesota, in convention assem-
bled, rencw their pledge of fealty to the
principles of the national Republican party,
as declared by the Minneapolis convention,
and guarautee a united and hearty sup-
port of the candidates of that conven-
tion. We rejoice that the time approaches
when Henuepin county will no longer be
misrepresented in congress by one who after
election no longer knows the geographical
location of our chief city, and that he will
soon give place to one of our own citizens,
who will devote his energies to the upbuild-
g of our district and to such measures as
will be for the prosperity of all our ecitizens.

We especially urge the adoption by the
national congress of legislation for the
property, lives and righ's of those least able
to protect themselves, both in the North and
in the South: of laws forbidding the labors
of children and tenement-house labor; of
more stringent legislation to abolish trusts
and monopoiies, and of laws effectually pro-
hibiting the immigration of paupers, crimi-
nals and contract labor.

We believe that the laws should be en-
forced by the legally constituted agents of
the law: no private armies should be allowed
to exist within the United States.

The *‘fat” parts n this drama fell to Capt.
S. P. Snicer, R. G. Evans and William Henry
Eustis. Snider nominated Loren Fletcher
for congressman in a speech that
was  remarkable only for flings at
Si. Paul, Incidentally he mentioued that
Loren Fletcher should be nominated because
he was an old settler. Bob Evans 1ook al-
most the same line as did Saider. although
the author of the play had given him lines
swelling with more rhetoric. William
Heury Eustis followed. and he in turn
rapped St. Paul. The speeches over,
Fletcher was mnominate by acclam ation
While bhe was being hunted up a motion was
adopled pledging the congressional conven-
tion to the support of C. K. Davis as his own
successor in the senate,and the chairman was
empowered to appoint a congressional com-
mittee of seven. By this time Fletenher had
been feund. e made a stereotyped speech,
thanking everybody for nominating him be-
cause he was an old settler. Then the eur-
tain was rung down. They called it adjourn-
ment sine die.

RUNNING THE MACHINF,

Nelson’s Managers Showed the
Others How to Do It

The clear weather of the morning had
given way to a threatening sky when the
Republicans turned their steps toward Har-
monia hall yesterday afternoon. The dele-
gates exhibited signsof depression. A storm
was brewing. It wasin the air and nothing
could preventit. Louis A. Reed called the
delegates to order a little after 2 o'clock.
Robert Jamison was named as temporary
chairman and Simon Meyers secretary.

All  the piatitudinous speaking had
been done in the morning, and
the convention began business with

the appointment of 4 committee on creden-
tials. During tne half hour the committee
was in session efforts were made to patch up
the differences between the factions, and
preventa fight in open convention, but it
could not be done. Bob Jamison rapped
for order again without any articles of peace
having been sigued.

E. 1. Croouer, for the committee on cre-
dentials, reported no contests. The reading
of the list of delegates was waived and the
report was adopted. Temporary organiza-
tion was made permanent.

And the Fight Was On.

“Mr. Chairman,” called George Savage, of
Osseo, and Robert Stratton, of Minneapolhs,
simultaneously. But Savage was the ma-
chine representative, so he was rccogulzcd:

Savage moved that the chairman appoint
a committee consisting of one from each
ward and three from the county, to select
the forty-eight aelegates to the state conven-
tion, the country and the wards to be given
replr(-scmalives according to a schedule read
by him.

““Mr. Chairman,” Stratton called again.and
this time he was recognized, *“I take it that
we are here to represent the constiiuents
who elected us. We are not here to delegate
to one man the power to appoint forty-eight
delegates to the state convention. If the RRe-
publicans of Hennepin county wanted Mr.
Jamison to appoint these delegales they
would let him go home, and, in his privacy,
in the cool of the evening, make these ap-
pointments.™

Then Stratton pulled from his pocketa
resolution, providing for the election of deie-
gates to the state convestion by wards and
towns in caucuses, according to a schedule
which he also read, and moved its adoption
as ra substitute to Savage's motion. The
county districts were given eight delegates
under Stratton’s schedule, and the Twelfth
and Thirteenth wards only one between
them.

