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BOYS OF AN OLD DAY.
ftunning the Machine Away

Back in the Early
Times.

The Fire Department- .When
It Was a Political

Power.

Ballot Boxes Made of the
Valves of the Old "Ma-

sheens."

Staid Men of Today Who Then
Constituted Volun-

teers.

"Old Hope No. 1. Minnehaha No. 2."
There is not much in the above line

to cause the ordinary reader any excite-
ment, and nine out of ten persons
would ask what itmeant.

But there aie others again to whom
the line is most significant, and to whom
it willbrine back recollections of by-
gone days and cause the pulse to
quicken.

"Old Hope No. 1." and "Minnehaha
Ko. 2," were the names of the two tire
hand engines first used In St. Paul, and
today there are many of our most prom-
inent citizens who can tell interesting
stories of the time when they "ran with
the old waclifne" and were engaged in
the hard struggle which has built up
the city to its present proportions and
brought wealth to many of them.

Thirty years ago St. Paul dirt not pos-
sess the splendid lire department itnow
lias, that is, as far as apparatus is con-
cerned. But it ittdpossess a set of men
who were ever ready to give their serv-
ices to fight the fire fiend whenever the
alarm was sounded.

The march of time has played havoc
In the ranks of the "boys." and many
have gone to their last long rest, but
one can find today plenty of men who,
when the ola fire bells sounded in the
early days, left their work or homes and
helped pul! the machine to the scene
of the lire. There were no lire alarm
boxes in those days; no elaborate sys-
tem of gong signals to engine houses,
nor wefl kept horses to dash with the
apparatus to the lire.

When the city of St. Paul was out in
the Far West, and to reach ityou had to
make a long trip by river, ithad to de-
pend for its protection against fire upon
the citizens themselves, and they found-
ed a volunteer system which has since
grown into the present splendid organ-
ized paid department.

The first engine company established
in Minnesota was formed by John S.
Prince, one time mayor of St. Paul.
Jlr. Prince had a rotary saw mill on an
island where now stands the Manitoba
freight house on East Third. The men
in the mill were formed into a company
and operated the old "squirt" when-
ever a fire broke out. They were known
as the "Kotary Company" and did
effective work when sailed upon. This
was in the year 1851, over forty years
ago. The old engine is now inSt. Clo.d
in use in the fire department.

With the growth of the young city it
was found necessary to increase the
facilities for liirhtiug fires, and in 1854
the "Pioneer Hook and Ladder com-
nany" was organized by the citizens.
The apparatus was made in Phila-
delphia and sent to Pittsburg overland,
where it was shipped to St. Paul on a
freight boat. But in the Ohio river the
barge was sunk, and the "hooK and
ladder" was not recovered for nearly a
year, when it finally reached its des-
tination.

Three years later the two famous
volunteer companies were formed,
"Old Hope" and "Miunehaha," and the
two double deck hand engines were
purchased from Agnew &Co., of Phila-
delphia. It was a great day for the
young city when the new apparatus ar-
rived, and to the sound of music the
newly organized engine companies

hauled the machines in triumph to the
engine houses. "Old Hope" was
quartered in a house corner of
Third and Washington streets, while
"Minnehaha" was at home where is now
the south end of the Gilfillan block.
Third street was the principal business
6treet in those days, and extended from
Jackson tothe Seven corners. Lower
town was the residential portion of the
young city, and there were but a few
frame buildings on St. Anthony hill.
Fourth street was then called Main
6treet, and ended at .Sibley street, where
there was a bluff 100 feet hitch. The
city extended north to Eighth street,
and there were no sky-scraping build-
ings in the old days. But there weie
plenty of wooden buildings to form fuel
for the fiery elements, and the records
show thateyery house on Third street,
from the Seven corners to Jackson
street, lias during the last forty years
been the scene of a fire.

And what great times the "boys" had
In their gaily decorated eiiejine'houses,
where they used to gather in their spare
time. Candidates had to be in good
standing inorder to be elected and the
discipline was strict, and when found
absent from a lire members were lined
50 cents for the offense. The event of
the year was the annual parade and
bali of the department, and they would
dance till daylight. How natty they
looked in their grey suits and red shirts
and helmets, as they pulled on the
ropes when parading round the city.
And they were a power in the city too,
and woe to the man who incurred the
ill-willof"Oldllop« and Minnehaha."

What a groat sight it would be tosee
the old machines on the streets in the
year lb'.»:2, withBuch men as J. J. Hill,
Adam Decker, Tim Reardon, Jerry
Prendexgast, Theodore Borup. Conrad
Gotzian, George Peabody, H. P. Grant,
A. 11. Wilder, J. W. Bass, liarvey
Oflicer, W. T. Donaldson, John L.Mer-
riatn, W. I.Murray, Morris Lyons. J.
H.Wolterstorff and City Clerk Prender-
gast hauling on the ropes and pumping
water. Yet these worthy gentlemen
and dozens of others used to "run with
tiie old machine," and would cheerfully

give their services again if necessity
should arise.

