*I have sworn 10 found a Protestant
empire. It is therefore out of the ques-
tion to try to rule with a Catholic party
as the chief factor.

He
concluded by comparing himself to
Goethe’s Goetz von Berlichingen, who,
aithough a faithful subject of the kais-
er’s, refused to recognize the kaiser’s
commissioners, and when besieged gave
free utterance to his opinions. He
was today, he said, in the same
position, a faithful servant of the
kaiser, but he had .the right to
express the sharpest criticisms on the
kaiser’s advisers. This speech was re-
ceived with enthusiastic cheers. A
commers, or beer-drinking entertain-
ment, was then begun. Prince Bis-
marck lizhted his long pipe and con-
versed without reserve with those
around him. The commers concluded,
he returned to his hotel, driving
through the principal streets, and
Leing  everywhere enthusiastically
greeted.

Fighting for King's Life.

MEeMPHIS, July 31.—The lawyers of
Col. H. Ciay King, who is under sen-
tence of death for the murder of D. H.
Posten, have discovered a new scheme
which they think wiil delay or pre-

vent entirely the execution of -their
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MApisoN, Wis., July 31.—The Repub-
lican attack upon the apportionment
law enacted at the special session of the
legislature will be made tomorrow. The
petition, signed by John C. Spooner,
Gen. W. Bird, C. E. Estabrook and
George Green as attorneys,has been pre-
pared, and will be heard by the
attorney general. The application to
the attorney general is for him to move
the supreme court August 9, the first
day of the Auguast term, for leave to
bring suit in that court in the name of

the attorney general against the
secretary of state to enjoin
him from putting the new
apportionment law into efiect. It is

sought to enjoin the secretary of state
in the contemplated suit to prevent the
notice of the general election including

the new districts as created by
the new Jaw. The second respect
in  which it is souzht to restrain
the secretary of state is to for-

bid him filing nomination papers re-
ceived from legislative districts greater
than one county as created by the new
law. The third is to restrain him from
certifying to the county clerks of the
counties embraced in joint districts the
list of nominations. ‘The petitioner
is Charles F. Lamb. a Madison
lawyer. The petition sets forth
in detail the alleged violation
of the rule of equity of representation
required by the constitution in legisla-
tive apportionments as held by the su-
preme court of Wisconsin in the first
gerrymander case, and as recenth em-
phasized by the supreme court of Mich-
igan. Under tbe constitution it ap-
pears that, in ore than half of
the senate and assembly districts, this
rule has been violated and to such an
extent, it is claimed, as to show an en-
tire abandonment of that rule.
