The Federation of Labor Will

Take a Hand in the Home- v
stead Lockout.

Its 700,000 Members Will
Contribute in Aidof the

Iron Workers,

And Engage in a Boycott of
All Steel Manufactures
7 of the Carnegies.

An Alleged Cowardly Dicker
Laid at Manager Pot-

ter's Door.

Homestead, Pa., Aug. 7.—Samuel
Gompers, president of the American
Federation of Labor, has been inHome-
stead on a secret mission. As a result
of his mission, the entire strength of
the organization willbe utilized to help

win this fight. The 700,000 members of
the federation will be asked to contrib-
ute money, and especially to be vigilant

in the boycott of Carnegie material and
to prevent workmen from goitig to
Homestead. Mr. Gompers spent two
hours in Homestead Saturday. He met
the advisory committee and afterwards
was shown the mill. Later he expressed
confidence in the men winning, and
said that the heartiest co-operation
would be extended.

"Although the steel works is organ-
ized through the Amalgamated associa-
tion into the Federation of Labor, yet I
rejoice to say that the cause of the men
has excited the sympathy and results in
the financial aid of the Knights of
Labor and unions not affiliated with
either order," he said. "We shall cer-
tainly leave nothing undone to bring
victory to these gallant workmen."
Sunday has proven uneventful both at
Duquesne and here. The men are
avoiding the streets, and the Carnegies
have not introduced new workmen.
Chaplain Adams, of the Sixteenth regi-
ment, Pennsylvania guards, again con-
ducted services in the mill. Tomorrow
Battery 13 goes home, and Tuesday the
Fifth, Fifteenth and Sixteenth regi-
ments willbe left. The advisory com-
mittee tonight say that a roller received
aoletter from Manager Potter informing
him that if he would return the charge
of murder against him would be with-
drawn and lie would be given his old
position.

MILITIAAT DUQUESNE
'

May Be Called Into Action Again
Today.

Pittsburg; Pa., Aug. The sev-
enth week of the great strike begins to-
morrow, with no particular change at
Homestead since last Sunday excepting
that the company has more men at
work. Outwardly the strikers are firm
as ever, but many privately express a
desire.to return to work, and say they
are only deterred by the influence of
the majority. The company now has
fully1.200 men in the mill,but many of.
these would have to give way to the
old men if they would decide to go
back. The company has promised
that the new men willnot be disturbed,
but of course, this refers only to tne
ones whose work is satisfactory. The
three regiments of the national guard
are still on duty, and at least two regi-
ments willremain as long as there is
any danger ofan outbreak. An attempt
will be made to start the Duquesne
plant in the morning. The furnaces
have been lighted and charged, and
everything is in readiness to resume
operations. Master Mechanic Miller
staled tonight that GO percent of the old
men had returned to work in the
mechanical department already, and he
expected at least 300 men tomor-
row. It is the intention to start
the blooming, converting billet and
mechanical departments. Vice-Presi-
dent Carney, of the Amalgamated asso-
ciation is not inclined to believe Mill-
er's statement, and says he is confident
that not one man willgo back. The re-
sidents of Duquesne are greatly excited
tonight and fear trouble. They appre-
ht'iit that ifany of the men attempt to
go back into the millan effort will be
made by some of the strikers to prevent
them from doing so. In the event of
this a collision with the militia is proba-
ble, as the two companies of the six-
teenth regiment are still on guard on
the hill above the mill. There is no
change at the Union mills in this city,
and no effort has yet been made to re-
sume operations* at the Beaver Falls
plant.

O'DOXXELL IN BOSTON.

The Homestead Leader Is Still
Confident.

Boston, Aug. 7.— Hugh O'Donnell, of
Homestead, whoarrived in this city to-
day, said in an interview this evening
that he saw no reason for throwing
such a cloak of mystery around his
movements since he left Homestead.
He had not tried to seclude himself. He
said :'-The mission that brings me East is
something that itwould not be judicious
to talk about just yet. Regarding the
lock-out, ithas just begun and the end
is not in sight. The Carnegie Steel and
Iron company may have 1,000 men or
more, but that does not make itthat the
union workers are defeated, it re-
quires much skill and practice to make
a competent workman. None but com-
petent men can prevent the Carnegies
from being put togreat loss and trouble.
In the works where machinery plays
such an important part, every man has
his place and his absence has the same
effect as the breaking of a cog or
wheel."

