TRUNK LINE TINKERS.

Impcrtant Changes Proposed
in the Western Freight
Agreement.

An Amendment Which the
Barlington & Quincy Com-
pany Wants Adopted.

Tonnage Statements Show a
Falling Off in East-Bound
Shipments.

S. H. Holding Named as the
Third Arbitrator in the
Atchison Case.

CHICAGO, Aug. € —The Burlington
1 eople have made some material changes
in their proposed amendments to the
Western Freight association agreement
s nee they were first presented. One of
their propositions was to elect for terms
of one year five vice presidents and
general managers to constitute an exec-
ut've committee for the adjudication of
differences between members. This pro-
vision has been withdrawn, and the fol-
lowing inserted in its place:

At each regzuiar meeting the associa-
tion shall consider and vote upon all
changes in rates provosed, of which aue
notice has been given, and all parties
shall be bound by the decision of the
association so expressed. In case the
member presenting the subject cannot
abide by the vote of the association.
then the subject sl.all be referred to the
chairman ot the association and he
shall request four representatives of
lines in the association to act with him
in adjudicating the differences. All
subjects so referred to the chairman
must be acted upon aund interested par-
ties mnotified of the recommendations
within five days from such reference.
The recommendations of a majority of
the special commitiee shall be bind-
ing upon all, unless the parties
presenting the subject shall give
the association or chairman definite
written uotice that, in thirty days
thereafter, they shall make such modi-
fication, notwithstanding the vote of the
associatious and the recommendations
of the special committee. Such wriiten
notice must be filed with the ehairman
within five days after receipt of the
recommendations of the special com-
mittee. Should any member insist upon
a reduction in rates against the views of
iwo-thirds of the members and of the
special committee, and if in the judz-
ment of such two-thirds the rates so
made affect seriously the rares upon
other traffic, then the association may,
by a two-thirds vote, put in effect cor-
responding rates on such other tiaffic to
wake effect the same dav. By unaui-
mous consent, any rate, rule or regula-
tion relating to freight traffic may be
modified at any meeting of the associ-
ation without previous notice.”

The other amendments will go before
the meeting as they were originally
drawn up. They provide that ten days’
notice shall be given prior to a regular
meeting of any proposed change in
rates or rules: that an affirmative vote
of two-thirds of all lines in interest
shall be requisite to the adoption of any
proposition so made; and that divisions
of true rates shall be made by authority
of the association, except that a road
may wake its own arrangements with a
connection in which it has a proprie-
tory interest.

ELl30 -BOUND SHIPMENTS.
A Considerabie Falling Off in
East-Bound Business,

CiicAGo, Aug. 8.—Again the tonnage
statements show a falling off in East-
bound shipments last week. The total
Ly all roads was 52,745 tons, against 53,-
872 for the preceding week, a decrease
of 1,127 tons. The traftic was divided
among the several roads as follows:

STILLWATER NEWS,

Thousands of Dollars Damage
Done by the Big Storm.

The heavy rain storm which passed
over this city and surrounding country
yesterday morning damaged crops and
buildings to the extent of thousands of
The storm-was accompanied
by a heavy wind,whichapparently came
from all points of the compass. Fora
while it would blow from the north-
west, and in a moment it would turn to
southeast with no less fury. The wind
storm was by all odds the worst of the
season. and many fields of wheat and
oais which promised abundant yields
are now flat on the ground, and farmers
fear that the grain is damaged to such
an extent as to almost prevent its bes
ing cut. A number of pieces of oats were
ready to harvest, but nothing can be
done with them unless they rise again.
The southern part of the county fared
worse than the central and northern
parts, and the fields yesterday morning
were as flat as if a heavy roller had
passed over them. Your correspondent
interviewed several prominent farmers
yesteraay, and they all said that the
outlook was discouraging. The straw
was unusualiy heavy, and previously to
the storm every one expected large
crops. Lightning also did considerable
damage throughout the county, striking
in a nnmber of places. Gottlieb Walter,
a farmer residing in Woodbury. had re-
cently built a large new barn, which
was struck and totally destroyed. 1he
barn was vaiued at $1,200, and was in-
sured for £700.

A special term of the district court
was held vesterday, with Judge Willis-
ton presiding.

THREE RECORD BEATERS.

They Are to Be Built by the
Cramps of Philadelphia.

