•rate is voted down by the association,
the road presenting the subject may
still make the change by giving ten
days' notice of its intention. The Bur-
lington proposes that thirty days' no-
tice shall be required.

It does not want to
shoulder the responsibility of any de-
moralization that may follow as a result
of its withdrawal, and to guard against
demoralization it seeks to strengthen
the agreement of the Western Freight
association. The Atchison, on the
other band, feels that it has
not been fairly dealt with, and
is only awaiting an opportunity
to teach some of its competitors a les-
son. The withdrawal of -the Burling-
ton from the presidents' agreement will
give itan excuse for smashing rates
and settling scores, for it can then ".nit
the responsibility on the Burlington.'

The wagons
were loaded five at a time. The sub-
treasury in Wall street is strongly forti-
fied against any attempt that .may be
made against it.
