A Story of the Tremendous
Growth of the Marvelous
Western Country.

Some of the Extraordinary
Changes Noted by a St.
Paul Business Man.

The Success With Which Irri-
gation Is Practiced Along
the Missouri.

Smiling Villages Where Once
Were Almost Impenetra-
ble Forests.

To the Editor of the Globe. .
SEATTLE, Wash., Aug. 6.—'1'0 one
who.like the undersizned,in 1873 passed
over the route of the Northern Pacifie
railroad from the Missouri to the Yel-
lowstone and beyond, the contrast pre-
sented today by the changed condition
is something bordering upon the mar-
velous. The line of this great trans-
continental highway from the Red river
to the Missouri had then but just been
opened. The equipment was of a very
limited, not to say primitive, sort, and
the traffic in passengers aund freight
was insignificant. Not a station or a
human habitation seemed then to have
been planted over all this stretch of ter-
ritorv. What were designated *‘sid-
ings” had been established at
each ten mile stretch of track, where
construction trains bearing materials
and supplies for the work bevond might
pass and repass on their way to the
East and West as the case might be.
The view of the country was cheer-
less and desolate. The buffalo, the an-
telope, the jack rabbit and the festive
deer still roamed over the plains in
their accustomea freedom, although the
bison had begun rapidly to disappear,
before the murderous onslaught of civ-
ilized man. The Sioux had previously
sought refuge behind the Missouri, and
virtuaily found their last ditch in the
Canyons and Fastnesses
of that river, the Yellowstone and their
tributaries. T'he massacre of the brave
Custer and hiscompanions in the valley
of the Little Big Horn, two years later,
was really the beginning of the ena of
hostilities with the relentless red men
of the plains.
On the 14th of June, in the year first
named, an engineering party under the
direction of Gen. Thomas L. Rosser, as
assistaut engineer of the Northern Pa-
cific, started out from Fort Lincoln,
opposite Bismarck, to locate the line
trom what is now Mandan to the Yel-
lowstone, at or near the mouth of Glen-
dive creek, crossing the river at that
point and thence proceeding up the
ellowstone to a point 150 miles west
from the crossing at or near the mouth
of Glendive creek. A strong escort for
the safety of the engineering party had
been provided by the United States
government, owing to the failure of
previous attempts to locate a line in con-
sequence of the hostility of Sitting Ball
ana his roving band of warriors. This
escort consisted of the whole of the
famous Seventl: cavalry commanded by
Custer, and two battalions of infantry,
the whole force being under the com-
mand of Gen. D. S. Stanley, a veteran
of the civil war. In order to expedite
matters, the civil engineers left the
meuth of Heart river, opposite Bis-
marck, on the 14th of June, with a small
escort consisting of a detachment of the
Seventh cavalry, one ecompany of in-
fantry and a few Indian scouts, the en-
tire party being commanded by Liecut.
Col. E. F. Townsend, of the Ninth regi-
ment, while the main eommand uuder
Stanley was being organized at Fort
Rice, thirty miles below Lincoln, and
which was expected to follow a week
later, overtaking the detachment in the
Valley of Heart River
within a few days of June 25. Singu-
larly enough, the first episode that oc-
curred to the detachment in getting
under way was a skirmish with a band
of two or three hundred Sioux warriors,
immediately upon the commencement
of the march, in which two of the red-
skins were sent to the happy hunting
grounds, and the rest of the party were
driven off. The fighting was done en-
tirely on the part of the expedition by
the Cree scouts,who, after the fight was
over, came howliing back to the fort
with the scalps of their victims swing-
ing high 1n the air. The morning was
excessively hot, and the scouts wore
nothing but a breechclout to shield
their bodies from the scorching rays of
the sun. Nothing further of a hos-
tile nature occurred until the Yel-
lowstone was crossed, when the
Sioux made a most desperate at-
tempt to surprise and entrap the expe-
dition, but were completely foiled,
driven away, and escaped by recrossing
the Yellowstone by the aid of their bull
boats. In this affair the veterinary sur-
geon of the Seventh, Dr. Honsiker, and
a civilian connected with the sutler’s
force were killed as a result of straying
too far away from the moving column.
The country passed over by this expe-
dition comprised one-half of what is
now North Dakota and the eastern por-
tion of Montana. Itincluded the valleys
of the Heart river from its mouth to its
source, the Little Missouri and the Yel-
lowstone for 150 miles along the north-
ern bank, with the intervening divides
and a vast stretch of

High Rolling Prairie.

It was strenuously contended at the
time, notably by Gen. W. B. Hazen,
then nrcommand at Fort Buford, that
this country was unfit for profitable
cultivation, basing his opinion evidently
upon his observation of the famous
mauvaises terres, or bad lands, in the
midst of which his headquarters at the
mouth of the Yellowstone were located.

But how completely has experience
refuted this assumption which, it is
believed, was put forth, published and
reiterated for the purpose of defeating
the construction of the Northern Pacific
by discrediting its securities. Time has
amply vindicated the sagacity of the
far-sighted and courageous men who

rojected and finally, amid almost
nsurmountable obstacles, carried the
great work triumphantly through
to the shores of the Occi-
dental sea or its strong right arm,
Puget Sound. Neither the unscrupulous
jealousy of rivals, nor barren plains,nor
rivers, nor lofty mountains, nor appar-
ently impenetrable forests, nor heights
nor depths, nor ail combined have suf-
ficed to prevent the grand consumma-
tion, and where just nineteen years ago
we _st;ug;ﬂed by toilsome daily marches,
under a burning sun and against the
desperate protests of wily savages to
find a way for the iron horse, we look
out from the windows of the luxurious

alace car upon scores of smiling vil-
ages, thriving, prosperous cities ana
hundreds cf cultivated farms, yielding
enormous crops of grain and rearing
flocks and herds innumerable for
the sustenance and support of millions
of people. Merely to call these thriving

centers of population, trade and
wealth by name would Consume
too much of your vhluable space.

Suffice it then to refer in passing to
Brainerd, Delroit and Moorhead in Min-
nesota; Fargo, Casselton, Bismarck,
Mandan and Dickinsen, in North Dako-
to; Glendive, Miles City and Livingston
at the gateway to the National Yellow-
stone Park, in Montana, all on this side

Among the new and thriving
cities that have sprung into existence as
a direct result of opening this great
railway line in the mountain region
may be mentioned Garrison, Missoula,
Spokane, which has a splendid water
power: Sprague, North Yakima, aud
Tacoma, the Pacific terminus of the
line. Of this important point, as well as
Seattle and Everett. there is not space
1o speak in this brief notice. They de-
serve and will receive hereafter such a
review as their extraordinary growth
and importance seem to justify. They
are such cities as only the exceptional
conditions and circumstances of Amer-
ican institutions render possible. Ina
future communication a narrative of
their growth, progress and condition
will be briefly presented.

According to arithmeticians of the board
the government crop report suggests a wheat
vield of 515,000,00: bu, a corn crop ot 1.724,-
000,000 ba and an oats crop of 644,002,000 bu.

At the opening September wheat sold
free!yat T70lke, an aavance of 5:¢ over night.
So much wheat was bought, however, that a
reaction was the natural result later on,
and it dropped to TS1xe.