With a “please-teacher-kin-I pass-the-
water”’ gesture, Dr. Perkins, of Excelsior,
hoisted himself to the floor and seconded
Stratton’s substitute. The original motion
was in the interest of machine pelitics, he
said. Tuttle, of the Thirteenth, wanted one
delegate each for his ward and theTwelftn in-
serted in Stratton’s schedule. That was fixed
up and the oratory begain again. Frank F.
Davis deliberately took the fioor, and in
measured terms began:

“Ithink it has been your experience, as
well as mine. gentlemen, to have tlung in the
face of conventions the

Charge of Machine Politics.””

Davis went on to say that Stratton and
Perkins had evidently experienced a change
of heart. as they had been on the other side
in former conventions. Perkins rose and
cxcitedly contradicted the speaker.

*1 refer to the history of Republican con-
ventions not four years old as a vindication
of my statement,” was Davis’ icy 1eply.

He reterred to Stratton's prepared schedule
of apportionment. called that evidence of a
machine on the other side, and said:

“The only difference between the ma-
chines is th .t one is the machine of the Re-
publican party and the other is the machine
of Bob Stratton.”

Stratton’s substitute, Davis insisted. was a
slap in the face of the chairman. Stratton’s
method was too slow. The county conven-
tion wanted to acjourn before the meeting of
the state convention.

C. C. Joyslin toliowed. Excitedly he sup-
ported Stratton’s substitute, warmed up to
his work and prepared to clinch hisargu-
ment.

‘*Now, gentlemen of the jury,” he began.
The whole force of his argument was lost in
the roar of laughter.

Stratton defended himself in a direct reply
to Davis. He roared about slates, pleaded
for the abolition of ‘‘cut and dried 'methods,
and hurled this at Davis and the opposition:

I do not wish to impugn the gentleman's
motives, but I know his name is on the
slate.”

*1 know no slate, and I challenge any one
to show the existence of any slate, except the
one Bob Stratton pulled out of his pocket,”
was part of R. L. Stillman’s speech. He was
overwhelmed in

and eries of “'Sit down,” **Take a rest.’’

Dr. Perkins spoke again, this time to teil of
his long residence in Hennepin county and
of his war record. Tiresome squabbling over
the previous question. moved by Free Lane,
and Stratton’s request for leave to explain
part of his apportionment schedule followed.
William Henry Eustis spilling a little pottle of
oil on the raging sea. Finally a rising vote
was taken, the viva voce being indecisive,
and Stratton’s substitute was defeated, 181 to
97. a result that bad been visible through all
the wrangling. George L. Hilt move to table
Savage's machine resolution, the original,
and not a single man voted aye. Savaze's
motion was adopted and Jamison appointed
this committee. ope from each ward and
three from the couftry. to select the forty-
ei%ht delegates to the state convention:

While the committee was out John Good-
now spoke on indorsement of Senator C. K.
Davis. N. O. Werner presented this, a
stronger resolution, which was adopted:

Resolved, That this convention does hereby
record its bearty and unanimous indorsement
of the able, faithful and honest service in
the United States senate of Hon. C. K. Davis,
And, representing the Republicans of Hen-
nepin county, we do most profounadly desire
his re-election to that high office, and hereby
pledge our faithful support to that end.

It was noticed that Henry Brown took pains
to announce his indorsement of the Davis
resolation. The counvention empowered the
state delegation, about to be reported, to fill
ell vacancies occurring and to al-
Jow mno vproxles in the delegation.
Freeman P. Loane wanted the convention to
adjourn and wait for the morning papers for
knowledge of the personnel of the state dele-
gation, but his motion was negatived, as well
as Dr. Perkins' second to 1t.

The slate had been well made. and it took
the nominating committee but a short time
to copy off the prepared list of delegates to
the state convention, as follows:

" NEEDHAM IS BEATEN.

The Noted Welterweight Fighter
Is Whipped.