The first fire beli ever used in St.
Paul was hung in a frame tower on the
corner of West Seventh and Ramsey
streets. The two engine houses had a
bell, and when the old cityhall was
built, in lSot. a large bell was put in and
used for ringing fire alarms. Ihe city

was divided into four wards, and when
a fire was discovered, why, every one
nearby yelled "fire! fire!" And the
policemen would beat a livelytattoe on
the ground with their clubs and arouse
everyone. A rush would be made for
the nearest fire bell or church
bell, and, ding-dong, the number
of the ward would be sounded.
Then the srallant boys wouldleave work-
shop or office, tabie or bed, and respond
to the alarm, and clatter over the rough
streets with the machines. When they
got tired of handling the pumps, why
they would impress the bystanders into
service under power, of the city ordi-
nance. The water supply was obtained
from a series of cisterns, fed from a
spring at College avenue and Sixth
street. The water ran through wooden
troughs to the first cistern, at the Seven
Corners, and so on down Fourth street
to Jackson, ending at Eighth and Olive.
Very often the water supply wouldgive
out. and the "boys" could do nothing to
save a burning building. Great rivalry
existed between the twocompanies, and
many an exciting race took place in
oi\ler to be first at a fire.

InISM the city purchased the first
stearu lire engine ever used in St. Paul
from the Silsby Manufacturing com-
pany, of Seneca Falls, N. Y. The en-
gine, hose cart and 1,500 feet of hose,
costing $5,000, arrived in the city Aug.
22 by the river boat War Eagle. The
new engine was named "The City of St.
Paul," and was in charge of "Old
Hope" Company No. 1, while a new
company, No. 3,Was organized to op-
erate the hand engine. "Old Hope."
The new engine soon demonstrated its
power, for when the present superin-
tendent ot police alarm telegraph, E. B.
Birge, and his assistant, E. W. Hilder-
braud, took charge of her, she would in
a short while pump all the water out of
the cisterns, and then; was nothing to
do but limber up and return to
the engine house. The city grew
rapitUy, and in lsoy the new
Lake Phalcn water works were finished
and a system of lire hydrants estab-
lished. The same year another steam
fire engine was purchased and named
"Minnehaha," and was located at Sib-
ley and Seventh streets, on the south-
west corner.

The old volunteer departments still
continued, the only paid men being the
engineers, drivers and firemen to shovel
coal, these men being appointed by the
council.

In1870 the city sold the old hand en-
gines to the United States government
lor use at Fort Buford and Fort Sully,
>». D. This step is to be regretted, for
the old machines are links in the his-
tory of St. Paul, and should have been
retained as relics. About this time "Old
Hope" Company No. 1 got into dispute
with the city authorities. They desired
to elect their own engineer, but the city
objected. After a wrangle, the mem-
bers of the company offered to sell all
the apparatus to the city, but the city
laid claim to it all, and a law suit re-
sulted. The company disbanded, but
won their case at law.

In September, 1877, the volunteer
companies disbanded, a few men being
paid a small salary by the city to attend
fires and sleep in the engine houses at
night. On June 1, 1883, the regular
paid department, as itnow exists, came
into force. Many of the records of the
oid volunteer companies were placed
in the historical society's rooms, when
the organizations disbanded. In the
capitol fire in 1881, these valuable books
and papers were lost. Superintendent
Birge, of the police telegraph alarm
system. possesses the records or "Minne-
haha" company, and some of the entries
are very Interesting. On one occasion,
the "boys" hitched up the engine with
four horses and drove it over to St.
Anthony (Minneapolis was not in exis-
tence then). They went to the ensrine
house of that burg, and challenged the
fire company to a match to
pump water "for love or §500."
"But the rivals up the river would not
accept, so the boys came home and made
merry at their headquarters. At an-
other time the record shows that at a
fire the engine would not work, as the
valves were full of paper. Au inter-
esting story is told inconnection with
this matter, but it cannot be vouched
for as being true. The engine houses
were always used for election purposes,
and, on one occasion, a man was put on

Ithe ticket for alderman who was not
liked by the boys of the company. He
received a big vote, however, and felt
sure of his election, but when the bal-
lots were counted it was found that he
had been severely beaten. The story
runs that when tho election judges
adjourned for supper, leaving the ballot
box in the engine house, some of the
"boys" entered the building through a
window, pried open the box. wrote a
new set of baliots aud deposited them
in place of the genuine ones, which
were stuffed inside the valves of the
engine. One of the rules of the compa-
nies was that whenever a turnout was
made to an alarm, the steward should
be allowed §10 from the funds to supply
refreshments to the men who answered
the call. Inthe hot weather a keg or
two of beer were generally purchased,
and it the boys were especially thirsty,
one would be sent off to ringan alarm.
Of course no lire would be found, but
the steward would spend the 810 for
refreshments when the "machine" was
brought home.

But there were times when the volun-
teer firemen were called upon in tem-
pestuous weather to battle for hours
with the fiery clement, which often
threatened to wipe out the young city,
and leave them homeless and ruined.
They were gallant pioneers of a system
which has been perfected to a'degree
uever dreamed of thirty years ago, and
St. Paul is proud of the men who, with-
out recompense, in the early days "ran
with the old machine."