Mr.O'Donnell seemed perfectly un-
concerned about his arrest and stated
that he thought the arrests were made
with the hope that the rank and file
would become frightened and surrender
to Carnegie and Frick unconditionally.

"But,"said he, "it has edified the
men and made them more determined
than ever to win. As for myself
1 have no concern. It can be
proven that 1 counseled peace
and did everything in my power
to prevent violence. Even the Pinkerton
men acknowledge this, and some ofthem
have thanked me personally for the part
Iplayed. So tar as the charge that the
men of Homestead do not know whereI
am is concerned, all that can be said isI
am indaily communication with the ad-
visory committee and receive reports as
to the situation."

CHEAPER INSURANCE.

A Company Which Is to Be Some-
thins ofa Free Dance.

New York, Aug. 7.—The Times says: j
Insurance men are interested in the or-
ganization of a new fire insurance com-
pany at Louisville known as the Col-
umbian, of which a branch office is toI
be established in this city. The new
company threatens to be something of a
free lance insurance, and to offer to
write policies at rates considerably j
below those charged by many of the old >
companies. Having this purpose in
view, it will not join the insur-
ance, board at Louisville or .else-;
where,, but will bid for busi-
ness on wholly independent lines. [
Itis said at the office of the agents in j
this city that insurance will be written \
for any kind of property, provided;
reasonable safeguard is furnished by
means of the automatic sprinkling ap-
paratus of which these agents have
charge.
. In wood-working mills, for instance,
as many of the old companies as will
take risks at all insist upon 6 to 7 per
cent premiums in cases for which there
may be no automatic sprinklers, and
from 3 to 4 per cent in cases in which
the sprinklers are in use. The com-
pany proposes to write them up to
§20,000 at from 2 to 3 per cent in all
cases in which the insured willadopt
the automatic sprinkler and willmake
such reasonable changes in the direc-
tion of gaiety as may be required.

The new company will,decline term
policies only issued from year to year.
This is a radical departure from the
usual custom, in which three-year pol-
icies ate the rule rather than the ex-
ception.

Itis said that the capital of ,000.000
has been fully subscribed, and that the
company willbe much better for busi-
ness than the average. W. P. Bush is
be president and W. 11. Hart general
manager. Anions: the directors in this
city are J. A. Brown, auditor of the
New York Insurance company, and
John Melnerney, presideut of the Sev-
enth national bank. Brown &Skinner
willhave charge of the Eastern busi-
ness.
Itwas said at their office that all re-

quirements for doing business in this
state would be complied withat Albany
by Sept. 1 and tliat the company would
be ready to write insurance here by
Sept. 15,

Columbus' Good Fortune All
Came on This Day.

Alran*, N. V., Aug.7.—John Boyd
Thatcher, commissioner from New
York state to the world's Columbian
exposition, said tonight that he thought
that a tribute mightprobably be paid to
Americus Vespucius by opening the ex-
position on the sth day of May, 1893.
The law now provides that the build-
nigs of the exposition shall be formally
dedicated on the 21st day of October,
1892, the United States celebrating the
discovery of the new world by Columbus
on the exact occurrence of its 400th an-
niversary. This day, Oct. 21. may be
called the birthday of America. ,-, :;

On the sth day ofMay, in the year;
1405, there was printed a little book in
St. Die Lorraine, which first suggested
that the discovered Quorta Pass Orbisi
should be given the name of America,
and thereupon deliberately and form-
ally babtized the fourth part of the
world ••America"' after the Florentine
discoverer Americus Vespucius. This
book was printed on the seventh of the
Kalands of 1507, April 25, which . is:
equivalent to the sth day of May, as
corrected . by the Gregorian calendar.'
This day, the sth ofMay, is the Christ-;
ening or baptismal day of America. ."'*.

Historical researches have acquitted;
Americus Vespucius of the charge of
himself giving. his name to the new
world.7 The best historians of today be-'-
--lieve in,the voyage which Americus !
Vespucius claimed to have made in
1497, when he discovered the continent,
thus justifying somewhat, if not en-
tirely, the name which the St. Die book
bestowed upon it.