NEW York, Aug. 8. —The Cramps of
Philadelphia have secured the contract
to build the ocean greyhounds that are
to beat the records of the City of New
York and the City of Paris. For a
couple of days past rumors to this effect
have been going around, but until to-
day noone could be found who would
state anyvthing definite on the subject.
According to the Brookiyn Eagle, one
of its reporters today asked Mr. Dallet,
of Boulton, Bliss & Dallet, the owners

of the Red line about the matter. Mr.
Dallet said:
*The contracts are signed. I saw

Charley Cramp at Pniladelphia a few
days ago, and he then told me that they
had the drawings and specifications.
The bill called for two ships of 11,000
tons each, but it is understoud that three
vessels each of 11,000 tons, are con-
tracted for. This will give Americans
a chance to show what they can do in
buiiding ships. I remarked to Charley
Cramp that the firm should build a ship
not only the peer of the Paris or New
York, but one that would far exceed
either, and he agreed with me.”

Mr. Dallet was asked what he thonght
of American shipmasters. He said:

“There are no finer seamen than
Americans, and I do not see how con-
gress can admit Capt. Watkins, of the
City of Paris, to naturalization except
by a special bill. I tried several times
to have foreigners certiticated as en-
gineers, but never succeeded. 1 believe
the law holds good with deck officers.
It would certainly be very wrong to ad-
mit foreign vessels to an American reg-
istry and at the same time have them
officered by Englishmen.”

DRIVING OUT CATTLE.

Some of Them Must Be Trans-
ported by Train.

ErnL Reno, Okla., Aug. 8,—The three
troops of eavalry at Enid are proceeding
very slowiy towards ejecting the great
herds of cattle that have been grazing
in that vieinity. Summary action on
the part of the soldiers has been delayed
because the cattle men are making all
haste to remove the herds. The
orders of Gov. Humphrey and Gov.
Seay to the sheriffs of the Dborder
counties of Kansas and Oklahoma have
worked a hardship upon the cattlemen
whieh they did not calculate on,necessi-
tating their shipment by rail. Since
Friday morning the Rock Island has
shipped nearly 100 trainloads from
Enid, Pond Creek and Bird’s Point,
and Stockman Tuttle said this morning
at Pond Creek there would be 50,000
head transported to Kansas City by
Tuesday night. Some of the herds that
started west frem Enid for the Pan
Handle were driven back on account of
the intense heat, and will be shipped,
although at a considerable loss, the
owners claim.

THE ILLINOIS CROP,

It Is Large Enough to Feed the
State.

SHRINGFIELD, 11l., Aug. 8.—The crop
bulletin issued by the state board of
agriculture today shows that, with an
area of 1,805,148 acres of winter wheat,
the average yield per acre throughout
the state was eighteen bushels. The
total winter wheat crop was 82,831,718
bushels. In the northern division of
the state 8 per cent of the area seeded
was winter-killed, in the central di-
vision 4 per cent and in the southern
3 per cent. The quality of the grainis
unusually good,and most of it will grade
No. 2. The average yield per acre
of spring wheat is 15 bushels. The
area seeded to oats this season as com-
pared with 1891 is 93 per cent, or 2.737,-
539 acres. The average yield per acre
in the northern division of the state is
30 bushels, and the total yield of that
section is (8,835,317 bushels. In Central
Illinois the average yield is reported at
3L bushels per acre and the total
vield at 17,376,120 bushels. In Southern
Dllinois the average yield was 97
bushels per acre and the total of the
section 7,103,085 bushels. The total yield
of the state 1s 93,314,515 bushels. With
a late fall it is Lelieved that much
more of the corn than had been ex-
pected will yield a fair return. The
s.owth is exceedingly uneven, and it is
«tancult to form a correct estimate as to
what the result will be. Reports from
all over the state indicate 735 per cent of
a sex-orable condition at this time. The
commnwun of the crop is 65 per cent in
the roithern, 73 per cent in the central
and 81 per ceut in the southern division
of the state. The reported condition is
onlv on the growing crep. and in ai-
temorng to form an estimate as to the
vield the deciared area must be taken
into cousideration.

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BEARS BADLY GORED.

The Bulls Sweep Everything
Before Them on Chicago
’Change.

Wheat Moves Upward Stead-
ily and Closes Over a
Cent Higher.

News Concerning Damage to
Corn Sends That Cereal
Up Three Cents.