Sax Fraxcigco, Cala., July 26.—George

Dawson, of Australia, and Dannie Needbham,

formerly of St. Paul, fought at, the Cali-

fornia Athletic club tonight for a
$2,000 purse. The contest took place
in a hall opposite the old quar-

ters of the California club and which at
times has been used toth by the Califnrnia
and the Occidential clubs. The hall was re-
modeled to admit of a larger seating capacity,
and this was tested to the utmost tonight,
fully 1,700 people witnessing the contest.
Needham opened the fight vigorously, but
Dawson came back in such energetic style

that the first five rounds were about
even, although Dawson was mnearly
floored in the second round by
a vicious right- hander. From the

sixth to the twelfth round the fight went
Needham's way, he battering the Australian
all over the ring, and arawii:g blood from him
in streams.

The sixteenth, seventeenth and eight-
eenth rounds were fought slowly, both men
being winded. %

The twenty-fourth round was Needham's
round, but he was almost knocked out by
Dawson's heavy smashes in the l\\'em_\'_-ﬁfin
and sixth rounds, In the twenty-eighth
round Needham fell six times, but more be-
czuse of weakuess than vlows. 1n the tweniy-
ninth he was knocked out with a hard smash
on the jaw.

Chicago Reports an Alarming List
of’ Deaths.

Cnicaco, July 26.—Today’s record of sun-
strokes and prostrations from heat exceeds
that of any day for many years” Upto10
o'clock this evening ninety-nine cases
of sunstroke, fourteen of which re-
suited fatally, were reported to the
police. At 9 o'clock this morning the ther-
wometer registered &7, and at 2 o'clock
the mercury had climbed up to 04
where it remained until after sundown
So numerous were the prosirations
that it was with difficulty that
the suffering people could be taken to the
hospital. At 4 o'clock there were fifty-six
patients at the county hospital suffering from

sunstroke: The list of dead in-
cluded John Kenoe, Thomas Lamon,
James J. Donovan, Frank McGuire,

Mrs. May Halley, Ida Mayer, Stella Kraus,
Mrs. Mary Arestone, G. Tella, William J. Al-
len, Herman Fritze, Henry Meyer, N. C. Riis,
one unknown man.

MiLwaukee. July 26. — Two deaths
occurred today from the heat. Ernest
Pfeffening, and August Hueck with a score
of others were overcome by the heat, but
none a:e expected to die.

CRrRAWFORDSVILLE, Ind., July 26.—Henry
Butcher, a young farmer. was overcome by
the heat yesterday while pitching wheat ata
thresher, and lived but a couple of hours.
Four other deaths are also reported from the
heat.

CLEVELAND, July 26.—The most alarming
mortality oceurring in the city for years was
the one for the past twenty-four bours.

There were reported at the health office for-

ty-eight deaths. Forty of the victims were
children, and the principal causes of death
in their ca-es were cholera infantum.

CiNcINNATL July 26.—The heat of today,
although not as intense as yesterday, was
sufficient 10 find a number of victims. The
highest point reached was 94 deg in the
shade, being several degrees less than yester-
day. There were thirty prostrations today
and six deaths. among whom was thai of
Capt. ienry Zielenski.

ST. Louis, Mo., July 26.—The largest death
rate for a number of years was recorded yes-
terday, the number of deaths reaching
fifty-one by 6 o'clock. Bf far the larger
portion of them were children under five
vears of age.

New Yorg, July 23.—Not since 1885 has
there been in New York so hot a 26th of July.

LouisviLLe, Ky., July 25.—For sevenly-two
hours the temperature in this section of the
state has been the highest ever known. rang-
ing from 10) to 106 in the shade.

Pirrseere, July 26.—The heat has heen
very oppressive today, the thermometer
reaching 94.7 a1 2 p. m. Four deaths from

BartTikorg, July 26.—Eleven deaths, attrib
utable to the heat, have so far been reported.
The greater portion of the street laborers
susnended operations at uoon, being unable
to endure the 1ntense rays of the sun.

PHILADELPHIA, July 26.—Today the thermo-
meter on top of the postoflice showed 84 deg,
an increase of 4 deg over the same time yes-
terday and steadily progressing tillat3o'clock
it recorded 100.8 deg, the hottest city in the
United States, and the hottest day for fifty
vears. Tre deaths from prostration number
eight, three more who will prcbably die, and
tnenty-two persons were admitted to the
hosp itals, overcome with heat.