She
says :

"Thorough development of the body
is one of the absorbing topics with wom-
en of today. Itruns a race withmental
attainments, and is a subject not even
second to these. The woman who is
most successful in any branch of work;
the woman who is most popular in the
world, whose friends are held always;
the woman who is the most dom-
iuant genius of any household, is she
who in a well-kept body possesses
a well kept intelligence, and while the
latter can be possessed without the
former, its most superb breadth is round
combined with a fine physique. The
great activity in the cultivation of
woman's muscles in this country is of
comparatively recent origin, and the
first fruits of which, like the first
chrysanthemum bloom, attained un-
natural proportions, is gone and we are
reaching the stage where common sense
advocates and holds the check rein on
physical culture and out-door sports.
The mannish girl,who was the first out-
come of the movement, is no longer a
reproach to women, and women now
take their physical exercises witha sort
of dainty pleasure that is purely
womanly.

Among all the athletic exercises wom-

en have adopted no two go farther to-
ward symmetrical development than
siwmming and hunting, probably be-
cause both require the employment of
nature's two great tonics, air and water.
Both of these pursuits should be fol-
lowed withmoderation. Women should
learn their own powers of endurance,
and, while fostering them by every art,
should be able to admit when rest is the
only real medicine needed. Some
women can endure double and treble
what others can, but the question of
after results has to be considered. In
every exercise, to obtain the greatest
benefits, this must be considered, else
only injury is the outcome where bene-
fits should be the effect. Swimming is
coining to be looked upon, not only as
an amusement so much as an essential
part of a woman's physical education
and in time itwould not be surprising
if it ranked along with walking as a
natural exercise. • • *

MISS TAYLOR CASE.

A Hearing Demanded Before the
Board of Education.

To the Editor of the Globe.
It is understood that the regular

meeting of the board of education wHI
occur next Wednesday. The citizens
of Dayton's Bluff, especially those pet-
sonally interested in the public schools,
are looking forward to this meeting
with interest, as it is expected that at
that time the board of education will
grant Miss Taylor a hearing in the
presence of the principal. It is So
be hoped that the board will
take steps to see that the
trial is a fair one, and that
all means within their power will be
taken to bring out the evidence which
is certain to vindicate the lady and to
bringivhis true light the man who has.
without cause, attacked a worthy
teacher, and by this and for other
causes made his name a by word in the
community, so that to retain him in the
school would mean the utter destruction
ot the school. Had Mr. McGee been
even a sinewed man he would have
recognized In the eighth grade teacher
of the Van Buren school, a source of
strength, behind which his weakness
might have taken shelter for perhaps
years to come. He might have suc-
ceeded in deceiving the public by pos-
ing as principal of the school, while the
real "power behind the throne" was
manifested inhis eighth grade teacher.

Gifted with rare executive abilities,
she has been recognized as exercising a
strong influence upon the school in the
direction of the enforcement of law and
order. She Is is a strict but just dis-
ciplinarian. She possesses in a marked

degree the power to organize. To her
natural abilities as a teacher and a pe-
culiar adaptation to her chosen profes-
sion, special traiuing tor the work is
added. Her firm adherence to right at
whatever cost, her loyalty to truth, and
her open denunciation of wrong where-
ever found, together with a naturally
happy disposition and genial manners,
have won for her the confidence and es-
teem of bolh parents and pupils. She has
many friends throughout the city. Her
success as a teacher is no doubt "largely
due to her persistent, conscientious ef-
forts and her ability to sympathize with
and anticipate the needs of the children
under her care. But the principal
seems to have seen ivall this only cause
for fear. Had he been less mindful of
self and more mindful of the best inter-
ests of the school, his position today
might have been less insecure. Itis to
be regretted, on Miss Taylor's account,
that at the beginning of her career she
was not placed with a principal who
could appreciate true worth, and one
who was not too narrow minded and
jealous to admit it. Ifsuch had been
the case she would long since have been
placed in a position where she could
have better wielded an influence for the
good of the public schools, which at
present seem to be degenerating iuto
mere experimenting machines.

From actual tests made with a
car, loaded and empty, it was found
that sixty per cent of power necessary
to move the car when loaded was saved
by the use of Mr. Beaupre's journal,aud
fiftyper cent when the car was empty.
Applying the journal to fixed shafting,
it was found the saving of power was as
great as in the case of the car, and that
the economy was greater in proportion
to size of shaft.

Arrangement was made with the Edi-
son Electric Light company, of this city,
to have one of these journals applied to
one of their dynamos, where it ran for
six weeks, and in one special test itwas
kept going for thirty hours without any
appearance of frictional heat. The re-
sult showed a saving of 55 per cent of
the power needed to run the. dynamo.
Inmaking this test the: journal was run
at the rate of 800 revolutions per minute.
We are informed by Mr. Beau pre that

]his journal has beeu run at the rate of
2,100 revolutions per minute, and at
no:time was there the •\u25a0• slightest

.evidence of friction. At present Mr.
'Beaupre is unable to state how rapidly
;the journal can be operated, owing to