Congress does not fix the exact date
of the opening of the exposition. Itis
simply provided that the exposition
shall be open to visitors not later than
tne Ist day ofMay.

Congress at the December session can
provide for this opening. The sth day
of May also falls on Friday, which Is
another singular coincidence, as it was
Friday that Columbus set sail from
Palos, Friday he first saw the land of
the new world, Friday he first reached:
Palos on his return, and the 400th anni-
versary of the discovery falls on Friday.:

CRITICAL FOR CORN.

Rain Needed inKansas in Forty-
. Eight Hours.

Topeka. Kan., Aug. Since issuing
his regular July crop report. Secretary 1
Mohler, of the state board of agriculture
here, received advices that a large part
of the coru crop in the central and
western parts of the state is .in,
so critical a condition that L it,
will ;turn out a nearly com-
plete failure unless copious rains
fall within forty-eight hours. Abundant
rains fellthe latter part of July, which
it was presumed at. the, time would
insure the crop against danger from
drought. Since that time, however, no
rain has fallen, and the weather has
been intensely hot. In addition hot

Winds have been blowing their usual
deadly effect upon corn. Secretary
Mohler says the corn shows a stronger
vigorous growth, but that the ears can-
not mature under the present conditions.
A rain within the next two days will
save the crop. Without it corn in the
central and southwestern districts will
be fitonly for fodder.

Washington, Aug. The depart-
ment of state is in receipt of informa-
tion that a serious revolution conspira-
cy has been discovered in Bolivia. A
large number ofprominent men, includ-
ing many members of \u25a0 congress, it,is
reported, have been sent beyond the
frontier, and martial law has beeu pro-
claimed throughout the republic.

Paris, Aug. 7.—A dispatch from
Buenos Ayres" reports thafan insurrec-
tion has broken out at Chibuis.

a state ofsiege has been proclaimed.'.

COLUMBUS' STATUE.

A Disgraceful Fight Over ItRe-
ported From Rome.

Rome, Aug. Two hundred mem-
bers of Clerical associations, withbands
playing and banners flying,marched in
procession today to the Pinciana gar-
dens to place a wreath, upon the bust of
Christopher Columbus. A group of
Liberals carrying national flags tried to
place themselves at the head of the
Clericals, whereupon a scuffle occurred
in which the bust was overturned. The
combatants were dispersed by the
police, and some arrests were made.

London, Aug.7.— A Rome dispatch
to the News, describing the encounter
between the Clericals and the Liberals,
says: The Liberals, shouting the names
of Garibaldi and Buno, attacked the
Clericals at different portions of the
route. The police reinforcements ar-
rived too late to protect the Columbus
statue. No knives were used, but
many of the combatants were injured
by being hit withfists orsticks. A man
named Tolomei received a thrust from
the lance head of a flag and was so se-
verely wounded that he had to be taken
to a hospital.

VICTORIA IS BRIEF.

The Queen Makes No Reference to
Legislation.

London, Aug.7.— The queen's speech,
as communicated to the chiefs of the
ministerial and opposition parties, is
the briefest speech from the throne
ever read in parliament, Itformally
intimates that parliament has not met
for the transaction of business. Itcon-
tains no reference to prospective legis-
lation, and is almost silent in regard to
foreign affairs aud Ireland. The queen
simply says that no immediate work
can be expected of the members so soon
after the labors of the last session aud
the latigues of the general election.

AWFUL DEATH LIST.

Nearly 3,500 Russians Die of
Cholera inTwo Days.

• St. Petersrurg, Aug. 7. -The chol-
era returns from all Russia for Aug. 3
arid"4 show a total of0,741 new cases i
end 3,400 deaths. A circular issued by
the minister of the interior calls upon
allRussians, male and female. who have
studied medicine abroad, to place them-
selves at the disposal of the authorities
to combat cholera.