Agitation on the Silver Ques-
tion Affecting Stock Un-
favorably.

CaIcAGo, Aug 8.—A biz, broad, old-fash-
ioned bull market. with the bears sweltering
and roaring in their unhappy predicament,
was witnessed today for the first time in
many months. Wheat st the close. compared
with iis price atthe corresponding time Satur
day, was llje higher, corn was 3¢ up, oats
showed 1 ¢ advance, pork 3Z¢, lard 15¢ and
ribs 12lac.

The day’s advance got well under way as
soon as the season commenced. Corn. oats
and provisions vied with cach other in bull-
ish activity, and opening prices were imme-
diately added to an excited way.

The news concerning the damage to Kan-
sas corn influenced the entire trade. Oats
and provisions mare especially svmpathized
in the news affecting corn. but the advance
in all these articles was too material to sllow
of wheat being unaffected. There was, be-
z-it]«‘s. some news of a builish nature directly
afiecting wheat, Liverpoo! being quoted
opening firm and tad higher. owing to cold,
wet weather in Englund, and New York
suges said that they were receiving more
rn buiving orders there and at better
prices. The export clearances from New
York were liberal, and were one of the stim-
ulants administered to the market shortly
after the opening. Then there were advices
from the Northwest of damage by hot, dry
weather in some places and of damage to
unrcaped and reaped grain in others by se-
vere ruin storms.

The infiuence of the unexpectedly large
decrease 1 the bank reserve on Saturday
was felt in the stoek market this morning,
aud there was during the forenoon a drop-
ping of quotations. In this result the down-
ward tendency of the silver market was not
without its effect, and the agitation of the
siiver question seems likeiy to interfere with
the making of that market for stocks. The
confidence of holders in securities, however,
was not impaired and the depression in
prices of stocks was the result of further
short sales with the usual accompaniment of
an increased short interest in the market.
The bulls are now inclined to lay stress upon
the failure of the prediction of heavy
gold export to ma ize, together
with the tendeney of exchange rates to
drop under a freer offering of commereiai
bills, and the evident oversold condition of
the market. A few specialties displaved
marked strength. With withdrawal of press-
ure to_seli dutlness tedey, as usual, became
the prineipal feature of the dealiugs, and the
whole list fluctuated over tue narrowest
range, though some recovery from the low-
est points was scen. The declines were
based on the unfavorable crop reports trom
Kansas, but the selling was evidently of a
kind to augment the already unwieldy short
interest in the granger stocks, and the
cessation of the pressure was, as usual, fol-
lowed by duilness and recovery. The press-
ure was maintained to the close, which was
quiet but heavy,generally at the lowest prices
of the day. The transactions reached 171,471
listed and 24,953 unlisted.

Railroad bonds were very quiet, and even
dull in the general list, while the reactionary
temper of the stock list was reflected in some
weakness in the speculative issues. The sales
of the day reached only $1,081,000,

Government bonas have been dull and
steady.

The Post says in its finanecial column: *“It
is gratifying to see that the press, at least, is
waking up to the dangers of *industrial™
speculation. One effort has been made by
the managers of these properties to reoly to
current criticisms. They allege, and doubt-
less in the case instauced with truth, that in-
formation has never been refused to share-
holders. But this, let it be observed, is quite
beside the point. What is waated in stocks
which are publicly dangled before investors
isnot alone information for people who
have already purchased, but information for
people who are thinking of purchasing. This
is aitogether beyond dispute.? Listing on the
stock exchange is of itself an offer to
the trade and investing publie, and the fact
that peopie already in possession of the
stock know all about its finances in no wise
prevents the deluding of outsiaers. On the
contrary, it makes deception more tempting
and more easy. Those stocks were placed
on the stock exchange’'s list two or three
vears ago. in deference 1o the wail of brokers
who then believed that Wall street profits
were past forever unless some novelties
could be exploited. But for the firmness o
some wiser heads, our local board migh
have foliowed the example of the Londcn
stock exchange and svread out officially be-
fore the public an unlimited mass of such
securities, more or less discreditable and
worthless. The line cculd not logically be
drawn between the sugar and whisky com-
binations and the breweries, sanitariums and
buicher shops, whose shares crowd London’s
stock list. Fortunately, the London investor
learned his lesson first, and a painful lesson
it has been.”