London, Aug. S.—The Standard's
correspondent at St. Petersburg says
that the authorities of Nijni Novgorod
issued boiled water to the people on ac-
count of the prevalence of cholera, and
mixed 10 per cent of wine with water
in order to induce them to drink
it. In Moscow nine new cases
of cholera and four deaths weie
reported on Saturday, and ten new
cases and seven deaths on Sunday. The
governor of Moscow has issued a proc-
lamation ordering precautions to be
taken to prevent an epidemic of cholera,
and fixingpenalties for non-compliance
with the regulations. The government
of Spain has renewed precautions on
the northern frontier to prevent the in-
troduction of cholera from France.

MEXICANS SUFFERING,

And Corn Is Being Sold to Them
at Cost.

City of Mexico, Aug. 7.—The poor
are suffering greatly from the want of
the necessaries of life, though the gov-
ernment has established depots of corn
at; cost. This is only partial re-
lief, as the quantity of corn is
insufficient to supply the demand.
The government has decided to reduce
one-fourth the terms of imprisonment
ofall criminals in honor of the occasion
of the 400th anniversary of the discov-
eryof the continent oy Columbus. Large
consiguments-of Kansas, Missouri and
Texas corn is. arriving. Some appre-
hension is caused at the possible over-
stocking ot the market. The prospects
are good tor a faircrop here this year.

REPULSED BY REBELS.

The Sultan ol" Morocco Meets
With Defeat.

London, Aug. 7.—A dispatch to the
Times from Tangier dated Sunday says:
"Fifteen hundred of the sultan's troops,
with two field pieces and and 500 tribes-
men advanced this afternoon to the
Anghera hills, where they were re-
pulsed by the rebels. They then re-
treated to within three miles of Tan-
gier. A detachment of cavalry which
attempted to charge the rebels was
also repulsed. The whole force re-
treated to camp in the evening, having
lost fifteen killed and wounded."

POURING THROUGH CHICAGO

Greatest Crowd of the Year Mov-
ingon Denver.

Chicago, Aug. 7.— Denver bound
Knights Templar and cut-rate tourists
filled the depots today. From every
point of the compass, except due West,
the incoming trains poured a hurrying
mass of transitory humanity upon the
platforms, and every train for Denver
carried away its overloaded cars, and
still the crowds packed the waiting
rooms and sidewalks, lt seemed as if
every man, woman and child who could
raise a week off and $12 had a Denver
ticket. From daylight until late
tonight the Sir Knights and
ladies —

and the fair sex was
conspicuously numerous— Den-
verward through Chicago. Great vesti-
bule trains rolled into the city bearing
Eastern commanderies, and men in
fatigue uniforms climbed out to stretch
their legs, sniff ozone and then clamber
into the vestibules.

Ft is estimated that every railroad
running into Chicago landed 20 per cent
more trains than usual during the last
few days. All trains have had extra
cars added and everything on wheels
has been pressed into service. But the
immense number of people bound for
Denver has taxed the Western roads
beyond their capacity. Cut rates have
augmented the crowds to an exteut
beyond the ability of the railroads
to handle them. Most of the
Western traffic today was due to the
cut rates. Twelve .dollars for a ride to
Denver and back again brought a mob
of people. The Knights Templar, whose
transportation had been contracted for
some weeks ago, were comfortably
transported, but the over-crowded cars
which held "the cheap fares" bore testi-
mony to the discomforts in store for
their passengers.

St. Bernard commandery, of Chicago,
left on a special train over the Alton
road this morning at 10 o'clock. Nearly
200 people were in the party, and fifty
of the Knights were accompanied by
their wives and daughters. Over 100
Knights in their handsome uniforms
boarded the train, but before leaving
the city the commandery indulged
ina little pyrotechnic display as a sign
of what they intend doing when they
reach Denver tomorrow evening.
Chinese bombs, thrown high inthe air»
exploded with a noise that brought
hundreds -of people to the river and
depot, looking for the victims of a hot
boiler. Sixty Knights and nearly as
many of the Chevalier Bayard com-
mandery took a Chicago &Altonspecial
for Denver. The Chicago commandery
sent its 1*25 Knights to Denver on a well-
appointed Chicago, Burlington :&
Quincy special. The first train out thi3
morning was a long one on the Burling-
ton road, bearing the Taucred com-
mandery of Pittsburg, ltpulled out of
the station a few minutes after mid-
night. The baggage smasher has been
a hard-worked man for three days. But
as a rule all baggage was promptly
handled and sent away on the proper
trains.

SAW THEM PASSING.

Two Hundred and Thirty-Four
Trains in Two Days.

Kansas City, Aug. 7.—The pilgrim-
age of Knights Templar to Denver
seemed to have reached its climax last
night when the officials of the union
depot stated that there had passed

through their hands, bound for the
Conclave City, 104 trains. That record,
however, was beaten today by just
thirty trains. The number of passen-
gers on those trains can only be esti-
mated, but uot at all accurately. The
union depot was a bedlam from mid-
night last night to the same hour
tonight. Itwas a risk todisembark from
trains, for the throng on the plat-
form was so great that progress through
itand back again was a crusade worthy
the mettle of any Knight. Wise people
stayed by their trains and sweltered in
the heated stations, rather than face the •
mob on the platform in an attempt to
reach fresh air, while depot officials
were taxed to their utmost in receiving

and dispatching trains, transferring

specials from one road to another and
answering the questions of the travel-
ers. At0 o'clock noaccidents had been
reported, and the depot officials state
that the enormous business of the day
had been handled with reasonable dis-
patch, although, of course, there were
some minor but vexatious delays.

Double Ordinary Traffic.
St. Louis. Mo., Aug. 7.—No one has

attempted to estimate the number of
Sir Knights and others who have passed
through this city today en route for
Denver. Every road leading from the
South and Southeast brought in extra
train*-, the regular trains being allmuch
longer than usual, and some coming in
two sections. Most of the travelers
passed through without stopping.though
a few spent the day here. Tonight
each of tne fiveroads leading from here
to the present Mecca of the Templars
has sent out extra trains, laden for the
most part with citizens taking advan-
tage of the reduced rates. It is esti-
mateii that today's passengers are more
thau double those of any previous day.

How to Indorse a Check. v'•
Western Banker.

There are several ways of indorsing a
check for deposit. Some simply write
their names across the back, without
specifying that the proceeds are to be
paid to anybody ivparticular. This is
the least desirable of any way, for a
check so indorsed passes from hand to
hand like a bank note, and ifit be lost
in the mail or stolen, it may be
cashed by the bank upon which itwas drawn as if the check had
been originally drawn to bearer. More-
over, when a check is once indorsed inblank, that is, by the payee simply
writinghis name across the back, thepayment cannot be restricted by auy
subsequent indorsement. For example :
Itwould be useless for the bank where
the check is deposited to indorse: "Pay
to the order of such and such a bank."
naming its out-of-town correspondent.
Such an attempt to restrict the payment
of the check would not amount to any-
thing after the first payee had indorsed
in blank. A very favorite way to in-dorse a check is "For deposit only
to the credit of." This is good
enough as far as it goes. The
trouble is that such an indorse-
ment transfers the title to the check to
the bank where it is deposited, and ifit
be followed up by similar indorsements
as itpasses from bank to bank on theway to its final destination, the title is
transferred at every stage. Now, the
check having reached the bank on which
itis drawn, itis paid, and the money
starts on the return trip. Ifat any
point ou the way back a bank should
fail with the.money in its possession
that money would go into the general
fund to be distributed pro rata anion"
the creditors. But if the original hold-er of the check were to indorse
in this way, "Collect for account of" or
"Collect for my account," then these
words would operate as a notice to all
concerned that the originalholder had
not parted with title to the check, andthat all subsequent holders were agents
for the purpose of collecting only. If
after the check has been cashed arid the
proceeds ou the way back, any bank
should fail with the proceeds in its
possession, the original holder can
follow the proceeds of his check
aud compel the receiver to pay
over the amount to him in full. Itisworth while noting that checks should
be cashed promptly. This is a case inwhich itmay trulybe said that delays aredangerous, and sometimes fatal. The
bank may failor the drawer may fail,
or his funds may be attached in some •
legal proceeding, or the drawer may
die. Massachussetts is probably the
only stale in the Union which provides
by act of legislature that a bank may
pay checks for a certain time after .thedeath ofthe drawer.
